Emergency Loans
Are Available

Briscoe County has been de-
signated as an Emergency Loan
Area by the Secretary of Agri-
culture, Orville L. Freeman, ac-
cording to Donald B. Cruce,
County Supervisor of Farmers
Home Administration in Tulia.

Farmers or ranchers are eli-
gible for emergency loans who
have suffered production losses
due to the drouth in the desig-
nated area and must meet certain
eligibility requirements as fol-
lows: (A) Be a citizen of
the United States. ,B) Be
an established farmer or
rancher. (C) Operate a farm
or ranch in the designated em-
ergency loan area and had se-
vere production losses. (D) Pos-
sess legal capacity to contract
for the loan. (E) Possess the
character, industry and experi-
ence necessary to carry out the
proposed farming or ranching
his own resources or to obtain
operations. (F) Be unable to
provide the necessary funds
from his own resources or to
obtain sufficient credit elsewhere
to finance his actual needs at
reasonable rates and terms.

Loans may be made for the
purchase of feed, seed, fertilizer,
replacement equipment and live-
stock, and for other essential
farm and home operating ex-
penses. The interest rate is 3
percent. Repavment schedule de-
pends upon the purpose for
which the funds are advanced.

Further information concern-
ino emergency loans may be ob-
tained at the Farmers Home
Administration Office. located

State’s ‘65 Cotton
Allotment Is Set

Texas farmers have been al-
loted 6,835,945.0 acres on
which to grow their 1965 up-
land cotton crop - under the
national cotton program, R. T.
Price, Chairman, Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation
State Committee announced to-
day. This represents the State’s
share of the 16-million-acre al-
lotment and of the 200,000-
acre national reserve (to take
care of minimum farm - allot-
ments), announced by the De-
partment of Agriculture on Oc-
tober 13.

At the same time, marketing
quotas were propclaimed for
the 1965 cotton crop, and Dec.
15, 1964, was set as the date
for a national referendum on
the quotas.

The Chairman explained that
the State allotment will be ap-
portioned among counties and
the county allotments among

Notices of farm al-
lotments will be mailed to op-
erators of cotton farms prior to
the referendum.

Cotton growers voting in the
December referendum will de-
termine whether marketing quo-
tas will be operative for the 19-
65 crop of upland cotton. Ap-
proval by at least two-thirds of
these voting is necessary in or-
der to put the quotas into ef-
fect.

Mzr. Price pointed out that
the domestic allotment program,
authorized by legislation enact-
ed last spring, will be in effect
for the 1965 upland cotton
crop if marketing quotas are ap-
proved in the December 15 re-
ferendum. Under this program,
a cotton farmer has the option
of planting within his farm'’s
effective allotment or the do-
mestic allotment. (The effect-
ive allotment is the farm allot-
ment after any release or reap-
portionment) . For those volun-
tarily reducing their acreage,
ogrowers may qualify for price-
support payments in addition to
the regular price-support loans.

farm’s domestic allotment. (In.

general, the farm marketing
quota — which a farmer may
market free of penalty — is the
production from the farm’s ef-
fective acreage allotment).

If quotas are not approved,
the regular allotment program .

will remain in effect, and price
support at 50 percent of parity
will be available to growers
who do not exceed their effect-
ive allotments. Without quotas,
the domestic allotment program
providing additional price-sup-
port payments would not be in
effect.

Marketing quotas for the

1964 crop of upland cotton
were approved by 94 percent of
the growers voting in a referen-
dum in December, 1963.

Agricultural Census
Plans Announced

Plans for taking the 1964
Census of Agriculture, in Bris-
coe County were announced to-
day by W. V. Swinburn, new-
ly-appointed census crew leader
for the county.

The job will be done in three
stages., the crew leader said.
First will come recruitment and
training of enumerators to
count all farms in the county.
About one enumerator for each
150 farms will be needed.

Shortly after November 19
the Bureau of the Census, an
agency of the U. S. Department
of Commerce, will start the
second stage by mailing agricul-

i tural census questionnaires to all
.rural boxholders in the county.

This will give farm and ranch
operators who are required by
law to fill out the forms, a time
to consult their records and fill
in answers to the questions.

In the final stage, enumet-
ators will visit each farm in the
county to collect the question-
naires. At the time of this visit,
the enumerators will help farm-
ers complete answets to any
questions the farmers may have
had difficulty with. Enumer-
ators will take about 3 weeks
to complete their work, the
crew leader estimates.

The Census of Agriculture is
taken every five years in the
years ending with “4’’ and ‘9"’
to gather up-to-date informa-
tion on the nation’s agricul-

tural resources and production.

Such information is vital in
making decisions affecting many
segments of the U. S. economy.
Data gathered include the num-
ber and size of farms. acreage
and harvest of crops, livestock
inventory, information on farm
equipment and facilities, farm
nroducts sold, and use of fer-

tilizers, insecticides, and herbi- _

cides.

WASHINGTON REPORT
POLITICAL CROSSROADS

The 89th Congress conven-
ing in the early days of Jan-
vary, 1965 will face many
problems. Some will be nation-
al, some will be international,
some will involve local domes-
tic matters. One of the most im-
portant from a domestic stand-
point, in my opinion, will be
some affirmative action to bring
the people the truth, the whole
truth and nothing but the truth
on issues and matters concern-
ing the political life of this
nation.

The recent election should
have brought into clear focus
in the minds of all honest, fair-
minded Americans that attempts
were made to mislead and mis-
guide the average citizen. This
was done by misrepresentation,
misstatement, distortion of fact,
innuendoes, unfounded insinu-
ation, deliberate falsehoods, and
malicious lies. In many instan-
ces it was being done by groups
or organizations engaged in the

ed upon for substantial contri-
butions which were received
with glee and laughter by the
con men spreading their propo-
ganda.

Many of the candidates in the
recent election resorted to these
same tactics of misrepresenta-
tion, misstatement, falsehoods
and lies in an effort to gain
public office and trust. Some
w ere undoubtedly successful,
but a large majority were not,
for which the country can be
thankful.

The question is, what can be
done about it? On the national
level, in the national Congress,
something can be done about it
because the House of Represen-
tatives can determine the quali-
fications of its own members. It
can investigate the activities of
the election and can refuse to
seat a person pursuing such tac-
tics. In- my opinion the Con-
gress of the United  States
should establish an effective and
active Fair Campaign Commit-
tee with proper authority to
stop this cancerous growth
which is eating at the vitals of
the political body. This should
be done before it is too late.

I expect to propose a pro-
cedure and provide further for
the full disclosure to the public
of all the facts and the truth
associated with particular ac-
tivities. Another mtthod should
also be provided with which to
attack this problem. I refer to
effective Federal libel laws,
which will be difficult to write
but which can be written. These
laws should deal not only with
the problem of civil libel but
