Of the 31 counties in the 
Amarillo District, Briscoe Co.

During December there were 
four accidents on rural high­
ways in the county, according 
to Sergeant W. E. Wells, High­
way Patrol supervisor of this 
area.

These crashes resulted in two 
persons injured and an estimated 
property damage loss of $24,- 
150.00.

Preliminary returns show that

P O L I T I C A L L Y  S P E A K IN G

There is an old saying that 
“Politics makes strange bedfel­
lows." The truth of this state­
ment has certainly been proven 
by the recent actions of both 
the Democratic and Republican 
Parties in the House or Repre­
sentatives. The Democrats pun­
ished two of their members for 
failure to support the Presi­
dential and Vice Presidenial 
nominees in the last election, 
and for supporting the nomi­
nees of the Republican Party. 
On the other hand, the Republi­
can Party kicked out their leader 
in the House of Representatives 
in spite of the fact that he had 
been one of the most vigorous 
supporters of the Republican 
nominees for President and Vice 
President. This created a situ­
ation where all three were pretty 
well stripped of their seniority 
rights with regard to committee 
assignments. Seniority is of 
great importance to every mem­
ber of Congress, hence the loss 
of it is a substantial blow.

Press reports indicate that the 
Republican Party had a number 
of defectors among the Mem­
bers of the House of Represen­
tatives. There was no discussion 
as to punishment of these de­
fectors for bolting the party: 
on the contrary there was some 
talk that they may be the lead­
ers of the new “image" of the 
Republican Party.

Summed up, it would appear 
that the two Democratic defec­
tors stripped of seniority because 
they bolted the party, and the 
Republican leader stripped of 
his powers even though he vig­
orously supported the party 
nominees, are in the same polit­
ical bed —  outcasts from their 
own parties for completely re­
verse reasons, but political bed­
fellows nevertheless.

hers in the House of Represen­
tatives. However, I do not oc­
cupy the same situation with re­
gard to the Democratic Party.
1 vigorously disagree with the 
action of the Democratic Caucus 
in punishing John B. Williams 
and Albert Watson, I do not 
agree with what these men did, 
but I would forever defend their 
right to do it. Whether or not 
they should be punished should 
depend entirely upon the law 
and the rules applicable at the 
time the action was taken. The 
Constitution of the United 
States in Section 9 contains the 
'^ollowing proviso: “No bill of 
attainder or ex post facto law 
shall be passed." It is undenied 
that there were no rules or re­
quirements in the Democratic 
Party applicable to Members of 
Congress that if they failed to 
support th e  Presidential a n d  
Vice Presidential nominees of 
the Party that they should re­
ceive certain punishment. Hence 
the infliction of the punishment 
upon John Bell Williams and 
Albert Watson was in violation 
of the Constitution.

It might also be pointed out 
that the Eighth Amendment of 
the Constitution of the United 
Sates provides as follows: “Ex­
cessive bail shall not be required, 
nor excessive fines imposted, nor 
cruel and unusual punishments 
inflicted." A basic principle and 
belief of our people has always 
been “equal justice under the 
law." In the case of Williams 
and Watson both the Eighth 
Amendment of the Constitution 
and the basic principle of equal­
ity of justice were violated. 
John Bell Williams had been a 
member of Congress for 18 
years and had followed the rules 
which had made him, because of 
of seniority, the number two 
man on the Committee on In­
terstate and Foreign Commerce. 
He was next in line to become

chairman of this the oldest com­
mittee in the history of Con­
gress. Albert Watson of South 
Carolina is a new Member of 
Congress, relatively speaking, 
and had acquired only the sen­
iority of one term. Neverthe­
less the same punishment was 
inflicted upon both men. John 
Bell Williams was stripped of 
seniority that had taken 18 
years to build up. Albert W at­
son was stripped of seniority 
of only two year’s duration. 
This punishment was inflicted 
on both these men for the same 
identical offense. Hence, math­
ematically speaking, Williams 
was required to pay a penalty 
nine times greater than the pen­
alty paid by Watson. Morally 
speaking, the action against the 
men was unjustified, because 
the same identical offense with 
which Williams and Watson 
was charged had been commit­
ted a number of times in recent 
years and had gone unpunished 
and without any effort to chal­
lenge the offenders or to write 
a rule prohibiting such defec­
tions.

