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Signup Nears For 
Feed Grain Program

Farmers will have an oppor- 
tunity to signup in the 1965 

i  Feed Grain program early in 
February, according to Louie 
Kitchens. Chairman, Agricul­
tural Stabilization and Conser­
vation, Briscoe County Com­
mittee. The signup period will 
be for 7 weeks, from February 
8 through March 26.

During the signup period, 
winter wheat producers who 
signed up in the wheat program 
last fall may change their in­
tentions, except that in winter 
wheat areas growers may not 
overproduce wheat and store it 
under bond unless they stated 
their intentions to do this at the 
time of the signup last fall.

As in previous years, the 
Chairman explained, the feed 
grain program will be volun­
tary and each operator o f farms 
growing one o f the three feeds 
covered by the program will 
make his own decision about 
whether to take part. The pro­
gram is available for corn grain 
sorvhum. and barley.

Farmers who oarticioate in 
the program will be eligible for 
diversion and price-support pay­
ments, and for price support

loans on their entire 1965 pro­
duction of the three grains. The 
price - support payments will 
be made to participants whether 
the feed grain produced in 1965 
is fed on the farm, sold, or 
placed under a price - support 
loan.

T o  take part in the feed 
grain program, the farmer will 
agree to take out o f production 
and devote to an approved con­
servation use at least 20 percent 
of the total o f the feed grain 
base. Maximum diversion is 50 
percent o f the base or 25 acres 
if this is' larger. The reduction 
may be o f any o f the three 
acreages, and the diversion pay­
ment will be based on the crop 
diverted.

Diversion payments, if less 
than 40 percent of the base is 
actually diverted, will be made 
at one-fifth o f the countv sup- 
nort rate on the normal pro­
duction for the first 20 percent 
diversion, and at one-haF the 
snnport rate ^or the normal pro­
duction from the remaining per­
centage. If 40 nercent or more 
nf the ha‘5e is diverted for pav- 
ment. tht higher rate will apply 
to all the acreage diverted.

THAT’S THEWAYIT IS
No doubt you have heard 

discussed the much controver­
sial issue which was recently 
enacted as law by the Federal 
Government. This mandate is 
referred to as TH E CIVIL 
RIGHTS LAW . Your school 
system has recently been requir­
ed to make a choice as to 
their stand on integration. The 
choices they had were: (1 ) 
Fully in compliance, (2 ) Com­
pliance only under a court or­
der, .3) Initiate a local plan, 
or, (4 ) Not comply.

O f course you are aware that 
our district has been in full 
compliance since integration 
two years ago. Therefore, our 
choice was not a difficult one 
to make.

This law, in essence states, 
“  . . . to effectuate the pro­
visions of title V I of the Civil 
Rights Act o f 1964 to the end 
that no person in the United 
States shall; on the ground of 
race, color, or national origin, 
be excluded from participation 
in, be denied the benefits of, 
or be otherwise subjected to 
discrimination under any pro­
gram or activity receiving Fed­
eral financial assistance from 
the Department of Health, Edu­
cation, and Welfare.”

The Assurance of Compli­
ance with the Civil Rights Act 
assures that it will be binding 
upon the school, its successors, 
transferees, and assignees, and 
the person or persons whose sig­
natures appeared on the docu­
ment. Which, o f course, means 
school boards, administraton, 
faculty, students, and you as a 
citizen.

Should at any time, the 
school district decided that they 
wanted to withdraw and not 
comply, it would mean that all 
Federal Aid to the Vocational 
Agriculture, Vocational Home­
making, and the Lunch Room 
aid would be cut off. O f course, 
this would amount to several 
thousand dollars per year.

T o  be plain, the Federal gov­
ernment no longer has just its 
toe in the door, it has squeezed 
in the entire body.

Austin —  Proposed legisla­
tion relating to the gross weight 
limits of cotton trailers was in­
troduced in the House of Repre- 
presentatives of the Legislature 
last week by Representative 
Ralph Wayne of Plainview.

