Congressman Rogers Hopes No Change

In Cotton Skip-Row Legislation

Washington, D. C. (Spe-
cial) — Congressman Walter
Rogers said today he was en-
couraged by developments in
the campaign to prevent any
change in skip-row cotton plant-
ing rules. “But the battle is a
long way from over,”” he said.

Congressman Rogers has tak-
en a leading roe in Congress in
opposing a proposed Depart-
ment of Agriculture rule change
altering the way that cotton
planted in skip-row patterns is
measured for cotton allotment,
purposes. Under the proposed
rule change, a part of the non-
cotton land would be considered
cotton acreage.

“There are three very en-
couraging developments to re-
port,”” Congressman Rogers
said. He listed them as fol-
lows:

1. Chairman Harold Cooley
of the House Agriculture Com-
mittee advised Congressman
Rogers that the Department has
given assurance that no final ac-
tion on the skip-row proposal
would be taken until the Com-
mittee has held hearings on cot-

-ton legislation. ‘‘Further, Mr.

Coley has agreed to explote the
whole matter of a skip-row rule
change during the hearings, as I
and Congressman George Ma-
hon had asked,” Congressman
Rogers said.”’

2. In its report accompany-
ing the agricultural ~appropri-
ations bill, the House Appro-
priations Committee stated, “‘In
the opinion of a majority of the
Committee the adoption of such
changes would be a definite
step backward,since it would re-
sult in a failure to fully utilize
the results of extensive research
in ‘this area.”

3. Farm organizations, Con-
gressman Rogers noted, are uni-
fied in their opposition to a
change in skip-row rules and
have made their views clear to
the Department of Agriculture
and to Congress.

FLOMOT SCHOOL TO RECFIVE
“PROJFCT HEAD START" GRANT

Congressman Walter Rogets
of the 18th Congtessional Dis-
trict called Supt. A. J. Barron
of Flomot on May 20 to in-
form him that the Flomot Pro-
ject Head Start had been ap-
proved for $3,076. Of this
amount the district will provide
$307 in the form of classrooms,
transportation, and administra-
tion.

The Flomot project will have
16 children selected without re-
gard to race, color, creed, or
national origin. Eligibility for
partcular center or classes shall
not be based on the child’s eli-
oibility to enter the school in
the 1965-66 school year,

The project will provide for
one degree teacher, a part-time
administrator, an assistant, med-
ical program,” transportation,
lunch progtam, and custodian
services. The medical program
will include physical examin-
ation, dental examination, im-
munization, and referral for
needed treatment. The program
will provide for parent involve-
ment in helping with the daily
schedule, working with chil-
dren, accompanying the group
on field trips, working as tea-
cher aides, assisting with phy-
sical examination, and helping
to prepare meals.

Under the present schedule,
classes will begin at 8:30 on
July 5, and run until the after-
noon. A type A school lunch
will be served at noon with a
milk and cookie break before
and after the noon meal. The
teachers will attend a work-
shop beginning June 7 at South-
ern Methodist University.

Confused about whether to
gpray or dust? Either does.a
good job, but each has advan.

‘ledgable gardeners like to do

to dusters is that they’re light,
easy to carry, always ready to
use — the dusts require no mix.
ing or measuring.

_Typical is the gardener who
carries a lightweight duster
along on his trips to the garden.
A small plunger duster is handy
for quick spot control. It oper-
ates intermittently, discharging
dust on each forward stroke and
puifing it accurately onto indl-
vidual plants. Fan-operated dust.
ers broadcast dust in a contin-
uous cloud. They come in several
hopper sizes.

Dusting should be done in the
morning or evening when the
air is calm and dew is on the,
plants. Moisture helps dust cling
to leaves. The idea is to obtain
a light, uniform coating by shoot-
«ing the dust up through the foli-
age, letting it settle, and then
giving a touchup shot from
above,

The better sprayers and dust.
ers have extension tubes and
adjustable nozzles or orifices to
direct the pesticide up, down, .or
anywhere between — extending
your reach right into the center
of plantings from a normal
standing position.

Many gardeners prefer spray-
ing because it usually costs less,
it’s easier to get complete cov-
erage, and there is less drift.
Spray forms a protective coating:
that sticks longer on leaves and
bark, even through a light
shower or two. Best time to
spray ig in the cool part of the
morning before it becomes windy
and hot.

Much outdoor garden spraying
is residual: applying spray drop-
lets to wet all plant surfaces.
“You can cover plants thoroughly
by having enough pressure to
swirl the spray. through the
foliage and by varying the direc-
tion and angle of the spray. The

Dallas (Spl.) — More than
15,000 Baptists from through-
out the nation are expected here
June 1 - 4 for the Southern
Baptist Convention to conduct

The issue of race trelations is
almost sure to come up during
the meeting, convention observ-
ets say, possibly in the form of
a motion Or résolution or in
convention speeches.

Some outspoken Baptists
from deep South states have
clamored for abolishment of the
denomination’s Christian Life
Commission which presented re-
commendations last year on
commending churches for ac-
ception Negro members, but
most of the top convention
leaders doubt the possibility of
this coming up from the floor,
or of such a proposal’s getting
far if introduced.

The Mississippi Baptist Con-
vention meeting last November,
for example, adopted a reso-
lution opposing the Christian
Life Commlssmn, but defeated
a section in the resolutlon which
called for the commission’s abo-
lition.

Controversy over alleged
“‘ballot stuffing’’ during voting
at the convention in Atlantic

City last year probably will not
come up during the Dallas meet-
ing, although a proposal to cre-
ate a ‘“‘credentials committee” to
register the elected ‘‘messengers”
(delegates) will be introduced.

The Baptists will vote on
