EXCISE TAX CUT
COMING

Congtess is preparing to enact
the fourth major tax-reduction
program the past five years. The
House of Representatives will
pass—and ['m sure passage will
come by a wide margin—the
“Excise Tax Reduction Bill of
1965”. As you may know from
press reports, the bill provides
for a series of excise tax reduct-
ions and eliminations effective
July 1. In a full year, these re-
ductions will amount to an esti-
mated -1.75 billion. A second

series of excise tax reductions

and eliminations to go into ef- |

fect on that date amount to' ; » oty
both. re. | t3%es is completely unrealistic.

$1.7 billion. Thus,
ductions will total $3.4 billion
annually. With certain other
reductions and eliminations due
to take effect on Januaryl,
1967, 1968, and 1969, the ag-
gregate drop in excise taxes is
expected to be $4.8 billion.

For years, I have campaigned
to bring about a major revision
in the tax structure. Excise tax-
es are a legacy of wartime, enact-
ed in the first place to discour-
age the production and sale of
items made with vital war ma-
terials as much as to raise rev-
enue, Jewelry and luggage are
two such classes of products,
and they are two of the four
categories of items on which 10
percent retailers’ excise taxes
are to be repealed tffective July
1. The others are furs and toilet
preparations.

In addition to the retailers’
taxes, manufacturers’ excises of
5 and 10 percent will be re-
pealed on a long list of items
effective July 1. These items are
involved: Air conditioners, bus-
iness machines, cameras and
film, electric and gas and oil
appliances, freezers, musical in-
struments, pens and mechanical
pencils, phonograph records,
playing cards, radios and pho-
nographs, refrigerators, sporting
goods (except fishing equip-
ment), and television sets. Also
due for complete repeal July 1
are taxes on the rent of safety
deposit boxes, a seemingly small
item but one which has netted
$7 million annually in tax rev-
enue. '

cerning automobiles calls for re-
ductions in the 10 percent man-
ufacturers’ tax to 7 percent on
July 1 (refunds will be granted
to May 24); to 6 percent on

needed. It would contribute to
the betterment of large families
and would serve in many instan-
ces to help relieve the poverty
which we are supposed to be
warring against.

When I first introduced this
legislation during my eatly years
here in the Congress, I had
six dependents. Some of the

other Members of Congress fa-

cetiously called this “‘a bill for
the private relief of Walter
Rogers.”” However, my depend-
ents have grown up and I have
only two left. My desire and
advocacy. of this type of legis-
lation has continued to grow
stronger each year, and I hope
to see it enacted.

MCKENZIE WATER BILL

SIGNED INTO LAW

House Bill 622, by Repre-
sentative Ralph Wayne of
Plainview was signed into law
last Friday by Governor John
Connally.

This law empowers the cities
of Tulia, Lockney, Floydada
and Silverton to plan for and
meet their water needs in a uni-
fied effort within the McKenzie
Municipal Water Authority.
The Authority will be govern-
ed by an 8-member Board of
Directors, two appointed from
each city by the governing body
of each city. The Authority will
be able to acquire and develop
ground water, but may not pro-
duce over two acre-feet of
water per surface acre acquired.
Water rights must be acquired
by purchase or lease, the same
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as anyone else. It is specifically
spelled out that the Authority
does not have the power to con-
demn underground water rights.
