REPORT DUE FROM PARK SERVICE

ON. RESERVOIR DEVELOPMENT PLAN

WASHINGTON, D. C. (Spl)
Congressman Walter Rogers re
ceived a preliminary report on
Tuesday from National Park
Service officials on plans for
development of public-use re-
creation facilities at Sanford Re-
servoir of the Canadian River
Project.

Under legisation authored by
Congressman Rogers and passed
by the Congress last year, up
to $1.1 million will be spent to
develop recreation facilities. The
work is to be Administered by
the Interior Department after
Congressional review and ap-
proval of plans.
Meanwhile, Congressman Rog-
ers said “Good progress is be-
ing made in the Senate’’ on bills
he introduced to name the reser-
voir “Lake Meredith,” in hon-
or of the late A. A. Meredith
of Borger, and to establish the
Alibates Flint Quarries and
Texas Panhandle Pueblo Cul-
ture National Monument neatr
the south rim of the lake. Both
bills have passed the House.

Two bills which originated
in the Irrigation and Reclama-
tion Subcommittee, of which
Congressman Rogers is chair-
man, will come before the full
House of Representatives “this
week for a decision. Similar in
character to legislation enabling
construction of the Canadian
River Project, the bills provide
for construction of the Garrison
Diversion Unit in the Missouri
River system and the Auburn-
Folsom South Unit of the Cen-
tral California Project in Cali-
fornia.

Also on the legislative sched-
ule before the House this week
is a measure to provide flood
assistance in hard-hit midwest-
ern states and a measure to es-
tablish a cabinet-rank Depart-
ment of Housing and Utrban
Development.

The Congressman begins the
week’s work by presiding Mon-
day over a session of the Irri-
gation and Reclamation Sub-
committee as it considers water
desalinizaion plans and pro-

USES OF SOIL SURVEY CONDUCTED
BY SOIL CONSERVATION SERVICE

Soil maps are a basic tool
for selecting a system of soil
management. The maps show
the kinds of soil in a field, a
farm, or in a city or town, Cur-
rently, about one-half of the
land in the Texas Panhandle
has been surveyed. In the local
Cap Rock Soil Conservation
District, about 54 percent has
been completed to date and it
will be completed as manpowet
becomes available. The ultimate
goal of the United States De-
partment of Agriculture is to
have a soil survey or map of
every acte of land in the Nation.

What then does a soil map
predict about a piece of land?
In the Nationwide system now
in use the soils are classified and

named, just as plants and ani-
mals are. For example, plants
are identified and named by
such features as the structure
and the shape of the leaf. Like-
wise, soils are idenified and
classed by their main character-
istics which are its texture (pro-
portions of clay, silt, sand,) col-
or, depth, kinds and sequences
of layers or hotrizons, and any
other feature that is important
to its use and management.
These soil traits or features can
be determined in the field by
the Soil Scientist making the
map. The names of the soils are
taken from the towns or locali-
ties near the place where the
soil was first defined. Examples
of soil names from this area are
the Amarillo series, Pullman
series, Dalhart series and Ran-
dall seties.

After the features or char-

acteristics of a soil have been
studied and determined, pre-
dictions can then be made about
how it will respond to various
kinds of management or use.
Some of the questions that a
soil survey and its interpreta-
tions can answer are: Is this
land suited to cultivation?
What kind of crops can be
grown? How much erosion has
occurred on it? What practices
will be needed to maintain or
increase the soil's fertility? Is
the soil suited to irrigation and
what kind of system will I
need? What kind of native
grasses will it grow? Does the
soil swell and shrink, creating
a hazard to structural founda-
tions? Does it flood often, and
many others,

The principal users of soil
surveys are those involved in
producing agricultural products
—farmers, ranchers, dairymen,
etc. Special interpretations have
been made by Soil Conservation
Service Technicians to assist ag-
riculturalists in the use of the
surveys. This is the land cap-
ability classification system.
Soils are placed in eight classes,
all of which do not normally
exist on any single farm or
ranch. Class I through IV are
suited to cultivated crops. Class-
es V through VII are suited
only to grazmg and wildlife.
Class VIII is suited only to
wildlife.

Through the soil survey,
this land capability system pro-
vides the basic facts with which
the Soil Conservation Techni-
cians and the landowner or op-
erator develop the conservation
plan for that cultivated land on
his farm. For rangeland, the
soils are grouped into range
sites. Each site is composed of
a group of soils that respond
similarly to kinds of grazing
and that grow the same kind of
grasses.

Soil maps are made by ex-

perienced Soil Scientists who
are graduates of Agricultural
Colleges and Universities, where
they are trained in the soil sci-
ences, crop sciences and related
subjects. Ordinarily the Soil
Scientists use aerial photographs
as a base for plotting the soil
boundaries. He goes over the
land - with a spade, auger or
power sampler and digs as often
as necessary to determine the
kinds of soil and to mark their
locations.

Soil maps have many other
uses, They are of use to pros-
pective landowners, land ap-
praisers, students of natural sci-
ences, road builders, pipeline
companies and others. In some
urban areas, corrosion of under-
ground pipe is a problem, thus
soil maps are used as a guide for
rerouting their pipelines around
these salty areas, thereby saving
