SEDIMENTATION TESTS DROPPED
FROM 1965 WHEAT
SUPPORT PROGRAM

After 3 years of trial, sedi-
mentation values are being dis-
continued for the 1965 wheat
crop as a basis for computing
premiums under the price-sup-
port program, Louie Kitchens,
Chairman Agricultural Stabili-
zation and Conservation Texas,
Briscoe Committee, said today.

He pointed out, however,
that premiums on wheat pro-
tein are being increased in the
continuing effort to encourage
quality production. Schedules of
premiums and discounts are
available at the Briscoe ASCS
County Office.

The schedule of premiums for
12 percent or more protein will
be applicable to 1965 crops
(grading No. 3 or better) of
Hard Red Winter, Hard Red
Spring, and Hard White wheat
of the varieties, Baart, Blue-
stem, and Burt. No discount
will be applied to under-12 pet-
cent protein for 1965,

U. S. Department of Agri-
culture officials have explained
that the decision to drop the
sedimentation tests made reluc.
tantly since the testing proced-
ures was easier and quicker to
use in the field than other tests
for bread-making quality, and
the program has helped to en-
courage the production of bigh-
er quality wheat. However, the
system, introduced as a means
of assisting foreign buyers in
the purchase of U. S. wheat,
has not been used extensively
by the export trade and has not
been a factor in the expansion
~f U. S. wheat exports. The
Denartrarat will continue to
work  toward higher quality
wheat production through im-
provement o wheat standards,
dicranais in support nrices for
undesirable whrat varieties, nre-
miuvms for rrotein as a quality
measure, the develonment
of other measure, and the de-
velonment of other means to en-
courage quality production.
Producers who wish the pre-
mium added to the loan rate
may request protein .tests for
farm storage loans by paying a
fee of $3.50 per bin tested. Fi-

What did the astronauts see
across our Texas high plains?
Gemini Astronauts James A.
McDivitt and Edward White
reported observing a curious
finger-shaped shadow across the
Texas plains—a shadow that
appeared to represent either a
difference in the soil or in the
underling rock. Solving the
mystery they thus posed is a
challenge for gelogists. What
significance may lie in the an-
swer?

MICRONAIRE FEES REDUCED

Cotton Fiber and Processing
Tests Regulations have been
amended to reduce the 6 cents
micronaire readings fee to 5
cents, and the 10 cents fee to
8 cents,

The USDA Consumer and
Marketing Service placed these
teductions in effect on June
15, according to C. E. Cox, in
charge of the Altus Cotton
Classing Office:

The new 5 cents fee applies

samples submitted for Smith-
Doxey classifications under ap-
proved. applications. The 8 cent
fee applies. to certain classifi-
cationis under the Cotton Stan-
dards Act, including samples for
Commodity Credit Corporation
sales programs.

“Micronaire service on sam-
ples classed under the Smith-
Doxey program have been avail-
able to farmers on a fee basis
for the past three years,” Cox
said. ““And we will offer cotton
farmers this miking setvice again
this next season.”

Cox also pointed out that a
revision of the Official Cotton
Standards for micronaire read-
ings of fiber fineness and ma-
turity has been announced' by
the U. S. Depatrtment of Ag-
riculture, and the application of
these standards will be broad-
ened by the Cotton Division
effective June 1, 1966.

He said the effective date con-
forms with the U. S. Cotton
Standards . Act, which requires
a waiting period of not less
than one year for changes in
standards.

Since micronaire readings pro-
vide an accurate measure of fiber
fineness and maturity, they are
recognized throughout the cot-
ton industry as an important
quality factor in merchandising
and processing cotton.
