While the “Voting Right 
Bill“ was under debate in the 
House of Representatives, ! w'as 
deeply shocked, dismayed, and 
disturbed when an amendment 
which I offered failed of pass­
age. The amendment was very 
simple. It required that every 
person presenting himself to 
vote would be required to take 
an oath to defend the Consti­
tution of the United States and 
to swear or affirm that he was 
not a member of any organi-

the electoral processes of this 
government refuse conscientious­
ly to subscribe to the form of 
government that creates right?

I feel so deeply on this sub­
ject that I am presently prepar­
ing a separate bill to accomplish 
the result which I sought to at­
tain b y  m y  amendment. It 
would be my fondest hope that 
those individuals, those groups 
and those organizations in this 
country who proclaim them­
selves champions and advocates 
of the Constitution would rise 
up in full support of such a 
measure, whether it bear my

zation advocating the violent j or the name of otbers,-
overthrow of this government. 
The amendment further pro­
vided criminal penalties against 
anyone swearing falsely or with 
intent to deceive.

It further provided that mem­
bership in the Communist Party 
or an affiliated organization by 
anyone taking such an oath 
would be prima facie evidence 
of falsification or intent to de­
ceive. In short, any Communist 
or member of an affiliated or­
ganization taking the oath could 
be assessed a jail sentence and a 
substantial fine. At the present 
time, there is no prohibition of 
any kind against Communists 
and those seeking to destroy the 
Constitutional government o f 
this country from voting. The 
so-called “Voting Rights Bill” 
opened this door wider. It was 
my feeling that there should be 
some safeguard placed in the 
bill. Hence, I offered my 
amendment. I was not only dis­
mayed and shocked when the 
amendment failed, but I was al­
so dismayed and shocked at the 
obvious and open attempt to 
prevent any debate om the sub­
ject and to rush it to a vote 
without the membership hav­
ing an opportunity to thor­
oughly understand it or to dis­
cuss it.

The oath that would have 
been required under my amend­
ment was the same identical 
oath that is required of mem­
bers of the Congress when 
they are sworn in, with one 
exception: my a m e n d m e n t  
would have required the further 
statement that the person want­
ing to vote was not a member 
of any organization advocating 
the violent overthrow of the 
Constitutional government o f 
this nation. I would support a 
Constitutional Amendment re­
quiring this addition to the oath 
taken by members oi the United 
States Congress.

It has always been my feel­
ing, my belief, and my philo­
sophy that the right to vote 
carried with it a corresponding 
responsibility. Hence, how could 
anyone desiring to participate in

and let the voice of the people in 
this country be heard. Let us 
provide at least one effective 
weapon against these ideolo­
gies of Godlessness, hatred, and 
enslavement, all dedicated to the 
destruction of the basic philo­
sophy oif the freedom and dig­
nity of the indivdual.

FINAL PLANS CONCLUDED FOR

Final plans have been con­
cluded by the Quitaque Con­
gregation of Jehovah’s Witness­
es who are leaving this week to 
attend their four-day regional 
convention at Lubbock.

GOOD COTTON INSECT CONTROL 
DOESN'T JUST HAPPEN

Good cotton insect control 
just doesn’t happen. It must 
follow a plan. And, according 
to County Agent Leon Gros- 
didier, the planned program 
must include use of the right 
insecticide at the right time, in 
the right amount, and in the 
right way. Then when you are 
right all the way, you can’t 
be wrong, he adds.

In order for cotton producers 
to have the latest available in­
formation on insect control 
methods and recommended in­
secticides, Experiment Station 
and Extension entomologists at 
Texas A?iM University work­
ing with their U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture counter­
parts annually provide this cur­
rent information.

The information was recently 
released by the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service at L- 
218, "Texas Guide for Con­
trolling Cotton Insects." Also, 
in order to further localize the 
recommendations, guides have 
been prepared for certain speci­
fied areas in Texas, Grosdidier 
said, including a combination 
for the High Plains and Trans- 
Pecos.

Copies of the publications 
containing information needed 
by Briscoe County growers are 
available at the First National 
Bank Lobby, he said.

He also suggested that grow­
ers pick up a copy of B-933, 
"Cotton Insects.-' This publi­
cation contains valuable infor­
mation on the life history of 
cotton insects and how to iden­
tify them. The county agent al­
so stated that he has other 
publications available on many 
subjects relating to cotton pro­
duction. They are available for 
the asking, he said.

NEWS from the IDgh Plains 

i^searcb Foundation

Water Conservaticun Through
The Use of A Hormone
Farmers have searched for 

years for ways to produce crops 
on less water. This may be just 
around the corner for Texas 
farmers due to reseach at the 
High Plains Research Found­
ation at Halfway, Texas.

Laboratory, greenhouse, and 
field experiments currently un­
derway at the Foundation may 
disclose the possibility of secur­
ing the same yield from cotton 
on one-fourth to one-half of 
the irrigation water now used. A 

¡hormone applied in research by 
;Dr. Arthur F. Gohlke, Assist- 
ant Director and Senior Soil 
Scientist for the Foundation, 
has been found to produce cot­
ton plants with shorter stems, 
thicker stems, and thicker, dark­
er green leaves than untreated 
plants. This change of the plant 
inhibits the evaporation of wat­
er through the leaves of the 
plant.

Treated plants undergo a 
great change, but this change 
does not reduce the yield or the 

¡quality of harvested cotton. Ap­
plication of the hormone in 
sufficient amounts shortens the 
internode distance between the 
leaves and stem. This, in turn.

produces a short dry weather 
cotton plant capable of possibly 
producing from one to two 
bales of cotton per acre on less 
irrigation water.

The Plains of Texas grows 
16 percent of the nation's cot­
ton on 1.6 million irrigated 
acres. Water alone has made 
this possible. It is hoped that 
by the full utilization of this 
chemical hormone, the produc­
tivity of the land can be main­
tained.

It is thought that yields on 
dryland cotton may be obtain­
ed, through the use of this hor­
mone, similar to those now be­
ing harvested off irrigated acres. 
On irrigated land, the reduction 
of up to 50 percent of irrigation 
needs might not be too far in 
the future. Due to the dwarfing 
effect on the plant caused by the 
hormone, it is also thought that 
yields may be increased in some 
instances by closer planting of 
the crop.

At this time. Dr. Gohlke re­
ports that bis research will be 
complete on this project in 
about 3 years. The results of 
the 1964 hormone research 
showed an increase in lint of 
from 16 to 50 percent per acre. 
Quality was unaffected with 
some indication of a stronger 
fiber.

This is one more area of re­
search underway at the High 
Plains Research Foundation to 
conserve the underground irri­
gation water supply and in­
crease crop yields.
