With this information, farm­
ers will be able to determine 
whether they wish to participate 
in the programs and the ex­
tent of their participation. Pro­
gram benefits include price-sup­
port loans and payments and 
diversion payments.

ROGERS OPPOSES EXPANDING 
TRADE WITH COMMUNIST 
BLOC COUNTRIES
Washington, D. C. (Spl.) —  

Congressman Walter R o g e r s  
said Saturday he is “ vigorously 
opposed’ ’ to granting authority 
to the Administration to re-», 
move tariff restrictions opening 
the way to broader trade agree­
ments between the United States 
and Communist nations.

“ On the contrary, I ad­
vocate even tighter restrictions 
than now exist,’ ’ Congressman 
Rogers said.

“ Increased trade with Com­
munist countries would serve 
merely to alleviate the distressed 
economies of nations whose 
leaders are pledged to the de­
struction o f our freedoms,’ ’ 
Congressman R o g e r s  said, 
“ There is no better argument 
for the Free W orld’s position 
in the Cold War than the con­
tinuing economic distress of 
countries behind the Iron Cur­
tain.’ ’

The Congressman said, “ The 
Communists can’t brag to the 
world about their economic suc­
cess. Their failures are too ob ­
vious —  and the world can 
easily contrast the economic 
booms in the United States, 
West Germany, Japan and oth­
er free nations with the stag­
nant, faltering economies of the 
Soviet Union, Red China, East 
Germany and the other satel­
lites.

“ We have the showplaces—  
they have the failures that state 
so eloquently the fundamen­
tal failure o f Marxism,’ ’ he 
said.

Congressman Rogers added, 
“ We do not need Communist 
trade, goods— but they’d like to 
have ours. The advantage is one 
way, and I ’m opposed to any­
thing that gives the Commu­
nists even the slighest advant­
age in the ‘hot’ and cold’ con­
flicts in which we are engaged.’ ’

The Congressman said he 
was “ very pleased’ ’ to learn 
that the U. S. balance o f pay­
ments deficit had been slashed 
in 1965 through successful pol­
icies o f trade expansion, but he 
said the United States would 
err if it sought tO' eliminate the 
dificit by trading with Com­
munist countries. “ A better an­
swer can and must be found,’ ’ 
he said.

Meanwhile as the Second Ses­
sion o f the 89th Congress en­
ters its second week. Congress­
man Rogers’ schedule of activ­
ities included a speech Monday 
in Pittsburg, Pa., before a group 
of railroad and other business­
men: meetings o f  the two com­
mittees on which he serves, the 
House Committee on Interstate 
and Foreign Commerce and the 
House Committee on Interior 
and Insular Affairs: and the 
Session’s first full week of floor 
sessions in the full House of 
Representatives.

As we take 
a backward look we need to de­
termine if we are satisfied with 
what wc were able to accom­
plish with our assets in the 
year behind us. If we feel there 
is room for improvement a 
budget or spending plan is a 
tool to help us spend money 
wisely and reach our family 
goals. T o  be workable, budget 
should be adapted to the fam­
ily's needs and income. Dr. Syl- 
vanius M. Duvall, Professor 
and Marriage Counselor at the 
University o f Chicago, defines 
it like this: “ A  good budget 
should be tailor made, not only 
to your income but to your 
preferences. Like a good girdle, 
it chould have plenty o f ‘give.’ 
Its purpose is to provide sup­
port to keep things from spread­
ing out too far, and to do so 
with inching and binding.”

The first step in making a 
spending plan is to set our 
goals. What does our family 
really need and want? We must 
decide which goals are most im­
portant, giving priority to those 
that will benefit the whole 
family.

The next step in making a 
budget is estimating the fam-
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ily’s income. After we have fig­
ured how much our income will 
be for the planning period, it 
is time to estimate our expen­
ses. Now is the time to look at 
our spending critically. If we 
are not happy with what we 
got for our money last year or 
last' month, we need to be real­
istic in revising our allowances 
for expenses. And resolve to 
cut our shopping sprees, bar­
gains we don’t need and over 
use o f credit.

