A l Y R i E R S  WRITES 
TO VOTERS AiOOT 
CAMPAIGN ISSUES

Due to the Federal Courts ul­
timatum your Texas Legislature 
was forced to re-district. The old 
30th District I have represented 
for nearly 14 years has been great­
ly enlarged— 300 miles across.

This job of State Senator belongs 
to YOU, the people, not to me or 
any other candidate. The whole ob­
ject of filling this post is that YOU  
elect the person best able to serve 
you— not necessarily the most pop­
ular, best known and certainly not 
]ust the one who can spend the 
most money in a campaign.

I wish very much to see and vis­
it p>ersonally with everyone, and 
will do so, asi much as isi humanly 
possible.

However, the huge size of our 
district, very limited money re­
sources and the work and respon­
sibility m y Seniority places on me 
limits this personal contact by 
me, quite severely.

Tlierefore, I  sincerely request 
you to examine my record, satis­
fy yourself and help me spread 
the word to others.

I am a farmer, stockman and 
small businessman, 41 years of 
age, have been active in church, 
lodge, civic work and farm and 
veterans organizations. M y wife, 
myself, two dadfehters' and one 
son are native West Texans, of 
the area including our Senate 
district. I served three years in 
the United States Army during 
World W ar II and have seven 
years of .college —  Texas A&M  
and the University of Texas.

It is dangerous in our State 
Legislature not to be a “ go along 
to get along” person. It is dan­
gerous to speak loudly and firm­
ly against some big officeholders 
when you do not agree with them 
lOO percent of the time or oppose 
some of their programs you be­
lieve harmful to your District or 
State. It is dangerous to seek 
to really stop pollution of our sur­
face and ground v/aters. It is, per­
haps, even more dangerous to raise 
your voice against corruption in 
high places when it arises or op­
pose the great out-of-state owned 
corporations who have so much 
power in Austin—those who seek 
to evade their fair share of taxes 
and seek to shift an ever greater 
burden to the worker, farmer and 
Texas-owned businesses.

Andy Rogers has done all of 
these and therefore is on their 
list for extermination.

When I first ran or the State 
Senate in 1952—there was then 
a great hue and cry to clean up 
the “ m ess in Washington” . I

But look closely —  it is 
chvious they are at work—not 
necessarily because all of them 
love m y opponents, but because 
the seek to destroy and old and 
proven enemy, Andy Rogers.

Meanwhile, m y opjx>nents read­
ily seek and accept campaign 
money from various ones of these 
these enemies of the people.

I and m y family and some 
friends have suffered economic­
ally, socially and politically at 
the hands of some powerful 
lobbyists and others. But, I have 
not run for them in the past— I 
will not do so now, or in the 
future.

Issues
1. So the first real issue in this 

race for the 30th Senate District 
post is, can those who deceive 
the people and try to manipulate 
the pepople and try to manipulate 
the Legisature and other state of­
ficials to their advantage, finally 
succeed with their tactics and 
limitless money.
