Counties To Vote 
On Sale or Lease Of 
Cotton Allotments

Growers in about two- 
thirds of the upland cotton pro­
ducing counties will vote dur­
ing the period of May 16 
through May 25 on whether 
to permit transfer of cotton 
acreage allotments to  o t h e r  
counties by sale or lease. If any 
in county at least two thirds 
of growers voting favor trans­
fer, growers will be permitted 
to transfer allotments by sale 
or lease to farmers in other 
counties within same state. A l­
lotments may not be shifted to 
other states.

Where approved by at least 
two-thirds of growers voting 
in county, transfer of allot­
ments to other counties for 
period 1967, 1968 and 1969 
will be permitted. Transfer of 
allotments authorized in Food 
and Agriculture Act of 1965.

First vote on transfer of al­
lotments was held on Novem­
ber 23, 1965. At that time 
growers in 349 upland cotton 
producing counties voted to per­
mit transfers. There are a total 
of 1,059 cotton growing coun­
ties in the U. S. Only those 
counties which did not approve 
transfers last November will 
vote this month.

The May 16-25 referendum 
will be by mail, first time a re­
ferendum of this type has been 
conducted by mail. Ballots will 
be delivered to all cotton grow­
ers of record in counties hold­
ing referendum this month. Of­
ficials said a mail vote should 
be much more convenient for 
growers rather than having to 
appear in person at their poll­
ing place, particularly during 
busy season. USDA officials 
hope for good turnout in voting 
^nd will regard it as a sign 
growers approve mail method 
of holding referendums. T o be 
counted, all votes should be in 
office of f-be county ASC com­
mittee before office closin-rf time 
May 25. '
