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HOME NOTES

To focus attention on the 

farm and home safety problem, 
this week, July 24-30 was pro­
claimed National Farm Safety 
Week by the President. We are 
all asked to recognize and vig­
orously attack the hazards and 
unsafe practices that cause farm 
and home accidents. Public ac­
ceptance of safety as a part of 
every activity in daily living 
could improve human perform­
ance and remove many environ­
mental hazards often related to 
accidents.

Accidents are caused. Since 
they are caused they can be pre­
vented. Therefore let us make a 
determined effort toward the vi­
tal task of reducing accidents at 
work, in the home, at recre­
ation, and on the roadways.

We've had a series of ar­
ticles for you on the safe use 
of pesticides. For reemphasis re­
member no pesticide container 
is ever completely empty, so if 
you keep them, lock them away.

If you only have a few small­
er containers (quart size or less) 
or two or three “bug bomb” 
aerosol pushbutton cans around 
the house , you may think that 
special storage is unnecessary. 
Pesticide products in any size 
can be equally hazardous to 
anyone, especially children who 
come in contact with them with­
out knowledge? of their content.

A central storage;' area with a 
lock and key for the “pesticide 
door” is a very important and 
inexpensive purchase.

After the pesticide products 
are locked away, keep the key 
in a place where only adults 
will be able to find it.

If you do not like to build 
things, an army footlocker 
from a surplus store or any 
lockable container will do.

The grape harvest season has 
arrived. You should find sev­
eral varieties at your favorite 
food market this week to aid 
you in menu planning.

The pale green Thompson 
seedless grapes are plentiful 
now. You’ll also find good 
quality red cardinal and early- 
season black grapes on the mar­
ket.

Look for grapes that are 
plump, fresh looking, bright in 
color and have well - formed 
bunches with mature berr'jgs 
firmly attached to the stem. 
High color for the variety indi­
cates good sugar content and 
flavor. White or green grapes 
are at their bst in flavor and 
sweetness when they begin to 
turn amber. Dark-colored grapes 
should be free of any green 
tinge.

Grapes are a fragile, highly 
perishable delicacy. Buy them in 
small quantities and use them 
within a day or two. If you 
plan to keep them several days, 
sort them carefully, and re­
frigerate them.

For table use, wash grapes 
in a colander or hold the cluster

Funeral services f o r  M rs. 
John A. Johnson, a long-time 
resident of Quitaque, were held 
last Monday morning at 10 
o’clock in the First Baptist 
Church here. Mrs. Johnson, 83, 
died in the Heritage Rest Home 
at Plainview, Saturday, J u l y  
23.

The Rev. Clarence Wain- 
scott of Plainview officiated at 
the funearl service and burial 
was in Rest Haven Cemetery 
under the direction of Quita­
que Funeral Home.

Mrs. Johnson, the former 
Lillie Dale Burton, was born 
December 12, 1883 in Armour. 
Texas. She was married to 
John A. Johnson at Coolidge 
on April 30, 1905. The family 
came to Quitaque in 1914.

Mrs. Johnson was a member 
of the Baptist Church here and 
was active in church work un­
til her health began to fail a 
number of years ago.

She was the first president 
of the Woman’s Missionary 
Society after it was organized 
in 1922 and she served in that 
capacity for a number of years. 
She also taught Sunday School 
classes down through the years.

Survivors include a daughter, 
Mrs. Knox Battles of Wichita, 
Kansas: one son, Clayton N. 
Johnson of Quitaque: nine 
grandchildren and two great­
grandchildren. Mr. Johnson died 
in June of 1965 and a son, Al­
ton A. Johnson died this past 
January 24.

BOUNDARIES SET FOG 
ASC COMMITTEE 
ELECTIONS

Louie Kitchens, Chairman, 
Agricultural Stabilization a n d  
Conservation County Commit­
tee today designated the boun­
daries of each community with­
in the county where elections 
of ASC community committees 
will be held on September 7, 
1966. The elections will be by 
mail.

Boundaries of the various 
communities w h e r e  elections 
will be held are: The same as 
nrevious years, except commun­
ity F (Antelope) has been com­
bined with Comunmity E will 
now be all the land north 
of the Tulia Highway (No. 
86) and east to the Caprock.

T h e  Chairman reminded 
farmers that the elections will 
choose three committeemen and 
two alternates for each com­
munity. T h e  chairman, vice- 
chairman, and third regular 
member of the elected ASC 
committee will serve as delegates 
to the county convention to be 
held soon thereafter, where 
farmers will be elected to fill 
vacancies on the ASC County 
Committee. The alternate com­
mitteemen will serve as alter­
nate delegates to the convention.

Farmers eligible to cast bal­
lots in the election will be all 
who are eligible to participate 
in one or more of the national 
farm programs which the com­
mitteemen help to administer 
locally. The farmer may be an 
owner, tenant, or sharecropper. 
Persons not of legal voting age 
who are in charge of the farm- 
i n g operations o n  an  en t i r e  
farm are also eligible to vote in 
the elections. Eligibility to vote 
— or to hold office as a com­
mitteeman— is not restricted by 

color, creed, or
national origin.

NOMINATIONS INVITED FOR ASG ELECTIONS
A call for the “best men 

available” to serve on the ASC 
community committee was is­
sued today by Louie Kitchens, 
Chairman, Agricultural Stabili­
zation ^  Conservation County 
Committee. Slates of nominees 
for membership on ASC Com­
munity committees soon will be 
established at the ASCS county 
office.

“The committee system is the 
backbone o f  th e  f a r m  pro­
grams,” the Chairman declared. 
“Its responsibilities include the 
conservation of natural resour­
ces, the stabilization of agri­
cultural commodities and price 
support activities which pro­
tect and improve farm income. 
We need the best possible cross- 
section of farmers to insure ef­
fective administration o f  th e  
various measures.”

The Chairman pointed out 
that any local resident who is 
eligible to take part in an ASCS 
farm program may vote, and 
he may hold office as a com­
mitteeman regardless of race,  
color, creed, or national origin.

qualifications of committeemen 
is available at the ASCS county 
office.

Farmers who are eligible to 
vote in the community elections 
also have the right to nominate 
as candidates for committee 
membership any farmer who is 
eligible and willing to serve. 
Such petitions, each one nom­
inating one farmer and signed 
by six or more eligible voters, 
may be filed at the county of­
fice any time before August 12, 
1966. Eligible voters may sign 
as many petitions as they wish. 
Additional nominations may be 
made by the incumbent ASC 
community and county com­
mittees. These committees, in 
their selections of nominees, will 
make every effort to see to it 
that their list of candidates re­
flects the racial composition of 
farmers in the county.

The election of ASC Com­
munity committees throughout 
Briscoe County will be held 
September 7, 1966 by mail. 
Each community election will 
choose three community com­
mitteemen and two alternates. 
The regular members elected 
will serve as delegates to the 
county convention, where farm­
ers will be elected to fill vacan­
cies on the ASC county com­
mittee.

The first major change in band­
ages in generations was a reality 
by 1956.
