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THE WAR IN VIETNAM: 
HOW IT  ALL BEGAN
Decisions made by the Eisen­

hower Administration and later 
upheld by the administrations 
o f Presidents Kennedy a n d  
Johnson are responsible for U. 
S. military and economic in­
volvement in Vietnam. There is 
nothing secret or complicated 
about these events, but many 
Americans apparently are con­
fused about the true origins of 
the present war.

In 1954, the Geneva Agree­
ments ended eight years of hos­
tilities between French and 
Communist forces and dissolved 
the former French colonial em­
pire in Indochina. The Geneva 
accord divided Vietnam into 
tw o  independent parts along 
the line of the 17th parallel, a 
Communist north and a non- 
Communist south, pending elec­
tions for a reunified state. Al­
though the United States had 
participated in the Geneva con­
ference, it disassociated itself 
from the final agreement. How­
ever in a unilateral declaration 
issued at Geneva, the Eisenhow­
er Administration ‘ p 1 e d g e d, 
among other things, that the 
United States would view any 
renewal of aggression in vio­
lation of the agreements with 
grave concern and as a serious 
threat to peace.

This was step one of what 
was to become a growing Amer­
ican stake in the fate of the free

T h e  Eisenhower Administra­
tion approved programs to give 
budgetary support and equip­
ment for internal security foj;- 
ces, including the South Viet­
namese army: provided a mis­
sion to assist in training the 
army: helped' to organize, train, 
and equip the police force: assist­
ed in resettling refugees from 
the Communist north, and pro­
vided economic aid.

At a meeting in Washington 
in May, 1957, President Eisen­
hower assured the then South 
Vietnamese president Ngo Dinh 
Diem, of U. S. willingness to 
continue military and economic 
aid. By 1959, increasing Com­
munist guerilla activity in the 
south appeared to the United 
States to be part of a planned 
campaign by North Vietnam to 
bring about a Communist revo-. 
lution in South Vietnam. The 
United States stepped up its sup­
port in early I960, and in May 
of that year the Eisenhower 
Administration announced i t 
was increasing the U. S. mili­
tary advisory group from 327 
to 685 at the end of the year.

Thus the foundations were 
laid for successive actions dur­
ing the Kennedy and Johnson 
administrations f o r  increased 
U. S. assistance, both military 
and economic, as the Commu­
nist threat intensified. Direct in­
tervention bv North Vietnam in 
support of Communist guerilla 
activity resulted in a progressive 
step-up of the conflict to to- 
dav’s level.

Book Encyclopedia show y o u 
how. First, remove the leg by 
turning the turkey on its side 
with its breastbone away from 
you. Hold the end of the drum­
stick and pull it forward as the 
knife cuts through the joint. 
(Figure 1.)

Next, carve th e  drumstick 
into lengthwise slices by stand­
ing it on its thick end and hold­
ing the thin end with y o u r  
hand. Figure 2.)

Carve the thigh after the leg. 
Expose the thighbone by slicing 
down to it. Remove the thigh­
bone by running the point of

☆  ☆  ☆

the knife around it and lifting 
it up with the fork. Then finish 
slicing the thigh meat. (Figure
3.)

If you want only a few large 
dices from the breast, carve with 
the grain. Slice lengthwise until 
you reach the wing joint, then 
remove the wing. Continue sli­
cing until you have carved all 
the white meat on one side of 
the turkey. (Figure 4.)

If you want several small 
slices from the breast, carve 
across the grain. First remove 
the wing, then slice at an angle 
of about 45 degrees. Continue 
carving slices until you reach 
the breastbone. Loosen the sli­
ces by cutting along the bone 
under them. (Figure 5.)

And that's all there is to it.
Provided, of course, that you 

have the proper tools. The ar­
ticle on “Meat and Meat Carv­
ing” in World Book says:

Mrs. Johnny Plunkett called 
us and asked for information 
on how she could determine the 
grains of hardness in water

We gave her the following 
information and perhaps it will 
also be useful to you.

TABLE III Water Hardness 
Expressed in Grains

Soft Water —  contains less 
than 3 grains of hardness.

Slightly Hard —  contains 3 
to 7 grains of hardness.

Moderately Hard —  contains 
7 to 10 grains of hardness.

Hard Water —  contains more 
than 10 grains of hardness.

You can find out about the 
grains of hardness in the water 
supply by testing it yourself 
in this manner: Place 5 ounces 
of water in an 8 oz. bottle. Add 
tincture of green soap (usually 
can be purchased f r o m  local 
drug store) with a dropper—  
two drops at a time. Shake the 
bottle after adding each drop. 
Continue to a d d  a n d  count 
drops (by twos) of tincture of 
green soap until a firm head of 
suds will stand for five minutes.

This week is Consumer Edu­
cation Week and much empha­
sis is beeing placed on ways the 
homemaker can beat the gro­
cer’s cash register. According to 
Esther Peterson, President John­
son’s special assistant on con­
sumer affairs, variety and plan­
ning are the keys for homemek- 
ers who want to make the most 
of a dollar. Part of this plan­
ning includes:

Shop weekly specials.
Buy when supplies are plen­

tiful.
Try lower priced brands and 

grades.
Make a list and stick to it.
Substitute d a y -  old bread, 

powdered milk, cheaper cuts of 
meat, specials, and meat substi­
tute dishes.

Figure the cost per ounce, 
per pound, or per serving.

“There’s no limit to how 
much one can spend and how 
much one can save,” said Mrs. 
Peterson. Unfortunately, re­
search shows that those who 
need most to know how to shop 
— teen-age brides, poor fami­
lies, and the uneducated— know 
least how to do it.

To help offset rising food 
costs, plan more of your menus 
around items slightly lower or 
about the same price as this 
time last year.

The half-dozen foods tagged

plentiful this November by the 
U. S. Department of Agricul­
ture show up well under such 
price comparisons, points o u t  
the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service.

The plentifuls include th e  
traditional favorites of the sea­
son— turkey, pork, pears, rai­
sins, grapes, and dry beans.

Farm prices of turkeys and 
hogs have been running slightly 
below a year ago, according to 
market reports of USDA’s Con­
sumer and Marketing Service.

Turkey production hit a rec­
ord high for the fourth consecu­
tive year and is up about 11 
million birds from last year.

Pork production is increas­
ing more than it usually does in 
the fall, reflecting the 10 per­
cent larger spring crop now 
coming to market.

About 47 more pears were 
produced than last year, and 
22 percent more dry beans.

Fresh grapes and raisins arc 
a fifth above average output.

Learn how to stretch your 
food dollars by shopping for 
seasonally plentiful foods.

More than a fourth of all 
turkey meat going into process­
ed food products is now being 
used for turkey^ roasts or turkey
