State P-TA (Offers
Grants For
Summer Study

Grants totaling $4,800 will
be offered in 1967 by the Texas
P-TA in the association’s con-
tinuing program to encourage
summer study for career teach-
ers, Mrs. L. L. Ledger, state
president, -has announced.

Twelve recipients each will
receive a grant of $400 for study
next summer in a college or uni-
versity of the teacher’s choice,
Mrs. Ledger said. Recipients
will agree to take a minimum
of six semester hours and study
must be in a field to improve the
anplicant’s teaching proficiency.
Recipients also will agree to
teach in Texas the following
year or to repay the amount of
the grant.

In 1966 twelve $300 sum-
mer grants were sought by more
than 200 applicants, The
growth of the state P-TA’s en-
dowment fund, principal soutce
of funds for the program, has
made possible an increase of
£100 vper grant this year.

“It is 'our hope that the teach-
ets, administrators, an d school
boards of Texas will take this
as tangible evidence of P-TA’s
desire to cooperate for the bene-
fit of T exas students,” Mrs.
Ledger said.

Any Texas teacher with at
least three years’ teaching exper-
tence in the state and who cur-
rently is teaching in a school
with a local P-TA unit in good
standing with the Texas P-TA
is eligible for consideration. Pre-
vious grant recipients, as well as
members of the immediate fam-
ilies of the P-TA state Board
of Managers, the State Office
staff, and the Board of Trustees
of the endowment fund are in-
eligible.

Teachers may obtain grant
apolication blan ks by writing
prior to March 1 to Scholar-
ship Committee, Texas PTA,
P. O. Box 2164, Austin, Tex-
as 78767. Completed applica-
tions must be received at the
same address by March 31.

Each application may be ac-
companied by letters of recom-
mendation from the teacher’s
immediate supervisors but the
rover letter must be from a
school district official within
the applicant’s district,

REPRESENTATIVE BILL HEATLEY
KEEPS LONG TIME
. APPROPRIATIONS COMMITTEE POST

AUSTIN (Spl.) The Tex-
as Legislature is made up of 31
Senators- and 150 Representa-
tives. Most of them come from
heavily populated sections. Not-
withstanding that fact, however,
one Representative from a West
Texas county which has fewer
than 5,000 inhabitants has a
longevity record of service on
key committees unequalled in
the State’s history. This was
revealed with announcement of
House committees by Speaker
Ben Barnes to complete organi-
zation of the House of Repre-
sentatives.

The legislator with this un-
usual record is W. S. (Bill)
Heatly of Paducah, Cottle
County, now serving his seventh
term as Reptesentative of the
82nd district, composed of Bris-
coe, Childress, Cottle, Dickens,
Foard, Hall, Hardeman, Mot-
ley and Wilbarger Counties.

He was elected for the first
time in 1954. As a freshman
legislator he was appointed to
the highly important Appropri-
ations Committee. Assignments
to key House committees nor-
mally go to veteran members,
but Mr. Heatly made it his first
term and has remained in the
Appropriations Committee con-
tinuously since that time, ex-
cept for one term when liberals
organized the House.

In 1956 he was named a
member of the Budget Board,
which studies State finances be-
tween sessions, holds hearings
and makes recommendations to
the Governor on financial mat-
ters. The Lieutenant Governor
is chairman with membership
divided equally between House
and Senate.

In 1957 he was appointed
chairman of the State Affairs
Committee, probably the most
important policy-making group
in the House, and remained a
member of the Budget Board.
Two vears later he received the
coveted assignment to the chair-
manship of the Appropriations
Committee and has held this po-
sition under three succeeding
Speakers.

Mr. Heatly has just been
named by Speaker Ben Barnes
to an unprecedented fourth
term as the head of the Appro-
priations Committee. This rec-
ord is unique in the history of
the State. Only one other Repre-
sentative served three terms in
this position.

