Spider mites are infesting
many fields of grain sorghum
throughout the county, County
Agent Kenneth Cook reports.

Many farmers have either
sprayed or are now spraying
for this tiny microscopic suck-
ing insect. This bluish green
mite induces a toxic poison in-
to the leaves and stocks of the
grain sorghum plant,
turning the leaves brown to re-
semble ‘firing-up’ of the plant.
In severe cases the plant com-

thus

pletely dies, thus the head is
impaired and the stock falls
over before harvesting can be
done. Most farmers have been
using etryl parathion and sys-
tox, for control.
