3.3 Inches of Rain Falls Here

Next Wednesday
Is Last Day To
Register to Vote

With the dateline for registration
only a few days away, Texas vot-
ers over 60 years of age have been
reminded of a new law which re-
quires every voter to register, re-
gardless of age or place of resi-
dence. Heretofore, voters over 60
years old were required to regis-
ter only if they lived in a city of
ten thousand or more inhabitants.
Wednesday of next week, January
31, is the last day to apply for a
registration certificate.

Texas Secretary of State John
L. Hill issued the reminder in a
statement. summarizing registra-
tion requirements. As Secretary of
State, Hill also has the title of
chief election officer of Texas. He
said that anyone who is now eli-
gible to vote or who will become
eligible by February 28, 1969, may
register at this time. The 1968 vot-
ing year begins next March 1 and
runs through February of 1969.

Hill emphasized that registration
for most voters will close on Wed-
nesday of next week, and they will
not be permitted to register after
that date. The only persons who
may register after the January 31
deadline are new residents 'whe

move to Texas after October 1,
1967, and persons who become 21
years old or become naturalized
citizens after January 31, 1968.

Application form printed in to-
day’s Tribune may be used to ap-
ply for a registration certificate by
mail. The law provides that appli-
cations by miail must bear a post-
mark not later than January 31.
An application which is mailed too
late to be postmarked on that date
doss not comply with the law, even
though it is deposited in a letter
box or a post office drop box before
the deadline. This reminder is es-
pecially- important for patrons of
small post offices, some of which
close as early as 5 o’clock in the
afternoon.

Voters may also register in per-
son at the county tax assessor-
collector’s office or at any of the
registration substations which will
be open for the remainder of the
the registration period. Local resi-

dents may register at or send their
applications to the City Hall here
in Quitaque. James Brunson, who
is in charge of local registration,
says that his office will remain
open until 8 p. m. next Wednesday,
January 31, to give everyone a last
minute chance to register.

SENATOR JACK HIGHTOWER
NAMED T0 TWO COMMITTEES

Lieutenant Governor Preston
Smith has named Senator Jack
Hightower of Vernon to serve on
the Texas Legislative Council’s
committee to study the feasibility
of establishing and operating an
academy of science in crime pre-
vention and detection. The study
was requested by resolution (H.S.-
R. 37) adopted during the regular
session of the 60th Legislature.
Under terms of the resolution,
the Texas Legislative Council is re-
quested to study the desirability
and practicality of establishing
and maintaining at state expense
an academy dedicated to the train-
ing of law enforcement officials
at all levels of governnment. The
resolution also asks that the Coun-
cil examine the possibilities of op-
erating such an academy in con-
junction with one or more of the
state supported institutions of
higher learning in Texas. The Tex-
as Department of Public Safety
and Coordinating Bd., Texas Col-
lege and University System, are
authorized to cooperate with the
Council during the course of the
study.

Lieutenant Governor Smith also
announced that Senator Hightower
has been appointed to serve on
Council’s subcommittee particpat-
ing in a study of the fire record
credit and debit system of the
state. The Council, research arm
of the Legislature, was requested
to cooperate with the State Board
of Insurance, the agency to which
the study was directly assigned.
The Texas Research League will
also work on the project under
terms of the resolution (S. R. 754)
requesting the study.

The study committee will give
guidance and direction to the
Council’s full - time, professional
staff assigned to the project and
coordinate Council activities with
those of the Board of Insurance
and the Texas Research League.
Emphasis, in accordance with the
resolution request, will be placed
on determining ‘‘if the (fire record
credit and debit) system should
be continued in force, should be
modified, or should be terminated”’

Hightower, an attorney, has been
a member of the Texas Senate
since 1965, and also served in the
House of Represestatives of the
53rd Legislature. He is a member
of the Senate standing committee

When severe illness or blockage of any sort makes it impossible
to discharge waste body fluids normally, it becomes a matier
of life or death to use mechanical means to effect the discharge.

The process is called “catheterization,” because the instrument

used is a hollow tube called a

“catheter.” There is, surpris-.

ingly, clear evidence that cath-
eters were used as early as
3,000 B.C., despite meager
knowledge -of the anatomy of
the. human body. At that time,
the ‘Egyptians ‘made catheters
from tubular reeds, from
wood, and from such metals
as gold and iron.

Ben Franklin Interested

Early Greeks, Romans, and
Chinese’ "also designed and
used similar instruments made
from metal. Bronze catheters
were found in the ruins of
Pompeii. Indications are that
the Arabs used the first flexible
catheter — about 1,000 AD.,
according to scientists of the
Kendall Company, one of the
nation’s largest makers of.con-
sumer and hospital health
goods. .- :

The amazing Benjiamin
Franklin, - whose abilities and
interests: knew almost no
bounds, was much interested
in catheters. He invented his
own variety of flexible instru-
ment for catheterization .for.
his brother John, who was af-
flicted with kidney stones.
Franklin, like his brother, later
was similarly afflicted, and
died at the age of 84 from the
same medical problem.

It was not until 1929 that the
instruments which became the
immediate forerunners of to-
day’s sophisticated catheters
were perfected. Then, Dr.
Frederick E. B. Foley devel-

oped the “Folev Catheter.” It

was first exhibited in pro-
duction quantities at the
American Medical Association

- in 1935.

All catheters before that
time, and especially those
made in ancient times, weu2
exceedingly painful and highly
dangerous to use. Infections
were spread within the bedy,
and often even introduced in-
to' the body by the crude early
.catheters.

In the early 1960’s, the Ken-
dall Company dedicated much
of its research facilities and
personnel, on a continuing
basis, to the improvement of
the Foley catheter. Their
scientists have now made
available to doctors and hospi-
tals a catheter which is a
modern marvel. 3

First Automatic Catheter
Latest Kendall catheters in-
clude a self-inflating balloon
as an integral part of the shait.
After the tube has passed

‘through the urethra and into

the bladder, the balloon is in-
flated automatically within the
bladder to hold the catheter in
position for constant, painless
drainage. The Kendall catheier
was the first commercially
available, automatic, con-
txi;glled-inﬂation retention cath-
eter.

As in so many other areas,
science has made greater pre-
gress with this life-saving in-
sirument in the past 30 years
than in the preceding 5,000
Years.

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Any way you look at it,
weeds cost money. Figures
show weeds cost each grower
in the United States an average
of $500 annually by decreasing
yields, lowering crop quality,
and causing extra cultivations,
excessive wear on machinery
and added expense for seed
cleaning.

While farmers are turning
more and more to herbicides to
beat the weed bite in crop-
lands, many do not stop to
think about the price they pay
for weeds in non-crop areas.
