 Farmers Home Administration
loans can be used to buy land, re-
finance debts, acquire livestock
and equipment, pay fertilizer and
fuel bills and pay other expenses
connected with acquiring, improv-
ing, and operating farms.

It is obvious that southern
farmers are finding soybeans a
profitable crop to grow. It is
equally obvious that with the
right management tools both
yields and profit can be greatly
improved.

College agronomists say that
top farmers take the following
steps to reach top yields:

(1) First, they select their
most fertile, well-drained
soils.

(2) They lime and fertilize to
build and maintain high
poil fertility levels. This
means testing soil and add-
ing needed lime and fer-
tilizer. Soybeans-grow best
on soils with a pH of 6.0 to
6.5 or higher.

(3) They plant the right va-

_ riety at the right time and

Mesquite beans would make fair
livestock feed, but it must be re-
membered that it takes a lot of
beans to make a pound of feed.
Also mesquite does not make a
bean crop every year and uses
large amounts of water. If this
water were used tc grow grass,
up to four times more feed would
be available.

A South
Carolina study, for instance,
showed that liming from pH 5
to 6.5 increased seed cotton
yields 289 pounds per acre.

In all areas nitrogen is one
of the most limiting factors of
all in cotton production. An-
hydrous ammonia agphed prior
to planting is probably the most
used source of N. It has the
advantage of being resistant to
loss through leaching, applied
deep in the moist root zone, and
it is the highest analysis, lowest
cost source of N availaBle. Am-
