Former Interim 
Pastor To Preach 
Sunday Morning

Having notched 1976 in the 
black, all Texas Baptist colleges 
and universities are approaching 
Baptsit Seminary, College and 
School Day, February 20, with 
renewed enthusiasm with speakers 
across the nation.

1. Schools may use the method 

they wish to select their best spel­
lers: regular class work, special 
written tests or oral contest.

2, Words used in the national 
finals shall be selected from the 
“Words of the Champions” book, 
from the lists used in the various 
city and regional contests, and 
from Webster’s Third New Inter­
national JDictionary.

3. Words shall be pronounced 
according to the diacritical mark­
ings in Webster’s Third New In­
ternational Dictionary, Copyright 
1971 G.&C. Merriam Co., and its 
addenda section, and the Book, 
“6000 Words,” a supplement to 
Webster’s Third New Internation­
al Dictionary, from which the pro- 
nouncer shall select the definition 
or definitions that he gives.

4. In competition, after the pro- 
nouncer gives the contestant a 
word the contestant may also pro­
nounce the word before spelling it, 
after spelling it, or, if he so choos­
es, not at all.

5. The contestant may request 
the pronouncer to re-pronounce 
the word, define it, or use it in a 
sentence. The pronouncer shall 
grant the request until the jud­
ges agree that the word has been 
made reasonably clear to the con­
testant. Judges may disqualify any 
contestant who ignores a request 
to start spelling. '

6. Having started to spell a 
word, the contestant may stop and 
start over, retracing the spelling 
from the beginning, but in the 
retracing there can be no changé 
of letters and their sequence from 
those first pronounced. If letters 
and their sequence are changed 
in the respelling the speller will 
be disqualified.

7. Upon missing the spelling of 
a word, the contestant immediate­
ly drops out of thè contest. The 
next word on the pronouncer’s list 
is given to the next contestant.

8. When the contestants are re­
duced to two, the elimination pro­
cedure changes. At that point?

when one contestant misspells 
word, the other contestant shall 
be given an opportunity to spell 
that same word. If the second con­
testant spells that word correctly, 
plus the next word on the pronoun 
cer’si list, then the second contes­
tant shall be declared the cham­
pion.

9. If one of the last two spellers 
misses and the other, after correct­
ing the error, misspells the new 
word submitted to him then the 
misspelled new word shall be re­
ferred to the first speller. If the 
first speller then succeeds in co;r- 
recting the error and corr.ectly 
spells the next word on the pro­
nouncer’s list then he shall be 
declared the champion.

10. K both spellers misspell the 
sanie word, both shall continue in 
the contest, and the one who first 
misspelled the word shall be given 
a new word to spell. The contest 
shall then continue under Rule 9 
and 10.

11. Webster’s Third New Inter­
national Dictionary, Copyright 
1971 G&C Merriam Co., and its 
Addenda Section, and the book 
“6000 Words” , a supplement to 
Webster’s Third New International 
Dictionary, shall serve as the fin­
al authority for the spelling of 
words in the national finals. If a 
word has two or more accepted 
spellings, only the spelling set in 
boldface type and separated by 
the word or, and in some cases 
the word also, at the beginning of 
the descriptive matter will be ac­
cepted as correct. Words having 
the labels archaic and obsolete 
(abbreviated obs) and regional la- 
bel^ (like North, Midland, South 
(Brit(ish), Irish) will not be ac­
cepted as correct.

12. The judges are in complete 
control of the Bee. Their decision 
shall be final on all questions.

13. Any child having once won 
a National Spelling Bee champion­

Texas Farmers Union 
Reveals Plans For 
Property Tax Reform

The Texas Farmers Union has 
unveiled recommendations for ma­
jor property tax reform and an­
nounced that Representative An­
drew Baker of Galveston will soon 
introduce legislation changing the 
cost shares between the state and 
local districts.

“ It is time that the state of Tex­
as finds superior sources of re­
venue,” said Texas Farmers Union 
President Jay Ñaman of Waco. 
“This plan is not based on increas­
ing the costs. It is rather a way 
to equalize the burden of public 
education and equalize the bene­
fits.”

The Farmers Union recommen­
dations made by an internal com­
mittee studying the problem for 
over a year encompass a three 
part pl^n.

(1) The state of Texas should 
pick up 100% of the Minimmn 
Foundation Program (It is current­
ly 80% state and 20% local dis­
trict.)

(2) The state of Texas should 
also assumer the cost of any man­
dated salary increases or program 
expenses such as operations and 
maintenance costs, mandated sal­
ary increases, and the costs of vo­
cational, technical ^nd special 
education.

(3) Local school districts should 
continue to be allowed to finance 
capital improvements through lo­
cal bonding as weU as local salary 
adjustments, bands, athletics and 
other special programs.

Ñaman said about the proposed 
changes, “We believe that if the 
state were to assume a greater 
portion of education in Texas, that 
we would no longer need to use 
the word ‘minimum.’ We believe 
that the state could create a Ba­
sic Education Program that would 
provide a realistic foundation for 
all school districts.”

The bill to be introduced by 
Rep. Baker would caR,̂  for the 
change in state/district cost shar­
es, but as far as additional income 
to the state. Ñaman said, “We 
think that the legislators, admin­
istrators and budget advisors can 
work out the details. Bills have or 
will be introduced to take care of 
these matters.”

However, the Texas Farmers 
Union panel did make these re­
commendations:

(1) That the state first look at 
its great budget surplus for in­
itial relief, and in the event of no 
such surplus now or in the future

(3) Increase the severance tax 
on oil and gas to a level compar­
able to 'other states.

(4) Levy a tax on pipelines both 

intrastate and interstate.

(5) Tax those minerals not cur- 
,rently taxed, such as coal and ur 
anium.

“Our figures show that if these 
steps were followed, the .state 
would have more than enough to 
expand its share of education,’ 
Ñaman continued. “In fact,-some 
statistics reveal that even one or 
two proposals by ̂ themselves could 
cover the costs.”

The Farmers Union group em 
phasized that the proposals focus 
on resources lost daily in great 
quantities to other states which do 
not compensate Texas in return.

Speaking for the almost 10,000 
family units comprising the Texas 
Farmers Union, Ñaman said, “The 
man who deals in agriculture does 
not want to evade his equal share 
as a taxpaying citizen. But the 
wealth (of the state since current 
tax law recorded) has shifted and 
it is time that the State of Texas 
find superior sources of revenue. 
We believe that the state’s total 
assumption of the Minimum Foun­
dation Program and other mandat­
ed costs, leaving local enrichment 
i nthe districts, is the only way to 
lift the burden of property taxes 
. . . taxes which are extremely un­
just to the family farmer who re­
lies on his land to make his liv­
ing.”
