TRADING M O D ERA TE  
IN COTTON M A R K ET

Trading was again moderate 
this week as growers continue to 
accept bids on about 25 percent 
of their offerings. Prices were 
generaly steady with mixed lots 
containing mostly 2̂ and shorter 
staple cotton seiling for 43.06 to
44.00 cents per pound. Lots pre­
dominating in 33 and longer sta­
ples brought 46.00 to 47.00 cents. 
Growers iconitinued to receive
62.00 to 67.00 doUars per ton for 
cottonseed at most gin points.

About 31,000 samples were class­
ed at Memphis this week, bring­
ing the season’s total to 291,000. 
The office closed on January 6 
last year with a total of 203,000 
classed.

Light spotted grades made up 
72 percent of the total, while white 
accounted for 22 nercent and spot­
ted grades made um six percent. 
The predominant prad^s were 32 
with 40 percent and 42 with 28 
percent. About two-thirds stapled 
32 and one-third staoled 31. M icro- 
naire readings w^re in the desir­
able range of 3.5 - 4 99 on 85 
percent of the total tested. Nine 
percent miked 3.4 and lower and 
«ix  percent miked 5.0 and higher.
