There was 
an ample amount of food donated 
by interested citizens, and several 
women donated much of their 
time as weU, to see that a delici­
ous meal was served to all.

When asked about the amount 
of care that the trees would need 
to receive. Gene Booth said that 
watering once every two or three 
weeks would be sufficient until 
ho<t weather arrives, when the 
greenery should probably be wa­
tered each week. According to Mr. 
Booth, many of the trees will pro­
vide shade- for this summer sea­
son, especially the sycamore and 
locust trees.

If you have not yet seen the 
work and improvements made last 
week, make a point to drive by 
the downtown City Park, Valley 
View Park, the Community Center 
and, later on, the Valley Schools. 
All Quitaque area residents should 
be proud to be a part of a com­
munity where civic pride is some­
thing to be seen, and not just 
talked about.
