According to Pallmeyer, practi­
cally all Motley County cotton pro­
ducers observed the May 20 or 
later planting date, and enough 
producers put up the 20c per acre

Guides will be mailed to all pro­
ducers, along with a request for 
information on planting dates, and 
information as to previous emer­
gence of boll weevils in the pro­
ducer’s fields. This information 
will assist the scouts to do a bet­
ter job, and this is a producer’s 
program; only the assistance of 
the producers can allow the pro­
gram to be a success.

Past experience has shovra that 

most of the boll weevils that have 
survived through the winter em­
erge by the middle of June, and 
the delayed planting date prevents 
the presence of one-third grown 
squares for the emerging weevils 
to lay their eggs in, thereby pre­
venting an early buildup of wee­
vils in fields below the Caprock. 
All weevils don’t emerge by this 
date, therefore the scouting pro­
gram is needed to detect the late 
emerging weevils. When these 
weevils are found, the producer 
will be contacted and advised if 
control measures are advised, ba­
sed upon the recommendations of 
Emory Boring, area entomologist, 
Vernon. The decision as to whe­
ther to apply control or not will 
rest with the individual producer.

Priority of scouting cotton 
fields will be as follows. First, 
known fields where emerging wee­
vils have been detected first in 
the past, normally near favorable 
overwintering spots; second, ad­
joining fields which can easily be 
infested from the fields in the first 
category; third, fields where pro­
ducers have found weevils; and 
fourth, other fields as time per­
mits.

This program is designed to pro­
tect local producers on this year’s 
crop, and to supplement the Dia­
pause Boll Weevil Control pro­
gram, which is scheduled to start 
later in the year, thereby reducing 
acreage that will need to be spray­
ed then to reduce the number of 
weevils that will go into hiberna-
