People under 65 who want re-
duced social security retirement
benefits should keep a close eye
on the calendar, a social security

representative said recently.

It used to be that a person ap-
plying for retirement checks af-
ter age 62 could have benefits
paid retroactively for up to 12
months, she said. But that was

changed by the 1977 social secur-
ity amendments. Now, except in
a few specified instances, retro-
active payments can be paid only
to those retiring after age 65.
The spokesperson said that a
worker under 65 should apply no
later than the month he or she
wants benefits ta start to be sure
of receiving all potential benefits.
A person applying later could
miss out on one or more months

of benefits.

to 65 who wish to receive survi-
vors’ benefits should apply for
benefits in the month of the wor-
ker’s death.  Otherwise, one or
more months’ benefits could be
lost.

iReligiori Historian
Urges that Xmas cards
emnhasize the Christ

A noted historian of the
Southwest, an archivist of
the Roman Catholic, Arch-
diocese of a city in the Far
West, puts the blame of
some of the world’s disor-
ders on the secular nature
of many Christmas cards.

“Over two and one half
billion cards are distribut-
ed annually in the United
States. If more of them
were religious and carried
messages that would ap-
peal to thoughtful, even
non-religious adults, these
cards would help bring
peace on earth,” he de-
clares.

The priest exhibited one
card, printed in Germany
and mailed in New York
December 24, 1908, to a
student of a Boston sem-
inary, as an example of an
attractive early Christmas
card which also was re-
ligious. ;

The card, like an ordin
ary posteard, pictured a
rather stylized angel with
wings, a palmi frond which
perhaps  was meant to
symbolize peace on the
order of an olive branch,
and an upraised arm. Be-
tween the wings appeared
the star of Bethlchem and
the words, “in terra pax,”

. or “peace on eartn.”

The angel, emerging
from a cloud, was peering
down upon a village, with
the church the most prom-
inent strueture visible.

The historian pointed
out that sending cards
probably started in the
early Victoriaa era. Sir
Henry Cole, an art dealer

and -publisher, scat the .

first one, in 1843. Tt was a
card designed by a well-
known artist of the period,
John Calectt.

The first cards showed
an English family gath-
ered around the wassail
bowl, toasting their
friends. Bat the side pan-
elg, in a2 show of 19th cen-
turly realism showed the
feeding of the hungry and
the clothing of the naked.

“Hopefully,” said the
archivist, “in years ahead
the spiritual significanee
of the Nativity will be
reflected more substan-
tially.”

The dependents
living on his land would be
invited to the manor house
where the master would
drink their health from a
bowl of spiced ale, contain-
ing apples roasted to the
point of bursting, and then
his tenants would drink.
