TO NEWSPAPER ADS
The following was taken from the Texas Press Association 

weekly newsletter.

On the average weekday, four out of 10 adults go to food 
stores, one in four shops for other merchandise and nearly half 
of these (44%) look for ads in their newspaper before shopping, 
according to a study by the newspaper Advertising Bureau. More 
than half of the women (52%) and nearly four out of 10 men^ 
(37% ) in the sampling reported that they ilooked forward to 
seeing newspaper ads. By comparison, only about one in 10 men 
or women said that they look forward to commercials on radio 
and TV and less than three in 10 (30%) of the women and (25%) 
of the men look forward to seeing the ads in the magazines.

Community spirit was strong 
at the “All Community” meeting 
last Friday night when a good 
crowd gathered at the Quitaque 
Community Center to hear re­
ports on the progress that has 
been made in Quitaque over the 
past year.

Economic Development and 
Business Management was the 
report given by Monte Stephens. 
He pointed out some of the good 
soil and water conservation prac­
tices, the numerous educational 
farm programs provided, the 
new businesses and new homes 
in town, the progress being made 
at Caprock Cahyons State Park, 
and the. many educational pro­
grams for the community.

Johnnie Morrison gave the re­
port on Improving Family Liv­
ing. There have been many ho­
mes remodeled, fences built, 
yards landscaped. Educational 
Farm Programs, Leadership 
Training programs. Educational 
programs in Energy Conserva­
tion, Using electrical appliances. 
Forest service, planning a ward­
robe and the activities of the 
different clubs and organizations 
in town. There was a Senior 4-H 
Club organized and there were 
various activities and trips fo r '  
the youth of the community.

A report on Citizen Involve­
ment was given by a group of 
people who had been instrumen­
tal in each activity.
