B A G H D A D , Iraq (A P ) —  Insurgents stm ck back  
with a vengeance following a post-election lull, killing 
at least 28  people, including two Marines, in a burst of 
attacks, waylaying a minibus carrying new Iraqi army 
recmits, detonating car bombs and gunning down police 
and Iraqis working for the U .S . military, officials said 

Thursday.
Incomplete election results from Baghdad and five 

others of Iraq’s 18 provinces showed the Shiite cleri­
cal-endorsed ticket running strong in races for seats in 
the N ational Assembly, according to the first official 

results.
So far, 1.6 million votes have been counted, from 10 

percent of the country’s polling stations. T h e U nited  
Iraqi A lliance, which is backed by the country’s most 
influential Shiite cleric. Grand Ayatollah A li al-Sistani, 
had 1.1 million votes, and the list led by interim Prime 
Minister Ayad Allawi’s list was second with more than

3 6 0 ,5 0 0  votes.
T he figures were only partial results and were too  

small to say w hether they represent the nationwide 
trend.

Election officials have said it could take up 
to seven to 10 days from the Sunday vote to  
produce full official results. Some 16 million 
Iraqis were eligible to vote, but it is still not 
known what percentage turned out 
at the polls. Seats in the N ational 
Assembly will be determined by the 
percentage of the nationwide vote  
that each  faction wins.

Iraqi election officials said Thursday 
they sent a team  to Mosul to look into 
allegations of voting irregularities in the 
surrounding N inevah province, a largely Sunni region. 
C om plaints have included polling stations running  
short of ballots, confiasion over the poll locations and 
ongoing military operations. It was n ot clear how many

voters were affected.
Shiites turned out in large numbers in Sunday’s ballot­

ing, eager to turn their majority into political power.
Many in the Sunni Arab minority are believed 

to have stayed away, raising concem ts that the 
outcome could alienate them further 
and could  co n tin u e  to  fuel the  
Sunni-led insurgency.

Insurgents had eased up on attacks 
following the elections, when A m erican  

and Iraqi forces imposed sweeping secu­
rity measures. But starting Wednesday 
night, guerrillas launched a string of 

dramatic attacks.
In the deadliest incident, in­

surgents stopped a minibus south  
of Kirkuk, ordered army recruits off the  

vehicle and gunned down 12 of them , said Maj. G en. 
Anwar Mohammed A m in. Two soldiers were allowed 
to go free, ordered by the rebels to warn others against

joining Iraq’s U .S.-backed security forces, he said.
T h e assailants identified them selves as members 

of Takfir wa Hijra, the name of an Islamic group that 
emerged in the 1960s in Egypt, rejecting society as 
corrupt and seeking to establish a utopian Islamic com ­

munity.
Gunmen fired on a vehicle carrying Iraqi contractors 

Thursday to jobs at a U .S . military base in Baqouba north  
of the capital, killing two people, officials said. Insurgents 
fired mortars at a U .S . base in Tel Afar, near Mosul, kill­
ing two civilians Wednesday night.

A  suicide car bomber struck a foreign convoy escorted 
by military Humvees on Baghdad’s dangerous airport road 
Thursday, destroying several vehicles and damaging a 
house, Iraqi police said. Helicopters were seen evacuating 
some casualties, witnesses said. There was no immediate 
com m ent from the U .S . military.

Tech reacts after 
State of the Union
TEDHsan TAUi: Students, faculty discuss 
ideas, opinions of Bush’s plan of action.

President George W. Bush gave 
th e  S ta te  o f th e  U n io n  address 
W ednesday night. T he speech was 
m et w ith a variety of views from  
Texas Tech students and faculty.

Daniel Velez, a senior political 
science major from Eagle Pass, said 
although he did not w atch  
the entire speech, he was 
still left with a feeling 
o f sk epticism  after  
watching it.

“He had plans to 
cut this and that, but 
the question is —  will 
he?” he said. “I am feel­
ing skepticism and opti 
mism. It is a new start.”

Bush talked about major issues 
such as education. Social Security, 
healthcare, the economy, family life, 
immigration, the Iraq elections and 
the war. He emphasized the need to  
see n ot only the issue in the present, 
but the future, as well.

“O ver the n ext several months, 
on issue after issue, let us do what 
A m ericans have always done and 
build a better world for our children  
and grandchildren,” Bush said.

Susan Banducci, assistant profes­
sor of political science, said she be­
lieves Bush spoke about many of the 
big issues and did so with assurance.

