Service Men

Mr. and Mrs. J. M. King, of Mule-
shoe have received a letter from a
son, J. B. King, who is serving in
Hawali, in which he tells of a re-
cent visit to a huge pineapple can-
ning factory. The letterfollows:

I wish to tell you a little of my
visit through the Hawaiian pineap-
ple canning factory. This plant is
the largest fruit canning plant in
the world.

We were escorted through by a
Hawalian girl. We went first to the
dining room for the employes. It is
a very nice large room, with table
space for fifteen hundred people.
The meal cost the workers forty
cents a meal for a five course din-
ner.

Then we went to the room where
the pineapples are peeled. There are
about forty machines that peel the
fruit. Each machine peels ninety
pineapples a minute.

The pineapple is elevated to the
next room on endless Chs\ms. where
