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Proposed bills may affect funding, financial aid
Lawmakers propose college funding restrictions

AUSTIN  (AP) —  Public universities that increase tu­
ition rates too much would see state funding reduced under 
legislation approved Monday by a Senate committee.

“W hat I’m doing with Senate Bill 1484 is just trying to 
put the Legislature back at the table again as we consider 
what we’re going to do with higher education funding,” 
said Sen. Tommy Williams, R-The Woodlands, the bill’s 
author.

In 2003, lawmakers gave universities authority over 
a portion of tuition rates at public schools. In the year 
after deregulation, tuition increased about 16 percent 
statewide. Some lawmakers, including Republican Lt. 
Gov. David Dewhurst, expressed disappointment with 
those jumps, worried more Texans would be priced out 
of higher education.

“The angst we have now and the hard feelings we have

now are because you’ve already exceeded what you 
led us to believe,” Sen. Robert Deuell, R-Greenville 
told University of Texas at Austin President Larry 
Faulkner. “Many of us thought we were misled, and 
we were misled.”

W illiam s’ proposal, w hich 
works in conjunction with a mea­
sure included in the $139 billion 
Senate budget passed two weeks 
ago, would immediately affect only 
the University of Texas at Austin, 
where his two sons are students.

Schools that charge more than the $94 per credit 
hour in designated tuition, the part of tuition set by 
regents, would see a decrease in state funding, under 
Williams’ plan. State appropriations would decrease 
based on the amount the university charges over the 
$94 limit.

Legislature proposes requirements for financial aid
A USTIN  (AP) —  Legislation proposing stiffer grade 

and class load requirements for college students who ben­
efit from two tuition assistance programs has some worried 
that students won’t receive the financial aid they need.

Two lawmakers have offered different approaches to 
get students out of college faster, lead 
them into the work force sooner to 
benefit the economy and free up 
space for others to get scholarships.

Rep. Geanie Morrison, R-Vic- 
toria, has proposed merging two 

programs: the TEX A S Grant, which pays tuition and fees 
for students who take challenging courses during high 
school and need financial aid for college, and B-On-Time, 
which forgives loans for students who graduate college in 
four years with a B average.

Under Morrison’s plan, the first two years would follow 
the guidelines of a TEX A S Grant. The next two school

years would fall under the B-On-Time loan. So, students 
who don’t maintain a B average or take more than four 
years to finish college would have to pay back the inter­
est-free loan.

“We are trying to get the most for the money we have,” 
Morrison said. “Students are staying in school for six years 
to get their degrees, and that’s a detriment to the state, to 
the school and to the citizens.”

But a majority of students wouldn’t meet the B-On- 
Time requirements. Only 23 percent of all Texas college 
students finish college in four years, according to the Texas 
Higher Education Coordinating Board.

“You can’t graduate in four years unless you take 
advanced classes in high school, and not everybody can 
do that,” said Houman Hassanpour, who maintains a 3.9 
grade-point average at the University of Houston while 
taking classes as organic chemistry and participating in 
extracurricular activities.

Speeding citations causing problems for Tech students

Having a lead foot is a problem for many 
Texas Tech students, and Tech athletes are not 
exempt from the common inconvenience.

According to the Tech Police Department 
incident reports. Red Raider pre-season A ll- 
American baseball player Cameron Blair was 
arrested following a routine traffic stop Thursday 
morning in the 1800 block of Flint Avenue for 
three outstanding Lubbock Police Department 
warrants.

T he three warrants related to the unpaid 
speeding tickets Blair allegedly acquired between 
February and May 2004.

According to the report, Blair was remanded

to custody of a Deputy City Marshal who came 
to the scene.

Maj. Gordon Hoffman with the Tech Police 
Department said when dealing with people who 
have warrants for their arrest, if possible, the 
police department tries to turn the person over 
to a deputy marshal.

“They used to just be known as warrant of­
ficers,” he said. “They can take them downtown 
and get them in front of a magistrate if one is 
available.”

Hoffman said if no Deputy Marshal is avail­
able, the Tech Police Department also tries to get 
the suspect in front of a judge as soon as possible, 
but if a judge is not available, there is no choice 
but to put the person temporarily in jail.

Blair said the incident was a misunderstanding and 
he never was arrested or taken into custody.

Blayne Beal, the assistant director o f media 
relations for the athletic department, also said the 
incident was a misunderstanding and Blair was not 
actually arrested, but taken to pay the fines related 
to the incidents.

