Purcell strikes out a third time in fowl trial

Tom Purcell was found guilty 
again of illegally cleaning a pheas-
ant last December in Bailey 
County. 

It was Purcell's third trial and his 
third time to be found guilty. 

The first time he pled guilty in 
Justice of the Peace Herman 
Morrison's Court and was fined 
$350. 

Purcell then appealed 
Morrison's decision and asked for 
a jury trial and for Morrison to re-
cuse himself. Morrision did and ar-
ranged for Justice of Peace Carolyn 
Harmon from Lamb County to 
preside at the trial. 
_ It took the six person jury less 
than five minutes to find Purcell 
guilty and to increase the fine to 
$500 plus $35 in costs. 

Purcell again appealed the 
court's decision to Bailey County 
Court and posted a $1000 bond. 

Monday, it took the jury less 
than 20 minutes to find Purcell 
guilty. The Journal understands 
that it took the jury longer to pick 
a foreman than to find Purcell 
guilty. 

Judge Marilyn Cox fined Purcell 
$500 plus $185 in costs. He told 
Judge Cox that he is "weighing his 
options for another appeal." 

During the interim, Purcell has 
used E-mail to bombard the Jour-
nal and others with personal insults 
about County Attorney Criss 
Cleavenger, Judge Morrision and, 
as of Tuesday, Judge Cox. 

Also included in Purcell's per-
sonal E-mail insults are members 
of the Texas Parks and Wildlife, 
anyone who was a state's witness 
against him along with the general 
manager of this newspaper. 

The case began on last Decem-
ber 14 when game wardens Mel 
Reed and Randy Bullark came on

Investigation details results in Daniel complaint

Muleshoe Police Chief Don Carter gave 
the Journal a news release Tuesday detail-
ing the results of an internal investigation 
of a complaint from Luis Davila Daniel of 
Muleshoe against Muleshoe officers Johnny 
Bermea and Rodney Stevens. 

The news release reads as follows! 
, 	"On September 11, 2003 the Muleshoe 
Police Department received a complaint 
from Luis Davila Daniel of Muleshoe, Texas 
charging Officer Johnny Bermea and Officer 
Rodney Stevens of the Muleshoe Police De-
partment with injury pursuant to the at-
tempted apprehension of his brother, Javier 
Davila Daniel. Additionally, an article ap-
peared on the front page of the Muleshoe 
Journal indicating that Luis and Mary Ann 
Daniel filed a complaint against the Mule-
shoe Police Department for brutality. Con-
sequently, an internal investigation concern-

ing the allegation has been conducted. The 
following are the results of the investiga-
tion:" 

On September 11, 2003 Officer Rodney 
Stevens of the Muleshoe Police Depart-
memt was on patrol when he observed an 
individual, who he knew personally, sit-
ting on the front porch of his residence 
located at 411 E. Ave. C in Muleshoe. 

Officer Stevens had knowledge of an 
outstanding warrant for the individual and 
attempted to serve it when he fled on foot 
from Officer Stevens. 

Ultimately, Officer Stevens chased the 
suspect to the back of the residence where 
he entered and shut the door. Officer 
Stevens held his position and called for 
additional officers to assist in the appre-
hension. 

While awaiting the additional support, 
Officer Stevens was confronted by Luis 
Daniel as he began to protest the actions  

of police. 
Luis Daniel was warned not less than 

three times that his actions were con-
sidered a hindrance to the apprehension 
of the wanted suspect and that should 
he continue, he would be arrested. 

When Daniel failed to comply he was 
placed under arrest and handcuffed af-
ter a short scuffle between Daniel and 
the arresting officers. During this time 
Daniel was subdued on the ground al-
lowing the officers to handcuff him. 

Daniel was then placed into the back 
of officer Bermea's patrol car. 

Examination of the in-car video re-
vealed Luis Daniel banging the left side 
of his face and head on the interior win-
dow of the patrol car, mostly likely 
causing the abrasion on the left cheek 
of Daniel as depicted in the photograph 
and published along with the newspa-

Tkcrospirit Trampoline

0A) competed July 12-22 in 
USA Gymnastics National 

hampionships in Sacra-
,nento, CA. 

Seventeen-hundred athletes 
from all across the country 
came to compete for the right 
to be National Champion in 
their level at this competition. 
The Acrospirit team features 
thirty-three athletes from their 
four programs across the South 
Plains and Eastern New 
Mexico.

The first days of competi-
tion featured the junior and se-
nior elite athletes.
