MANAGUA, Nicaragua (AP) -
President Anastasio Somoza resigned
early today and landed at Homestead
Air Force Base hear Miami at 8:50
a.m. Midland time, ending 42 years of
dictatorship by his family. Members
of Congress elected the president of
their lower house, Francisco Urcuyo,
to succeed him,

Urcuyo, 54, was expected to serve
only until the arrival from neighbor-
ing- Costa Rica of the prouisional
junta named by the Sandinista guer-
rillas who in a successful, seven-week
rebellion fought Somoza’s national
guard to a standstill and toppled the
onetime strongman.

An aide reported the 53-year-old
ex-president took a helicopter from
downtown Managua to the interna-

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tional airport at 4 a.m, (5 a.m. CDT),
then boarded board a plane for
Miami, where he owns an estate and
other property. Defense Depart-
ment officials said five planes, carry-
ing about 45 persons, landed at Home-
stead.

Hwmdreds of people in the rebel-held!

town of Jinotepe, 35 miles south of
Managua, took to the streets in cele-
bration as news of the resignation
spread at 2:30-a.m. But in Managua,
where radio censorship was still in
effect, the news still had not been
broadcast when Somoza left at 5:10
a.m. —7:10 a.m. EDT.

The Carter administration had been
urging Somoza to quit for weeks, but
the State Department had no immedi-
ate comment on his resignation.

&

Four of the five rebel junta mem-
bers were waiting in San Jose, the
Costa Rican capital, for Somoza's de-
parture in hopes that they could take
over without a battle for Managua.

The foreign ministers of the Andean
Paet nations — Colombia, Venezuela,
Bolivia, Ecuador and Peru — arrivéd
in San Jose Monday night to accom-
pany them o Managua, and Costa
Rican radio stations said they would
fly up by chartered plane as soon as
Somoza left. But other sources said
they wold not come unil the guerrillas
secured the Managua airport.

The intentions of Somoza’s national
guard, and of the guerrillas, were
unclear. Guard Maj. Pablo Emilio
Salazar, in charge of the Southern
zone, met with Somoza and told re-

porters the guard would keep fighting

to assure democracy. But he did not
. say whether he meant the guard

would fight thé guerrillas, or accept
reorganization under the junta.

Sandinista southern commander
Eden Pastora said the Sandinistas
“hope that the United States, which
supplied the bombs and other arms
used to destroy people, property and
homes, will now recognize its moral
obligation to help reconstruct Nicara-
gua. ... If not, we will seek help
wherever it comes from — Latin
American countries, Europe, the
Arab world, Socialist countries or
wherever.” -

Somoza delivered his resignation
during the night to members of the
Chamber of Deputies at the Bunker,

his fortified headquarters in down- -
town Managua. The congressmen im-
mediately went into session at the
Intercontinental Hotel nearby and
elected Urcuyo.

Somoza’s statement, read to the
congressmen, said he was stepping
down+to concur with an Organization
of American States call for his resig-
nation, and to avoid further sacrifices
by the people. “‘History will look at
the reason for my fight against com-
munism,” it said.

Minutes after the congressional
session ended, about two dozen of the
legislators rushed upstairs to their
rooms, grabbed already-packed suit-
cases and boarded a bus for the air-
port and a 3 a.m.flight to Miami.
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Carter makes appeal
for bipartisan support

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Carter appealed
today for bipartisan congressional support for his energy
proposals, and said he wants enactment of his proposed
“windfall profits’’ tax before Congress begins its August
recess.

Carter's comments were reported by Democratic and

- Republican congressional leaders who attended a White

House breakfast meeting with the president.

House Democratic Whip John Brademas of Indiana said
there appeared to be “‘significant bipartisan support” for
the president’s energy proposals. Senate Democratic
Leader Robert Byrd of West Virginia was quoted as
telling Carter the mood of Congress and the country was
for action.

But Brademas said some Republicans were less than
enthusiastic about parts of the president's program,
including the windfall profits tax and a proposed Energy
Security Corporation to spur the search for new energy
sources,

Sen. John Tower, R-Texas, said he was unhappy that
Carter had “‘left the private sector out too much’’ from his
energy plans.

