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Bed found in temple at

Va. Tech fam ilies reach 
$11 million settlement

ROANOKE, Va. (A P) Most 
families of victims of the mass 
shootings at Virginia Tech have 
agreed to an $11 million state 
settlement that will compensate 
fam ilies who lost loved ones, 
pay survivors’ medical costs and 
avoid a court battle over whether 
anyone besides the gunman was 
to blame.

Gov. Timothy M. Kaine said 
Thursday a “substantial major­
ity” of families of victims of the 
Virginia Tech shootings agreed to 
the settlement.

Zimbabwe opposition not 
to participate in runoff

H A RA RE, Zimbabwe (A P) 
—  T h e  oppositibn party said 
Thursday it will not participate in 
a presidential runoff, while spokes­
men for President Robert Mugabe 
and his chief rival said both will 
attend an emergency summit of 
African leaders this weekend.

The Movement for Democratic 
Change says its candidate, Morgan 
Tsvangirai, won the M arch 29 
vote outright, and has accused 
Mugabe of delaying the results to 
give ruling party militants time to 
intimidate voters and ensure he 
wins a second round.
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^Heavy military presence’ to last in Iraq

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  De­
fense Secretary Robert Gates said 
Thursday he sees no chance that 
the number of U .S. troops in Iraq 
will drop to 100,000 by the end 
of the year, guaranteeing a heavy 
American military presence as the 
war grinds into its sixth year to the 
end of the Bush presidency.

President Bush said Gen. David 
Petraeus, his top commander in Iraq, 
can take “all the time he needs” 
to consider further withdrawals 
after the latest round of cutbacks is 

-completed in July. In the meantime.

Petraeus will continue what, until 
Thursday, had been secret visits to 
Middle Eastern countries to try to 
curb the influx of foreign fighters 
into Iraq.

W ith 285 days remaining in his 
presidency. Bush set the course of 
the war in a speech following two 
days of testimony before a skeptical 
Congress by Petraeus and the U .S. 
ambassador to Iraq, Ryan Crocker.

Bush said that after the troop 
withdrawals, which already have . 
been announced, end in July, he 
would give Petraeus 45 days to 
evaluate the effects of the draw­
down. T hat would be followed by 
an indefinite period to reassess U .S.

troop strength in Iraq, where new 
flare-ups of extremist violence are 
threatening to undercut security 
gains.

Bush argued that last year’s troop 
buildup had succeeded in reducing 
violence, tamping down al-Qaida 
in Iraq and allowing normal daily 
activities to resume in many areas. 
Because of that progress. Bush said, 
an already planned reduction in 
troops can be completed in July.

“Serious and complex challenges 
remain in Iraq, from the presence of 
al-Qaida to the destructive influence 
of Iran, to hard compromises needed 
for further political progress,” Bush 
said in a W hite House address. “Yet

with the surge, a major strategic shift 
has occurred.... This war is difficult, 
it is not endless.”

Petraeus on Thursday revealed 
for the first time that he had quietly 
visited several Mideast countries in 
an effort to slow the flow of foreign 
fighters into Iraq. The Associated 
Press learned that the trips, all taken 
since September, were to Jordan, 
Kuwait, Bahrain, Turkey and the 
United Arab Emirates.

Gates appeared before the Sen­
ate Armed Services Committee on 
Thursday; and backtracked from 
testimony he gave last fall when 
he said he hoped that drawdowns 
could con tin u e throughout the

year, which would have left about 
10 brigades —  or roughly 100,000 
troops —  in Iraq at year’s end. W hen 
the committee’s Democratic chair­
man, Sen. Carl Levin, asked Gates 
whether he still thought that was 
possible. Gates said: “No, sir.”

In his W h ite  House speech. 
Bush also said he was ordering that 
Army combat tours be trimmed by 
three months.

It was a response to heavy pres­
sure from m ilitary com manders 
who say long, multiple deployments 
have strained the Army to its limits. 
Army units heading to Iraq after 
Aug. 1 will serve 12 months instead 
of 15 months.

Dallas Cowboys owner 
Jerry Jones donates 
$25 ,000  to Tech

Student cyclists 
risk wipe'Outs, 
collisions while 

riding on campus

They weave through pedes­
trian traffic, cut across roads and 
sometimes even go toe-to-toe 
with buses, but Texas Tech stu­
dents on bicycles may want to 
think twice the next time they 
put the pedal to the gravel on 
their way to class.

Considering an April 1 inci­
dent reported by the Tech Police 
Department in which a student 
collided with a bus at the inter­
section of Main Street and Flint 
Avenue, bicyclists may want to 
consider caution as they ride on 
campus.

“I saw a bike turned over on 
the side of the road, and I saw 
a bus stopped there with the 
police,” said A ustin Penning­
ton, the Student Government 
Association’s external vice presi­
dent, who witnessed the scene of 
the accident and its aftermath. 
“I was thinking, ‘Good God, I 
hope everybody’s okay.’ I would 
say that bikers need to be very 
careful and very aware of what’s 
going on when they’re out there 
biking.”

Cyclists who ride on side­
walks, a v iolation of the law, 
may want to consider different 
routes, he said, because police 
have been “cracking down” on 
those who do so.

Tech police began a campaign 
in December to curb the frequen­
cy of sidewalk cycling, said Col. 
Gordon Hoffman with the Tech
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T H O U G H  SOME BIK E lanes do exist on campus, the Texas Tech Student Govern­
ment Association has no plans to expand the lanes because of a lack of funding.

Police Department. During that month, 
police issued 126 warnings to cyclists, but 
issued no tickets.

In January, police issued five tickets 
and 104 bicycle-related warnings, he said. 
Then in February, police wrote five tickets 
and issued 31 warnings?

W hen they see an initial offense, Hoff­
man said, police tend to merely remind 
the student they should only ride in the

street. Repeat offenders, however, often 
receive tickets from officers.

For some bicyclists, however, the 
choice comes down to either the sidewalk 
or the road because only some portions of 
campus currently have bike lanes.

Though Tech’s campus does have some 
bicycle lanes, the effort to expand

Texas Tech’s College of Mass Communications alumni in 
the Dallas area saw firsthand what it takes to keep up with the 
Joneses.

Jerry Jones, general manager of the Dallas Cowboys football 
team, donated a minimum of $25,000 to the college’s alumni 
scholarship endowment fund Wednesday during a fundraising 
luncheon in Dallas.

As the keynote speaker for this year’s Dallas Area fundraiser 
and award luncheon, Jones pledged to match the total amount 
received from other donors, said Jerry Hudson, dean of the Col­
lege of Mass Communications, who attended Wednesday’s lunch. 
Aware of the event’s $25,000 goal, Jones promised to donate at 
least that much, regardless.

Also during the luncheon, he said, college officials and 
alumni honored Brad Sham, a renowned Dallas Cowboy sports- 
caster otherwise known as the “voice of the Dallas Cowboys,” 
in whose honor Jones donated the money.

“It’s a feel-good, pass-it-forward type of campaign for people 
to feel good about doing something extraordinary,” Hudson said. 
“W hen we selected Brad Sham for the award, somebody said, 
‘W hy don’t we get Jerry Jones to be the keynote speaker.’ He 
agreed to do that, and we began selling tickets.”

Although the college does not know exactly how much 
money it raised in addition to Jones’ donation, Hudson said 
Thursday, Jones guaranteed attainment of at least its minimum 
goal.

