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University makes several summer renovations, upgrades residence halls

Residence halls will receive a face lift 

this sum m er in an effort to modernize 

Texas Tech’s campus.
A  number o f residence halls — includ­

ing Bledsoe, Sneed, Carpenter/'W ells, 

H ulext/Clem ent and G ates — already 
have begun to undergo what are both 
m inor and major changes in aestlietics, 

energy efficiency and landscaping.
T he largest project is installing air 

conditioners in Bledsoe, a project with 

an estimated $3 million pricetag.
B ledsoe is the last non-air condi­

tioned residence hall on  campus. Sneed 
received air conditioning last year.

Sean Duggtm, managing director o f 

University Student Housing, said add­
ing air conditioning will enable Tech to 

utilize Bledsoe during the summer.
D uggan  said non-air conditioned  

residence halls were the m ost affordable 
housing option for students living on 

campus.
However, with the new addition to 

Bledsoe, he said. Tech will be getting rid 

o f its alternative housing option.

ence (denter hosted the 25th Annual Pain 
Symposium last weekend in the Health

the world to learn new technic}ues in 
clrronic and acute pain control, according 
to a Texas Tech news release.

management
“We started this process 25 years ago 

Ixeaiuse we felt we had something to say 
drat is o f practical importance to practic­
ing physicians,” said 13r. Gabor Racz, the 
Chairm an Emeritus o f die Department 
of Anesthesiology. “The information we 

have and we share is clinically relevant, 
and helps the doctors take better care o f 

their patients.”
At the symposium professionals spoke 

about comm on problems they have en­

countered, and the best ways to go about 

solving them, Racz said.
“As you take care o f patients you realize

where the problems are,” he said. “We just 
strive to fix the problems, and do it better 

every time.”

management said the three-day sympo­

sium involved both lectures and cadaver 

workshops.
“First, someone would give a lecmre 

on a new or improved technique in pain 
management,” he said, “then they would 
demonstrate the technique on a cadaver.”

The specialists drat spoke at the sym­

Tlie Sam ’s Place will be renovated 

into a study and meeting area, it will be 
repainted and will receive new wood- 

plank flooring.
Duggan said the 10-year-old building 

will receive half o f the renovations this 
summer, with the rest o f  the renovations 

scheduled for completion next summer.
A d d itio n a l lan d scap in g  im prove­

ments will be made to die front entrances 

o f Sneed and Bledsoe.
Duggan said landscaping is vital to 

die look o f Tech’s campus, especially for 

noticeable residence halls.
“It’s part o f  the historical core o f the 

cam pus,” said D uggan, “so  we have a 
responsibility to m aintain those build­

ings.”
The H ousing D epartm ent is under­

going renovations as well. T h e W elcome 
C en ter will be  rem odeled  for m ore 
customer-friendly service for students.

D uggan said  the departm ent is a 
big part o f  the recruitment o f students 

because o f  housing and its impact on 

incoming freshman.
T he project will cost an estimated

$250,000.
Tlie housing departm ent also spent 

$1 m illion to replace ail o f  the light 
fixtures in the building with fluorescent 

light bulbs.
Duggan said fluorescent light bulbs 

provide better lighting, update the look o f 

the room s and keep the utilities down.

“We estimate that this project will pay 

for itself in four or five years,” he said.
Duggan said he hopes to have an 

environm ental educational cam paign 

in the residence halls called “Red, Black 

and Green.”
He said students moving in are much 

more in touch with issues o f energy con­
servation, and he encourages students to 
demonstrate earth-friendly actions while 

living on campus.
Elevators in H ulen/C lem ent w ll be 

replaced soon. Gates will repair its eleva­
tors before December in order to meet 

the university elevator code. This project 

will cost about $700,000.
Murray Hall is tire only residence hall 

open for enrolled and non-enrolled sum­
mer school students. Students may still 

sign a contract to live in Murray during 

this summer.
Duggan said all other halls are used 

for conferences, orientations, cam ps, 

etc.
He hopes that students will find the 

renovations satisfying and will want to 

continue living on campus.
The recent tuition freeze allowed for 

Tech to be proactive in finding ways to 
cut corners and save students money, 
Valenciano said, while maintaining suf­
ficient funds to perform this sum m er’s 

maintenance.
“The bottom  line is Texas Tech is tak­

ing care o f their students,” he said.

