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Hurricane Gustav drenches gulf coast
Lubbock, state o f Texas ready for evacuees from storm’s floods, winds

Hurricane Gustav veered from a feared direct 
collision with New Orleans but pounded the G ulf 
Coast with 110 mph winds Monday and faded as 
it moved inland.

But the remnants o f Gustav are expected to 
produce heavy rains in Louisiana and Texas and 
the city of Lubbock is prepared to host evacuees.

T h e  Lubbock City Council convened for an 
emergency session Friday to accept Gov. R ick  
Perry’s request to assist in relief efforts and approve

funding up to $500,000 for housing, food, cloth­
ing and other emergency items to be reimbureed 
by federal emergency fund, according to a city 
news release.

“Lubbock is in  com m unication with the 
state of Texas during this process, as Lubbock is 
a proactive partner in our emergency prepared­
ness,” Lubbock Mayor Tom M artin said in the 
release. “I hope all involved appreciate the fact 
that people across the state are working to help 
keep people safe during this time.”

Lubbock is an area evacuation hub and can 
accommodate up to 800  evacuees, said Robin

Raney, C E O  of the A m erican Red Cross South 
Plains Regional Chapter in a previous issue of 
T h e  Daily Toreador. If evacuees are sent to the 
city, they will stay at the City Bank Auditorium 
and Coliseum  and the Lubbock M em orial 
C ivic Center.

T h e storm was expected to move into Texas 
by today and drop as m uch as 20  inches of rain 
in the state by Thursday, according to T h e  
Associated Press.

Tech breaks record for most penalties in a game in 49-24 win against EWU Saturday

bout the only th ing consisten t in  the Texas T ech  
football team ’s first game o f the season was the thud 
, o f laundry against the turf.

G oin g  up against a Footb all C ham pionship  Subdivision 
team  in N o. 7 Eastern W ashington (0 -1 ) , the N o. 12 Red R aid­
ers’ 4 9 -2 4  victory Saturday at Jones A T & T  Stadium  was not 
a com fortable show for the 4 9 ,8 8 7  fans in attendance, at least 
until after the first quarter.

“W e were extrem ely spotty,” T ech  coach  M ike L each  said. 
“I th ink  that we played in spurts the w hole night, and a lot o f 
the credit goes to  Eastern W ashington.”

Q uarterback G raham  H arrell, who said he had a hard tim e 
finding a rhythm  despite throw ing for 53 6  yards and scoring 
three touchdowns, called it a “sloppy game.”

T h e  Red Raiders com m itted 18 penalties —  a school record 
—  for 169 yards, w hich nearly broke its record o f 183 penalty 
yards set last season against R ice .

T ech ’s previous record was 17 penalties in  a game, w hich 
happened against Baylor in 2000 .

L each  said the penalties could be attributed to  a lack of 

focus.
“I th ink  what you’re gonna find, some are like aggression,” 

he said, “but I th ink  we’re gonna find out on  a lot o f them  that 
we could have better techniqu e.”

W ith  T ech  (1 -0 )  up 13-0  late in the first quarter and on 
the Eagles’ 4-yard line, H arrell found 2007  B iletn ik off w inner 
M ichael C rabtree on e-on-one for a touchdown. A fter a D onnie 
C arona extra-point attem pt was blocked earlier in the game. 
T ech  needed to convert a tw o-point conversion, w hich it did.

Crabtree had a relatively quiet night considering he recorded 
at least 100 yards in 11 o f 13 games last season. H e finished w ith 
73 yards and one touchdow n on  nine receptions.

S lo t receivers Eric M orris and D etron Lewis stole the show. 
Each had n ine receptions, w hile M orris had 164 yards and Lewis

Pedestrian use of personal electronics poses safety risks

W h e n  C in d y  M ax w ell drives h e r  bus rou te 
through Texas T ech ’s campus, she knows what to look 
for: plugged-in pedestrians who, instead o f  looking 
back at her, are glued to a little  screen.

A lthou gh officials can not accurately gauge how 
many serious personal electronics-related  pedestrian 
accidents have occurred in Lubbock, the unrelenting 
rise in the use o f personal electronics may be the m ain 
ingredient in a recipe for disaster.

“Last week, I was driving betw een W all H all and 
G ates (H all), and there was a kid standing on  the 
curb talking on  his cell phone,” said M axw ell, an 
eight-year veteran o f driving buses. “I just knew  he 
was going to  step out. I was going real slow and I had 
a whole bus full o f kids and was just creeping along. 
H e just walked. N ever looked up.”

W h ile  the m ajority o f pedestrians’ distractions 
stem  from cell-phone conversations and tex t m es­
saging, she said iPods and other personal electronics 
also inh ib it a student’s situational awareness as they

stroll through campus.
D eterm in ing  how  m any pedestrian accid ents 

involved electronics can  prove tricky for investiga­
tors, said C apt. Jam es Shavers o f the Lubbock Police 
D epartm ent, because many victim s refuse to  admit 
th at they were distracted w hen they got into the 

accident.
T h e  lack  o f statistics, how ever, does n o t rule 

out risk, he said, especially w hen one considers the 
pervasive nature o f electron ics in society.

Sh av ers said h e  o n ce  saw a stu d ent w earing 
headphones as he walked toward campus through a 
construction zone.

“I was having to  blow my horn and h it my siren 
because h e  had h is iPod g oin g,” h e  said. “I f  he 
couldn’t hear me w ith my siren n ext to  him , th en  
he couldn’t hear somebody yelling, ‘Hey, look out. 
T h ere ’s a bulldozer com ing.’”

C p l. Ja c k  Floyd w ith  th e  T exas T e ch  P o lice  
D epartm ent said he can not recall any serious a c ­
cidents on  campus th at involved pedestrians who

Japan PM resigns to avoid ‘political vacuum^
T O K Y O  (A P ) —  Japan’s ch ron­

ic a lly  u n p op u lar p rim e m in is te r  
abruptly resigned M onday after a 
yearlong struggle w ith a deadlocked 
p arliam ent, leaving th e  w eakened 
ruling party to grapple w ith a stalled 
econom y and rising calls for snap 
elections.

