Lack O’f Wheat Storageil Texas
May Cost Wheat Farmers Millions

Lack of storage space for the
big 1949 Texas grain crop may
cost farmers of Texas millions
of dollars, according to B. F.
Vance, Chairman of the State
Committee of the Production
and Marketing .Administration.
Although harvest has been un-

der way only a few days, 6 blocks
of pavement in the city of Haskell
Texas, has been reserved for farm-

ers to pile their wheat, More than
100,000 acres of wheat in this
coynty will average 15 bushels per
acre, according to most accurate
estimates. Farmers are offered
$1.50 per bushel. The approved
Government loan rate for this
county is $1.87, but to get this
loan the wheat must be in stor-
age, Farmers are trying to rent

school houses, empty store build-
ings, or any kind of structure that
will protect their wheat,

One elevator in Seymour, Texas,
with storage space for 165,000
bushels was filled to capacity the
first five days of harvest., Farmers
offered $1.50 with buyers predict-
ing the price may drop to $1.25
Loan rate here is $1.87.

Wilbarger, Wichita and Archer
counties are having about the
same troubles with wheat bring-
ing $1.50 and buyers predicting
$1.25 wheat.

Farmers are advised that storage
for grain sorghums is likely to be
scarce this fall and they should
take steps to provide storage on
the farm unless that they can
make arrangements to store in
public approved facilities,

Farmers Need
Prior Approval
To Receive Aid

To be eligible for assistance
under the 1949 Agricultural Con-
servation Program, prior approval
by the county Agricultural Conser-
vation Committee is required on
all practices.

Special attention is called to the
prior approval requirement by H.
E. Schuster, Chairman of the Bail-
ey County ACP Committee, so that
farmers will carry out the prac-
tices as required to qualify for
program assistance,

On all practices, the chairman
states, there are certain specifi-
cations which must be met, Assis-
tance is provided only when the
conservation practices come up to
definite standards,

Mr. Schuster explains that the
county committee, in deciding
where available funds are to be

used, and the farmer who accepts
the assistance are both under ob-
ligation to “give value received”
for the funds used for conserva-
tion. For this reason standards ap-
proved by qualified technicians
are used as guides for the prac-
tices indicated.

Prior approval is one of the
ways the committee has of de-
termining the kind of conserva-
tion work the famer intends to
carry out. Then the committee is
responsible for seeing that the
conservation carried out meets the
approved standards before the
practice is certified for assistance.

The chairman states that farm-
ers carrying out conservation prac-
tices also are required to main-
tain these practices. Farm opera-
tions which nullify previous con-
servation practices may result in
deductions from current practice
payments,

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RESULTS OF THE NEW
GIMER-AIKIN BILL

Texas will soon be among the
top ten‘ states in education.

Enactment of the three Gilmer-
Aikin bills into law provides the
vehicle by which the state will
climb from its low rank, it was de-
clared here today by Charles H.
Tennyson, public relations director
of the Texas State Teachers As-
sociation. The organization led the
lengthy legislative battle for re-
organization of the public school
system,

“These measures pave the way |
for more classrooms and more and |
Petter teachers, as well as provid- |
ing for more equitable distribu- |
tion of the cost and revising the
top-level administration,” Tenny-
son declared.

“Our children will receive a bet-

|

ter education. As a result, our
state will benefit.”
Tennyson pointed out that

schools which fail to meet the
minimum requirements of teach-
er's and administrators’ salaries
will not only fail to receive state
aid provided in the laws other
than per capita apportionment,
but will be dropped from the
accredited list.

There are now 42500 teachers
and 4,000 principals and suberin-
tendents in the public school sys-
fem. 1

“The new laws pave the way
for the addition of 1,500 teachers
as soon as physical facilities can
be made available.” 3

“This will relieve much of the
classroom congestion which has
made for sub-standard education
in many of our schools.”

The new salary scale for teach-
ers and administrators will do
two things to provide Texas a su-
perior educational system, Tenny-
son also pointed out.

“Texas will be much more at-
tractive to outstanding teachers
from all parts of the country,” he
said. “Too, the additional pay
teachers can get for holding mas-
ters degrees will send thousands
of them to school to get the high-
er degree,

The greatest (-nmllm)enl in many
years is expected by ‘'most Texas
colleges and universities this sum-
mer in their graduate divisions.”