It is my studied opinion that 
the grevious wrong committed 
should be corrected before this 
session of the Congress gets fur­
ther under wav.

NEW CREDIT SERVICE AID FOR 
LOW-INCOME RURAL PEOPLE

A new credit service to help 
low - income families in rural 
areas raise their incomes is now 
available in Texas, according to 
State Director, L. J. Cappleman, 
Farmers Home Administration.

Mr. Cappleman said today 
the new service opens up Farm­
ers Home Administration credit 
aid for the first time to many 
low-income rural families who 
previously were unable to ob­
tain either public or private 
loans to improve their earnings.

All county offices in Texas, 
Cappleman said, are accepting 
applications for loans up to 
$2,500 to finance farming en­
terprises, small family business 
es, trades and services. Rural 
cooperatives serving low-income 
families and providing services 
and facilites not otherwise avail­
able may also be eligible for 
credit under the program.

Borrowers will be provided 
continuing management aid to 
help them make a success of 
their farming enterprises or new 
businesses. *

Farmers Home Administra­
tion, a U. S. Department of Ag­
riculture agency, will administer 
the new loan service under re 
cently delegated authority from 
the Office of Economic Oppor­
tunity.

Liberalized loan terms and 
conditions f o r  participating 
low-income families allow for 
an interest rate of 4% percent.

DOUBLE BUCCANEER STAMPS WEDNESDAY UN ALL PURCHASES

To be eligible for the new 
rural credit program, an appli­
cant must live in a rural area, 
have an income that does not 
cover basic family necessities, be 
unable to obtain credit from 
other sources, including the reg­
ular loan program of the Farm­
ers Home Administration, and 
show a reasonable promise of 
succeeding in the enterprise to 
be financed by the loan.

A cooperative, to be eligible, 
must be primarily composed of 
and serve low - income rural 
families and be unable to obtain 
credit from other sources.

About 3.5 million farm fam­
ilies in rural areas across the 
country, including 500,000 
farm families, are unable to ob­
tain credit to develop income in­
creasing enterprises. The new 
credit program is budgeted at 
$35,000,000 f o r  th e  current 
fiscal year.

In addition to the new credit 
service, the Farmers Home Ad­
ministration serves all r u r a l  
counties in Texas with loans to 
finance farm operations, buy 
and enlarge farms, construct 
rural housing and develop com­
munity water systems, recre­
ation areas and grazing land. It 
also provides a program of 
emergency loans, watershed

loans and rural renewal loans.
The maximum loan to in­

dividual families is $2,500 in 
total to any one borrower. The 
repayment period is up to 15 
years at interest rate of 4% 
percent. The security is a pro­
missory note of borrower and 
loan agreement. The purpose of 
loans to farmers is to finance 
farm operating expenses, im­
provements, and development, 
including purchase of land, or 
pay for the equipment, machin­
ery, buildings and other items 
needed in a small family busi­
ness, trade or service that will 
add to income from farming.

Loans to rural residents not 
farming are to finance a small 
business, trade or service that 
supplements family income.

The new loan programs form 
an important part of the Presi­
dent’s “War on Poverty,’’ un­
der general direction of the U. 
S. Office of Economic Oppor­
tunity. Applicatins for loans 
may be made at local offices of 
the Farmers Home Administra­
tion, an agency of the U. S, 
Department of Agriculture, and 
there are 1,600 of these offices 
which serve all rural counties. 
All loans will be accompanied 
by direct management assistance 
to borrowers provided by Farm­
ers Home Administration.