The bill proposes that the 
gross weight limits of cotton 
trailers be raised from 10,000 
pounds to 15,000 pounds with­
out any increase in the regular 
registration fee o f $5.00. Wayne 
stated that he feels this is a re­
asonable approach to our cotton 
trailer weight problem. Our 
present trailers are capable of 
holding four bales of unginned 
cotton and when thus loaded, 
the trailers will exceed the pre­
sent weight limit.

The Committee on Interstate 
and Foreign Commcerce began 
hearings last week on H. R. 2, 
a bill designed to deal with pro­
per control o f depressant, stimu­
lant and hallucinatory drugs 
and also counterfeit drugs. It is 
the opinion of many that 
these drugs should be brought 
under controls similar to those 
applying to narcotics such as 
opium and heroin. Most o f tihe 
drugs referred to in H. R. 2 are 
valuable therapeutic agents and 
render a distinct service to man­
kind. However, the abuse and 
misuse of barbiturates, which 
are central-nervous-system de­
pressants for use where a hyp­
notic or sedative effect is desir­
ed; of amphetamines and similar 
central - nervous - system stimu­
lants, which serve as treatment 
for depression and control of 
appetite: tranquilizers, which 
are usually helpful in the treat­
ment o f distressed and disturbed 
patients, are causing great trag­
edy in this Country in the form 
of rising toll o f deaths on the 
highway, juvenile delinquency; 
violent and bizarre crimes, sui­
cides and other anttisocial be­
havior.

Previous hearings in the Con­
gress have established that the 
abuse and mis-use of these drugs 
have been on a marked increase.

and that this increase has been 
in the small as well as the large 
communities. The Commission­
er o f Food and Drugs, Mr. G. 
P. Larrick, testified that the il­
legal traffic in amphetamines 
spawned in truck stops, service 
stations, and roadside taverns 
had spread throrughout the Na­
tion; that there were organized 
rings bootlegging barbiturates 
and amphetamine drugs; that it 
is an interstate and a national 
problem in all respects, and that 
tremendous profits are involved. 
For example, the Food and 
Drug Administration has estab­
lished that amphetamines can 
be purchased at wholesale at 
less than $1.00 per thousand, 
and sold at wholesale in the il­
legal traffic at $30 to $50 per 
thousand, and at retail for as 
much as 10 to 25 cents each. 
7 ’his substantial profit makes 
this business most inviting to 
organized criminals and could 
very well bring about another 
era of gangsterism. In addition 
to barbiturates and ampheta­
mines, it is important to note 
that there are other types of 
drugs capable o f  causing un­
natural effects, and hence, sub­
ject to abuse and mis-use. In 
one instance, a chemical com­
monly referred to as LSD-25, 
which produces immediate hal­
lucinations and aberrations, was 
also found capable of inducing

lasting changes in the mental 
and emotional stability of some 
users. Instances of some college 
students who took doses o f the 
drug for thrills became disturb­
ed to the point that they had 
to leave college, or even enter 
mental institutions. Tranquil­
izers have also become agents o f 
abuse and it was concluded by 
one authority that the popu­
larity o f tranquilizers as suicidal 
agents rival barbiturates.

The problems posed must be 
solved. The Food and Drug 
Administration is asking for 
substantial expansion of Federal 
authority, including wide dis­
cretionary powers. The question 
before the Congress is the extent 
of power that should be invest­
ed in a Federal bureau ( which is 
not directly answerable to the 
electorate) without invading the 
Constitutional guaranteees o f the 
private citizen, and without pre­
empting the rights and powers 
of the States. Hitler wouW have 
solved the problem by simply 
commissioning his Gestapo to 
deal with the subject without 
regard for the innocent people 
that might be hurt. The United 
States, however, places  ̂the 
rights o f innocent people first. 
Hence, the Congress must be 
very careful in the powers and 
authority it delegates to a board 

i or a bureau. It is in a situation

of this kind that the aid and 
assistance of all God-fearing, 
law - abiding citizens o f this 
Country is needed to solve a 
difficult problem yet retain the 
rights of the individual under 
the Constitution.