If you can use a good cran- 
bery bread recipe, I would like 
to share one with you that was 
given to me by Jewel Robin­
son, County Home Demon­
stration Agent in Hockley 
County. There is also a vari­
ation by Mrs. Aubrey Russell, 
District Agent in Lubbock.

Cranberry Banana Bread
1 /3  cup shortening
2 /3  cup sugar
1 3 /4  cups sifted flour
2 teaspoons baking powder 
1 /2  teaspoon salt
1 /4  teaspoon soda 
1 /2  cup o f nut meats 
I cup ripe banana (mashed)
I cup drained fresh-cooked 

cranberries
Cream shortening with sugar. 

Add eggs, one at a time, beat­

ing well after each addition.
Sift dry ingredients together..
Add nuts. Add flour mixture 
alternately with bananas to 
creamed mixture, fold in cran­
berry sauce. (Mrs. Russell’s 
variation: Fold in raw cran­
berries cut in h a lf). Bake in 
loaf pan in moderate oven, > 
350 degrees for 60 to 65 min­
utes. Cool and wrap before 
slicing. Excellent for freezing. 
Serves 10.

members are now two years, as 
they have been through all of 
the Nation's history.

I'm opposed to any change 
in the length o f term of House 
members. There are sound and 
substantial reasons for not tam­
pering with the present, proven 
system and I'd like to review 
a few o f them with you.

First, a reference to history: 
Many Delegates to the Consti­
tutional Convention in 1787

felt that annual elections should 
be held for members o f the 
House of Representatives, fo l­
lowing the colonial practice 
which was designed as a check 
on royal governors. Other Dele­
gates argued that the terms 
should be for three years in or­
der to enable Representatives to 
acquire knowledge o f the in­
terests and needs of States other 
than their own. James Madi­
son, supporting the three-year 
term, argued that one y e a r  
would be almost consumed in 
preparing for and traveling to 
and from the seat of national 
business. On the other side. El- 
bridge Gerry o f Massachusets 
considered annual elections the 
only defense o f the people 
against tyranny. He stated that 
he was as much against a tri­
ennial House as against a her­
editary Executive.

Finally, the Delegates to the 
Constitutional Convention de­
cided in favor o f three - year 
terms while meeting in Com­
mittee o f the Wholes— but the 
Convention itself later fixed the 
term at two years as a compro­
mise between a one-year and 
three-year term. Thus it has 
remained.

It is essential that the House 
of Representatives remain fully 
accountable to the people, that 
its members reflect the will of 
the people they represent. Mem­
bers of the U. S. Senate repre­
sent broader interests, as our 
Constitution determined the 
system: Senators speak for their 
States and are more truly trus­
tees o f broad interests than re­
presentatives o f specific districts 
or areas. The argument as to 
whether House members should 
be trustees or representatives 
has run through history, but I 
believe (as I think most o f my 
colleagues in the House believe) 
that the solemn responsibility 
o f House members  ̂ is to reflect 
the majority will o f the people 
o f their districts when that will 
can be determined. When it is 
not possible to know how con­
stituents would feel on a par­
ticular issue before the House, it 
is the obligation then o f the 
Member to make the best de­
cision possible.

Whatever the approach to 
voting, it is essential to the 
system that the people who elect 
Members o f the House be able 
to review their work and make 
changes, if they see fit, at fre­
quent intervals. In this way, 
the House— and, thus, national 
legislation— remains f u l l y  in 
the hands o f the people. Power 
resides in the people acting 
through t h e i r  representatives, 
and it is incumbent upon the 
representatives to remain fully 
responsive. Government by the 
people requires as an indispen­
sable element the continuing 
power o f the people to control
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those who represent them. T ex ­
ans recently emphasized that 
validity o f this point by turn­
ing down a proposed amend­
ment to the State Constitution 
to extend the terms o f members 
of the Texas Legislature, The 
principle is the same as in the 
current controversy.

Four-year terms might make 
for an easier life for the office 
holder but good government 
would suffer. And, again, as 
President Harry Truman said 
of his job, “ If you can’t stand 
the heat, get out o f the

kitchen."