In 1959 the Legislature cre-
ated a six - member L egislative
Audit Committee with authot-
ity to check on expenditures of
all State agencies to determine
whether intent of the Legisla-
ture is being observed in day-to-
day operations. The Committee
is composed of the Lieutenant
Governor. Speaker, two Sena-
tors and tw o Representatives,

MEDICARE NOTES

Older people in the Pan-
handle who have paid doctor
bills but have not yet claimed
their medicare insurance pay-
ments are invited to have their
claims checked by the Amarillo
social security office before mail-
ing them to the medicare insur-
ance carrier, according to Trav-
is C. Briggs, district manager.

Some benefit payments are de-
layed because the applicants do
not include all the necessary in-
formation with their claims.
Briggs believed most people
should need this help only the
first time they make a medicare
claim. “The ‘Medicare Hand-
book’ which is given to all ben-
eficiaries explains how to make
the claims,” he said.

The doctor can apply for the
medicare payment directly and
bill the patient for the amount
not paid by medicare, or the
patient can pay the doctor and
request reimbursement from the
medicare  insurance  carrier,
which is Blue Cross ¥ Blue
Shield in Texas. A statement
from the doctor showing treat-
ment given and charges already
paid by the patient must be
furnished. The request for pay-
ment form is mailed to the
insurance carrier by the doctor
or the patient.

“The social security office
does not make the decision or
pay the claim,” Briggs said.
“The law requires that pay-
ments be handled through the
selected medicare insurance car-
rier. But we can help answer
questions about medicare and
assist people in our area to get
their applications ready.”

Adams, telephone is DR-6-5151
and is open 8:15 a. m. to 4:30
p. m., Monday through Fri-
day, and is open until 7:30 p.
m. on Thursday evenings.

will be higher in 1967, accord-

ing to John McHasey, Exten-
sion economist at Texas AGM
University. Farm production
expenses will again increase
in 1967 but at a slower rate
than in 1966, said McHaney.

The 1966 cost of farming—
as measured by overall farm
production expenses—was up a
whopping 8 percent over 1965,
he said. It cost farmers about
$3 billion for overall produc-
tion expenses in 1966.

McHaney said’ the increase in

expenses results in part from
higher prices for certain pro-
duction inputs — particularly

! feeder livestock and feed. Prices

paid by farmers moved up
slightly for motor and other
supplies, and building and fen-
cing materials. Then too, he
said, mo re purchased inputs
were used in 1966, contributing
to the increase in total for ex-
penses.

The A®BM economist said
farm production expenses will
likely rise again in 1967 though
not quite as much as the 1966
increase. Increases atre highly
probable in 1967 for taxes, in-
terest, and insurance. Higher ex-

penditures for several produc-
tion items, including fertilizer
and pesticides, are likely because
of increased use of these items.

Part of the increase in the
cost of farm inputs in recent
years can be attributed increas-
ing use of services that were
formerly done by the farmer or
were not even available, said
McHaney. Farmers now may
have feed delivered directly into
their beef, poultry or hog feed-
ers. They may have buildings
constructed, fences built or fer-
tilizer applied rather than do-
ing the work themselves.

These extra services, as well
as the supplies themselves, are
often financed by the supplier,
who will normally add a finan-
cing charge—all contributing to
higher input costs, said Mc-
Haney.

This fact was pointed out
this week by Donald B. Cruce,
Farmers Home Administration
county supervisor for Briscoe
County.

“This important Economic
Opportunity Act amendment in-
creases from $25,000 to $35,00
t he maximum war-on-poverty
loans that the USDA Farmers
Home Administration can make
to individual Texas farmers or
other rural residents,” Super-
visor Cruce said.

This amendment also auth-
orizes additional credit to bor-
rowers as long as their out-
standing indebtedness for an
economic opportunity loan does

not exceed $3,500.

The new economic opportu-
nity loan provisions will more
adequately cover the financing
of needed land, working quar-
ters and equipment needed to es-
tablish many Texas economic
opportunity individual enter-
prises on a sound basis,”” Mr.
Cruce explained. ‘‘Another im-
portant point is that the pro-
gram can now supplement or-
iginal loans with capital for im-
provements or expansion.”’

Since ths office of Economic
Opportunity loan program
started in January 1965, the
Farmers Home Administration
has extended $2,851,065 in
credit to some 1,705 Texas fam-
ilies and $52 million in loans to