“H e seemed confident and made 
some bold statem ents,” she said. “He 
covered many topics and touched  
on many issues. It is our job to fol­
low-up.”

Bush spoke at length about Social 
Security reforms. H e said he 

e x p e cts  th e  cu rre n tly  
enacted system to go 

bankrupt unless it is 
changed.

B u sh ’s p lan  
would cut guaranteed  

retirem ent benefits for 
young Americans but would 

n ot affect people over the age of 
55. He suggested diverting security 
revenues into private investm ent 
accounts as a possible solution.

“Fixing Social Security perm a­
nently will require an open, candid 
review of the options ... I will work 
with members of Congress to find 
the most effective com bination of 
reforms,” Bush said.

“T he Faculty Senate president 
wanted us to look at what the po­
tential problems are,” he said.

T h e idea that high stress on  
students affects health and aca­
demic performance is one argument in favor of a fall break, according co 

the Senate report.
“I believe there is strong feeling that the period from August to Thanks­

giving is a little bit too long without any break except that Labor Day 
holiday,” Grass said.

A nother benefit of the fall break would be that final examinations would 
occur from Monday through Friday and no longer would occur on Saturday, 

according to the report.
Arguments against the fall-break include the potential loss of two teach­

ing days because of travel, the potential increase in semester length and 
the loss of one week of laboratory schedules based on a weekly roster and

DALLAS (A P) —  Back yards in 
a half-dozen houses surrounding an 
Irving lake have dropped about six 
feet, collapsing decks and toppling 
fences.

A n area about 50 yards long and 10 
yards wide collapsed around midnight 
Tuesday, dropping back yards along the 
southern banks of the 130-acre Vilbig 
Lake on the south side of the Dallas 
suburb of Irving.

“It’s like it imploded from under­
neath,” said Teresa Castro, staring 
out at the roughly 5 -foot drop about 
6 feet from her home’s foundation. 
“It’s unusual. I’ve never seen anything 
like it.”

“It looks like we’re all going to 
have a big hole in our back yard for 
a while,” Joe Johnson told The Dallas 
MorningNews for a story in Thursday’s 
editions. Johnson said he had limited 
hope for insurance coverage.

No one said he heard anything to 
indicate anything was wrong.

Area resident Jim Ferguson lost his 
16-by-16-foot wood deck and several 
birdhouses he had up on poles.

“The dog was out, but he appar­
ently had enough sense to stay out of 
the damage,” Ferguson said.

Ferguson, like other residents, did 
not know what he would do. Some 
residents said they would have to 
add several hundred tons of dirt to 
restore their back yards to the previ­
ous height.

S A N T A  M A R IA , Calif. (A P ) —  
M ichael Jackson said in a television  
interview scheduled to air Saturday 
that many of the news reports about 
him are “fiction” and that his celebrity 
makes him a target.

Jackson was barred by a gag order 
from talking about the m olestation  
charges he faces. But he said in a 
wide-ranging interview with the Fox  
News Channel’s “A t Large w/ Geraldo 
R iv era” program  th a t he believes 
the truth about him will ultimately 
com e out.

“T he bigger the star, the bigger the 
target. I’m not trying to say I’m the 
super-duper star. I’m not saying th at,” 
Jackson said in the interview, which  
was taped two weeks ago. “I’m saying 
the fact that people com e at celebri­
ties, we’re targets. But truth always 
prevails. 1 believe in th at.”

Excerp ts of the interview  were 
released Thursday by Fox.

T he interview was Jackson’s first 
since he was indicted by a grand jury 
in April on charges of molesting a boy 
and plying him with alcohol. Jackson’s 
lawyers and prosecutors are scheduled 
to begin questioning potential jurors 
in the trial Monday.

Jackson also said in the interview  
that he designed his Neverland estate, 
where prosecutors say the molestation 
occurred, as a place where he could 
enjoy the ch ildh ood  activ ities he  
missed while he was a child star.

JERUSALEM  (A P) —  Israeli Cabi­
net ministers on Thursday approved the 
release of 900 Palestinian prisoners and 
a military pullout from the West Bank 
town of Jericho within days in overtures 
intended to improve the climate ahead 
of next week’s Mideast summit.

T he ministers also approved an 
earlier decision by the army chief to halt 
the targeted killings of wanted Palestin­
ian fugitives and agreed to form a joint 
Israeli-Palestinian committee to decide 
what to do about them.