“He was not arrested; he just had to go pay off 
warrants,” he said. “It was not university related and 
no (internal action) will be taken.”

Beal said Blair’s incident was one young people 
regularly face, but this incident was put in the 
public eye because Blair, a senior from Dallas, is an 
athlete.

The SG A  has decided to stop funding the off-campus bus routes begin­
ning fall 2006. The funding for the current routes comes from a $3 per 
semester credit hour transportatipn fee each student pays.

Worley said the transportation fee is a useful fee that funds services 
important to many students.

“We use that to fund on campus bus routes as well as off-campus 
bus routes,” he said. “We also do the safe ride program and the night 
shuttles.”

Andrea Holvey, a sophomore special education major from Houston, 
said the off-campus bus routes are an important service provided to stu­
dents. She said she does not mind paying the $3 transportation fee even 
though she does not ride the buses.

“I think it’s worth the $3 per credit hour to have the buses run,” she 
said.

Many students pay fees for services they never use, she said.
“That happens in just about everything,” Holvey said. “It’s not fair, 

but that’s just the way it is.”

T h e  o p en -flo o r d iscussion 
was to shed light on questions 
faculty and staff members at Tech 
have about parking problems as 
well as current and future proj­
ects , accord ing  
to  T ra ffic  and 
Parking.

Buddy Knox, 
director o f Traf­
fic and Parking, 
said the depart­
m ent is trying 
to answer any 
questions about 
parking as honestly 
as possible.

“There are no secrets here in 
Traffic and Parking,” he said.

Q u estion s from  th e  group 
ranged from parking permits to 
pedestrian safety and where the 
dep artm ent is in th e ir  future 
plans to im prove the current 
parking problems at Tech.

Knox said one of the things 
the department is improving is 
the W eb site and the amount of 
information available to the staff 
and students.

“T h e  W eb site  is going to 
be the place for your one-stop 
shopping needs in Traffic and 
Parking,” he said. “People will

be able to access several functions 
on the site such as what waiting 
list they are on and where they are 
on the list.”

M any of the faculty and staff 
members at the meeting expressed 
con cern  about being on waiting 
lists and the amount of time it takes 
to get a parking spot.

K n o x said anyone cou ld  be 
on two lists at the same time to 
get a spot faster. Som e people, he 
said, will be able to instantly get 
certain spots after they are hired, 

depending on th eir 
position with the 

university.

possibilities and new 
parking lots with shuttle 

buses to campus, such as W al-M art 
on 4th  Street.

Max Hinojosa, vice president of 
operations, said the idea is to take 
away from the inner parking on 
campus so no more land would have 
to be made into parking lots.

“W e d o n ’t w ant to turn the 
campus into an asphalt campus,” 
he said.

Faculty and staff members also 
expressed concern for the distance 
from campus that they would have 
to park their cars at like W al-M art 
and how long it would take them 
to get to and from campus.

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House Majority Leader DeLay gets 
heat from  fellow  Republicans

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  Em­
b a ttled  H ouse M ajo rity  Leader 
Tom DeLay is drawing heat from 
some fellow Republicans who say 
his continuing ethics problems are 
harming the GOP.

“Tom ’s conduct is hurting the 
Republican Party, is hurting this 
Republican majority and it is hurt­
ing any Republican who is up for 
re -e le c t io n ,” Rep. C h risto p h er 
Shays, R-Conn., told The Associ­
ated Press on Sunday. He called on 
DeLay to resign from his leadership 
position.

DeLay, R-Texas, has been dogged 
in recent months by reports of pos­
sible ethics violations. There have 
been questions about his overseas 
travel, campaign payments to fam-
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ily members and his connections to 
lobbyists who are under investiga­
tion.

Sen. R ick Santorum of Pennsyl­
vania, the No. 3 Republican in the 
Sen ate , said Sunday that DeLay 
needs to answer questions about 
his ethics.

“I think he has to come forward 
and lay out what he did and why 
he did it and let the people then 
judge for them selves,” Santorum  
told A B C ’s “This W eek.” “But from 
everything I’ve heard, again, from 
the comments and responding to 
those, is everything he’s done was 
according to the law.

“Now you may not like some of 
the things h e ’s done,” Santorum  
said. “T h a t’s for the people of his

district to decide, whether they 
want to approve that kind of 
behavior or not.”