Brademas, however, predicted approval of oil taxes and
a standby gasoline rationing plan before Congress re-
cesses Aug. 4.

Assistant Senate Republican Leader Ted Stevens of
Alaska said Carter wants Congress to give him ‘‘the
broadest possible’’ authority to ration gasoline in the
event of a national emergency, without provision for a
congressional veto — a condition not likely to sit well with
many legislators

The House already has approved the windfall profits tax
Carter wants on the oil industry, but it is not clear how
swiftly the Senate is prepared to act.

The House is expected to vote before the recess on
gasoline rationing, which the Senate approved earlier this
year. The original Carter rationing plan was defeated by
the House in May.

The president also was reportedly planning to hold
high-level talks on personnel changes that could find

long-time aide Hamilton Jordan with more authority over
the White House staff. The Washington Star today quoted
White House sources as predicting domestic adviser
Stuart Eizenstat and press secretary Jody Powell also
would be given more power in the expected staff shake-
up

eloquent, Sen. Alan Cranston of California, the second-
ranking Senate Democrat; said Monday

But Republican Sen. S.I1. Hayakawa of California said
Carter’s address, “‘like most Sunday sermons,”” would be
forgotten in a day’s time.

In a question-and-answer session with union members
in Detroit Monday, Carter acknowledged he has lost close
touch with ordinary citizens.

“I've learned my lesson," he told the annual convention
of the*Communications Workers of America.

He declared he would spend more time listening to
Americans everywhere and said that in the 1976 cam-
paign, “I had to do that or I wouldn't have been elect-
ed."”

And he exhorted his audience to work with him in
meeting his energy goals and promoting national unity.

“I guarantee if you join me we will have the greatest
nation on earth, like we always have.”

Earlier, before the National Association of Counties in
Kansas City, Mo., he declared, “We can and will re
grogp.”’

And, inviting questions in Detroit, he promised to “‘open
the government process so that the fresh air of America
can blow through Washington."

Specifically, the committee suggested that an amount
representing 6.26 percent of the total employee payroll be
budgeted for individual salary adjustment in 1980, that
Salaries of elected officials be raised to 1871 levels of
buying power and that a full-time personnel director-pur-
chasing agent be employed by the county.

While no action was finalized Monday, commission-
ers essentially disagreed with those recommendations.

Another suggestion from the committee — to provide
salary increases more frequently for county employ-
ees — was viewed more favorably by the county
fathers ;

First item to go down the drain was employment of a
purchasing agent-personnel director.

Auto insurance
may go up 15%

AUSTIN (AP) — The State Insu:-
ance Board is expected to receive a
staff report Wednesday recommend-
ing a statewide average car insur-
ance increase of between 10 percent
and 15 percent

But board member Lyndon Olson
said Monday the board will closely
examine the assumptions made by
the rating formula before making a
final decision.

The result could be a smaller in-
crease than staff actuaries arrived at
with their usual rating methods.

The staff recommendations will be
presented-at a conference Wednesday
to set the ground rules for the Aug. 1
statewide car insurance hearing.

Rate proposals from the insurance
industry are expected to be in the
range of 20 percent to 25 percent.

The board raised rates 3.2 percent
last November, the first statewide
increase in two years.

Olson said he and the board’s new
chairman, William Daves, ‘“‘are tak-
ing a really hard look at the way we
set insurance rates.”

“We want to know what that formu-
la says. ... If we use investment in-
come, we want to know how we use if.
If not, we want to know if we should,”
Olson said.

For about a .decade, the board has
formally recognized that insurance
company earnings consist not only of
policyholders’ premiums but also of
income from investing those premi-
ums.

But the board has generally applied
investment income merely to “test
the adequacy of’ the rates, which
allow about 2.5 cents of the premium
dollar for after-taxes profit.

The board also held a hearing dur
ing the spring on whether insurance
companies’ actual Texas expenses
should be substituted in the rating
formula for the nationwide expense
estimates now used

No action followed that hearing, but
Olson said he and Daves also wanted
to consider changing the expense al-
lowance in the formula. A reduced
expense allowance would have a ten-
dency to cut rates.