“W e’re still counting the money,” Hudson said. “We still

Iraqi prime minister gets political show of support but Sadrists excluded

BA G H D A D  (A P) —  Iraq’s prime minister got a show of 
support from political leaders of both Muslim sects on Thurs­
day as he moved to isolate anti-U .S. Shiite cleric Muqtada 
al-Sadr and his followers.

The meeting drew warnings from Sadrist lawmakers that 
the government’s effort against them could backfire even as 
fighting between Shiite militants and U .S.-Iraqi forces eased 
somewhat after days of fierce clashes in Baghdad’s Sadr City 
district.

T h e  fighting has taken its toll on all sides. T he U .S . 
military announced that an American soldier was killed by 
a roadside bomb Wednesday in central Baghdad, raising to 
18 the number of Americans who died in Iraq the first 10 
days of April.

Prime Minister Nouri al-Maliki, himself a Shiite, convened 
the meeting of the main political blocs to discuss the Iraqi-led 
crackdown on militias that began March 25 in the southern 
city of Basra, triggering the current crisis.

But the notable absence of the Sadrists signaled that al- 
Maliki was making good on a threat to try to isolate the move­
ment politically if its Mahdi Army militia is not disbanded.

T he Sadrists complained they were not invited to the 
meeting.

“The Iraqi prime minister is waging a political war,” Sadrist 
lawmaker Falah Shanshal said. “But he is committing a big 
mistake because the Sadr movement enjoys the support of a 
large portion of the Iraqi public.”

The developments came a day after Iraqi authorities an­
nounced they would lift a 2-week-old vehicle ban on Sadr City 
and another Shiite militia stronghold, Shula, this weekend. 
The intent is to provide relief to the residents who have suf­

fered from food shortages as well as the violence.
Sheik Salman al-Feraiji, al-Sadr’s chief representative in 

Sadr City, welcomed the decision but warned “the battle is 
not over yet because the U .S. helicopters are still hovering 
over the city and U .S. forces are still surrounding it.”

He also accused al-Maliki of waging a personal vendetta 
against the Sadrist movement, despite the government’s as­
sertion it is only targeting criminal gangs.

“Al-M aliki is refusing to listen to us or meet our leaders,” 
al-Feraiji said. “W e think that al-M aliki is determined to 
continue his mission, and the recent lull happened because of 
the U .S . criticism of the fruitless performance of his security 
forces.”

Violence in Iraq had declined last year and early this 
year following a 7-month-old cease-fire by al-Sadr, an influx 
of American troops and a Sunni revolt against al-Qaida in 
Iraq.

have commitments of people who 
were table sponsors and who w'ere 
corporate sponsors, but we think 
it’s going to be, again, $15,000 that 
w ell make from table sales. We think 
we’re going to have about $15,000, 
plus his $25,000.”

Last year’s event raised approxi- 
mately $ 1 5 ,0 0 0  for the college’s 
scholarship endowment fund, he 
said. O nce coupled with the es- 
timated $ 4 0 ,0 0 0  from this year’s 
fundraiser, the scholarship fund may

soon contain more than $50,000, 
which Hudson said made the alumni 
in attendance “very excited about 
that and very pleased.”

Tech’s Chancellor Kent Hance 
helped tremendously with efforts to 
bring Jones to the luncheon, Hudson 
said. Jones, a billionaire, made time 
in his schedule to give the speech, 
Hudson said, and he even remained 
for .30 minutes to take pictures and 
converse with attendees.

“He was a little pressed for time, 
but a gentleman all the way,” he 
said. “We were just very pleased and 
honored to have him participate and 
talk so positively about the College

of Mass Communications, and Texas 
Tech.”

Jones w^anted to show his support 
for the many Dallas Cowboy fans 
who are Tech alumni, said R ich  
Dalrymple, director of public rela­
tions for the Dallas Cowboys. Also, 
he wanted to extend his respect and 
appreciation for Sham’s work as the 
team’s sportscaster.

“A  tremendous perceritage of 
our fans and season-ticket holders 
are Tech (alum ni) and affiliated 
with the university,” he said. “They 
thought th at the natural tie -in  
would be to have Jerry as the guest 
speaker to continue with the theme

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them to other areas currently has 
come to a financial standstill, Pen­
nington said. W ith the increases in 
the price of gasoline, student trans­
portation fees only provide enough 
funding to m aintain existing bike 
lanes.

“As far as expanding them right 
now, as it stands, we don’t have any 
plans,” he said. “However, the bike 
lanes are a big way of alleviating some 
of the burdens from parking and from 
buses, so it’s a big deal. I really want 
to find w'ays to get money.”

Looking at possible actions to 
free up money to build new bike 
lanes, Pennington said he hopes 
to establish an endowment fund to

sustain the Safe Ride program, which 
then would release $50,000 from the 
transportation budget to go toward 
bike lanes.

As en ro llm en t grows toward 
40,000, he said, bike lanes should 
become a key component of Tech’s 
transportation network, which will 
experience “growing pains.” Also, ris­
ing gas prices only will sŵ ell the ranks 
of Tech ’s cycling student body.

W ith these issues in mind, Pen­
nington said expanding the univer- 
sityjs bicycle-friendliness is a priority, 
but, again, the funding limits his 
ability to do so.

Because it has no bike lanes, the 
stretch  o f F lin t Avenue betw een 
Main Street and 18th Street tends to 
be very dangerous for bicycle riders, 
said Kimberly Majors, safety coor­
dinator with Citibus and a former

bus driver.
“I obser\^ed several things while 

dri ving a bus,” she said. “One major 
problem is them getting out of the 
bike lane and turning in front of 
not only buses, but other vehicles to 
get to the other side of the street.” 

Incidents like this month’s bicycle/ 
bus collision rarely occur, she said. In 
fact, this ŵ as the first she knew of.

Investigating a bicycle accident, 
Hoffman said, goes much like the 
investigation of an accident between 
two cars. Police fill out a crash report, 
speak to witnesses and assign fault 
just as they would in an all-automo­
bile accident.

If a bicyclist fails to exercise cau­
tion and awareness as he or she rides 
on campus and an incident does oc­
cur, he said, he or she will be assigned 
fault and may receive a ticket, just 
like any other motorist.

Debunking the myth that bicy­
clists and pedestrians who are found 
innocent after colliding with a bus 
are entitled to waived tuition or other 
compensation from the university, 
Rex Oliver with Tech’s President’s 
Select program said no such policy 
exists.

The safest way to ride a bicycle. 
Majors said, is through awareness and 
cooperation with others.

“We all need to serve as a team 
out there —  the pedestrians, the pas­
sengers and the bike riders, you know, 
everybody,” Majors said. “We all need 
to work together to make it a better 
community on the Tech campus for 
everybody.”

Officials from Cheney 
on down were immersed 
in interrogation tactics

W A S H IN G T O N  (A P )  - -  
Bush administration officials from 
Vice President D ick Cheney on 
down signed off on using harsh 
interrogation techniques against 
suspected terrorists after asking 
the Jtistice Department to endorse 
their legality, The Associated Press 
has learned.

T h e  officials also took care 
to insulate President Bush from 
a series of meetings where C IA  
interrogation methods, including 
w'aterboarding, w hich simulates 
drow ning, were discussed and 
ultimately approved.

A  form er senior U .S . in te l­
ligence official familiar with the 
meetings described them  Thurs­
day to the A P to confirm details 
first reported by A B C  New's on 
W ednesday. T h e  in te llig e n c e  
o ffic ia l spoke on co n d itio n  o f 
anonym ity because he was not 
authorized to publicly discuss the 
issue.