New ‘green  ̂schools bill should be vetoed

Kemiit was right. Going green is dif­
ficult, and in die aise o f green schools, it’s 

also expensive. Tlie 21st Century Green 
High-Perfomiing Public School Facilities 

Act represents Congress’s latest effort to 
pump money into environmental-efficiency 

projects.
The bill, passed June 4 in the House 

by a vote o f 250-164, w'ould set aside more 
than $20 hillion over the next five yeiirs to 
help modernize existing schools and to start 
construction on new eco-friendly bu ildings. 

Indiana Rep. Baron Hill cosponsored the 

bill, saving it would channel $111 million 
dollars into Hoosier schools. Tlie money 
would be used to help to eliminate crum­
bling schools, and it w'ould offer a healthier, 
more energy-efficient place for thousands 

o f teachers and smdents to work and play.
Even though the initiative seems like 

a win-win vote for the environment and 
education, Bush has threatened a veto, 

and we agree.

D on’t get us wTong, we love the bill’s 
sentiment; making the environment a 
priority through productive investment 

that could stimulate the economy. Great. 
Channeling money into needy public 
school systems. We couldn’t agree more. 
But the thought o f the governm ent 
mandating how' individual school systems 

should handle repairs has us shaking in 
our green, public-school-loving lx>ots.

W ith caveats for Davis-Bacon “fair 

wages” and A m erican  steel, the bill 
panders to labor interests and traffics in 
feeble attempts to promote American 
companies that drive up the price o f 
construction. In addition, by committing 
the federal government to supporting 

school maintenance into the future, the 
bill sets a precedent for federal involve­

ment in local issues. By wetting its hands 
with public eduGition -  an issue that has 
historically been reserved for the states and 

localities - the bill makes a pronounced 
step toward more big government that 

makes us irervous.
Moreover, w'e have watched as good-

natured “No Child Left Behind” programs 
floundered under insufficient federal 

funding. If Congress really wants to invest 
in education, w'e say w'hy not put that $20 
billion toward tlie existing programs that 

W'e all agree could use it?
C ongress is right to make energy 

efficiency and education priorities, but 
we think The 21st Century Green High- 
Performing Public School Facilities Act 

leaves much to be desired. If w'e are to make 
strides ftward improving the state o f our 
education system and environment, federal 
interest and investment is paramount. Yet, 

the key is to eam iark federal funds for 
general caases, not to bog down bills in 
provisions and details diat tie the hands of 

loGil officials and drive up co.sts.
We think Congress should focus on the 

education initiatives it has already started 
before diving into expensive, string-laden 

bills. Congress is on die right track widi 
this act. It just needs to let go and leave the 
fine-tuning up to the states and die local 
school boards. Until then, we’re siding 

with Kennit.
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Tech researchers unearth unique fossils, bring recognition to university

People o fte n  f in d  the d in o sa u r  
exhibit the highlight o f  Texas Tech’s 

m useum . W h at many are unaware o f 
is a m ajority o f  the d inosaurs displayed 
there are unique to the region -  that is, 
they were first unearthed in Lubbock’s 
own backyard.

T h e  paleontology? departm en t o f  
the M useum  o f  Texas Tech Llniven 
sity has discovered several dozen new 

prehistoric species at dig sites in the 
d in o sa u r- la d e n  la n d  a ro u n d  P ost, 
Texas.

San kar C hatterjee, the curator o f  
paleontology at the M useum  o f  Texas 

Tech, said  unlike A rizona, C o lorad o  
and N ew  M exico, d in osaurs are not 
very a b u n d a n t  in  T exas. T h e  area  
aroun d Post is ju st one o f  a few loca­

tions in the state that has a large cache 
o f  d in osau r rem ains, m ost o f  which 

com e from  the Triassic period.
“I f  you really want to look  at the 

begin ning o f  diirosaurs, you have to 
com e to here,” he said. “ Post is really 
a cradle o f  the Triassic period .”

D in osaurs first cam e into existence 
d u rin g  the T riassic  era, w hich took  
place about 225 m illion years ago, he 
said. Over the years, people from  ail 

aroun d the w'orld have com e to this 
part o f  the country to learn m ore about 
the birth o f  these species.