T h e  resignation o f Yasuo Fukuda, 
72 , deepened a two-year stretch  o f 
p o litica l instability  at th e  helm  o f 
the world’s second-largest economy. It 
cam e only days after the governm ent 
ann ou nced  a stim ulus package to  
counter flagging consumer spending.

Fukuda, who took office just under 
a year ago, said he was clearing the 
decks for a m ore popular successor 
to take over ahead o f a tough special 
session in the parliam ent, where the 
ruling party controls the lower house 
and th e  op position dom inates the 
upper.

“W e still have tim e before dis­
cussion o f key policies starts in the 
upcoming parliamentary session, and 
this is the perfect tim ing not to cause 
people too  m uch trou ble,” Fukuda 
said, explaining that he was exiting 
to avoid a “political vacuum.”

Fukuda suffered throughout his

term  from anem ic public backing —  
the latest poll showed h im  w ith only 
29  percent support —  and repeated 
em barrassm ent at the hands o f the 
obstructionist opposition in  parlia­
m ent.

T h e  resignation annou ncem ent 
cam e a m onth after Fukuda installed 
his most widely expected successor, 
form er Foreign M in ister Taro A so, 
as secretary general o f  th e  L iberal 
Dem ocratic Party, in  a C abinet shake- 
up aimed at boosting support for the 
governm ent. A so, who lost against 
Fukuda in  the race for premier last 
year, has not said w hether he would 
run again.

T h e  resignation, w hich will prob­
ably n o t take effect for a couple o f 
weeks, surprised Japan and was solidly 
condem ned by the opposition as a 
sign o f  deep instability  w ith in  the 
LDP, w hich  has ruled the country 
alm ost w ithout in terru p tion  sin ce 
1955.

“It’s just incredible th at the LD P 
is getting  rid o f  Fukuda and h e  is 
actually quitting ... w ithout thinking 
o f  the people at all,” said opposition 
Socia l D em ocratic Party leader Miz­
uho Fukushima.

T h e  opposition, w hich took co n ­
trol o f the upper house in elections 
last year, has pushed for snap e lec­
tions for th e  m ore powerful lower 
house, but the LD P —  aware that it 
would likely lose seats —  has so far 
resisted. Fukuda’s sudden resignation, 
however, could be a sign the LD P is 
rushing to  put a fresh leader in place 
before calling a snap ballot.

T h e  resign ation  prolonged the 
political uncertainty that has plagued 
Jap an  sin ce th e  popular Ju n ich iro  
Koizumi left the premiership in 2 006  
after five years in  office.

Koizumi’s hand-picked successor, 
Sh inzo A b e , lasted only a year in 
office, resigning in Septem ber 2007 
for health  reasons. Fukuda had been 
considered a steady elder who would 
lend stability to  the office, but he was 
never able to  overcom e divisions in 
parliament.

T h e  opposition, led by the D em o­
cratic Party o f Japan, repeatedly de­
layed Fukuda’s most closely watched 
legislative initiatives in parliam ent, 
such as the renewal o f Japan’s an ti­
terror mission in the Indian O cean  
and the se lection  o f a new  central 
bank governor.

Campus involvement considered key in 
reducing student depression, suicide

T h e  transition from  hom e to 
college can  be difficult, and many 
students com e to Texas T ech  alone 
w ith few or no friends. O ld friends 
may quickly becom e involved in 
new activities offered by Tech, leav­
ing some students on their own in a 
very intimidating environm ent.

“Lots o f studies show Americans 
fe e l increasing ly  iso la ted ,” said 
Jason  W asserm an, a professor o f 
sociology at Tech.

W asserm an said th e  average 
A m erican  changes jobs approxi­
mately every three years. Because of 
m oveS for work, people often have 
to sever ties from hom e by moving 
away from their established friends 
and family.

“Com ing to college is a m icro­
cosm of those isolating patterns,” 
W asserman said. “You leave hom e, 
your family and community. Being 
thrust into a situation where you 
lack any strong, em otionally rich  
social ties can produce depression 
and o th er m ental h e a lth  co nse­
quences.”

Chris Brownson, director o f the 
N a tio n a l R esea rch  C o nsortiu m  
Counseling Centers in Higher Edu­
cation, said a survey of students at 
70 public and private universities in 
the country indicates about 50  per­
cen t o f college students considered 
suicide at least once in their life.

B ro w n so n , w ho a lso  ds th e  
director o f the University o f Texas 
at A ustin’s Counseling and M ental 
H ealth  Center, said about 18 per­
cen t o f students surveyed defined 
themselves as having at least once 
seriously considered com m itting  
suicide. Eight percent o f students 
said they had attempted suicide at 
least once.

Brownson said there were some 
differences in  the num bers from 
every school, but it has no t been 
determ ined if a school’s location  
or a student’s hom etow n make a 
sig n ifica n t im p act on  stu d ents’

likelihood to consider suicide
W ylie Tene, the spokesperson for 

the A m erican Foundation for Suicide 
P revention said via e-m ail the sui­
cide rate for college students is low, 
especially compared to college-aged 
persons not attending school.

Despite the lower rate, Tene said 
nearly 1,100 college students com m it 
suicide every year.

“Depression is the leading cause 
o f suicide,” she said. “Depression is a 
real illness. T h e  best way to prevent 
suicide is to recognize the symptoms 
early and seek treatm ent.”

L oneliness was reported as the 
second leading cause of students who 
considered suicide, according to the 
survey,

“Having a sense o f community and 
purpose can help students feel more 
connected ,” said Courtney Knowles, 
executive director o f the Jed Founda­
tion, w hich focuses on m ental health  
issues suffered by college students.

“Those connections may make it 
more likely that they will reach out to 
a friend for help if they are struggling,” 
Knowles said.

W aylon R andolph, a ju n ior so­
ciology and criminology m ajor from 
Houston, said he considered several 
student organizations, but rushed in 
the A lpha Phi A lpha Fraternity.