The minimum salary for teach-
ers holding bachelors degrees was
increased from $2,000 to $2,400
annually. Under the new bills,
they get $54 » year additional for
the first twelve years of teaching.
That makes a maximum salary of
$3,051. The old ceiling was $2,655.

Teachers holding masters de-
grees will have a minimum salary
of $2,628. The minimum was
$2,232. Their credit of $54 a year
additional for each year of teach-
ing experience now continues for
twenty-six years instead of twelve.
That makes a maximum salary of
$4,032.

In addition, the law was revised
to allow school districts to supple-
ment the salary scale set by law.
Under old statutes, districts re-
ceiving rural, or equalization aid,
were forbidden to add to the spe-
cified salaries. Furthermore, dis-

AUSTIN, June 6.—Texas farm
cash income totaled $68,176,000 in
April, rising 25 per cent from
March, the University of Texas
Bureau of Business Research re-
ported.

Cattle was the greatest source
of income in April, bringing Tex-
as farmers $33,386,000. Income
from milk products totaled $10,-
298,000; and eggs, $4,724,000,

~ T. H. Haney has been display-
Ing a specimen of wheat this week
being grown on the Gonser farm
18 miles west of Dimmitt in Par-
mer county. The wheat, a Cana-

Grande Valley, and Edwards Pla-
teau more than doubled their farm
income from March to April.

On the other hand, March-to-
April declines ranged from 2 per
cent in Red Bed Plains to 9 per
cent in Northern High Plains.

In comparison with April 1948,
farm cash income for April 1949
was down 34 per cent. With the

exception of rice, peanuts, poultry,
and wool, all farm commodities
brought Texas farmers less money
in April than a year ago.

Farm income rose 7 and 17 per
cent over April 1948 in Northern
High Plains and Coastal Prairies,
respectively, but declined sharply
in other districts. Decreases rang-
ed from an 18-per-cent drop in
East Texas Timbered Plains to a
T70-per-cent fall in the Lower Rio
Grande Valley.

Farmers Are Advised To Cut Their
Hay At The Proper Time Of Year

COLLEGE STATION, June 3—
The old proberb goes ‘“Make hay
while the sun shines.” That's fine,
says E. A Miller, extension ag-
yonomist of Texas A. & M. Col-
Bege. But he reminds Texas Farm-
ers not to let the sun shine too
long on the hay.

There's a “best time” to cut ev-
ery kind of hay. When to cut de-
pends on what hay crop is har-
wested. If any hay is left too long
before cutting, it becomes coarse
and loses much of its feed value,
especially the protein, Prairie
grass, for example, can generally
wait until there's time and labor
available. But even with prairie

grass, you can't wait too long,
because it—like the rest— will

lose quality, Millers says.

Sudan and johnsongrass can be
cut as soon as the first seed head
begins to form, or even a little
earlier to get the full benefit of
high quality, protein-rich hay.

Cowpeas should be left until the
first pods start to ripen.

Sweet clover ¢ut for hay should
be cut before the stems get tough
and woody—before it blooms. And
don't forget to leave five or six
inches of stem on the sweet clover
so there'll be enough to grow a-
nother cutting or two. Alfalfa hay
is ripe for harvest when the field
is one-tenth to one-fourth in
bloom—or when the young shoots
begin to show up at the base of
the plants.

If you're growing alfalfa in a
field for the first time, it's a good
idea to let the crop go to seed
or at least to full bloom stage, Mil-
ler points out.

Legume hay—alfalfa, the clov-
ers and cowpeas—must be raked
into rows before the leaves shat-
ter. Grass hay may be left in the
swath until fairly well cured. If
pickup balers are not handy, stack
the hay in haystacks when suf-
ficiently cured.

The two important processes in
hay curing are loss of water
from about 75 percent to 15 or 20
percent—and the chemical change
known as ‘“sweating” or ferment-
ing. It is during this swarthing
process the hay developes an a-
roma and becomes more palatable,
Miller says.

Used On Early Crops

COLLEGE STATION, June 3—The
rotary hoe is doing a speed.up jqb
of cotton cultivation, especially in
West Texas and the Plains area.