The 900 prisoners represent about 
one-eighth of the total number of prison­
ers Israel holds. The decision to withdraw 
only from quiet Jericho falls short of ex­
pectations that ministers would approve 
the evacuation of five West Bank towns, 
but followed the Israeli government’s 
decision this week to slow the pullout 
after a brief outbreak in violence.

Palestinians and Israelis both said 
Thursday they expect the summit in 
Egypt to produce a tmce ending more 
than four years of violence.

A  joint declaration of a cessation of 
violence is one of the first requirements 
in the internationally backed “road map” 
peace plan, which calls for the establish­
ment of a Palestinian state this year.

“We are not talking about peace now, 
and not, about the road map, but rather 
about phases that come before imple­
mentation of the road map,” participants 
quoted Prime Minister Ariel Sharon as 
saying at Thursday’s meeting.

Colorado professor incites controversy

— T h e University of Colorado Board 
o f Regents will have an emergency  
m eeting Thursday on  the Fitzsimons 
campus in A urora, C olo ., to  discuss 
the recent publicity surrounding C U  
professor W ard C hurchill’s speech at 
a N ew York college and writings from  
a 3 -year-old essay.

In a statem ent sent out Sunday 
afternoon, the board said it is “taking 
this unusual actio n ” to specifically 
consider the recently publicized co n ­
troversy over C hurchill, who chairs 
C U ’s Ethnic Studies D epartm ent and 
who is slated to  speak that same day 
at H am ilton College, a small liberal 
arts school in N ew  York.

A t issue are C hurchill’s writings 
from a Sept. 11, 2 0 0 1 , essay titled  
“Som e People Push Back: O n  the  
Ju stice  o f R oosting C h ick en s ,” in 
w hich he referred to W orld  Trade 
C en ter victims of the attacks as “little 
Eichm anns” (referring to Nazi W orld  
W ar 11 crim inal A dolf E ich m an n) 
as n ot innocent victim s but willing 
perpetuators of the “mighty engine 
of profit” who were taken out by the  
“gallant sacrifices” of “com bat teams” 
who attacked the twin towers and  
Pentagon that day.

“Mr. C h u rch ill’s com m ents re ­
garding the events of Sept. 11, 2 0 0 1 , 
h ave resulted  in substantial c o n ­
troversy, and the Board o f Regents 
intends to  con sid er th e  co n cern s  
o f m em bers of the public and the  
university com m unity at the special

m eeting,” the statem ent said.
Some smdents on H am ilton’s cam ­

pus last week protested C h urchill’s 
scheduled appearance.

R egent M ichael Carrigan, a D en­
ver D em ocrat, said he and the other 
regents have been “deluged” with e- 
mails and messages over the issue.

Controversial coach cares 
about more than the game

take a look around, and realize 
he cares about more than the 

basketball team’s record.
First and foremost, he has put the word “student” 

back in front of the term “athlete.” Lest we have for­
gotten with all the hype, universities were not founded 
for athletes alone, but for the pursuit of knowledge. A  
few weeks ago in Dallas, 1 heard a radio program where 
Knight discussed his recruiting techniques. H e talked 
about going into schools, talking to players and discuss­
ing academic and athletic responsibilities —  making sure 
they understood study hall was j ust as much a part of his 
program as basketball practice. If the student still was 
interested, Knight and the recruit would talk.

W hile at Indiana, K night’s student athletes had 
consistently high graduation rates, and he has continued  
that tradition here at Tech. It is about time someone 
realized students are not just here to play ball —  they 
are here to get an education, and Knight makes sure 
they get that, too.

Second, Knight has brought school spirit and stu­
dents back to the games. There are probably students 
who, like me, were around before Knight cam e to Tech, 
and the atmosphere was very different.

Knight has encouraged student attendance by giv­
ing us awesome seats —  most of my friends at other 
schools can ’t believe where we get to sit at home games.

T h is  is th e  re a so n  w hy, o f  all th e  v ario u s  
w ays in  w h ic h  h u m a n s  t o r t u r e  a n d  ab u se  
a n im a ls , v i v i s e c t io n  is p ro b a b ly  th e  m o s t  
a b h o rre n t.

In the nam e of scien ce , in the nam e o f all th at  
is best and brightest in m an, are perform ed the  
darkest, m ost cruel, destructive and despicable  
deeds we can  im agine.

V ivisection  makes a m ockery of the abilities 
th a t make hum ans special.

T h e  logic o f testing products on  anim als in 
order to certify  them  fit for hum an use does n ot 
stand up to  analysis.