D eL ay ’s sp okesm an, D an 
A lle n , to ld  th e  A P th a t the 
congressman “looks forward to 
the opportunity of sitting down 
with the ethics committee chair­
man and ranking member to get 
the facts out and to dispel the 
fiction and innuendo that’s being 
launched at him by House Demo­
crats and their liberal allies.” 

The majority leader was ad­
monished three times last year by 
the House ethics committee. The 
panel has been in limbo since 
March, when its five Democrats 
balked at adopting Republican- 
developed rules.

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DFW  Airport installs first of 
new bag'screening machines

G R A P E V IN E  (A P ) —  T h e  
cardboard box marked “LCD  T V  
—  D elicate” came sliding down the 
conveyer belt in the underbelly of 
Terminal E and was hoisted aside 
by H ansen Le, a federal baggage 
screener.

Le glanced at an X-ray of the 
box, sliced it open and removed 
packing material to peer inside. He 
swabbed inside the box and tested 
the sample in a machine that detects 
bomb residue.

Pronouncing the unwieldy pack­
age OK, Le and another screener 
quickly taped it up and loaded it on 
another belt, which whisked it to a 
waiting Continental Airlines jet.

T h e  box was one o f the first 
pieces of luggage to be pulled aside 
Monday as it went through a new 
$ 2 2 0  m illion , p o st-9 -11 security 
system at Dallas-Fort W orth Inter­
national Airport. Federal officials 
said when the automated system is 
complete, it will be the largest in 
the world.

U nlike the stand-alone, m ini­
van-size detection machines that 
were plopped down in airport lob­
bies after the 2001 terror attacks, the

new setup is part of the airlines’ 
bag-handling system.

A t DFW, one of the nation’s 
busiest airports, the system will 
eventually handle all 55,000 bags 
checked every day, taking them 
from curbside or ticket counters 
to screening rooms out of public 
view.

It will end the need for travel­
ers to schlep their bags to a secu­
rity checkpoint and wait while 
their luggage is examined.

The federal government will 
pay $185 million of the system’s 
$ 2 2 0  m illio n  co st, w ith  the 
airport paying the balance. The 
government is also reimbursing 
eight other airports for similar 
systems.

A  federal report issued last 
month suggested it was money 
well spent. T h e  report by the 
G o v ern m en t A cco u n ta b ility  
Office estimated that automated 
system at DFW  would save the 
Transportation Security Admin­
istration about $250 million over 
seven years, mostly by screening 
bags twice as fast and with far 
fewer screeners.

W ASH INGTON  (A P) —  Police 
on Monday tackled and forcibly 
dragged away a man dressed in black 
and carrying two suitcases who had 
stationed himself in front of the west 
side of the U .S. Capitol.

The midday incident had forced 
police to evacuate that side of the 
Capitol in fear of a possible explo­
sion.

Police, some armed with assault 
rifles, moved in slowly behind the 
man, who faced the Capitol from 
a plaza below its west entrance. 
Crouching behind the wall, the 
police sprang up and ran full tilt at 
the man, who never moved.

He was tackled by two police­
men and dragged to an ambulance. 
Police walked the man away frorq 
the scene without putting him in the 
ambulance. They left the suitcases 
behind.

Som e spectators applauded as 
police dragged the man away.

Before the standoff ended, Capi­
tol police spokesman Michael Lauer 
said the man had not said anything 
to police.

Among the officials whose offices 
are on the west side of the Capitol 
looking out upon the National Mall 
are House Speaker Dennis Hastert, 
R-Ill., Senate Majority Leader Bill 
Frist, R-Tenn., and Senate Minority 
Leader Harry Reid, D-Nev.

VATICAN  C IT Y  (A P) —  Car­
dinal Bernard Law celebrated Mass 
in mourning for Pope John Paul II 
in St. Peter’s Basilica on Monday, 
ignoring protests from victims that 
his handling of the sex abuse scandal 
in the U .S. Catholic Church should 
disqualify him from the honor.

P o lice  broke up a sm all but 
sym bolic p rotest staged by two 
victims of sex abuse at the hands 
of Am erican clergy, escorting one 
of them off St. Peter’s Square as she 
was preparing to distribute fliers.

Several uniformed officers walked 
Barbara Blaine, founder of the Sur­
vivors N etw ork of those Abused 
by Priests, behind barricades set up 
at the entrance to the square. The 
officers did not explain why they 
escorted Blaine off the piazza, and 
she had no immediate comment.