Clint Dare, manager of the Texas
office of the Insurance Information
Institute, said he expected this year’s
rate recommendations by board ac-

. tuaries to parallel the inflation rate.

The insurance industry’s figures
traditionally are higher because they
make greater allowance for infla-
tion.

NTSU case

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Prosecu-
tors from Austin and Denton have
been invited to meet with a legislative
committee that is investigating al-
leged mishandling of state funds at
North Texas State University.

‘“The district attorneys are the ones
to decide if criminal action will be
taken,” said Sterling Fulmore, gener-
al counsel of the House General In-
vestigating Committee

Fulmore said the:committee would
offer, two state auditors’ reports and
other results of its probe today to
Denton District Attorney Jerry Cobb
and a representative of the Travis
County district attorney’s office.

C.C. *“Jitter"” Nolen resigned as the
Denton school's president in April
hours before answering questions
from the committee. Nolen stepped
down after state auditors discovered
hat they considered unconstitutional
transfers of public fundsinto a private
foundation

Acting university President John L.
Carter has said auditors found more
than 30 ‘‘questionable checks' made
out to the university but allegedly
altered to make them payable to the
North Texas State University Educa
tional Foundation Inc

One of three other witnesses who
testified in April before the commit
teee, James Reid, will resign as foun
dation executive director, effective
Aug. 1

Fulmore, committee general coun
sel, said Monday the panel will review
the auditor’s reports. The studies also
deal “‘in limited fashion' with the
Texas College of Osteopathic Medi-
¢ine and a foundation: that supports
the college, the lawyer added

The osteopathic school is part of
North Texas State but operates on a
separate campus in Fort Worth

Committee members have been not
publicly released the reports because
some sections dealt with actions sub
ject to possible prosecution

The Denton prosecutor said his of-
fice has never been involved in the
North Texas State investigation

“*Nobody ever brought any of this to
us at all,” Cobb said. *'I am surprised

if there is any criminal conduct in
Denton County they want us to prose
cute — that they haven't told us by
now."

Cobb said his office could not begin
its own probe until the committee or a
law enforcement agency wants to file
criminal charges

Delmar Cain of the Travis County
district attorney’s special crimes unit
also will attend the committee meet
ing, said Steve Capelle, head of that
division

Capelle said his office is waiting to
see what information the House com-

mittee discovers before deciding
whether to send the case to the Austin
grand jury

“‘We have read the audit reports but
they don’'t tell you everything,” Ca-
pelle said. ‘'They’re so jumbled about
whether the funds are state funds or
not state funds.”

If state funds are being illegally
mishandled, the Travis County office
wculd handle the case

Fulmore said no witnesses were
subpoenaed for the meeting

“I don't know of anything sensa-
tional that is scheduled,”’ the commit-
tee lawyer said.

Accused grain dealer to arrive

in state to face swindling charge

POCATELLO, Idaho (AP) — Grain
dealer Robert M. Johnson will be
flown to Texas, where he is accused of
swindling Colorado, Texas and Okla-
homa farmers out of $2 million worth
of wheat, according to féderal author-
ities.

Johnson waived extradition on fed-
eral fraud charges Monday. U.S. At-
torney Karl Shurtliff said early today
he did not know when Johnson would
be transported to Texas.

In Texas, Assistant U.S. Attorney
R.H. Wallace Jr. said Johnson would
not be returned before Wednesay, and
might be arraigned in Texas Thurs-
day, “‘but we're not sure yet.”' He said
Johnson would bé returned to either
Wichita Falls or Fort Worth, with the
decision to be made by U.S. District
Judge Eldon Mahon, but not until
Johnson is in transit

Johnson's arrest Saturday in Rex-
burg, Idaho, ended a two-year FBI
search for him. He had disappeared
from his boat in the Gulf of Mexico in
1977 and was reportedly drowned. But
he was arrested after he ran a stop
sign and a routine police check re-
vealed he was wanted for the grain
swindle

He is charged with 13 counts of
interstate transportation of stolen
property and four counts of aiding
and abetting interstate transporta-
tion

Bail was set at $1 million Monday

Johnson declined a court-appointed

attorney when he appeared at the
hearing to establish his identity and
determine if he wanted an extradition
hearing. Johnson said he would seek
counsel when he arrived in Texas

“Sir, I would like to have counsel,
but if it’s just to identify who I am,
then I won't need one,”” Johnson
said.