Betw een 2002 and 2003, the 
justice Department issued several 
memos from its O ffice o f Legal 
Counsel that justified us-ipg the 
interrogation tactics, including 
ones that critics call torture.

“If you looked at the tim ing 
of the meetings and the memos 
you’d see a correlation,” the former 
intelligence official said. Those 
who attended the dozens of meet­
ings agreed that “there’d need to

be a legal opinion on the legality 
of these tactics” before using them 
on al-Qaida detainees, the former 
official said.

T he meetings w'ere held in the 
W hite House Situation Room in 
the years immediately following 
the Sept. 11 attacks. A ttending 
the sessions were then-Bush aides 
Attorney General John Ashcroft, 
Secretary of State C olin  Powell, 
C IA  Director George Tenet and 
national security adviser Condo- 
leezza Rice.

T he W hite House, Justice and 
State departments and the C IA  
refused com m ent Thursday, as did 
a spokesman for Tenet. A  message 
for Ashcroft was not immediately 
returned.

S e n . Edw ard M . K enned y, 
D-Mass., lambasted what he de­
scribed as “yet another astonishing 
disclosure about the Bush adminis­
tration and its use of torture.”

“W ho would have thought that 
in the United States of America in 
the 21st century, the top officials 
o f the executive branch  would 
rou tinely  gather in the W h ite  
House to approve torture?” K en­
nedy said in a statem ent. “Long 
after President Bush has left office, 
our country will continue to pay 
the pric? for his administration’s 
renegade repudiation o f the rule 
o f law and fundam ental human 
rights.”

Dalai Lama begins US visit in 
Seattle amid Olympic torch turmoil

SEA TTLE ( A P) —  T he Dalai 
Lama arrived in the United States 
on Thursday for the first time 
since the recent turmoil in Tibet, 
serenaded by fellow Tibetans as 
he prepared to anchor an ambi­
tious conference on compassion.

T h e  exiled Tibetan spiritual 
leader came here a day after dem­
onstrators disrupted the Olympic 
torch run in San Francisco in a 
protest of China’s treatment of his 
people. T he Dalai Lama will be 
attending a five-day conference 
that begins Friday.

W ith the Dalai Lama in town, 
some community leaders said they 
expected counter-demonstrations 
from pro-China groups.

But a ll was peacefu l w hen 
he arrived at a downtown hotel 
Thursday, telling local Tibetans 
who sang to him that he supports 
nonviolent demonstrations but 
was saddened by the protests in 
San Francisco.

In Tibet, the recent protests 
against five decades o f Chinese 
rule have been the largest and 
m ost sustained in alm ost two 
décades. China has accused the

Dalai Lama of being involved in 
the uprising. The Tibetan leader has 
said that he wants greater autonomy 
for the remote mountain region but 
is not seeking independence.

Earlier Thursday, during a stop­
over in Japan, the Dalai Lama said 
he has always supported C h in a ’s 
ho stin g  o f th e  O lym p ic G am es 
this summer, but said Beijing can­
not suppress protests in Tibet with 
violence or te ll those calling for 
more freedom in his homeland “to 
shut up.”

He strongly denied Chinese al­
legations he and his follow'ers have 
used the run-up to the Olympics to 
foment unrest.

“Right from the beginning, we 
supported the Olympic Gam es,” he 
told reporters near the airport out­
side Tokyo. “I really feel very sad the 
government demonizes me. I am just 
a human; I am not a demon.”

Organizers of the five-day Seeds 
of Compassion conference in S e ­
attle say the Dalai Lama’s visit is 
expected to draw more than 150,000 
people.

T h e  C h in ese  com m u n ity  in 
Seattle  has been split by the T i­
betan situation, said Assunta Ng, 
publisher of the Northwest Asian 
W eekly, a local A sian-A m erican 
community newspaper. Ng said she 
wouldn’t be surprised if pro-China 
demonstrators show up at some of 
the events, and added that some 
Chinese students plan to protest the 
politicization of the Olympics.

T h e  c o n fe re n ce  w ill featu re  
dozens of workshops on various sub­
jects, beginning with a panel discus­
sion Friday with the Dalai Lama on 
“T he Scientific Basis for Compas­
sion: W hat W e Know  ̂Now.”

T ick ets  for events involv ing 
the Dalai Lama have already sold 
out, according to the conference 
W eb site.

American grounds 570  flights Friday
FO R T  W O R T H  (A P) —  T h e 

cancellation of thousands of flights 
this week will cost American A ir­
lines tens o f m illions o f dollars, 
the company’s chief executive said 
Thursday, but he said the nation’s 
largest carrier can w ithstand the 
losses.

American said it canceled anoth­
er 570 flights Friday and disruptions 
will continue through Saturday as it 
continues to check electrical wiring 
in all 300 of its M D-80 aircraft.

CEO  Gerard Arpey said he took 
full responsibility for the airline’s 
failure to comply with a federal safety 
rule designed to prevent electrical 
fires in the planes.

Am erican scratched more than 
9 0 0  flig h ts Thursday, th e  third  
straight day of major cancellations, 
while its mechanics worked overtime 
to check the aircraft and comply with 
the rule. T he company said all its 
MD-80s would be back in service by 
Saturday night.

Arpey said neither the airline’s 
mechanics nor the Federal Aviation 
Administration were to blame for the 
more than 3,000 canceled flights so 
far this week.

The airline canceled more than 
400 flights for the same reason two 
weeks ago. But the repairs done then 
didn’t meet FAA standards, resulting 
in this week’s debacle.

O n Wednesday, Arpey’s top lieu­
tenant suggested that American had 
fallen victim to a suddenly more ag­
gressive FAA. The agency has been 
under fire since disclosures last month 
of its lax enforcement of safety rules 
at Southwest Airlines Co.

In measured tones, Arpey said 
Thursday that the FAA “obviously 
is under their own set o f scrutiny 
and pressure right now,” but was only 
doing its job of “holding airlines to 
exacting standards.”

Arpey said it was too early for 
the airline to estimate the cost of 
the cancellations. A M R is running 
a tab for meals, hotel rooms and 
$500  travel vouchers for stranded 
passenger and it lost revenue when it 
booked people on other airlines. O n 
the other hand, it has saved what it 
would have spent for fuel on those 
2,500 flights.

“I think it will be in the tens of 
millions of dollars,” Arpey said of the 
final cost. But he said the airline had 
built up enough cash and paid down 
debt to deal with the loss. He said

the carrier has business-interruption 
insurance, but he doubted that it 
would cover the cancellation-related 
losses.

American got some good news on 
Wall Street. Shares of parent A M R 
Corp., which fell 11 percent the day 
before, rose 70 cents, or 7.6 percent, 
to $9.87 Thursday.

Advisers suggest ways to 
avoid holding up registration

It is time for registration, and 
students frantically are trying to make 
appointments with their advisers, Stu­
dent Business Services is overloaded 
with calls and TechSIS keeps timing 
out as it tries to accommodate an 
influx of users.

But many students will sit down 
to register in the coming days and 
realize they cannot because a hold has 
been placed on their account. Holds 
are put on student’s accounts for any 
number of reasons, including failure 
to meet with an adviser and outstand­
ing tuition and fee balances.

T h e  Advising C enter at Texas 
Tech recommends students read the 
“reason” and “entry office” portions 
o f their holds record on T ech SIS  
Web for Students to make sure they 
contact the right person about get­
ting their hold removed, according 
to the center’s Web site, www.depts. 
ttu.edu/acct.