T h e  m u seu m ’s paleon to logy  d e­
partm ent already has nam ed a dozen 

o f  these newly foun d species, he said.

O n e d inosaur, the Technosaurus, was 
nantied after Texas Tech. T h e  Tech- 

n osau ru s w as approxim ately  six-feet 
in  len gth , and  w as an h erb ivorous 
dinosaur. A irother new non-dinosaur 
species found in the area was nam ed 
after Post.

“W e n am ed  on e  after the towir 
Post,” he said. “ It’s called Postosuchus. 
H e was at the top o f  the food chain at 
the tim e. H e was two or three tim es 
larger than the typical d inosaur. They 
were really the top predator.”

M any o f  these discoveries have re­

ceived w orldwide recognition, he said. 
N atio n al G eograp h ic  spon sored  the 
paleontology program  for a num ber o f 
years, and several docum entaries have 
been film ed out on  the dig sites.

“ T h e r e ’ s a very  p o p u la r  d o c u ­
m e n ta ry  by (B r it ish  B ro a d c a s t in g  
C o rp o ra tio n ) called  ‘W alking W ith  
D in osau rs,” ’ he said . “They featured 
the P osto su ch us in it. T h e  H istory  

C h an n el is also going to com e o u t to 
Post to film  so o n .”

A ll o f  the fieldwork that takes place 
is don e on  privately owned ranches in 

and arouitd Post, said Bill M ueller, the 
collections m anager for paleontology at 
the M useum  o f  Texas Tech University. 
T h e ranchers often help the m useum ’s 
sta ff  fin d  new localities to search.

“Everything is privately ow ned,” he 
said. “T h e ranchers are extremely nice 

an d  very supportive. They are really 
careful about protecting our research 
and keeping quiet abo ut w hat we’re 

doing  and where we’re doing  it.”

O n ce  b o n e s and fo ssils  are u n ­
earthed, they are brought back to the 
m useum  and catalogued, M ueller said. 
Everything that is foun d at dig sites is 

kept at the m useum . Som etim es the 
m useum  will loan  m aterial to other 
researchers and institutions, bu t it al­
ways com es back. T h e m useum  has an 

extensive collection o f  its findings.
H aving the d ig  sites so  c lo se to 

Lubbock allows the sta ff  to make more 
frequent trips than m ost universities’ 
p a leon to logy  d e p artm en ts, M ueller 
said. R ight now the field sta ff  goes ou t 
to excavate alm ost every other weekend 

o f  the year.

“A  lot o f  m useum s and universities, 
they d o n ’t d o  hardly any field work 
during the year and then they travel 

and go do the field work during the 
sum m er,” he said. “O u r advantage is 
we put in m ore days than they do. We 
go o u t every other weekend and spend 
a day or two in the fie ld .”

It’s im portant to go ou t to the dig 
sites and collect regularly, M ueller said. 
O n e rainstorm  can uncover a lot o f  
bones and fossils, but if  you wait too 
long another will wash it all away.

D oug C un ningham , field specialist 
and research assistant for the A n thro­
pology D ivision  at the m useum , said 
W est Texas is really the best place to 
com e if  you w ant to learn m ore about 
the Triassic period. People have com e 

from  countries like A rgentina, C h in a 
an d  G erm an y  to learn  m ore ab o u t 
the era.

believe I’m writing this -  earlier, funnier work 
wi th his later, preachier work The result is some­

thing that plays like a bastardized offepring of die 
non sequitur-laced humor of “Happy Gilmore” 
and the miserable moralizing of “Click” and “I

often very funny and often very unfunny, but

countering Palestinian tenori.sts and is, generally 

speaking, a superhero adept at catching bullets, 
playing hacky-sack and finding inventive uses 

for hummus dip.
His adversary on the Palestinian side, the 

Phantom ()ohn Tuitutro), is nearly his equal 
in strength and ability. So dieir faceoff - which 
finally occurs near the beginning of the film - is 
the smff of legend. But something unexpected

happens; Zohan fakes his own death and heads 
for America, tired of the constant fighting. 
He’s going to follow his dream: to become 
a hairdresser and make women’s hair “silky 
smooth.” After wearing down a salon owner 
who happens to be Palestinian (Emmanuelle 