“I felt real alone at least for the first 
two weeks of college,” he said. “I didn’t 
know anybody here. It was a whole 
new atmosphere. Rushing A lpha Phi 
A lpha opened up doors for me to m eet 
a lot o f people that I wouldn’t have 
normally m et from different cultures 
and backgrounds.”

M any T ech  students becom e in­
volved in social, religious, professional 
and school spirit organizations.

“I ’m in  S a d d le  T ra m p s,” said 
Jacorey Mosley, a jun ior m arketing 
m ajor from A rlington . “W e uphold 
all o f T e ch ’s traditions. I t ’s a great 
group of guys, it keeps us focused on 
making grades. It could be three in 
the m orning and someone would be 
there to listen to your problems. A ny 
organization will help you. T here will 
always be someone there for you.”

G reek life has always been a popu­
lar starting point for students seeking 
to carve a n iche for themselves. Jason 
Biggs, adviser for the Texas Tech Inter- 
Fratem ity C ouncil said 538  males and 
700  females enrolled for form al fall 

2008  rush.
“I’ve m et a lot o f great people and 

(Kappa D elta) helps me get involved 
off and on campus. T h a t helps you 
keep your mind off hom e,” said Claire 
Waddell, a sophomore early childhood 
development major from Plano in the 
Kappa D elta Sorority.

Carrie Bradshaw, a freshman mass 
com m u n ication s m ajor from  S u n ­
down took advantage o f a Jed Founda­
tion Retreat before school started with 
other first year T ech  students and a 
group of student counselors.

“I hav en ’t fe lt lonely  because I 
m et a lot o f people at the founda­
tion retreat,” Bradshaw said. I hang 
out w ith a lot o f people that I m et 
from there and I ’m probably going to 
becom e a part o f Navigators w hich 
is a Christian organization that does 
com m unity service work and takes 
mission trips.”

James Baumgartner, Student G ov­
ernm ent A ssociation internal vice- 
president and a member of the D elta 
Tau D elta Fraternity and the A m eri­
can  Society  o f M echanical Engineers, 
said he did n ot start his college career 
w ith such a th ick  resume.

“My freshman year, I didn’t pledge 
a fraternity ,” Baum gartner said. “I 
wasn’t too involved w ith my m ajor 
e ith er. M y co u sin  was in  stu d ent 
governm ent and convinced me to try 
it and that allowed me to start branch­
ing out from the people immediately 
around m e.”

Baumgartner said he believes par­
ticipating in student organizations is 
vital to the college experience.

“There are 28 ,000 students to m eet 
and you’re only meeting a tiny portion 
if you’re not involved,” he said.

Stu dents w ho feel depressed or 
suicidal or concerned about friends 
can seek help at Tech’s Student C oun­
seling center.

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Fugitives make America’s Most 
Wanted, could be in West Texas

In the nine days since eight inmates 
escaped from a Curry County, N.M., jail, 
four of the fugitives have been caught, 
and authorities are not ruling out West 
Texas as a destination for the remain­
ing four.

Matt Chandler, Curry County, N .M ., 
d istrict attorney, said New M exico 
authorities, after capturing one in Lub­
bock and another in Cactus —  north of 
Amarillo —  are exploring the possibility 
that more of the fugitives may have fled 
to West Texas.

The latest capture occurred Thu^day 
in Albuquerque, N.M., acaarding to The 
Associated Press.

Chandler said his office has received 
a lot of information and worked hand-in- 
hand with the U.S. Marshals and Texas 
authorities.

The escapee who was caught in Lub­
bock, Raynaldo Enriquez, was transported 
back to New Mexico, he said.

Recently, “Amenca’s Most Wanted” 
posted information on their Web site 
about the ftigitives from the New Mexico 

jail.
David Mead, a deputy with the U.S. 

Marshals, said the, nationwide exposure 
the case is receiving by having infomia- 
tion on “America’s Most Wanted” Web 
site is good because it will cut down where 
the fugitives will be able to go and hide.

11 ev en t w ill be donated  to  S t . Jude 

C h ild r e n ’s ho sp ita l to  be applied 
toward can cer and o th er research.

“O n e  o f th e  great things about 
S t .  Jud e is th a t, th e  m in u te  they  
h a v e  a s c ie n t i f ic  b re a k th ro u g h , 
they  share th a t w ith o th er hospitals 
around the n a tio n ,” B ean  said. “N ot 
only do they  help  ou t kids in  this 
country, but they treat patients from 
around th e  globe, tr^dng to  m ake a 
d ifference w here i t ’s needed m ost.”

He had just gotten
en g ag ed . H e was ________________
excited  and telling 
his friends. Basically he wasn’t pay­
ing atten tion , got into the street and 
got run over.

“T h e  last text message he sent was 
telling them  w hat he was going to  
give her for their wedding.”

N o t a ll  p e d e s tr ia n  a c c id e n ts  
involve cars, Fitz said. In  fact, the 
e lectron ics-related  pedestrian in ju ­
ries th a t he has seen in  the em er­
gency room  resulted  from  p eople 
who w eren’t paying atten tion  as they 
clim bed up or down stairs.

“W h e n  you’re out, look around,”

he said. “You’ll see a lot o f people text 
m essaging, on  th e  p hone, looking 
down. T h ey ’re no t paying atten tion . 
T h a t’s very unsafe. Very unsafe.”

A s a bicyclist who rides six miles 
per day, Fitz said he never wears head­
phones w hen he cycles and leaves 
his cell phone at hom e so he can  be 
“constantly listening to traffic.”

“D on’t walk 
and talk on them .

T aking risks w hen it com es to  
pedestrian-car accidents is a serious 
gam ble, he said, because cars w ill 
severely injure pedestrians, regardless 
o f whose fault it was.

“Even if you’re right, th a t’s not 
necessarily going to keep you alive,” 
Shavers said, “so you need to  be alert 
and w atch for traffic.”