Fred C. Elliot, extension cotton
work specialist of Texas A. & M.
College, says it works bhest on ghe
young cotton seedlings in getting
rid of the grass and weeds early,
the cheapest time to do it.

The main advantage to the ro-
tary hoe is that it speeds up cul-
tivation of early growing cotton.
Later on, as the cotton gets tal-
lar, this weeding machine doesn’t
work so well because the plants
outgrow it. So the cotton farmer
turns to his own methods of hoe-
ing.
%Vith all the spring rains far-
mers got the past months, they're
growing a pretty good crop of
weeds right along with their cot-
ton. Hand hoeing costs quite a bit,
but the rotary hoe cuts hoeing
costs down, Elliott says. A com-
mon mistake with rotary hoe own-
ers is not operating ‘fast enough.
Most of the time a farmer figures
he's tearing the seedlings up if
he goes too fast. Not so with the
rotary hoe.

There are a couple of things to
remember when using this ma-
chine, Elliott reminds. First, don’t
set it any deeper than enough to
break the crust of the soil. The
shallow picking action of the picks
pulls up the tender weeds and
grass, leaving them to dry out in
the wind and sun. The best time
to do the job is about a week after
a rain.

And second, the best operating
speed for the rotary hoe is be-
tween six and eight mile per hour
—at least four and a half mph,
running in third gear.

By keeping the bed flat, you'll
avoid throwing seed and grass a-
round the cotton seedlings. It's a
good idea to delay “dirting” the
cotton until it gets a good start,
Elliott concludes.

Moth’s Eat Other

Materials Besides
Wool Says Expert

COLLEGE STATION, June 3—
Most folks figure when they pro-
tect their woolen winter garments
from moths, the job is done. But
wool isn't the only item on the
moth menu. It also includes ani-
mal hair, fur, feathers and any
articles made from these materials.

Now comes the time of year to
store the winter woolens so that
moths won't make a feast of them
while you're in cottons and rayons.
Mary Routh, extension clothing
specialist of Texas A. M. College,
suggests checking the out-of-the-
way floor cracks and baseboards
where woolen lint and hair may
have collected. Such places are
often firtile breeding places for
moths. So you might get them all
out at one time while you're busy
putting the woolens in storage.

Clean out the clothes closets
and spray the walls, woodwork
baseboards and shelves with DDT,
About a half pint will be needed
for the average sized closets. Miss
Routh suggests using a residual
oil spray, since the water spray
leaves a white deposit where it's
applied.

The residual sprays are effec-
tive over a period of months in
killing insects that come in con
tact with the closet surface. Space
sprays last only a short time,

DDT solution may be sprayed
lightly on woolen clothing with-

out injury to the fabric. It's al-
so good for protecting clothes
hanging in closets. Moth balls,

flakes or crystal are advised for
clothes stored in tight bags, trunks
or other containers where a fumi-
gating effect is desired, Miss Routh
concludes.

Texans Ask Truman
For Grain Storage

WACO, June 1--J. Walter Ham-
mond, President of the Texas Farm
Federation, today went straight to
the president of the United States
with his fight to provide Texas
grain producers with ample stor-
age which would spare them the
loss of millions of dollars on the
1949 crop. Hammond dispatched
a telegram to President Truman
after the price of wheat dropped
to $1.55 in the area where har-
vest is underway.

"I have made an appeal to all
other sources for help to no a-
vail.” Hammond told President
Truman. “Gravity of situation
and urgency for immediate ac-
tion would justify unusual pro-
cedures and this appeal for con-
sideration by the president.

“The grain harvest has started
in Texas,” Hammond said in his
telegram to the president, *“‘and
producers are faced with prospects
of losing millions of dollars be-
cause of acute shortage of approv-
ed storage necessary to producers
in securing government loans.
Carry-over of grains from last year
and failure of Congress to give
Secretary authority to acquire stor-
age partly responsible for the a-
larming situation. Matter further
complicated by refusal of eleva-
tors to accept wheat for govern-
ment loan although there is ample
storage for wheat being bought by
elevators at $1.55 a bushel. Far
mers confronted with same prob-
lem during 1948 harvest which re-

sulted in loss of millions of dol-
lars. Situation more ecritical now.
Farmers insisting that relief be
given.”