A n im als are so con sid erab ly  d ifferent from  
hum ans, and w hat is good for them  isn’t always 
good for us and vice versa.

For exam ple, according to  the N atio n al A n ti-  
V iv ise c tio n  S o cie ty , asp irin , on e o f th e  m ost 
benign and harm less drugs for hum ans, causes 
serious b irth  defects in cats and dogs. Penicillin  
kills guinea pigs.

Q uite obviously, w hat is sauce for the goose 
may well be m ulligataw ny soup for the gander. 
To test a product for hum an consum ption  on an  
anim al is akin to  searching the Bible for quotes

from the K am a Sutra.
M any scien tists , such  as Dr. G eorge H oggan , 

w ho sp ent m any years perform ing “re s e a rch ” on  
anim als, finally arrived at the con clu sion  th a t “n ot  
one of those experim ents on  anim als was justified  
or necessary.”

G e o rg e  B e rn a rd  S h a w  w e n t  
so far as to  ca ll v iv isecto rs  m ere  
“kud o-h un ters w ho h ave n oth in g  
to  te ll ...[an d ] crow d h um ane re ­
search  workers out o f the schools  
and d iscre d it th e m , th ey  use up 
all the available endow m ents and  
bequests, leaving n oth in g  for seri­
ous research .”

E ven  if som e b enefit could  be 
gained from  such  a “s c ie n c e ,” do 
we really w ant it a t th a t cost? O ur 
a fte rsh a v e  lo tio n s  and perfum es  
bear w ith them  the scream s of in­
n o c e n t m onkeys in to  w hose eyes 
they were sprayed.

O ur m ed icin es com e w ith  the  
guarantee th a t hundreds of th o u ­
sands of lab anim als, from  rats to  
prim ates, have suffered illness and 
terrible side effects before they were 
perfected .

W ith  su ch  s c ie n t i f i c  g ro w th  
com es great m oral decay.

O ur ab ility  to  em p ath ize , our 
sensitivity , our basic hum aneness  
is a t stake h ere. I d on ’t think  a new  
variety  of eau de cologne is w orth  th at.

T hose w ho argue in favor of v iv isection  claim  
th a t because we are superior and capable of dom ina­
tion , we can  do as we please w ith these anim als.

Animals come 
to us innocently 
with trust, like a 
child.

The Texas Tech University Library 
will debut a new exhibit, “Black Art, 
Ancestral Legacy: The African Impulse 
in A frican-Am erican A rt,” Monday, 
focusing on black history and art.

The exhibit is organized into four 
sections, each demonstrating the presence 
of the African impulse in many aspects of 
black culture, according to the traveling 
display’s official Web site.

In addition to the visiting display, the 
Tech Southwest and Special Collections 
Library will present its exhibit entitled 
“African Americans in Lubbock.”

“African Americans in Lubbock” is a 
standing display of photographs focusing 
on contributions black individuals have 
made to the South Plains area.

Five local artists, including Eric 
Strong, will also display some of their 
work in the Croslin room of the Tech 
library.

Strong, a nationally recognized story­
teller, was asked to participate because of 
his unique incorporation of instruments 

to tell stories.
“My drums and other exotic African 

instruments are not just art; they are 
utilitarian,” Strong said.

Some of the instruments displayed 
were actually banned during slavery 
because people could com m unicate  
with them, like the talking dmm. Strong 
said.

“There are strings on the side that 
you squeeze, and it sounds like a human 
voice,” he said. “People were able to carry 
on a conversation with a dmm that could 
acmally talk.”

Among the other instmments on 
display are the Udu dmm, said to as­
similate the voices of the ancestors, and 
the Ejjembe dmm, which is known for 
carrying wisdom. Strong said.

Former Tech professor Tony Gleaton’s 
work will also be displayed. Gleaton is a 
local photographer whose work has been

feamred at the Smithsonian Instimtion.
Strong said he considers Gleaton  

the most famous black photographer in 
the world.

“There are three Smithsonian artists 
in Lubbock ,and all will be featured at this

exhibit,” Strong said. “It is really rare that 
a town the size of Lubbock has this many 
Smithsonian artists.”

Stephen Bogener, Tech archivist and 
coordinator, said he encourages all to 
attend the reception at noon Monday in

the Croslin room.
“W e want to let the public know that 

we are reaching out to the black commu­
nity,” he said. “Amd we are honoring the 
work of these local artists for their culmral 
contributions to West Texas.”

reshman Steven Hale said his 
electrical engineering classes 
should be easy for him. Hale, 

who returned in N ovem ber from a 
tour of duty in Iraq, said he already 
is experienced with most of the co n ­
cepts and equipment with which he is 
going to be dealing in his classes.