Blaine and another leader of the 
group brought their campaign for 
reform to the center of Roman C a­
tholicism, demanding that Vatican 
officials bar Law from celebrating 
the important Mass mourning John 
Paul.

They arrived in Rome just hours 
before M ond ay’s serv ice  at S t . 
Peter’s Basilica to condemn what 
they called the V atican’s “hurtful 
d ecision” to choose Law for the 
honor. T he Mass went ahead with­
out disruption.

Tech looking for cotton manufacturers 
to use newly patented X-ray technology

The International Textile Center at 
Texas Tech is looking for manufactur­
ers who will purchase the use of X-ray 
technology used to examine the quality 
of cotton.

A patent was awarded March 23 to 
inventors at Tech who developed the X- 
ray technology. Tech owns the rights to 
the new technology, and manufacturers 
wanting to adopt the technology for their 
own use would have to pay Tech.

Hamed Sari-Sarraf, associate professor 
in the department of electrical and com­
puter engineering, said for the exact price, 
the cotton market would have to look at 
the demand and decide on a price.

Sari-Sarraf said a number of graduate 
students contributed to getting the pat­
ent for Tech.

Many of the students, he said, came 
from other countries to do significant 
research at Tech.

“The smdents do all the work,” he 
said.

Cotton has a huge eco­
nomic impact because few 
textile materials are be­
ing produced in the 
United States, he said.

This X-ray imag­
ing system helps tell 
manufacturers how much 
and what kind of trash is inside 
the cotton, Sari-Sarraf said.

Therefore, knowing how 
much and what kind of trash is 
inside the cotton impacts the price and 
how it is processed, he said.

Other methods only look at the 
surface of cotton, including the seed coat 
that sits on top, Sari-Sarraf said.

Since the outside has cotton fibers 
that get tangled with lint, is harder to 
process, he said. X-rays let people see 
what is inside the cotton, making lint 
easier to remove.

The idea for the X-ray imaging 
system came about approxi­

mately five and a half years 
ago, Sari-Sarraf said. 
If a manufacturer ad­

opted the X-ray imag­
ing system, farmers would 

compete globally.
The new technology can sell 

cleaner cotton priced correctly and this 
technology could become the standard, 
Sari-Sarraf said.

To receive the patent, the inventors 
filed for it in the Tech transfer office who 
then files it with the U.S. Patent and 
Trademark Office.

Sari-Sarraf said it took almost two

years for the patent to be completed.
“That’s why it’s a big deal,” he said.
The process of getting the patent was 

sponsored by the Texas Higher Education 
Coordinating Board, Sari-Sarraf said, 
and they issued two grant to total about 
$250,000.

Mike Stephens, communications 
coordinator for the International Textile 
Center at Tech, said the more people 
understand about the quality of cotton, 
the more likely consumers will know for 
what is being paid.

“It’s a more realistic understanding,” 
he said.

Changes in technology mean cus­
tomers and farmers get a fair price for 
the cotton they use or produce.

Technological advances such as the 
X-ray imaging system also will make 
cotton ginning more efficient, Stephens 
said.

Speakers debate silicone-gel implants

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No buses plus tuition 

increases? This equals

Texas Tech, what is going on? I have 
seen my tuition increase by 40 percent 
since coming here. If this is about people 
whining for the $3 per credit hour spent to 
fund transportation, that doesn’t make very 
much sense to me. I’m paying something 
like $4,000 or more per semester to go here, 
so how is $45 —  1 percent of my tuition 
—  going to alleviate costs for me?

It looks again like the university is trying 
to siphon more and more money out of ours 
— and our parents’— wallets. Take away the 
commuter bus routes and where do students 
have to park? On campus. So instead of 
paying $45 for some people to benefit (and 
employees even sometimes ride the bus, and 
tell me that they pay), everyone must now 
give more money to the campus to park in 
satellite lots a mile or so from campus.

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Student chefs should take care when cooking

College students on a limited budget 
sometimes opt to cook for themselves. 
It is important for students to know 
how to properly sanitize their food to 
ensure they do not consume a bacterial 
contaminate, said Bridget Faulkenberry, 
environmental health manager for the 
City of Lubbock Health Department.

Common bacterial contaminants 
include Staphylococcus aureus bacteria, 
or staph bacteria. Streptococcal pharyn­
gitis, or strep, salmonella and e-coli.

Once contracted, the bacteria take 
24 to 48 hours to incubate, Faulken­
berry said.