Johnson disappeared Jan. 3, 1977,
reportedly having drowned after fall-
ing off his cabin cruiser in the Gulf of
Mexico. A short time later, 400,000
bushels of grain were reported miss
ing from his elevator, Robert M

Johnson Grain and Molasses Co. of
lowa Park, near Wichita Falls

About 300 Texas, Oklahoma and
Colorado farmers claimed in federal
bankruptcy court they lost nearly $2
million in grain entrusted to the John-
son brothers.

His brother, Henry C. Johnson, was
sentenced to 16 years in federal prison

Hawaiian policemen ordered
by judge to return to work

HONOLULU (AP) — Hawaii's
striking police officers have been or-
dered back to work by a state judge
who said he had ‘““no choice” in the
matter

Louis Souza, the head of the State of
Hawaii Organization of Police Offi-
cers (SHOPO), said Monday he would
ask striking members to abide by
Circuit Judge Arthur Fong's order.
However, Souza said he did not know
what the officers would do, maintain-
ing the union never sanctioned the
mass sickout.

As of 10: 30 p.m. Monday, six hours
after the back-to-work order and the
start of the first watch, Honolulu Po-
lice Capt. Gordon Lee said the officers
assigned to work had not reported for
duty.

More than 90 percent of the state’s

estimated 1,800 bolice officers walked ,

off their jobs Saturday evening. Ha-
waii has no state police force, with
police protection in the hands of each
of the state’'s four counties. A few
high-ranking supervisors in each of
the counties handled the routine po-
lice chores.

On Sunday, the Hawaii Public Em-
ployment Relations Board declared
the walkout illegal because all at-
tempts at negotiating a contract set-
tiement had not been exhausted. The
board also found the walkout to be a

Kl

threat to public health and safety.

It was on the basis of the board's
finding that Fong issued a temporary
restraining order to end the walkout.
The order is good for 10 days or until
the board asks that it be voided or a
contract settlement is reached.

Mack Hamada, chairman of the
board, said there are no set penalties
in the event SHOPO is unable to con-
vince its members to return to work.

Meanwhile, federal mediator Gayle
Wineriter met Monday with SHOPO
and state and county negotiators in an
attempt to mediate a settlement. The
union is seeking a 10 percent wage
increase in each year of a two-year
contract, plus a $70 monthly increase
in car allowance. The average wage
for dn officer is now $16,833 a year.

Gov. George Ariyoshi told reporters
Monday that although he lhad the
power to call the National Guard out
for emergency duty, he would not do
50 unless requested by the mayors of
the four counties. He said county offi-
cials so far have not requested any
state aid.

Police officials reported no major
increase in crime since the strike
began. However, after the usual slow
Sunday activity, there were a number
of crime reports Monday, including
two murders, a bank holdup and nu-

KAMPALA, Uganda (AP) — More than 300 people
have starved to death in northeast Uganda in recent
months and tens of thousands are suffering from
malnutrition, travelers arriving from there reported
today.

The sources sald hungry Karamojong tribesmen
are using hundreds of machine guns, bazookas and
grenades looted from the army barracks at Moroto
to raid herds of neighboring tribes. The Karamojong
are the dominant cattle-raising tribe along the bor
ders of Sudan and Kenya

Max Choudry, a cabinet member before Idi Amin
overthrew President Milton Obote in 1971, éstimated
after touring the region that Amin's soldiers had
reduced the Karamojong herds to about 500,000 head,
or about half their normal size, by taking the cattle
and selling them elsewhere in the country

Chouydry said the food shortage was aggravated by
three years of drought in the normally semi-arid
region and years of neglect during Amin's time in
power, when programs to contol cattle disease were
halted and water holes were allowed to silt up.