M elanie H ottell, a call center 
representative for Student Business 
Serv ices, said the most com m on 
holds students receive from Student 
Business Services are for unpaid park­
ing tickets, but holds also may be for 
physician fees from Student Health 
Services or for failure to pay late fees 
at the University Library.

Hottell said all of these fees can be 
paid directly through Student Busi­
ness Services, so students do not need 
to go to each individual office.

H ottell also said holds do not 
show up automatically throughout 
the semester, but are placed on a 
student’s account around the time of 
registration.

“You can go all term without a 
balance before registration starts,” 
she said.

According to Hottell, the easi­
est way to remove a hold placed by 
Student Business Services is to pay 
outstanding tuition and fee balances 
online through T ech SIS  W eb for 
Students or E-bill. A fter payment 
is complete, H ottell said, the hold 
will be moved within 24 hours, but 
if a student needs to, he or she usu­
ally can call and get it removed the 
same day.

Holds also can be placed on stu­
dents’ accounts by their respective 
colleges, usually in an attem pt to 
ensure that each student gets advised 
before registering.

Missy Helbert, assistant academic 
adviser in the College of Mass Com­
munications, said mass communica­
tions students have a hold on their 
account each semester; the hold is 
moved after the student comes in to 
be advised.

“T he main reason is so we can

make sure our kids get in the right 
classes,” Helbert said, “and not 
into classes they don’t need.”

Helbert said mass communica­
tions students have several ways 
to get advised, including open 
advising sessions, individual ap­
pointm ents and the option  to 
submit a checklist online at the 
C ollege o f Mass C om m u nica­
tions W eb site, www.depts.ttu. 
edu/masscom/.

Students who wait until after 
th e ir  reg istra tion  date to  get 
advised have to fill out a petition 
to be advised late and a checklist 
w ith a proposed schedule, she 
said. A fte r  th e  stud en t turns 
everything in, she said, it usually 
takes about 24 hours to get the 
hold removed, though literature 
in th e  mass com m u n icatio n s 
building indicates it could take 
up to three days.

Each college has its own poli­
cies regarding holds and registra­
tion , so students should check 
w ith their co llege’s advisers if 
they have any problems. How­
ever, no m atter what college a 
student is in, the basic advice is 
the same.

“You have to take care of busi­
ness,” H elbert said. “It only takes 
a few minutes to get it done.”

Both Yahoo’s attempts to escape Microsoft could help Google
SA N  FR A N C ISC O  (A P) —  

Microsoft Corp.’s attempt to take 
over Yahoo Inc. has become so tor­
tured it may help Internet search and 
advertising leader Google Inc. grow 
stronger, undermining Microsoft’s 
main reason for pursing the deal in 
the first place.

“We find this to be a very ad­
vantageous situation for Google,” 
Cantor Fitzgerald analyst Derek 
Brown said Thursday. “The longer 
this gets dragged out, the better for 
Google.”

Yahoo signaled it is bracing for a

protracted battle late Wednesday when 
an announcement and a media leak 
provided a glimpse at its labyrinthine 
search for alternatives to Microsoft’s 
bid of more than $40 billion.

The options include an experimen­
tal advertising alliance with Google 
that could lead to a broader partnership 
and, according to published reports, 
a combination with the online op­
erations of Time Warner Inc.’s AOL. 
Google also owns a 5 percent stake 
in AOL.

As part of the A O L deal. Time 
Warner would get a roughly 20 percent

stake in the merged entity in return for a 
substantial sum of cash that would help 
Yahoo buy back some of its stock at a 
price well above Microsoft’s offer, which 
was initially valued at $31 per share.

“This is the first time that we have 
seen real feasible alternatives that 
could derail the Microsoft deal,” said 
analyst Jeffrey Lindsay of Sanford C. 
Bernstein &  Co.

Other analysts doubt Yahoo will 
succeed in thwarting Microsoft but 
believe it could force the world’s largest 
software maker to raise its offer as high 
as $35 per share, or about $50 billion.

About a year or two ago, my life 

changed for the better when

Sure, I still turn it on occasionally, 
to view a D\T) or catch a basketball 
game on broadcast —  yeah, I ditched 
cable too —  but for the most part, the 
television sits unattended, a quiet ani­
mal in the den, tamed by my will.

A t the end of my life, I resolved. 
I’d rather have made it through the 
complete works of Philip Roth than 
have seen Jay Leno embarrass himself 
again widi some pretty young starlet 
promoting her latest film.

Immediately after making this deci­
sion, I felt great. 1 was reading more. I 
listened to more music. I spent more

time in quiet but active contemplation, 
rather than lose hour rfter hour in pas­
sive reception. Life was good.

But oddly, when I told others about 
my resolution, I found myself slipping 
into curious apology. “Um, look,” I’d 
say, stammering in equivocation, “It’s 
not like I’m trying to be one of those 
anti-TV snobs, but, um, 1 decided it’s just 
not for me.” Then I’d sheepishly play 
the wallflower as conversations raged on

atixind me about the latest 
“Mythbusters” or clever commercials 
with which I wasn’t familiar.

In the end, why should I have otred 
about the unavoidable outcast status to 
which my anti-TV stance consigned me 
anyA\'ay? I’m a socialist Canadian living 
in West Texas. 1 smoke a pipe and wear 
argyle socks. I should be used to living

a little bit on the fringe.
V ’diat ended up strengthening my 

turn against television was a thorough 
consideration of the medium’s ill-ef­
fects. Beyond the obvious —  uh, your 
mind goes generally numb watching 
images flicker across a screen —  I 
thought about how TV’ so insidiously 
corrupts people’s relationships to the 
world around them.

T hink of its effect on political 
conversation, for instance. Televi­
sion demands othenvise complicated 
dialogue about our human condition 
be distilled into palatable forms of en­
tertainment. The Tucker Carlsons aird 
James Carvilles of TV’ punditry blow a 
lot of hot air in articulating their stances 
on contemporary issues, but do they ever 

say anything of 
s u b s t a n c e ?  
Hardly.

TTie staging 
of opinion has 
to preclude the 
power-flicker’s 
urge to switch 
to something 
less demand­
ing, like pro 
wTestling, and 
accord ingly  

has progressively 
come to re- semble the louder, 
simpler forms with which it competes.

Moreover, the dramatic simplicity of 
television narrative is soarily influential 
in shaping attitudes toward cuixent is­
sues into easy, morally unsophisticated 
positions.

Last year, 1 was mortified to read in 
a New Yorker magazine profile of Joel

Sumow, creator of Fox-TV’s “24,” that 
U .S. Army Brigadier General Patrick 
Finnegan, the dean of the United States 
Military Academy at West Point, argued 
that dte cadets over whose education he 
presides were increasingly sympathetic 
to an interrogative regime staked on 
torture —  because Jack Bauer so often 
utilized it successfully in questioning 
bad guys on the hit show.

These reasons hâve guided me 
away from quiet abstinence toward 
ever louder proselytizing. So, echoing 
a bumper sticker I saŵ  in Tech Tenace 
a week or two ago, I say simply this: 
Kill Your Television. Turn it off. Put 
it in a closet. Don’t let it control you 
any longer.

I know you’ll resist, but really, 
wouldn’t you rather be erudite and 
thoughtful, or is it that important to 
you to ingest extreme home makeovers 
and see fbnner pro athletes learning to 
foxtrot in prime time?