Chiiqui), he finally gels his shot, catering his hair 
stylings to older women and happily throwing 
in a bonus afterwards. Yes, it’s wliat you think 

it is. It’s pretty ftmny, too.
Along the way, there are some misadveiv 

mres iiwoMng a young Jewish guy (Nick Sward- 
son) and his amorous mom (Lainie Kazan), a 
Palestinian cab driver with whom tire Zohan 

sliares a dark past (Rob Schnieder, of course) 
and Mariah Carey, who appears as herself for 

no apparent reason.
But more jokes hit than miss, though when 

diey miss - such as singer Dav'e Mattirews show­

ing up late in the game as a vengeftil racist - drey 
miss pretty hard. The movie’s also about 20 
minutes too long and overstays its welcome. But 
it’s better than most Sandler movies have been 

lately, so that’s worth something, right?

Spencer spent 11 season . 
at Oregon State. H e served 
as asso c ia te  h ead  coach  
during his last three season 
for the Beavers. The 2006

Gerald Myers said Spencer

“I think he’s just got a

Tech track geared for future after performance at N C A A  Championship:

Through the best competition in the 
nation, the Texas Tech track team came 
away with a hard-fought performance at 

the N CA A  Championships last weekend 
at Drake Stadium in Des Moines, Iowa.

T h e  N C A A  C h am p io n sh ip s was 
highlighted by the Tech women finishing 
in fifth place with a total o f 32 points, both 

o f which are program-best. The Tech men 
finished in 25th place, scoring 10 points, 
good for fifth-best in school history.

“It was really exciting for (the women) 
to finish in the top 5 for the first time ever,”

Tech coach Wes Kittley said. “It was real 
exciting to see that We scored more points 

: than we’ve ever scored in the history o f our 
school and in the national championships. 

We also had several people scoring those 
points than we’ve had in the p ast Sally’s 
pretty much gave us all our points so 1 was 
really pleased. We took seven girls down 
there. We took a larger group than we’ve 
been taking.”

Sally Kipyego earned her seventh 
national title by w inning the 5000M  
with a time o f 15:15.06. Her time was a 
Drake Stadium and N CA A  Champion­
ship record.

Kitdey said when it is all set and done.

Kipyego will be remembered for her ac­
complishments.

“If  you really look at everything she’s 
done, I don ’t anybody could have ever 

predicted what she would do,” he said. 
“Plus all the CTosscountry and the indoors 
(accomplishments), just everything she’s 
done. Seven national championships. I 

think she should be the most decorated 
athlete to ever come through the school.”

Other standouts for the women in­
clude D ’Andra Carter earning her second 
straight All-American honor o f her career 
with a throw o f 181, 7 inches to finish 
third in the discus. Carter is the only Tech 
female athlete in school history to earn 
All-American in the discus.

Patience Knight claimed her second 
All-American honor in the shot put with 
a throw o f 56 ’-7.50”.

The Tech men had two athletes earn 
All-American honors at nationals. With 
a tim e o f  13.73 seconds in the llOM  
hurdles, Shawon Harris earned his fifth 
All-American honor. Joining him is Om o 
Osaghae, who finished seventh place with 
a time o f 13.90. The All-American honor 
is Osaghae’s first.

Harris also earned All-American hon­

ors in the 4X4 relay with Rodney Mims, 
Tim  Foster and G il Roberts. The team 
finished sixth with a time o f 3:05.22, the 
second best finish in school history. This 

is M im s, Foster and Robert’s first All- 
American honor.

“Shawon’s been so steady for us every 
year,” Kitdey said. “He’s a fifth year senior 
and captain o f our team. He’d been an 
All-American several times. It’s just great 
to go out his senior year running on the 
4x4 as an All-American and on the lOOM 
hurdles.”

After the Red Raiders’ performance 
in the N C A A  Cham pionships, Kittley 
said the program has turned around and 

is closer in its efforts to be established as 
one o f the best in the nation.

“I think we’re so far ahead o f where we 

were nine years ago when I got here,” he 
said. “We were dead last in the conference. 

We have so many schools that compete in 
track and field. People really don’t realize 
to be a top 5 program in the nation is 

really remarkable. That’s the thing I’m so 
proud o f and I think it gives us a chance in 
recruiting and lets people see that we’re a 
national power in track and field.”