T he H oya (G eorgetow n)

Around eight o’clock Wednesday 
evening, the anticipation of the crowd 
gathered in Gaston Hall was palpable 
— it seemed that many of the assembled 
students half-expected Heath Ledger’s 
iconic Joker to vault onto tl\e stage, that 
impish smile on his face and a freshly- 
sharpened pencil in his hand But when 
Michael Uslan, the originator of the 
“Batman” film franchise and executive 
producer of this summer’s blockbuster 
“The Dark Knight” appeared, he pre­
sented an entirely different image: a 
kind-faced, silver-haired 5 7-year-old, 
with ostensibly nothing in common 
with the Joker —  except for a rather 
garish necktie.

When the University Lecture Fund 
hcsted its Fall-Kickoff Event, hundreds of 
Georgetown students, faculty and alumni 
gathered to hear Uslan share his reflec­
tions on life and show business.

Before taking questions from the 
audience, Uslan gave a brief sketch of his 
childhaxl love affair with comic books, 
his early days in the entertainment 
industry, and finally the fiilfillment of his 
childhood dream: “I wanted to produce 
the definitive dark, serious film version 
of Batman.”

Uslan stressed that comic books 
were a major part of his life from the 
very beginning; for instance, be related

his mother’s claim that, as a young boy, he 
taught himself to read with comics. By the 
time he went off to college, Uslan said, he 
owned around 35,000 comic books (dating 
all the way back to 1939).

One of Uslan’s most emphatic lessons of 
the evening was to “take what you love and 
make it your work.” He learned this lesson 
from his time at Indiana University in the 
early ’70s, where he seized an opportunity 
(in his words, “stuck a foot in the d(X)t”) to 
design his own experimental curriculum. 
Uslan became the country’s first instmc- 
tor in the study of comic books, finding 
himself at the center of the news media’s 
attention.

Within weeks, Uslan had comic-book 
giants Stan Lee (of New York’s Marvel 
Comics) and Saul Harrison (of DC Qim- 
ics) on the phone. An internship led to a 
cmcial screenwriting gig —  an early draft 
of the film adaptation The Shadow. Afrer 
creative opportunities dried up, Uslan 
retreated, selling 20,(XX) comic books to 
pay for law school.

His return to the entertainment busi­
ness wasn’t quite what he expected, how­

ever: Uslan spent three and a half years as 
a lawyer for United Artists, working behind 
the scenes on such classic films as “Rcxky,” 
“Apocalypse Now,” and “R^ing Bull.” “It’s 
so much better to take a calculated risk than 
to tell your children and grandchildren what 
‘I could’ve been,”’ Uslan said, referring to 
his departure from UA in order to buy the 
film rights to “Batman.” Ignoring Harrison’s 
discouragement —  “it’s dead as a dodo” —  
Uslan formed Batftlm Productions in Oc­
tober of 1979, but unfortunately Harrison’s 
warning gained credibility when every 
Hollywood studio consequently rejected 
Uslan’s proposals.

T en years later, the success o f Tim  
Burton’s “Batm an” vindicated all of 
U slan ’s tireless efforts and fulfilled 
his childhood am bitions. T h e  film, 
w hich starred M ichael K eaton  as the 
Gaped Crusader and Jack  N icholson 
as the m aniacal Joker, was the top 
grosser o f 1989. It  virtually defined 
the superhero movie as it exists today; 
the o rig in al’s m oody art d irectio n  
and m usic b ecam e tradem arks o f 
the genre.

Today, U slan portrays him self as 
som eone whose dreams cam e true 
w ith a lot o f hard work, some luck 
and a sound outlook on  life and its 
vicissitudes. U slan  urged the fresh 
faces in G aston  H all to work at what 
one loves, to  always have a “plan B ,” 
to be persistent and to  take the right 
risks. In  other words, U slan offered a 
good deal o f hackneyed advice that 
somehow seemed more valuable in 
light o f his enormous success.

S till, the ever-hum ble U slan was 
enthusiastic in giving credit for “T h e  
Dark K night’s” phenom enal popular­
ity to  w riter/director C h ristop h er 
N olan, whom he called “a master,” 
star C h ris t ia n  B a le  and  th e  la te  
H eath Ledger, “a consumm ate actor” 
in U slan’s words. U slan expressed his 
supreme confidence from the very be­
ginning in N olan  and everyone else 
involved in  th e  creative d irection  
o f the film, thanks to his experience 
in  m aking 2 0 0 5 ’s reb oot “B atm an  
Begins” and the crew’s “respect for 
the integrity o f [the] property.”
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Study: Most students exceed parents^ 
expectations, but feel they fall short

U C F  Psychologist Kimberly R enk 
said most students surpass their par- 
en ts’ expectations, yet still believe 
they are falling short.

R enk performed a study on paren- 
tal expectations, w hich included 69 
m ale and 105 fem ale freshm an and 
sophom ore students. A lso , 138. o f 
their m others and 92  of their fathers 
were questioned. T h ey  were asked 
about personal maturity, grades and 
dating.

R enk  is the m other o f two and 
the laboratory director o f U C F ’s U n ­
derstanding C hildren and Families. 
T h e  laboratories’ research programs, 
clin ical work and com m unity service 
aims to  b e tter the lives o f children 
and families.

A ccording to  a U C F  News and 
Inform ation article by C had B inette, 
achieving a high G PA  and finding 
an internship for job  experience are 
com m on anxieties for students that 
can  lower self-esteem  and make the 
a d ju stm en t to  co lle g e  a d ifficu lt 
task.

R enk said college students’ per­
ceptions o f w hat their parents e x ­
p ected  d iffered  from  th e  p are n ts’ 
actual expectations. T h e  mothers and 
fathers were in  agreem ent on  what 
they expected out o f their children.

In  m any o f the studies performed, 
th e  students were financially  sup­
ported by their parents. R en k  said

all or at least part o f  their college tions reported having more trouble
expenses are taken care of.

Melissa Beer, a 2 1 -year-old event 
m a n a g e m e n t m a jo r  said : “I f  my 
parents w eren’t the ones paying for 
my schooling, I wouldn’t feel h a lf as 
bad m aking a bad grade in a class. I 
feel more guilty because if I get a bad 
grade I am losing their money.”