“I know what it all is,” he said. “I 
expect the classes to be really easy.” 

T h e difference, he said, is that  
he learned electrical engineering in 
combat, surrounded by explosions and 
gunfire with others men’s lives at stake. 
After that, taking a test seems simple.

In Iraq, Hale served as a commu­
nications technician. His job was to 
protect his battalion ftom improvised 
explosive devices or homemade bombs. 
Insurgents would place an artillery shell 
or bomb at the side of the road and 
would wait for troops to drive by it. The  
bomb would bie wired with a homemade 
fuse attached to a walkie-talkie or a cel­
lular phone so that the insurgent could 
activate the bomb remotely.

Hale was responsible for jamming 
the com m unication  frequency the  
insurgents were using and for keeping 
the bomb from exploding.

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Red Raiders look to pass road test in Norman

Texas Tech coach Bob Knight is 
not pleased with his team’s play in the 
second half of its last two games. Just 
ask him.

“W e’ve played a really good game in 
the last two games, in the first halves,” 
he said. “Then things slip in the second 
half, both nights.”

After leading by 20 points at halftime 
Wednesday, the Red Raiders allowed the 
Colorado Buffaloes to score 61 points in 
the second haft. Colorado pulled within 
seven in the closing minutes, losing 97- 
90 at the United Spirit Arena.

After the game, Knight kept his 
usual press corfterence short, frustrated 
with the action on the floor.

“I coached, well, I don’t know how 
many games I’ve coached, but it’s damn 
near 1,200, and I’ve never had a team 
score 60  points in a haft against us,” 
he said.

A  similar situation occurred against 
Nebraska last Saturday when the C om ' 
buskers scored 46 points in the second, 
haft, Knight said, but Tech was able to 
keep the lead out of reach to win.

“W e did that against Nebraska, but 
we caught back up and played better,” 
he said. “Tonight, we didn’t.”

And Knight attributes the Raid­
ers’ poor play to several aspects of the 
game, reaching further than shots and 
rebounds.

“Our leadership on the floor is ter­
rible,” he said. “Our approach in the

second haft, in both nights, was bad.”
'  Looking at the statistics sheet and 
at the game against Colorado, Knight 
made it clear that the leadership on 
the court affected those plays that went 
wrong.

“W e made plays on the offensive 
end that just boggled my mind,” he said. 
“How much we over dribbled the ball 
and lost it, some of the shots we took. It 
was a team that just played alone in the 
second haft.”

But with the mistakes m ad^Tech  
still won its fifth Big 12 conference game, 
setting its record at 13-5 overall and 5-2 
in conference action. But the Raiders 
have to set their focus on their next op­
ponent, No. 14 Oklahoma in Norman, 
Okla. at 8 p.m. Saturday.

Oklahoma escaped with a victory 
against Texas A & M  Wednesday at the 
Lloyd Noble Center, 69-65. Taj Gray 
helped his team overcome a 16-point 
deficit.

Gray averages 15.5 points per game 
this season thus far, while getting 8.6 
rebounds on average per contest.

Forward Kevin Bookout follows 
closely with an average of 13.3 points per 
match, grabbing 7.1 rebounds as well.

Oklahoma (1 7 -3 ,6 -1 )  has lost one 
Big 12 game, which was to Iowa State, 
74-66, Jan. 29.

Knight has a career record of 4-5  
against the Sooners.

The game between Tech and the 
Sooners is scheduled to be televised by 
ESPN regional coverage.

Former Dallas Cowboy Emmitt Smith’s ‘tremendous ride’ ends after 15 years
JACKSONVILLE, Fla. (A P )— Em­

mitt Smith decided to stop running. 
There was nothing left to prove, no 
records left to chase.

Breaking down in tears and grasping 
his beloved Dallas Cowboys helmet. 
Smith retired Thursday after a 15-year 
career in which he became the NFLs

career rushing leader and played a key 
role on three Super Bowl champions.

The decision had been expected for 
several days, but the finality of it all still 
was poignant. Flanked by his wife, Pat, 
and Cowboys owner Jerry Jones, Smith 
thanked a list of people several pages long 
—  everyone from his Pee Wee football

coaches to longtime Dallas ftillback Dar­
ryl “Moose” Johnston, the fierce blocker 
who cleared so many holes for No. 22.