After the initial incubation period, 
vomiting and diarrhea may occur, 
Faulkenberry said. T he symptoms

usually last 24-48 hours, depending 
on the health and the type of bacterial 
contaminant the person consumed.

These symptoms c a n  b e  
avoided if proper 
ca re  is ta k e n  
when preparing 
food, Faulkenberry 
said.

“It’s very impor­
tant to cook meats to 
the proper temperature,” 
she said.

Beef, lamb and veal should be 
cooked at 160 degrees Farhenheit, she 
said, while chicken, turkey, various 
casseroles and stufted meats should be 
cooked at 165 degrees Farhenheit.

Another common mistake college 
students make, Faulkenberry said, is 
leaving food out too long. After the

food is cooked, it should be allowed 
to cool and then put it in the refrig­
erator.

Some people will leave food out 
overnight and then eat it in the morn­
ing, Faulkenberry said. This is danger­

ous.

“It costs more to get sick than to buy 

ftesh food,” she said.
Hand washing is an important 

preventative measure, Faulkenberry 
said. The two most common bacterial

contaminants, staph and strep, often 
are found on hands.

People touch

during the day, 
w hich a person 
then will put on 
their food if they 
have not washed 
off the potentially 
harmful substance,
F a u lk e n b e r r y  
said.

Washing any 
surface used for 
food preparation 
also is impemtive, 
she said . O n e 
capful of bleach

disinfect countertops and prevent bac­
teria from getting on other foods.

H o w e v e r ,  
using too much 
b leach  can  be 
dangerous b e ­
cause the co n ­
centration of the 
chemical is a haz­
ard, Faulkenberry 
said.

mixed with a bucket ofwater will safely she prepares. After she cuts meat she

disinfects the area so it does not affect 
her vegetables and other ingredients.

Barton said she never leaves food 
out for an extended amount of time 
because it is unsanitary and her cat 
might eat it.

Doug Hills, a junior electrical 
engineering technology major from 
Colstrip, Mont., said when he prepares 
meat, he cleans all surfaces the meat has 
been on. He also makes sure hamburg­
ers he cooks are properly prepared.

“I cook it all the way through,” 
he said.

Faulkenberry said food should be 
properly prepared because the most food 
is grown or raised in an environment 
that breeds bacteria.

Vegetables are grown in soil that 
contains a lot of bacteria, Faulkenberry 
said.

“This is som ething that every 
college kid goes through,” he said. “It 
was actually something he thought 
his attorneys had already taken  
care of.”

Lubbock Municipal Judge Robert 
Doty said all three warrants were on 
behalf of speeding tickets, w hich 
either were completely or partially 
disregarded.

“Either he didn’t come to take 
care of (each tick et) in a timely 
fashion, or he started to take care 
of them and didn’t finish,” he said. 
“He did not take care of three of the 
four citations.”

Chris Cook, assistant ath letic  
d irector and m edia d irector for 
Tech athletics, said if there are ever 
crim inal or civ il cases involving 
student athletes, the incidents will 
be handled after an investigation has 
been conducted.

“In the past, we have taken each 
incident and the athletic department 
does its own investigation,” he said. 
“We don’t prejudge until the facts 
are checked.”

Cook said if a player is guilty of a 
crime, the matter will be internally 
handled, but a punishment will be 
imposed. Such punishments could 
include suspended playing time, but 
it ultimately is up tc( the‘'diifcr6ticifi^* 
of the coach. '

“Incidents are dealt with inter­
nally and we do not divulge the 
extent of the punishment,” he said. 
“It all depends on what happens and 
is sport-by-sport basis.”

Cook said he has been with the 
Tech  ath letic  departm ent for six 
years and has not seen any judicial 
proceedings go forward. He said Tech 
is lucky the student athletes handle 
themselves with such composure.

“We are fortunate that we have 
had no major incidents with student 
athletes here,” he said. “They repre­
sent us well in athletics and outside 
of school.”

Though Blair’s incident will not 
be investigated, Cook said in the 
past he has seen players face athletic 
ramifications, such as sitting out of 
sporting events.

Blair, however, participated in all 
three Raider games during a home 
weekend series against Oklahoma 
State. Blair hit a home run in each 
of the three games during the series 
victory against the Cowboys; he leads 
the team in home runs with 11.

is a priority for the SG A , Worley 
said. However, because of an in­
crease in the number of apartment 
complexes wanting to be a part of 
the bus routes, the $3 transporta­
tion fee does not provide enough 
money to fund all these services.