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Moreover, for the baby there is the
added risk of Down's syndrome

one in 1,500 children born to women in
their twenties, to one in 300 children
for women 35 to 39 years of age. The
figure jumps to one in 50 children for
women who give birth after 40.
Down's syndrome can now be
detected during pregnancy by means
of amniocentesis, a process in which
fluid is drawn from the womb and
tested, and therapeutic abortion is
possible _if abnormalities are
detected.

vSTRAbB()URG, France (AP) —
The fifst popularly elected European
Parliament opened its inaugural ses-
sion today with Simone Veil, a French
advocate of liberal abertion laws, fa-
vored for election as president of the
410-member, nine-nation assembly

Mrs. Veil, a 52-year-old member of
President Valery Giscard d’Estaing’s
center-right Republican Party, was
challenged by Italian Socialist Mario
Zagari. But her election appeared
assured when a caucus of the 108
Christian Democrats in the assem
bly endorsed her Monday night de-
spite the objections of some Italian
and Irish Catholics because of her
sponsorship of the liberal Fréench abr-
tion lawadopted when she was health
minister.

Hundreds of demonstrators, mostly
from Italy, gathered outside the Par
liament today to protest Mrs. Veil's
pro-abortion stand.

“We are here to protest against
abortion, and against the candidacy
of Mrs. Veil, whose name is linked to
abortion in the opinion of many Euro-
peans,”’ said Piero Pirovano of Milan,
a member of the Movement for Life
anti-abortion league.

Energy plan’s future
depends on profits tax

WASHINGTON (AP) — The future
of President Carter's new energy pro-
gram may well depend on what kind
of windfall profits tax the Senate Fi-
nance Committee votes to impose on
the nation's oil producers.

That tax would pay for most of the
program, which, at a cost of $142
billion over the next decade, is de-
signed to reduce U.S. dependence on
imported oil.

The tax plan recommended by the
Carter administration would provide
ample-revenues for the program, as
would a version passed by the
House.

But there is considerable doubt the
Finance Committee, which tradition-
ally has been friendly to the industry,
will approve a large tax on oil reve-
nues. The committee, which may
begin voting on the tax next week,
may instead opt for a program of its
own emphasizing less government in-
volvement in energy production.

If upheld by Congress, such a move
could force Carter to completely reth-
ink his massive program, which in-
cludes government aid to produce 2.5
million barrels per day of substitutes
for imported oil by 1990. .

When Carter decided earlier this
year to phase out federal price con-
trols on U.S. crude oil, he proposed
the windfall fits tax to soak up
some of the billions of dollars that will
flow to oil producers and owners as a
result. That windfall will be created

as the price of U.S. oil rises to world
market levels.

The tax, which would take away a
portion of future price increases that
exceed the rate of inflation, is mis-
named because it has nothing to do
with profits. That point is not lost on
opponents, who note an oil producer
who made no profit at all during a
given year still might have to pay the
tax.

Carter wants the tax to finance
government assistance in develop-
ment of oil from shale, tar sands and
other exotic sources, and to help the
poor pay their energy bills.

The prevailing mood of the Finance
Committee seems to be to allow the oil
industry to keep a big chunk of the
money if it uses it to produce more
energy. The reasoning there is that
the oil industry has the expertise to
produce more energy and that a new
government agency, such as pro-
posed by Carter $ not.

The windfall tax passed by the
House would produce an estimated
$69 billien from 1980 through 1984 for
the ‘“‘energy trust fund" proposed by
Carter. In addition, removing price
controls will result in sharply higher
federal income taxes on oil producers
and owners, but these taxes would go
into the general treasury — not into
the energy fund.

The Carter administration wants
those increased income taxes — about
$25 billion over the five-year period —
to go into the trust fund to help pay for
developing alternative fuels.

Many questions arrise -
on Carter energy plan

WASHINGTON (AP) — If you
thought President Carter could chase
the energy problem away with a few
magic words, forget it. High fuel
prices and tight supplies are here to
stay, Carter told the nation Sunday
and Monday.

But he said his new energy program
can reduce the dependence on im-
ports that has exposed the United
States to sudden shortages and
drained its economy of some $46 bil-
lion a year.

Carter’s 10-year program would
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cost about $142 billion — money the
public would pay in higher oil prices,
siphoned back to the government
through a proposed windfall profits.
tax on oil companies.