Or maybe you’ll tell me that televi­
sion isn’t as bad as-I make it out to be. 
“Oprah hispires me ! ” you might protest. 
But trust me, reading Thich Nhat Hanh 
or Maya Angelou or Gustavo Gutiérrez 
wall inspire you, too.

Let them  call you pretentious 
—  mm the other cheek when drey ac­
cuse you of elitism. Television is nasty 
and smpid and time-w-asting. Hit the 
library. Read another Kx>k.

1 assure you: you’ll feel better if 
you do.

Being textually active 
during class causes stir

According to Media Life magazine, 80 
percent of college students communi­
cate though text messaging.

Last Friday, I talked Mth Dr. Thomas, 
professor of Ethics and Value Tlteory at 
Syracuse University.

On the first day, Thomas notified 
his class drat he demands mutual re­
spect from his students. He had stated 
beforehand that he would ŵ alk out and 
cancel class immediately if he catches a 
smdent text messaging during his class. 
Last week, he followed through.

While Thomas says he is “not against 
technology, the moral conduct (of the 
class] is changed” when a student is 
texting during his class. Usually once 
per year, a text-messaging smdent will 
cause the cancellation of class.

Thomas justifies the incic]pnt in a 
letter to both the smdents and th e chan­
cellor of the university. ‘Usually, I only 
walk out once per semester. Twice this 
setncster I have cancelled cla.ss because 
of one computer-related issue and the 
second for text messaging.” And that is 
why a protocol Thomas started roughly 
eight years ago has rocked a university 
and an industry'.

Are hi? actions extreme? Yes. Does 
he prove his point? Indubitably, yes.

Dr. Tltomas caused a stir not only 
in Syracuse,--but also in the higher 
education community' as a whole.

Part Two — Ethical Path

JUST SAY WHENÍ r

R ecall that in the “Just Say 
W hen” case featured earlier this 
week, the main character, Simon, 
is concerned about the quality 
and safety of the engineering work 
performed by his boss and friend, 
Marcus.

This case confronts us with tw'o 
. challenging questions: W hat is the 
right thing to do, and what is the 
right way-to do it? To some, the 
^ w e r  to the first question might 
seem obvious— Simon should bring 
his concerns about Marcus’ work and 
the safety of the bridge project to the 
appropriate authorities. A  closer look 
at this case, however, will reveal that 
it Is more complex than it initially 
appears. Briefly examining some of 
this complexity will help illustrate 
the broader point that etliical issues 
can often be subtle and multi-fac­
eted, and that ethiofl .solut:ions oifen 
can be difficult to determine and 
demanding to implement. We do 
not have the luxury of ignoring this 
complexity if w'e truly are interested 
in “doing the right thing.”

It is important to note that 
Marcus has not violated any laws 
governing the practice of engineer­
ing. Tlais fact is significant for two 
reasons. First, it constrains Simon’s 
choices about how to address his 
concerns. Second, it highlights the 
difference betw'een ethics and legal 
compliance. It is not the case that 
doing the right thing ends with fol­
lowing the law; sometimes our moral 
obligations extend beyond what is le­
gally required of us. Simon’s concerns 
rightly persist, despite the fact that no 
laws have been broken.

Simon recognizes that anyone, 
like engineers, in a position to cause 
hami to the public is expected to 
hold paramount the safety of those 
affected by a project. How exactly 
does this obligation apply to this 
case? There is not an obvious threat 
to the public, only Simon’s concerns 
about Marcus’ work on the bridge 
project. Moreover, ensuring absolute 
safety on a project is nearly impos­
sible. Engineers must make choices 
about w'hich risks arc acceptable. 
Does the possibility of a design error 
in this Gise represent an acceptable 
risk?

Simon could bring his concerns 
to an agency outside of his firm. 
Such a decision would be one type 
of whistle-blowirtg and should be 
approached carefully. Deciding when 
to expose a company’s WTongdoing 
involves a number of considerations. 
Would-be-whistle-blow'ers should 
consider whether any laws have 
been broken, whether the threat to 
the public is likely versus possible 
and whether the potential liarm is 
severe enough. A  bridge w'ida serious

faults certainly presents a real threat 
to the public. However, this does not 
completely capmre what is going on 
in this case.

Sim on also has his obligations 
to his employer to consider. Should 
he try to first resolve the situation 
internally? Given the absence of any 
obvious wrongdoing, does he have any 
other choice ? We might even consider 
whether friendship imposes its own 
obligations. Sometimes our personal life 
rightly impinges upon our professional 
life and vice versa.

Hopefully it should be clear that

Simon must not only make the right 
choice, but he needs to implement this 
choice in the right sort of way.

Minimally, Simon should address 
h jF  ebhcems to MarcuKmore force­
fully. Simon could suggest strongly that 
MfifcjIis'’"work with’'¿mother engineer 
on die most complicated aspects of the 
bridge design and that he submit all of 
his calculations for review. Such, an ap­
proach avoids the danger of unjustified 
whistle-blowing without ignoring the 
problem. Even this moderate solution 
might lead to a strained relationship 
between Marcus and Simon. Doubtless, 
Simon will find it difficult to make a 
decision that will cause stress and pain 
to his friend during an already difficult 
time. In addition to all of the other 
complexity above, “doing the right 
thing” also can be unavoidably demand­
ing at times.

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Tech grad overcomes adversity, excels in career

Elroy Wisian’s office is full of Texas 
Tech sports memorabilia —  auto­
graphed basketballs, footballs, helmets 
and pictures— but because of a medi­
cal mishap in 1992, he can. picture his 
prized possessions only in his mind.

Wisian, who graduated from Tech 
in the fall of 1974 with a bachelor’s 
degree in accoimting, said he started 
having vision problems in May of 
1991.

“I saw six doctors in a month’s 
time,” Wisian said. “A  nuclear oph­
thalmologist diagnosed me with Graves 
Disease —  a thyroid disorder.”

To treat the disorder, Wisian un- 
derw'ent a procedure called radiation 
retinopathy and accidentally was 
given double the intended amount of 
radiation.

Wisian said the extra radiation 
eventually caused him to lose his 
vision.

“My lawyer told me the doctors 
knew 10 days after the radiation treat­
ment that somediing had gone terribly

wrong,” Wisian said. “The doctors said 
the damage was done and there was no 
way to reverse the damage”

In the spring of 1993, Wisian 
settled a multi-million dollar mediail 
malpractice suite.

“It was the largest medical malprac­
tice suite in the history of the state of 
Oklahoma,” he said.

On his 40th birthday, Wisian re­
ceived the first of tvi'o payments from 
the lawsuit and decided to pursue a ca­

reer in buying and selling real estate.
“I wanted to make sure I invested 

my money in something I knew was 
going to make money,” Wisian said. 
“1 lx)ught my first real estate m Sep­
tember of 1993. My initial purchase 
was three duplexes.”

W isian said his banker loaned 
him enough money to build 12 more 
duplexes on 82nd Street, which he 
later sold.

Though he is now successful in 
business, Wisian’s initial career path 
after college was not a txiiditional 
•transition to a successfiil career in 
real estate.

“My sophomore year in college, 
I deiced to get a degree in divinity,” 
Wisian said. “I had a real personal 
Christian experience when I was going 
to school and I felt a real call on my 
life to do that,”

Tltough receiving a degree in ac­
counting at Tech, Wisian said he never 
practiced accounting and graduated 
in 1978 from Asbury Seminary with a 
master’s degree in divinity

He preached for eight years’ and 
had a change of heart.