C ourtney R osenthal, a 2 1 -year- 
old U C F  broadcast journalism  m ajor 
who is also supported by her parents, 
said the greatest pressure her parents 
place on  her is to graduate in four 
years.

The'stu dents who believed to  be 
falling short o f their parents’ expecta-

adjusting to  college.
R enk  said the authoritative par­

enting style helps make the transition 
into college life easier for students. 
“A u thoritative parenting describes 
parents who are warm and available 
to their ch ildren w hile also provid­

R enk  said.

T h e  study bridged a link betw een 
how w ell college students com m u­
nica te  w ith their parents and how 
w ell they adjust to  th e  ch ange o f 
atmosphere that college life provides. 
R enk  said it may n o t be the actual 
com m unication th at helps or harms 
adjustm ent, but the students percep­
tio n  o f exchanged com m unication.

R osenthal said, “I th ink  my par­
ents expect me to graduate on  tim e, 
do well, and get a good job . I th ink  
I ’m on  top of everything and their 
exp ecta tion s are w here they  need 
to  be .”

“Many people still assume parent­
ing ends when a child turns 18,” R enk 
said in a U C F  News and Inform ation 
a rtic le . “B u t in our cu lture today, 
there is a longer extension o f adoles­
cence. A dulthood is starting later.” 
R enk  said parents are more influen­
tial due to the increase in technology.

“S o m eth in g  is ro tte n  in  th e  
state o f D enm ark,” says M arcellus 
in the first act o f W illiam  Sh ak e­
speare’s “H am let.”

Yeah, te ll me about it, M arce, 
though “H am let 2 ” is set in  the 
state o f A rizona. U nfortunately , 
th e r e ’s n o  p o iso n  for anybody 
(especially the audience) to drink 
this tim e around.

“H am let 2” isn’t exactly  a train 
wreck, because that would imply 
th e  tra in  at on e p o in t actu ally  
w'orked. T liis film never works. It ’s 
a train  w ithout an engine.

“T h e  c r it ic  d oth  protest too  
much, m ethinks,” cries the Texas 
T ech  student w ho has seen  the 
hilarious trailer.

Indeed, the trailer was exce l­
lent. It made the m ovie look edgy, 
smart and creative —  perhaps in 
the same genre o f indie comedies as 
“Juno” and “N apoleon Ehmamite.” 
However, “H am let 2” belongs in a 
different genre: awful.

D ana Marschz (S tev e  C oogan) 
is a talentless actor teaching drama 
at a high school in Tucson, Ariz. 
H e and his two over-eager stu­
dents perform stage adaptations o f 
popular films, and they’re always 
bad. D ana learns that the drama 
departm ent will be shut down for 
lack of funding and lack o f good 
plays. In  an obvious parody o f what 
D ana calls “inspirational teacher 
films” such as “Mr. H olland’s Opus” 
and “D angerou s M in d s,” D ana 
encourages his new class o f Latino 
students to help him  produce the 
best play in the school’s history.

D ana has w ritten  it ... i t ’s a

sequel to “H am let.”
T h o u g h  i t ’s u n c le a r  w h e th e r  

D ana is trying to  w rite som ething 
controversial or is just clueless, the 
play shakes up the community o f Tuc­
son. Soon , an A C L U  lawyer (A m y 
Poehler) comes to D ana’s defense as 
the parents o f the students who are 
furious. A long w ith all the problems 
at school, Dana must deal w ith his 
crum bling marriage to his wife Brie 
(C atherin e K eener).

T h e  problem  w ith “H am let 2” is 
no t that it’s offensive; the problem 
is that it’s n o t offensive at all. T here 
are less than  a half-dozen moderately 
funny lines in the m ovie, and all the 
other jokes fall flat. T h e  entire fault 
o f this movie lies in the terrible script. 
As I have w ritten in other reviews, 
it doesn’t m atter how talented  the 
actors in a film are —  if  the script is 
bad, the m ovie will be bad.

K eener, arguably th e  m ost ta l­
ented o f the group, looks ridiculous 
delivering such poorly w ritten lines. 
Poehler tries her best to be a shock­
ing anti-Sem ite, but it never works. 
C oogan ju st looks silly the w hole 
time —  a stark contrast to his brief 
b u t m e m o ra b le  p e r fo rm a n c e  in  
th is sum m er’s far superior “Tropic 
Thunder.” A ll the oth er actors in

the film, including David A rquette 
and E lis a b e th  S h u e , are eq u ally  
unimpressive.

M ost o f th e  film consists o f prepa­
ration for the opening night o f the 
kids’ play. Surely, I thought, the  play 
will be the funniest part o f the film. 
I t ’ll be th e  edgy, hilarious part for 
w hich the audience has been waiting 
the w hole tim e. Unsurprisingly, it’s 
just as disappointing as the rest o f the 
film. T hough the show’s big number, 
“R ock  M e, Sexy Jesus” is a catchy  
tune, it’s neither as funny nor contro­
versial as it should have been.

“For in that sleep o f death what 
dreams may com e,” H am let muses in 
the third act o f Shakespeare’s play.

W ell, Prince H am let, I was more 
than willing to discover the answer 
to  that question about 15 m inutes 
into “H am let 2 .”

I get th at it ’s a parody o f inspira­
tional films, and everyone is supposed 
to be silly, but th at doesn’t change 
the fact th a t “H am let 2 ” is simply 
never funny.

“Tropic Thunder” is an exce llen t 
exam ple o f a parody w ith silly char­
acters and controversial scenes that 
succeeds in being b o th  very smart 
and very funny.

“H am let 2 ” is an e x ce lle n t e x ­
ample o f a failure.

Aye, there’s the rub.

Graduate student VP explains his plans for fall semester

A s th e  S tu d en t G o v ern m en t 
A ss o c ia tio n ’s V ice  P resid ent for 
Graduate and Professional Affairs, 
A rindam  Mazumdar is a m an who 
m ost certain ly  has a plan for his 
graduate student constituency.