“It’s been a tremendous ride,” said 
Smith, who spent his final two years with 
the Arizona Cardinals after 13 seasons in 
Big D. “My 15 years, my 15 minutes of 
fame, is up.”

Not quite.
There’s one more stop —  Canton, 

Ohio.
The 35-year-old Smith ran for 18355  

yards and 164 touchdowns in his career, 
both NFL records. He closed it out by 
running for 937 yards and nine touch­
downs in Arizona this season.

LaToya Davis is ready to get back 
on the floor and play her style of 
basketball. She is ready to crash the 
boards, take it to the rim and have 
a battle in the paint against N o. 8 
Baylor.

T he junior forward will be back in 
action after spraining her right knee 
against Missouri last week.

“1 have a lot of aggression. I’m just 
ready to get back and play,” Davis 
said. “It’s so hard to sit and w atch on 
the sidelines when you’re hurt and 
not able to get in the game, but I’m  
ready for Saturday to play against 
Baylor (16 -2 , 6 -2 ), which is a great 
team .”

Davis sat out the last game against 
Texas A & M , even though she was 
cleared to play. T he coaching staff

decided Davis would only be put 
in against the Aggies if her playing 
were imperative. The N o. 12 Lady 
Raiders (16 -2 , 7 -1) rolled'over the 
Aggies, and Davis had extra time to 
rest her knee and to prepare for the 
Lady Bears.

Swelling on her knee has gone 
dow n, and D avis was sporting a 
new red and black brace in practice 
Wednesday. She said her knee feels 
better than earlier in the week, and 
although she wishes she had not been 
injured, at least she picked the right 
time in the schedule to do it.

“Injuries —  there’s n ot a good 
time to get them, but if I had to fall. 
I’m glad I did now because we got 
the break and it gave me a chance to 
rehab my knee,” she said.

Davis’ physical play will be wel­
comed back to the floor by her team ­
mates and coaches since it will be

needed against one of the nation’s 
top frontcourts.

Forwards Sophia Young and Stef- 
fanie Blackmon rank fourth and fifth 
in the Big 12 Conference in scoring 
with 17.1 and 16.1 points a game, 
respectively. The duo also is among 
the top rebounders. Young is second 
behind Cisti Greenwalt, and Black­
mon ranks seventh.

Davis said the game plan obvi­
ously will be trying to stop Young 
and Blackmon, but that will be im­
possible. Instead, the Lady Raiders 
will have to keep them from being as 
productive as usual.

“1 don’t think you can slow them  
down, but if you can just limit their 
shot selection,” she said. “They main­
ly like to shoot and rebound, so we 
need to get a lot of one-and-outs.”

The game also bears strong signifi­
cance in the conference standings.

Baylor defeated N o. 15 Kansas 
State (16 -4 , 7-2) in W aco W ednes­
day, which drops the W ildcats out 
of a first-place tie with Tech and No. 
19 Iowa State (1 7 -2 , 7 -1 ). A  Tech  
win would keep them at the top and 
would push Baylor two games behind 
the lead with seven games remaining 
before the conference tournament. 
Iowa State plays host to N o. 13 Texas 
(13 -6 , 6 -2) Saturday as well.

Considering the weight the game 
carries, coach Marsha Sharp said this 
game will be Tech’s most important 
at home, at least until the next one 
when the Lady Raiders host Iowa 
State Tuesday.

“1 think these two games will de­
fine whether we will be a factor in the 
race for a conference championship 
or not,” Sharp said. “I think they’re 
two must-wins if we’re gonna stay in 
it and try to win it.”

T he men’s team enters the meet 
ranked ninth on the Trackwire Top 
25. Dandy Dozen rankings include 
nine Red Raiders in tfieir respective 
events.

Bryan Scott, a sprinter and hurdler, 
said the competition will put them in 
a better position to travel to Arkansas 
for their first out of town meet next 
weekend.

“It’ll be a real good workout to put 
us in real good shape for that Arkansas 
meet,” Scott said. “There will be lots 
and lots of competition there in that 
first out-of-town meet.”

To put Lubbock on the map, the 
track and field athletes must continue 
to improve in their events.

Marcus Jammer, a middle distance 
runner for Tech, said there is only one 
way to improve.

Tech softball ready to embark on new era under new leadership

A  new chapter in the history of Texas 
Tech softball begins as the Lady Raiders 
prepare to take on Texas A&tM Corpus 
Christi at 11 a.m. today in San Marcos.

Wilson said this weekend is about 
preparing for the future.