Student housing com plexes 
in northwest Lubbock asked the 
S G A  for an ad d ition al route 
to serve the growing area ear­
lier this year. Adding this new 
route would cost an additional 
$330,000, which would increase 
the total amount of money spent 
on off-campus buses to more than 
$1 million, according to an SG A  
presentation.

Worley said there is no way for 
the SG A  to pay for the new route 
with the current transportation 

' fee. He said the fee would need to 
be increased by about 55 cents to 
fund the northwest route. Univer­
sity policy allows for a maximum 
increase of 30  cents so that stu­
dents are not burdened with large 
increases in fees each semester.

“We just didn’t have the mon­
ey ... to pay for a new route,” 
Worley said.

T h e  S G A  decided because 
many of the apartment complexes 
on the bus routes advertise the 
bus service as an amenity, they 
should pay a portion of the cost it 
takes to run those buses, Worley 
said. The SG A  would continue to 
subsidize the routes for a few years 
by continuing to fund a percent­
age of cost.

Local apartm ent com plexes 
have until July 1 to sign a contract 
to continue being on the off-cam­
pus bus routes after next year and 
pay a designated portion of the 
cost, Worley said. No apartment 
complexes have signed contracts 
yet because many do not believe 
the off-campus bus routes are a ser­
vice they should pay for to provide 
their students, he said.

“W hat we need right now is for 
the students to go to their apart­
ments and let them know that this 
is a service they do use and want 
to continue,” Worley said.

Stephanie Mueller, a history 
graduate student form La Grange, 
said she rides the off-campus buses 
and would be upset if they did 
not continue t^ operate. She said 
the bus service is something for

which the university should continue 
to pay.

“1 think it should still be a part 
o f our tuition and not something 
apartm ent com plexes should pay 
for,” Mueller said. “Not everyone at 
all the apartments is a students and 
it would not be fair to raise rent to 
pay for the buses when not everyone 
will be riding that bus.”

Worley said the student transpor­
tation fee would continue to be used 
to provide valuable services to stu­
dents. One major project the SG A  
is working on that would be partially 
funded by the transportation fee is 
on-campus bike lanes. Discussions 
on the bike lanes are scheduled to 
begin next week.

Revenue from the transportation 
fee would not be used to fund the 
building of parking garages or other 
parking facilities, Worley said. W hen 
the off-campus bus routes are not 
fully funded by the transportation 
fee, students may see the transporta­
tion fee decrease.

“We are looking at reducing that by 
about a quarter or 50 cents,” he said. 
“It’s not much, but it’s something.”

T he S G A  will be approaching 
apartment complexes again during 
the next few weeks in an effort to 
find a solution that will allow the 
off-cam pus routes to  co n tin u e , 
Worley said.

“W e will continue to fight for 
this,” he said.

Michael Ellicott, Vice Chancellor 
for Facilities Planning and Construction, 
said there is no open land on campus to 
build new parking lots.

University Health Sciences Center.

Snopes.com , an urban 
legend reference W eb 
site, has a page dedi­
cated to the rumor. In 
1 9 98 , H ollyw ood re­
leased two movies about 
the subject, “Dead Man 
on Campus” and “Dead 
M a n ’s C u rv e .” B o th  
films involved students 
trying to  boost th e ir 
CPAs by taking advan­
tage o f a room m ate’s 
death.

Receiving automatic 
straight ‘As for being 
hit by a bus on campus 
seems pretty unlikely, 
though. Acosta said he 
doubts the university

“If you’re dumb enough to get hit by a 
bus, you don’t belong in college anyway,” 
he said.

Hubbard said she also thinks the rumor 
is false, but argued with Acosta about his 
reasoning.

“No,” she told him. “If you get hit by a 
bus, you don’t need college anymore because 
you’d be dead.”

A  4-0 G PA  does not mean much to 
someone who has been smashed flat on the 
asphalt by several tons of steel, rubber and 
students.

W hile Elizabeth Hall, the vice provost at 
Tech, said she never had heard the rumors 
before, she worries about the intelligence 
of any student who takes the urban legends 
seriously.

“1 hope our students are too intelligent 
to believe things like that,” Hall said. “I 
thought our admissions standards were go­
ing way up.”

No student should expect a free ride based 
on any circumstance, but there are proactive 
actions they can take.