Here, in question-and-answer form,
is an explanation of the main features
of the plan:

Q. Will it reduce energy prices?

A. No. As Carter said Monday in

‘Detroit, ‘“No matter what I do, no
matter what Congress does, no mat-
ter what anybody does in the years
ahead, the price of energy is going to
go up.” The main reason is that grow-
ing world economies continue to de-
mand increasing amounts of limited
supplies of oil.

Q. Then what good would the plan
do?

A. If itis adopted by Congress and it
works, the plan would improve the
balance between U.S. energy supplies
and demand. It would not reduce fuel
prices, but it might limit hem as th
nation relies increasingly on plentiful
omestic eergy resource.

Q. What plentiful resources do we
have that we're not using?

A. The United States has enough
coal to serve its energy needs for
centuries; large amounts of shale
containing kerogen, a waxy material
that converts into oil when heated;
natural gas locked up in tight sands
and other hard-to-produce forma-
tions; sunlight that can be converted
into heat or electricity; land for crops
that can be fermented to produce
alcohol; and asphalt-like *“*heavy oil”
that can be pumped out of the ground
only if it is softened up by heating.

Q. Why haven’t these resources
been developed?

A. Partly because of technical
problems, but mainly because they
are more expensive to produce than
oil.

Q. How would Carter’s plan change
that?

A. It would accept the high cost of
alternative energy sources and subsi
dize their development to protect the
nation’s economic independence.

Q. You mean some government
agency would go into the energy busi-
ness?

A. No. Carter proposed establishing
an independent, government-char-
tered Energy Security Corporation to
finance development of new energy
sources. It would use about $88 billion
for development projects, invest-
ments, price supports, or guaranteed
purchases. Heavy oil would not be
financed through this corporation, but
would be exempted from price con
trols and a proposed “‘windfall prof-
its” tax.

Q. Would the corporation subsidize
oil and gas production?

A. No. Congress and the president
already have begun the staged re-
moval of price controls from oil and
gas, and Carter thinks rising prices
will provide incentive for continued
production. In fact, he is urging pas-
sage of a “‘windfall profits tax’' be-
cause he believes oil companies could
make more money than they need.

Superport
not affected

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Current
construction of the superport being
built off Louisiana won't be affected
by President Carter’s pledge to freeze
oil imports, but the need for some
planned expansions might be elimin-
ated, LOOP officials said Monday.

The port is being built in deep water
south of New Orleans to accommo-
date huge tankers that are too big to
come up the Mississippi River.

Q. How much oil would all that
replace?

Q. How can Carter keep these
projects from getting bogged down in
red tape?

A. He proposed creation of an En-
ergy Mobilization Board to keep

“things moving on major energy
projects. The board would make the
decisions if other agencies missed
their deadlines.

Q. What would Carter do right
away?

A. He would ask state and local
authorities to adopt'energy-saving
goals and prugraji If they fail, the
federal governmént could step in with
such programs. He also urged the
public to help by driving less.

Q. How would anybody know wheth-

er the program is working?

A. Carter established specific gonls
for limiting oil imports. He said he
would limit oil imports in 1979 to an
average of 8.2 million barrels a day.
And he said the nation would never be
allowed to bring in more than the 8.6
million barrels it imported daily in
1977. :

Q. Won’t those limits create chronie
oil shortages and gasoline lines?

A. Not necessarily. Oil imports
were so limited by OPEC nations in
the first half of this year that they
could increase in the second half and
still meet Carter’s 1979 average
quota. And the general limit at 1977
levels leaves room for import in-
creases before there is a problem.

Q. It's a big, complicated, expen-
sive program. What are its chances in
Congress?

A. Its chances now are not ba_d‘
Congress already is processing legis-
lation similar to some major features
of Carter’s program.

Q. Is all this necessary? How do we
know the shortages weren't created
by oil companies just to raise
prices?

A. Carter’s administration has em-
ployed hundreds of auditors to check
oil company operations, hired an in-
dependent auditing company to check
the Energy Department’s data-gath-
ering system, and conducted an in-
vestigation of the gasoline shortage
which is nearly complete.