“I just didn’t fit as a minister,” 
W isian said. “1 decided to go into 
insurance sales.”

Wisian said he worked for several 
insuraiTce companies before he started 
having trouble seeing.

But soon af- ________________
ter the finaliza­
tion of his medi­
cal malpractice 
lawsuit, W isian 
consulted a vid­
eo dating service 
called, “Uniquely 
S in g le .” It was 
through this ser- 
\’ice that he met 
his wife, Vickie 
Wisian.

“We miked on 
the phone that
night and we lit- -------------------------
erally fell in love -• 
over the phone,” he said. ‘W e went on 
our first date two nights later and we 
got married three weeks later.”

Vickie Wisian said Elroy Wisian 
had all the qualities she was looking 
for.

Eddie Izzard brings laughs, 
advice to Northwestern U.

(U -W IR E ) EV A N STO N , 111. 
—  Though best known for being 
the funniest man in drag, British 
comedian and actor Eddie Izzard 
showed up at Louis Hall Monday 
afternoon in a track hoodie and 
jeans for an invitation-only talk 
with about 40 people.

Izzard covered topics including 
being a street performer, his transi­
tion to America, w’orking on the 
show “The Riches” and his famous 
stand-up routines as a transvestite.

“I ’m not a real transvestite,” 
he said early on. “I ’m an action 
transvestite. I’m like a Carrie-Anne 
Moss-in-The Matrix transvestite.”

A udience members w'ere all 
personally invited by screenwriting

Prof. David Kukoff, who also asked 
izzard questions throughout the talk 
and led an audience Q-and-A ses­
sion. Those in attendance included 
script-writing students, theater ma­
jors and various faculty members.

The event, organized by the Ra- 
dio-TV-Film department, followed 
a format similar to an episode of 
“Inside the Actors Studio.”

“I told Eddie to let me know if I 
start sounding too much like James 
Lipton,” Kukoff joked. Familiar with 
Izzard’s stand-up for several years, 
Kukoff said he got hooked on Izzard’s 
comedy through his DVD “Eddie 
Izzard: Dress to Kill.”

Izzard drew laughs from the audi­
ence right away by offering Kukoff 
money for this brief introduction. 
Izzard emphasized the importance 
of having an ego and working with

it in comedic performance.
“Stand-up is the distillation of 

personal nepotism,” he said. “So you 
may as well have a world view.”

He also warned students about 
certain difficulties he has faced in 
Hollyv’ood. Pitching stories requires 
practice just like acting, he said, 
izzard recommended that students 
should practice the act of pitching 
stories to one another constantly.

Kukoff raised many questions 
about Izzard’s transition to /tmerica 
as an actor and the work he now 
does on “The Riches,” a show about 
an Irish gypsy family of crooks set­
tling down iir the deep South.

Izzard explained how being a 
foreigner irtfluences his work on 
the show, with the idea of “stealing 
the American Dream” as a constant 
irifluence on his character.

New ‘Final Fantasy’ addition 
continues to please gamers

“Final Fantasy V II” obviously was 
not the first “Final Fantasy” game, 
and to many people, it’s not even 
the best game in the series, but it’s 
easily the most popular.

So  for years, fans of the game 
have demanded more and more con­
tent. T he most popular request is a 
complete remake of the PlayStation 
original, made all shiny and new for 
the PlayStation 3.

W h ile  th at wish h asn ’t been 
granted  —  at lea st n o t yet —  
Square-Enix has revisited the world 
of “FF7” in just about every, other 
way possible. T here’s been an action 
game spin-off for the PlayStation 2, 
a cell phone R P G  currently only 
available in Japan, a feature-length 
C G I movie sequel and now “Crisis 
C ore: F inal Fantasy V II” on the 
PlayStation Portable.

“Crisis Core” is an RPG prequel 
that takes players back to where the 
story of “FF7” really began: seven 
years before the original game takes 
place. In the game, you play as Zack, 
a member of SO LD IER and key ele­
ment to one of the most bizarre and 
mind-bending plot twists of “FF7.”

If you’re familiar with the origi­
nal, you w ill recognize a ton  of 
familiar locations and faces, such as 
Cloud, Aerith, Sephiroth and Tifa. 
Some of it is eitough to make diehard 
fans go crazy.

But even if you aren’t familiar 
with the original “FF7,” or even the 
“Final Fantasy” series in general, you 
may find a lot to like in this title. 
T h e  story alone might keep your 
interest for the entire length of the

game, which clocks in at anywhere 
from 15 to 30 hours. The plot takes 
a lot of twists and turns and is gener­
ally well-written throughout.

A  large amount of voice acting 
and high-quality cut scenes help 
move the story along, and the char­
acters are easy to care about. Throw 
ill some quality miSsic, and you have 
an adventure that’s not only epic, 
but also quite emotional in spots.

The gameplay is something of a 
departure from the “Final Fantasy” 
standard, opting for a much more 
action-oriented experience than the 
typical turn-based battles of other 
games —  though battles still take 
place through random encounters.

This change is actually a great fit 
for the game for many reasons, one 
being that Zack is the only character 
you ever control, opposed to having 
a larger party of cast members.

T h e  com bat is fast paced and 
fun, and overall, it is an enjoyable 
experience. The only downside is 
that it makes for a rather easy game 
until at least halfway through, which 
could disappoint some of the more

hardcore players.
But the much weirder and more 

controversial change to the game- 
play is the “Digital Mind W ave,” or 
/‘DMV.” The DM V is basically a slot 
machine on the top left com er of 
your screen that always is moving, as 
long as you’re defeating enemies.

T he DMV, which seems to be 
nearly entirely random in how it 
affects you, is the key elem ent to 
powerful limit break attacks, certain 
com bat bonuses and the leveling 
up of not only your skills, but Zack 
himself.

My p ersonal feeling s on the 
DM V are somewhat mixed. Som e­
times I like it, sometimes I don’t. 
W hile you seem to level up at about 
the same rate that you would with 
a traditional system, it is sometimes 
frustrating that you have absolutely 
no control over these aspects of your 
character. Leaving these things to 
chance seems like a bizarre move on 
Square-Enix’s part.

A ll in ail, “Crisis Core: Final 
Fantasy V II” is a fantastic game that 
should please not only fans of the 
original, but also fans of RPGs or 
even stories in general. It’s not only 
one of the best “PSP” games to date, 
it’s also one of the best original RPGs 
ever to come to a handheld system.

T he Texas Tech basehall team is 
in a crucial stretch of the season.

T he Big 12 Conference season is 
nearly halfway iinished and the Red 
Raiders (1 7 '1 6 ,4 -8  in Big 12) sit in 
eighth place in a sport in which 10 
schools in the conference compete. 
Tech will face Kansas in a three-game 
series starting at 4 p.m. today at 
Hoglund Ballpark in Lawrence, Kan. 
Tire Jayhawks (1 9 -1 6 ,1 -8 ) sit in last 
place in the conference.

Tech catcher M onk Kreder said

the remaining conference series are 
must-wan situations after the team’s 
slow start in Big 12 play.

“W e have to win, based on wRere 
w'e are in the rankings ancLwhatnot,” 
he said. “W e’re just; looking at it com­
ing in, ŵ e’re just gonna win every 
series from here on out and hopefully 

• be able to maybe sweep a couple.” 
Nathan Kams (1 -5 ,9 .4 0  ERA ) is 

projected to take the mound today 
for Tech. In his last start, he earned 
the loss as he went five innings, 
allowing five runs —  four earned 
—  on seven hits and two w'alks, while 
striking out six.