Mazumdar said h e has three pri­
mary goals for the 2008 -2 0 0 9  school 
year: building a stronger connection 
between graduate students and their 
S G A  representatives, working to 
improve health  care for internation­
al students and organizing a town 
h a ll m eetin g  in  w h ich  graduate 
students will have an opportunity 
to make their voices heard.

“M ost o f  the tim e, we do n o t 
know what the graduate students 
want because they are in their de­
partm ents and hardly get a chance 
to  com e out o f their lab or com e out

o f their research,” Mazumdar said. 
“(T h e  town hall m eeting) will be 
a very good platform  for them  to 
to tell us what they want us to do 
for them .”

T h e  first tow n hall m eeting for 
the fall 2 008  semester, however, has 
yet to  be planned, he said.

Tentatively, he said he expects to 
host it som etim e during O ctober.

A fter sending a survey out to 
graduate students, Mazumdar said 
he learned many of them  are wor­
ried about their m edical coverage 
throu g h  th e  u n iv ersity ’s outside 
insurance provider.

“T h ey ’ve had problems receiv­
ing (in su rance cards) in  th e  last 
year,” he said. “T h is year, we hope 
that every' students receives their 
card th at w ill be m ailed to  them  
in due tim e. If  not. I ’d like to tell 
the students that we have Student 
H ealth  Services taking care o f the

dispatch o f the cards. If  the students 
do not receive a card, they can  call 
Stu dent H ealth  Services.”

A lso, the survey’s participants 
expressed co n cern  about transpor­
ta tio n  and parking for graduate 
students, he said, w hich h e  hopes 
to  im prove a fter d iscussing  th e  
m atters w ith  Texas T ech  adm in­
istrators.

O n  Sept. 3 , he said, the S G A  
will host a graduate student recep­
tio n  at 6 :3 0  p.m . in  th e  M erket 
A lu m n i C e n te r  w here graduate 
students will have an opportunity 
to  m eet w ith Mazumdar and other 
T ech  administrators who will be in 
attendance.

“T h is  is so m eth in g  th a t  has 
never been done before,” Mazumdar 
said. “W e’re trying it out for the first 
tim e and we hope all o f the new 
graduate students will com e.”

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US returns control 
of Anbar to Iraqis

BAGHDAD (AP) — The U.S. mili­
tary handed over control of once brutally 
violent Anbar province to Iraqi forces 
Monday —  marking a major milestone 
in America’s plan to eventually send its 

troops home.
But American officials warned that 

the snuggle against al-Qaida in Iraq and 
other insurgents was not over in the 
western region, the scene of some of the 
bloodiest battles in Iraq since the 2003 
U.S.-led invasion.

“This war is not quite over, but it’s 
being won and primarily by the people of 
Anbar. Al-Qaida has not been entirely de­
feated in Anbar, but their end is near and 
they know it,” said Marine Maj. Gen. John 
Kelly, the top U.S. commander in Anbar, 
during the handover ceremony.

The return of security control to Iraqi 
authorities doesn’t mean U .S . troops, 
who number about 25,000 in the region, 
will leave Anbar. The vast, mostly desert 
region extends from the western outskirts 
of Baghdad to the borders of Syria, Jordan 

and Saudi Arabia.
But U .S. troops will cut back on se­

curity patrols and focus on training Iraq’s 

army and police.
President Bush hailed the turnover as 

a major achievement, saying the region 
had been “transformed and reclaimed by 

the Iraqi people.”
“Iraqi forces will now take the lead in 

security operations in Anbar, with Ameri­
can troops moving into an overwatch

role,” Bush said in a statement.
For years, Anbar, the 11th of 18 prov­

inces to switch to Iraqi control, was the 
center of the Sunni insurgency. The city 
of Fallujah became the symbol of Sunni 
resistance until it fell to American troops 
in November 2004 in the most intense 
urban combat of the war.

The province was the base of the shad­
owy al-Qaida in Iraq and its leader, Abu 
Musab al-Zarqawi, who used the area as a 
staging ground for attacks in Baghdad until 
he was killed in a 2006 U .S. airstrike.

Just two years ago, a Marine intel­
ligence report concluded that al-Qaida 
had made such inroads that the war was 
“lost” in Auibar.

But later that year, some in the re­
gion’s Sunni Arab community mounted 
a backlash against al-Qaida in Iraq. 
Many Iraqi tribal leaders opposed al- 
Qaida’s brutal tactics, including mass 
killings of Shiite civilians and of some 
Sunni leaders who refused to accept 
al-Qaida’s rule.

The disaffected Sunni sheiks organized 
so-called awakening councils that joined 
forces with U .S. troops to push al-Qaida 
from the province. That enabled U .S. 
forces to gain control of the provincial 
capital of Ramadi and other cities long 
considered killing zones.

Now Anbar is considered one of the 
quieter parts of Iraq. Yet bitterness remains 
between the awakening councils and the 
central Baghdad government, predomi­

nantly Shiite.
T hat could complicate broader 

political reconciliation efforts on the 
national level.

During Monday’s ceremony, for 
example, the head of the local awak­
ening council complained that the 
central government was not giving 
Sunni tribesmen enough credit for 
fighting al-Qaida, and placing too 
much attention on their past ties to 
Saddam Hussein.

Monday’s ceremony had been post­
poned several times in recent months, 
with delays blamed on weather and a 
last-minute disagreement between the 
governor and the central government 
Over control of security forces.

But security concerns also played 
a role. As recently as late June, a 
suicide bom ber wearing a police 
uniform killed more than 20 people, 
including three Marines and several 
prominent pro-U.S. tribal leaders, in 
the town of Karmah, 20 miles west 

of Baghdad.
Meanwhile in Baghdad, a senior 

aide to Prime Minister Nouri al-Maliki 
said Iraq has submitted a list of proposals 
to tweak a draft of a U.S.-Iraqi security 
agreement.

T he changes were submitted to 
the U.S. government in Baghdad, said 
the aide, who spoke on condition of 
anonymity because he was not allowed 
to release the information.