“A  student who steps in front of a bus and 
spends a semester in the hospital can look

forward to a report card full of incomplete 
grades,” she said.

A  student who comes home to a dead 
roommate can talk to his or her professors 
about receiving some leniency for an extenu­
ating circumstance, but neither student will 
automatically make a 4.0 GPA.

Still, she wants students to know they 
do have rights.

“A  student always has the right to ask the 
professor for some kind of accommodations 
in a situation if it’s legitimate,” she said. “But 
there is no university policy that guarantees 
straight ‘As like that.”

Students hoping to make good grades 
this semester should not rely on bizarre cir­
cumstances and obscure university policies 
to ensure academic success.

H all said there  is only one proven 
method she knows for a student to guarantee 
academic success. The university has no 
policies awarding unearned grades to stu­
dents, no matter what the circumstance.

“If you work real hard and study and do 
the class work you can get straight ‘As,” she 
said. “1 promise you there is no way to get 
there automatically like that.”

Mother of boy who got multimillion-dollar settlement from 
Jackson said singer tearfully begged for him to sleep in bed

SA N TA  M A RIA , Calif. (A P) 
—  The mother of a boy who received 
a multimillion-dollar settlement from 
Michael Jackson in the 1990s testified 
Monday that she initially refused to 
let her son sleep in the singer’s bed but

relented when a “sobbing and crying” 
Jackson made another request.

The woman testified in the pop star’s 
molestation trial that her son stayed 
at Jackson’s Neverland ranch three 
times and once asked if he could stay

in Jackson’s room. She testified that 
she said no.

Later, on a trip to Las Vegas, she, 
the hoy and the boy’s brother stayed 
in Jackson’s suite at the Mirage hotel, 
she said.

On the second night, she testified, 
Jackson tearfully asked why the boy 
could not sleep in Jackson’s bed, the 
mother testified.

“He was sobbing and crying, shak­
ing and trembling,” she said. “He said, 
’You don’t trust me? We’re a family.... 
(The boy) is having fun. Why can’t he 
sleep in my bed? There’s nothing wrong. 
There’s nothing going on.’”

She said she then allowed her son to 
sleep in Jackson’s bed for two nights.

Prosecutors called the woman to try 
to show that Jackson has a history of 
improper behavior toward young boys.

After the boy received a reported 
multimillion-dollar settlement from

Jackson, he did not cooperate in a law 
enforcement investigation. No charges 
were ever filed against Jackson in the 
matter.

Earlier Monday, another witness 
surprised the prosecution by saying he 
did not remember seeing the pop star 
lick the same boy’s head during a long 
flight in the early 1990s, but he later 
reversed himself and said it must have 
happened after being confi onte with an 
e-mail he wrote.

Former Jackson publicist Bob Jones 
initially testified that “I don’t recall ever 
seeing any head licking” by Jackson on 
the flight from Paris to Los Angeles.

then read a proposed passage from a 
book Jones is writing that stated that 
Jackson and the boy were cooing and 
kissing and that Jackson licked the 
boy’s head.

“They were holding each other 
tightly, almost in a romantic sense,” 
the passage said.

Prosecutors claim Jackson also 
licked the head of a boy who now 
accuses Jackson of molesting him in 
early 2003.

Under cross-examination by de­
fense attorney Thom as Mesereau 
Jr., Jones said that passages he writes 
are completed by a co-writer and 
then reviewed. Jones said he had 
not reviewed the passage and it was 
inaccurate.

The prosecutor then confronted 
Jones with an e-mail he sent to the co­
writer in which he described Jackson 
licking the boy on the head. “If it was in 
my e-mail. I’m taking responsibility for 
my e-mail,” Jones finally testified.

Jones was only the most recent pros­
ecution witness to surprise prosecutors.

returned to No. 1 in the world Monday.
C B S Sports said the overnight television rating was 

10.3, up 41 percent from last year and the highest for a 
final round at the Masters since Woods won in 2001 to 
become the first player to sweep all four majors.

The victory Sunday at Augusta National put him back 
on track to go after Jack Nicklaus’ record of 18 majors. 
Woods now has nine majors, tied with Ben Hogan and 
Gary Player, and he is still only 29.

But there was something different about this victory.
\)((|Dods no longer looked invincible with a final-round 

lead in a major, spitting up three shots on the final nine 
holes. No one feared him, least of all Chris DiMarco, who 
outplayed Woods in every aspect of the game except when 
it mattered —  with a putter in his hand.