His counterpart for Kansas, Nick 
Czyz (1-3, 6 .54 ER A ), has not re­
corded a decision since March 15, 
when he earned the loss to then-No. 
10 Texas as he pitched 5.1 innings, 
giving up tw'O runs on live hits and a 
walk in the Jayhawks 6-1 loss.

Tech coach Larry Hays said he be­
lieves his team is close to putting all 
o f the pieces together to make a run 
for a title, but one of the hindrances 
thus far has been the pitching depth 
issue, caused in part by an N CAi\ 
rule that forced teams to start later 
than wRat the Red Raiders had in 
the past. Tech now' plays five games

a week instead of four.
“For us to have the, depth we 

w'ant, this may be good for us because 
it forces us to use guys,” he said. “Like 
(Lorenzo) Douglas comes out (and 
pitched Tuesday). H e’d been strug­
gling, but because these mid-w'eek 
games, we’ve been putting him. on 
the mound. He comes out and throw's 
five good innings —  that’s the good 
part of it. W e got to (pitch every­
body). No use complaining about it. 
W e just need to use it this w'ay get 
everybody better.”

Szumanski to play final home matches, women host Oklahoma schools

The Texas Tech men’s tennis team 
comes home R is weekend for the final 
time this season, wRile the w'omen’s 
team will attempt to expand on its 
renewed sense of confidence.

T he men (17-3 , 2-1 in Big 12 
Conference play) w'ill face one of 
the n a tio n ’s top teams in N o. 4 
Texas (17-3, 3-0) at 1 p.m. Saturday 
and Nebraska (9-11, 0-2) at 1 p.m. 
Sunday, both at the McLeod Tennis 
Complex.

Tire Tech men’s all-time leader in 
singles victories, Bojan Szumanski, 
W'ill play in his final match in Lub­
bock Sunday.

“He has been an unbelievable 
player for us,” Tech coach Tim Siegel 
said. “He is a part of the best four 
years in the history of this program 
—  a major part. W e’ll have gone 
to the N CA A  Tournament three of 
his four years. He’s had such a great 
career, and 1 want him to finish up 
strong at home.”

Szumanski is a tw'o-time NCAA, 
singles participant and a tw'o-time 
N CA A  doubles participant, w'ith his 
third in both events likely to come 
this postseason.

Siegel said he believes playing 
from the No. 1 spot makes Szumans- 
ki’s record more impressive, consider­
ing he has had to face opposing team’s 
top players day in and day out.

“He has w'on some big matches for

us this year,” Siegel said. “It’s difficult 
to play No. 1 with the schedule that 
w'e have, because every single match 
is tough. He has handled it very well 
this year.”

Against Texas', the Red Raiders 
W'ill see some of the top singles play­
ers in the country: No. 16 Dimitar 
Kutrovsky, No. 22 Kellen Damico, 
No. 48 Ed Corrie and No. 109 Luis 
Diaz Barriga.

Szumanski is Tech’s only ranked 
singles player at No. 43.

The men currently sit at No. 20 in 
the nation and No. 4 in the Big 12.

T he Red Raider women (11-7, 
4-3) take on No. 68 Oklahoma State 
(8 -7 ,2-4) and Oklaltoma (9-8 ,2-4) at 
5 p.m. and noon, today and Sunday, 
respectively, at the McLeod Tennis 
Complex.

The Tech women enter this week­
end hoping to extend a two-match 
win streak. T he w'in streak is the 
first since the Red Raiders claimed 
three-straight against San Diego, 
North Texas and Nevada earlier in 
the seasort. It also is the first win 
streak the Red Raiders claim w'ithin 
conference play.

Tech took out Kansas State and 
Kansas April 4 and 6, respectively, to 
propel it to No. 64 in the nation and 
No. 4 in the Big 12.

“I think it’s gonna be another good 
weekend of tennis,” Tech coach Cari 
Groce said. “You’ve got a group of 
us that are very, very close in abil­
ity. Being a home match is certainly

gonna help us. The players are rolling 
right now'. Tlaey’re feeling a lot of 
confidence.”

T h e Cowgirls have won their 
last two as well, and Groce said this 
weekend will be a fight just like their 
past matches, thanks to O SU ’s Top 2 
singles players Iry'iia Tkachenko and 
Jo-Anne Karaitiana.

“Oklahoma State has kinda been 
up and down,” she said. “(They) heat 
some teams that you didn’t think they 
were gonna beat, and lost to some

teams^you thought they w'eren’t 
gonna lose to. No. 1 and 2 are 
gonna be tough with Oklahoma 
State. They will always be a good 
challenge.”

Groce said the matchup with 
the Sooners will be a similar story.

“O U , i t ’s gonna be a good 
match,” she said. “I think that it’s 
gonna be another one of those 
battles where it’s gonna come down 
to the team w'ith the most heart.”

Men’s golf prepares for 
Big 12 Championships

Texas Tech men’s golf now can 
focus on its goal: postseason success.

The No. 28 Red Raiders ended 
their regular season Tuesday w'ith a 
tie for fifth place in the Morris W il­
liams Intercollegiate tournament in 
Austin.

T h e  Red Raiders finished one 
stroke ahead of No. 1 Alabama, which 
is something Tech coach Greg Sands 
said his team can build on and take 
pride in.

“Alabama has played incredible 
all year,” he said. “They’re by far the 
best team in the country. Tltis was 
probably their worst tournam ent 
this year by a long shot, but any time 
you can play w'ell enough to beat the 
top-ranked team, you gotta feel good 
about yourself and feel good about 
the fact that you can compete with 
anyone in the country.”

Sands said ending the spring 
season on a high note gives his team 
confidence heading into the Big 12 
Conference Championships.

“1 know this team is not gonna 
back down from anybody,” he said. 
“It’s always good to at least end on a 
positive note so you feel good about 
yourself going into conference.”

T h e Red Raiders’ high hopes 
before the Morris Williams Intercol­
legiate tournament were unfulfilled 
with two consecutive sixth-place fin­
ishes in tournaments where Tech was
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the top-ranked team in the field.
Tire field in Austin was a lot more 

competitive than the last few for the 
Red Raiders, Sands said, and the 
team took advantage of the tough 
competition.

“It was a lot better (tournament),” 
Sands said. “Even though w'e finished 
sixth in the last tw'o, and this was fifth, 
it doesn’t sound much better. This 
was a much better field. We played 
quite a bit better than those last few 
tournaments.”

Consistency is key in golf, which is 
something Sands said he recognizes as 
a positive attribute of his team.

“W e are ju st co n sis te n t one 
through five,” he said. “W hat we re­
ally need to happen is to have two or 
three guys get really hot at the same 
time. No one is playing really bad, 
and no one is playing really great. 
T liat’s what we need to have happen 
at the end of the year is have a few 
guys play great.”

In the time between now and the 
Big 12 Championships in Trinity 
April 25-27, the Red Raiders will tr>' 
to shore up their games to make a run 
in the tournament.

“We just talked about getting bet­
ter every day,” Sands said. “Try'ing to 
learn from w'hat our stats tell us. Most 
of the guys —  and this is kind of in 
general in golf —  they’re always tr>'ing 
to hole a few more putts or chip the 
ball a little bit better. We are continu­
ing to work on the short game.”

Rose back on top after first round o f Masters
U G U STA , Ga. (A P) Justin 

Rose has the first round of the Masters 
down pat.

It’s the rest of the tournament he 
must master.