Killings of 5 Afghan children inflame tensions in two separate incidents

KABUL, Afghanistan (AP) —  For­
eign and Afghan forces killed five children 
in two separate incidents Monday, further 
inflaming tensions in the country over the 
killings of civilians by troops from the U.S. 
and other countries.

NATO said it accidentally killed three 
children in an artillery strike in eastern 
Afghanistan. It said N ATO forces fired 
the rounds after insurgents attacked, its 
patrol in Gayan district of Paktika prov­
ince and one of the rounds hit a house, 
killing three children and injuring seven 

civilians.
In a separate incident, foreign and 

Afghan forces killed a man and his two 
children and during a raid near Kabul, 
police and witnesses said. Angry men 
gathered at the victims’ house in the 
Utkheil area east of the capital, where 
the three bodies were displayed inside a 
mud-walled compound. The man’s wife 
was wounded in the operation, said Yahya 

Khan, a cousin.
In another sign of the sensitivity over 

civilian deaths, N A TO  issued an un­
usual statement warning that the Taliban 
planned to make a false claim about the 
killings of civilians in the south.

TTe latest deaths deepened strains be­
tween the Afghan goverrmient —  under

pressure from an increasingly irate public 
—  and foreign forces in the country who 
are accused of killing dozens of civilians 
only in the past few weeks.

Afghan officials accuse foreign forces 
of killing up to 90 civilians during an 
Aug. 22 operation in the country’s west. 
The U .S. denies the accusation, saying 
its troops and Afghan commandos killed 

. 25 militants and five civilians in the 
operation.

The raid in the eastern outskirts of 
Kabul was conducted by U .S . troops 
backed by Afghan intelligence agents, said 
police officer Qubaidullah, who like many 
Afghans goes by one name. He said the 
raid killed a man and two of his children 
and wounded his wife.

The raid left the house with broken 
windows and bullet holes in the walls. 
Three other men, all the victims’ cousins, 
were detained during the operation but 
later released,

Khan said.
U .S. coalition spokesman 1st Lt. Na­

than Perry said no American troops took 
part in the operation. NATO-led forces 
said they had no information about the 
raid and could not confirm their troops 
participated either.

T he warning of a possible civilian 
casualty claim came hours after the sepa­
rate U.S.-led coalition command said its 
troops killed more than 220 insurgents in a 
week of fighting in the same province. The 
coalition did not say where the militants 

were killed.
It was unclear whether the two reports 

were related.
The issue of civilian deaths is a par­

ticularly sensitive topic in Afghanistan 
following the Aug. 22 bombing of the 
village of Azirabad in Herat province by 
the U.S.-led coalitiom A n Afghan gov­
ernment commission said 90 civilians were 
killed, a finding backed by a preliminary 
U.N. report.

The U.S. military has said 25 militants 
and five civilians were killed, and that it is 
investigating the incident.

T he U .S. has long said insurgents 
use false civilian death claims as a pro­
paganda tool to undermine support for 
international forces and the government 
of Afghan President Hamid Karzai.

Claims of civilian deaths can be 
tricky. Relatives of Afghan victims are 
given condolence payments by the gov­
ernment and the international military 
forces, providing an incentive to make 
false claims.

But Karzai has castigated Western 
military commanders over civilian deaths 
resulting from their raids. The Talihan 
and other insurgents use the deaths ,as 
leverage to turn Afghans away from thie 
government, he says. , ;

(A P ) —  Jim ­
m ie Jo h n so n  had enough tim e to  
th ink about how good his car was —  
and worry th at he m ight blow it.

“I ’m just happy th at we all did 
our parts tonight and didn’t let this 
great opportunity slip away,” the two- 
tim e reigning N A S C A R  Sp rint Cup 
cham pion said after an overpowering 
victory Sunday night at A uto Club 
Speedway.

Jo h n s o n ’s th ird  v ic to ry  o f  th e  
season served n o tice  that he is not 
to  be taken lightly w ith the start o f 
the C hase for the cham pionship only 
two weeks aw'ay.

“It  was an  aw^esome ra ce  ca r 
all n ight long,” Joh n so n  said after 
leading 22 8  o f the 25 0  laps in  the 
Pepsi 500 . “W e really didn’t tou ch 
m uch all n ight long and the car was 
fast and good. A nd the track  just 
cam e to  us.

“M ore th a n  anything, I ’m ju s t 
happy to close the deal. It ’s very, very 
rare to have a car that dom inant and 
it ’s easy to  do som ething stupid to 
spoil th at.”

A sked if  h e  has had a car this 
superior b e fo re , Jo h n so n  said, “I 
th ink  this is the m ost dom inant car 
and victory we’ve had, but I can  re­
m ember one other tim e, and I blew 
the opportunity. My rookie year at 
Low e’s (M otor Speedw ay), I th ink  
we led 5 8 0  miles o f th at (600-m ile) 
race and I slid through the pits and 
lost us the race.”

Runner-up G reg Biffle also had a 
fast car, but barely kept in touch with 
Joh nson ’s N o.

Jo h n s o n  w on th e  race  a t  th e  
form er C alifornia Speedway for the 
secon d  stra ig h t year and show ed

points leader Kyle Busch and C arl 
Edwards —  the two hottest drivers 
in the series com ing into this race —  
th at he rem ains a serious contender 
for a third straight title .

“I hope so,” Johnson said. “I’m just 
n o t sure how it ’s going to  shake out. 
T h e  weak spot for us has been  the 
m ile and a h a lf and tw o-m ile tracks 
and the C hase is loaded w ith those.

“W e’ve been  getting better each 
week.

TRAVEL
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EWU proves parity in coliege football could be real

Eastern W ashington is no t into 
m oral v ictories, but if  it was, the 
Eagles would be 1-0 on the season 
as far as they’re concerned.

T h e  Eagles may have taken a 4 9- 
24  loss to N o. 12 Texas T ech , but if 
anything was proven, it was that the 
line betw een Football C h am p ion­
ship and Bowl Subdivison teams is 
getting th inn er by the m inute.