Having gone nearly three years without a major while 
retooling his swing, it appears that this might be the start 
of a new era for Woods. If that’s the case, it might be

different in one area.
Nothing seems to come easily.
Woods won for the third time this year, and none of 

the finishes were particularly inspiring.
He had a one-shot lead in the Buick Invitational 

and went for the par-5 18th green in two over the wa­
ter. But he missed a 2-iron so badly that it came up 20 
yards short, and only stayed dry because it landed so far 
to the right.

T h e  leak later results in Congress stepping in 
on the issue o f steroids in baseball and players and 
Com missioner Bud Selig all speak to the legislators 
at Capitol Hill.

Mets 8, Astros 4
NEW  YORK ( AP) —  The New 

York Mets are beginning to put their 
awful start behind them.

Kaz Matsui h it a tiebreaking 
single with two outs to key another 
eighth-inning comeback, and New 
York won its home opener by beat­
ing the Houston A stros 8-4  on 
Monday.

Matsui also drove in a run with a 
bunt single, Tom Glavine threw six 
solid innings and Jose Reyes used 
his speed to send the Mets to their 
second consecutive victory after 
opening 0-5.

W ith the Mets trailing 4-3 in the 
eighth, Victor Diaz drew a one-out 
walk from Russ Springer (0-1) and 
went to third on a single by pinch- 
hitter Marlon Anderson.

Reyes then hit a comebacker to 
Springer, who tried for an inning­
ending double play —  as manager 
Phil Gamer instructed during a visit

to the mound —  instead of holding 
the runner at third.

Anderson took out shortstop 
Adam Everett, and Reyes easily beat 
the wild throw to first as Diaz scored 
the tying run.

“N inety percent of the guys 
you’re going to double up, but he gets 
down the line,” Springer said. “T ia t  
was just one of those ugly innings.”

Reyes stole second on the next 
pitch and scored on Matsui’s single 
to center.

A fter an intentional walk to 
Carlos Beltran, Ramon Castro hit 
a popup to shallow right and the 
ball dropped when second baseman 
Craig Biggio and right fielder Jason 
Lane collided.

Lane said Biggio could not hear 
him calling for the ball because of all 
the noise from the sellout crowd of 
53,663. Lane was charged with an er­
ror, allowing another run to score.

Angels 7, Rangers 6 , 1 0  innings
ARLINGTON (AP) —  The Los 

Angeles Angels are already spoiling 
things for the Texas Rangers this 
season.

Orlando Cabrera hit the first pitch 
of the 10th inning for a home run, an 
inning after Darin Erstad’s game-tying 
leadoff homer off Francisco Cordero, 
and the Angels won 7-6 Monday in 
the home opener for Texas.

“W hen you battle back and come 
back and win a game, I don’t think 
you ever feel like you stole one,” 
Angels manager Mike Scioscia said. 
“We came back againstoneof the best 
closers in baseball, and that makes us 
feel good.”

The Angels came back from a 6-2 
deficit against a Texas bullpen missmg 
its top two setup men. And Cordero, 
who allowed just one homer in 67 
appearances last season, pitched for 
the third straight day.

Erstad, with just 11 homers over
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beer cqÄoctyolly equate to o few

753 at-bats the last two seasons, was 
down 0-2 after fouling a 98 mph pitch 
off his hands. But Cordero then hung 
a slider.

“W hat can I say? W e’ve got good 
pitchers, but we’re going through 
a rough time,” said Cordero, who 
has two blown saves among his four 
chances.

Cordero struck out two batters 
to get out of the ninth, but did not 
reutm in the tOth because he saved 
the previous two games. Cabrera 
homered oftR.A. Dickey (0-1).

T h e  A ngels and Texas have 
played four of their seven games 
gainst each other. All were one-run 
games, Los Angeles winning two of 
three at home last week.

All three Texas wins, and three of 
its losses, were by one run.

“I don’t look at seven games as 
telling what we are. I feel good about 
this club,” Rangers manager Buck 
Showalter said. “There are too many 
games. We can’t let these create a 
mind-set. And our guys won’t.”

Texas was in playoff contention 
until the 158th game last season, an 
1 l-inning home loss that was their 
third straight to the Angels, who 
went on to win the AL West.

But this season is just a week 
old.

“We expect the West to be won at 
the end of September, as usual,” said 
shortstop Michael Young, the only 
Ranger with hits in every game.