O n a warm, sunny opening day 
that featured Ian Poulter’s hole-in- 
one, a solid start to Zach Johnson’s 
title defense and Tiger Woods plod­
ding around the course. Rose shot 
a 4-under 68 that put him atop the 
leaderboard.

Sound familiar? It should.
In 2004, the Englishman led after 

the first and second rounds but faded 
to a tie for 22nd. Returning to Augusta 
last year, Rose surged to the front again 
with a 69 on Thursday, but didn’t 
come close to matching that score 
the rest of the weekend, settling for 
a fifth-place tie three strokes behind 
Johnson.

On Thursday, he got off to another 
quick start and was tied for the lead 
with South African Trevor Immel- 
man.

“I’ve learned you can’t count your

chickens too early,” said Rose, who 
w'on the Order of Merit as the top 
golfer on the European Tour in 2007. 
“Obviously, the first round has been 
great to me here.”

Rose actually struggled in the 
beginning, with bogeys on two of the 
first four holes. But he played the rest 
of the round at 6 under, surging past 
early clubhouse leaders Poulter and 
Robert Karlsson, who posted 70s.

“Eventually you’ve got to say, ‘OK, 
it’s time to step up,”’ the 27-year-old 
Rose said. “But I’m not putting too 
much pressure on myself. I’m just com­
ing into my prime, I feel. I’ve got 10 to 
15 good years in front of me.”

Immelman played a bogey-free 
round that seemed to come out of 
nowhere. He missed the cut in four 
of his eight events this year, and has 
yet to finish higher than 40th in a 
stroke-play tournament.

“Obviously, my form has not been 
too stellar so far this season,” Immel­
man said. “I had to just stay patient 
with myself and know it’s in there

You just have to remem­
ber you’re a fairly good player.”

Woods isn’t lacking confidence. 
After putting up nothing but pars 
through the first 12 holes, he was 
on the ropes a bit with two straight 
bogeys. But the world’s No. 1 player 
quickly pulled himself up by chipping 
in for eagle from just off the green at 
No. 15, bringing out his first fist pump 
of the tournament. He parted out from 
there for a 72.

O f course, it’s early. No matter 
what happened in the opening round, 
Woods remained the oveiwffielming 
favorite to win his fifth green jacket 
—  the starting point for an unprec­
edented Grand Slam.

“I feel good about how I played 
all day,” Woods insisted. “I feel good 
about how 1 played all day. I hit it 
really well. I hit a lot of good putts 
that just didn’t go in. I’ve just got to 
stay patient out there and hopefully 
it w’ill rum.”

Johnson, a low-key guy fi:om Cedar 
Rapids, Iowa, came into the week as 
little more than an afterthought to 
Woods, despite an improbable win 
last year.

Johnson’s victory* was viewed as a 
fluke of the weather. Cold, blustery 
conditions made it possible for him to 
play it safe and claim the green jacket 
with a 1 -over 289, tied for highest win­
ning scorer in Masters history.

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Tech track competes in Red Raider Open

After much succeiss in the Texas 
Relays last week, the Texas Tech 
track team looks to continue the 
trend at the Red Raider Open start­
ing at noon Saturday at R.P. Fuller 
Stadium.

Both tlae men and women had 
success for Tech at the Texas Relays 
in Austin.

Ozie Okolie set a new school re­
cord in the hammer throw. She won 
the event with an NCAA regional 
mark of 207 feet 3 inches. The record 
was Okolie’s personal best and the 
second consecutive week she set the 
school record in the hammer throw.

On the second day of the event,

Tech finished with two titles and nine 
N CAA regional marks.

Some of the notable marks came 
at the hands of D’Andra Carter and 
Patience Knight. The two finished 
first and second in the women’s discus 
A Group, respectively. Carter threw a 
personal best of 181’-3”, which also is 
a new school record. Knight threw the 
NCAA regional mark of 173’-5”. Con­
tinuing her success was Okolie, who was 
in the B Group for the women’s discus, 
where she threw her second regional 
mark of 159’-5”, g<xxl for fifth in the 
group. Knight also took home the shot 
put event for the Red Raiders with a 
throw of 55’-5.5”.

For the Tech men, Michael Cast 
won a title in the javelin, participating 
witli the B Group. He threw a personal

best of 216’-10”. Having won in the B 
Group, Cast was allowed to compete in 
the A  Group.

Both of Tech’s long jumpers for 
the men finished in the Top 5. Bobby 
Evers claimed a fifth place finish with a 
mark of 24’-2.25”. Anthony Flemons 
had a third place finish with a NCAA 
regional mark of 24’-4.5”.

The Red Raider Open will begin 
with the javelin event. It is the only 
outdoor meet of the season that Tech 
will host. Rumiing events begin at 5 
p.m.

Some of the Red Raiders’ competi­
tion includes Abilene Christian, East­
ern New Mexico, New Mexico Military, 
New Mexico Junior College, South 
Plains and Wayland Baptist.

IO C  strips medals from Marion Jones’ relay teammates
B E IJIN G  ( A P )  —  M arion  

Jones gave up her Olympic med­
als. Her relay teammates aren’t 
quite as willing.

Jones’ former relay teammates 
paid for her doping offenses Thurs­
day, losing their medals from, the 
2 0 0 0  Sydney O lym pics as the 
International Olympic Com m it­
tee stripped them from athletes 
who won gold with Jones in the 
1,600-m eter relay and bronze in 
the 400 relay.

“T h e decision was based on 
the fact that they were part of 
a team, that M arion Jones w'as 
d isqualified  from  th e  Sydney 
Games due to her own admission 
that she was doping during those 
games,” said IO C  spokesw'oman 
Giselle Davies, who announced 
the decision. “She was part of a 
ream and she competed with them 
in the finals.”

Jones’ teammates on the 1,600

squad were Jearl-M iles Clark, M o­
nique H ennagan, LaTasha C o l- 
a n d e r-R ich a rd so n  and A n d rea  
A nderson. T h e  400 -re la y  squad 
also had Chryste Gaines, Torri Ed­
wards, N anceen Perry and Passion 
Richardson.

T h e  runners have previously 
refused to give up th eir medals, 
saying it would be wTong to punish 
them  for Jon es’ violations. They 
have hired a U .S . lawwer to defend 
their case, which could wind up in 
the Swiss-based Court of Arbitration 
for Sport.

T h e  IO C  ruling follow s the 
admission by Jones last year that 
she was doping at the time of the 
Sydney Games.

She returned her five medals last 
year and the IO C  formally stripped 
her of the results in December. Jones 
won gold in the 100 meters, 200 and 
1,600 relay, and bronze in the long 
jump and 400 relay.

“T h e  ( I O C )  decision ... illus­
trates just how far-reaching the 
consequences of doping can b e ,” 
U SO C  ch ief executive officer Jim 
Scherr said in a statement. “W hen 
an a th le te  makes th e  ch o ice  to 
cheat, others end up paying the 
price, including teammates, com ­
petitors and fans.

“W e respect the decision of the 
IO C  executive board, as well as 
the right for the athletes w'ho are 
impacted by this decision to file an 
appeal with the Court of Arbitration 
of Sport, should they so choose.”

T h e IO C  put off any decision 
Thursday on reallocating the med­
als, pending more information from 
the ongoing B.ALCO steroid inves­
tigation in the United States.

A  reshuffling of the medals could 
affect more than three dozen other 
athletes. T he IO C  wants to know 
whether any other Sydney athletes 
are implicated in the BA LCO  files.
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