“Really as you can  guys can  see, 
we can  com pete at this level,” E W U  
quarterback M att N ich o ls said. “1 
just th ink  it takes a little  b it too long 
to figure th at out. A fter we spotted 
them  21 points, the  rest o f the half 
we were w inning 17-7 . O bviously 
you can  see the ta len t that the 1-AA 
level does have.”

Numerous moments point toward 
parity in college football and F C S  
tea m s’ co m p e titiv e  edge ag ain st 
F B S  teams. In  week 1, Delaware of 
the C o lon ial A th le tic  A ssociation, 
took a 14-7 loss to  M aryland. A lso 
in week 1, M cN eese S ta te  lost to  
N orth  C arolina 3 5 -2 7 . O ne o f the 
more recent victories for F C S  teams 
include an A ppalachian S ta te  win 
over M ichigan to  kickoff the 2007 
season.

E W U  coach  Beau Baldw in said 
these and the Eagles’ game against 
T ech  are all examples o f how college 
football is changing today.

“From 1-A A  playing up a level, 
1 definitely th ink  it’s becom e a little  
closer than it used to  be,” he said. 
“But to me, this game especially, it 
wasn’t  just playing upper level. It  was 
playing upper level against a team  
that I th ink  is potentially a Top 10 
team  in the country.”

Besides taking the second quarter 
17-7 , the Eagles tied T ech  at seven 
in the third quarter.

W ith  N ichols starting the game 
w ith an in tercep tion to  T ech  lin e­
backer Brian Duncan, Eastern W ash­
ington found itself in  a hole quickly. 
N ich ols said all it took was some 
ca tc h in g  up to  th e  R ed  R a id ers’ 
style o f play.

H e said once he and his team ­
m ates were used to  th a t style, the 
game felt like something they already 
have experienced.

“I felt like for everybody else, you 
kind o f ca tch  up to  that game speed 
they  h av e ,” N ich o ls said. “Every­
thing slows down. From the second 
quarter on, it just kind o f fe lt like a 
Big Sky (C on ference) game.”

E W U  receiver Tony Davis led his 
team with 13 receptions for 114 yards 
and a touchdown, the only one by an 
Eagle receiver for the game.

F a cin g  a team  lik e  T e c h  c a n  
m ake a player nervous, but Davis 
said once a player loses th at fear, he 
can  becom e more com fortable and 
make more plays.

“I had jitters com ing in ,” he said.

“A fter th at first drive, I settled down 
and ju st realized i t ’s ju st an o th er 
game. T h e  w hole tim e, we fe lt like 
we had som ething to  prove. People 
outside o f our team  didn’t th ink  that 
we belong. W e don’t th ink  there’s a 
huge difference betw een our d ivi­
sions.”

T h e  closest the Eagles were in the 
game was 2 8 -17  going into halftim e 
and 42-35  midway through the third 
quarter.

Davis said the m indset at half­
tim e in  the Eagle locker room  was a 
w inning one as they knew they had 
a ch ance to  upset the N o. 12 team  
in the nation . H e said the plays that 
could have been  in favor o f Eastern 
W ashington pushed his team  back 
more than  it should have.

T h e  Eagles entered this season 
N o . 7 in  th e  n a tio n  am ong F C S  
teams and expecting to  com pete for a 
Big Sky and national title. T h eir tour 
against F B S  teams is no t over yet, as 
they face C olorado on  Sep t. 6.

W ith  C o lo ra d o  n e x t  o n  th e  
schedule, N ich o ls said recen t h is­
tory proves no F C S  team  should be 
taken lightly.

“I ’m sure a little  bit was (T ech) 
com ing in the game too, thinking 
they’re playing a lower level team ,” 
he said. “A s you can  see w ith (A p ­
p alach ian ) S ta te  and some o f the 
other teams lately, I-A A  is kind o f 
catching  up a little  b it.”

A  seemingly-disappointed Morris 

said there was no excuse for how close 
the game ended up being.

“I guess you could say (we were 
hum bled),” Morris said. “It ’s some­
thing that will end up opening our 
eyes. W e’re not going to pat ourselves

on the back and say at least this hap­
pened now; at least we got the win. 
T h a t’s not the kind of team we are.”

A fter Crabtree’s touchdown put 
Tech up 21-0, E W U  found a way to 
get in the game when defensive back 
M att Johnson intercepted an under­
thrown pass from Harrell and returned 
it 37 yards to T ech ’s 7 -yard line.

“W e needed a play like that to 
happen somewhere, whether it was 
special teams, offense or defense,”

E W U  first-year coach Beau Baldwin 
said. “(Johnson) did a great job with 
that. Sometimes in these games you 
just have to have a few more things go 
right early, otherwise it becomes really 
tough when you’re playing against a 
quality opponent.”

Fullback Alexis Alexander crossed 
the goal line to put the Eagles on the 
board, 2 1 -7 , 1:45 in to  the second 
quarter.

Running back Sh ann on  Woods

scored his second touchdown of the 
game, making it 28-7 later in the quar­
ter, but EW U  turned in a seven-play 
touchdown drive after one o f T ech ’s 
five special teams penalties gave the 
Eagles the ball at their own 46.

A  5 5 -yard field  goal by E W U  
kicker Felipe Macias made it 28-17 
going into halftim e.

T ech  found breath ing room  in 
the fourth  quarter w hen running 
back A aron Crawford powered in a

6-yard touchdown and Baron Batch 
broke free for a 26-yard touchdown, 
making it 49-24  with 2 :08 remaining 
in the game.

E W U  quarterback M att N ichols 
threw for 335 yards, a touchdown and 
three interceptions. N ich ols’ main 
target, 2007 A ll-A m erican receiver 
A aron Boyce, caught three passes 
for 12 yards.

A t the end of the day, the Red 
Raiders know another performance

resembling how they played Saturday 
will not be enough against tougher 
opponents.

Leach said he would be surprised 
if Eastern W ashington is not in the 
national championship picture come 
the end of this season.

“W e here at Texas Tech,” Leach 
said, “we need  to  en te r ta in  a far 
higher dose of respect for all the teams 
we play.”
