Without thinking much about it, 
we had thought that probably it 
was named for Joseph Weldon 
Bailey, famed senator from Texas. 
Nbt So. Bailey County was created 
by the Legislature long before the 
great orator was even heard of 
by Texans. Judge Tate put us on 
the right track. We went out and 
read the inscription on the mark­
er at the roadside park, based on 
information furnished by the Tex­
as Centennial Commission, the 
marker erected by the Texas High­
way Department. It reads:

Bailey County—part of Bexar 
Territory 1836-1876; created Aug.
21, 1876; Organised Nov. 5, 1918; 
named in honor of PETER 
JAMES BAILEY, bom 1812. died 
1836; a Kentucky lawyer; killed 
in defending the Alamo.

The 24-year old lawyer and sol­
dier died far from home defend­
ing the liberty he had been taught 
to cherish. More than ever, I am 
proud to live in this county be­
cause it was named for such a 
man. • • •

PORTALES- When a farmer fi­
gures he will make a return of 
better than $75 to $100 per acre 
on a crop, he generally thinks he’s 
had a good crop. But when a crop 
brings a profit of close to $400 
for each acre, well, that’s cause 
to crow,' and a small group of 
Roosevelt county farmeis are do­
ing just that.

Onion harvest got underway 
there during the past week, and 
some are reporting as high as 
$625 gross per acre, which figures 
close to the $400 profit mark if 
the producer grades and sacks 
his own product.

Leonard Buttrell. south of Por- 
tales, is one of those few grow­
ers who is reporting profits near 
that high figure.
On seven acres, Buttrell expects 

to harvest an average of 250 fifty- 
pound crates of the vegetables.
Current market quotations are 
$2.50 per crate for top grade on­
ions. On that basis, his gross re­
turn figures $625 for each of the 
seven acres.

“However,” Buttrell says, "I don’t 
lay that extra-high return entirely 
on my farming ability or on the 
land’s productivity.”

“The market happened to be 
high at the start of the harvest 
just as wheat growers gained sev­
eral years ago under similar cir­
cumstances. My crops were irri­
gated often to be sure they got j front the vegetable and place them 
plenty of water, and insect darn- j in a crate.

Buttrell has been raising onions 
on irrigated land for three years, 
and this year brought the highest 
prices during that period. In 1945 
he harvested 400 crates to the 
acre, but realized a gross less than 
this season. Market prices then 
were only $1.50 per crate.

In 1946, his production was a- 
bout 275 crates per acre, but pric­
es remained at $1.50. He skipped 
last year.

This year, he expects to harvest 
1,500 crates, which he will grade 
and sack himself for that extra 
$1 per crate. Producers who sell 
their onions on a field-run basis 
get only $1.50 per crate, which 
permits them to make a net re­
turn of close to $200 ner acre.

Some farmers also have been 
hit hard by hail damage this 
year, with a few reporting 50 per 
cent damage.

The biggest problem encounter­
ed by growers this year has been 
a shortage of labor during har­
vest. Although wage rates are fair 
to good, the workers just aren’t 
available. Payment is 20 cents per 
crate. A good harvester will crate 
upwards of 40 crates in a day.

Finding a sate place to shoot ia 
oiost important. A safe shooter is 
a skillful shooter—he knows where 
every bullet is going and he has a 
backstop behind his target to stop 
the bullet. This applies both to 
nunting and target shooting. And 
no matter what kind of shooting 
you intend to do, get your practice 
an the target range. It is the only 
>tood way to learn the basics.

For beginners I recommend fir­
ing at 60 feet, the standard indoor 
distanca Later you can increase 
to 60 and 100 yards, the standard 
lutdoor distances. The illustration 
at left above shows a safe bullet 
stop for a 60-foot range Id your 
basement or shed. Fill a targe 
packing box or crib with sand and 
place it In front of a solid brick 
>r masonry walL Board-up all win­

dows with steel or one-inch hard­
wood. Reinforce the front of the 
box and arrange lights as shown. 
Sand about eighteen Inches from 
front to back will stop .22 caliber 
bullets, but remember to repack It 
regularly.

Outdoors select a steep hill or 
bank which is free from rocks and 
hang your target in front of i t  
Build a simple frame to hold your 
target; don’t tack it to a tree or 
the bullets will ricochet danger­
ously.

Best of all Join or form a rifle 
club in your community or school 
and build a real range.

Four-year-old Ursula Grama- 
rozk, one of the millions of refugee 
children in Germany, has no home 
of her own. But she does have some 
food every day. She gets it at the 
Grubweg church home, which is 
supplied from contributions which 
were made by American farmers in 
this_ and 25 other states to the 
Christian Rural Overseas program 
(CROP).
► In the year ending June 1, a total 
o f 75,668,581 pounds of farm com­
modities had been contributed for 
distribution in 22 of the 43 nations 
served by CROP’S sponsoring agen­
cies: Catholic Rural Life, Church 
World Service (22 Protestant de­
nominations), and Lutheran World 
Relief. Gifts in kind included 28,- 
975,504 pounds of wheat for 38% 
of the total, 22,061,357 pounds of 
corn fo r  28%, and 13,185,661 
pounds of beans for 17%.

Meanwhile, plans are well ad­
vanced for extending the CROP 
drive nation-wide this year. A l­
ready, organizations have been set 
up in 20 states, and 11 others are 
in the process of organization for 
harvest season campaigns.

Cutworms Damage 
Cotton In Area

The cutworm has been pretty 
busy in cotton fields of the coun­
ty in the last few days, County 
Agent J. K. Adams says. He said 
that if one cutworm is encounter­
ed for every step one takes along 
a cotton row, something should 
be done about it.

Dusting would be a good idea in 
his opinion. Best results have 
been obtained locally with the 
solution known as 3-5-40, he said. 
Mr. Adams spent a goodly amount 
of time in the south part of the 
county investigating insect dam­
age last week.

He hasn’t seen any aphids or 
flea hoppers in serious numbers, 
but he says they are present and 
advised a sharp lookout. Lamb 
County farmers have reported con­
siderable activity by these insects, 
he said.

Helpful on Farms

Perform Most of Heavy 
Lifting, Transport Jobs

On today’s electrified farms, ele­
vators perform most of the heavy 
lifting and short transportation jobs. 
Although used for a number of 
years to some extent, these devices 
did not acquire widespread popu­
larity until World War II.

It was during the worst of the 
manpower shortage period that ele­
vators were used most. They an­
swered the demands of older men 
for mechanical help to replace em­
ployees called to service. And they 
saved the day for younger farmers 
in helping them save time for more 
important production tasks.

Vernon H. Moore, of Rock coun­
ty, Wisconsin, was named winner of 
the 1948 malting barley contest con­
ducted in seven midwest states by 
the Midwest Barley Improvement 
Association.

As an award for his accomplish­
ment, Moore received $1,000 in cash, 
a handsome trophy, and a special 
ribbon of honor, as well as an all­
expense trip to Minneapolis.

Farm elevators are either porta­

ble or stationary. In general, motors 
for portable elevators range in size I 
from one-half to one horsepower, j 
Tests made at Idaho state college 
indicate that an average load of 
grain can be emptied and cribbed 
by one man in from six to eight 
minutes with the aid of a portable 
elevator.

Elevators also are used for rais­
ing or moving a wide variety, of 
farm produce, including hay, loose 
or sacked grain.

The use of elevators in farm work 
has been found highly desirable be­
cause of the freeing of labor for 
other tasks and the amount of time 
saved over the run of a crop year.

In addition to the regional award, 
Moore received the first Wisconsin 
state prize of $500, a county prize 
of $25, and state and county tro­
phies. In the final judging, Moore’s 
Barley competed with samples from 
more than 125 carloads of the grain 
grown by contestants in the seven- 
state area. The prize-winning barley 
was of the Kindred variety, and was 
grown on 50 acres of Moore’s 180 
acre farm.

The prize-winning barley was se­
lected by a committee of judges 
which included representatives of 
the U. S. department of agriculture.

Each farmer taking part in the 
competition was required to enter 
a full carload of barley, or to join 
with not more than four other bar­
ley growers In making up a carload 
shipment. Only varieties of barley 
approved for malting purposes in 
each of the seven states was ac­
cepted in the competition. Samples 
from contest cars were used as the 
basis for judging the grain.

Sons or daughters of cash prize­
winners who assisted in growing the 
crop and who were between the 
ages of 12 and 21, received special 
farm youth award prizes equal to 
10 per cent of the cash prizes won 
by the parent.

Another farm job is brought 
closer to complete mechanisation 
by this automatic field forage 
harvester. Within a few minutes 
the corn harvesting unit can be 
substituted for the hay pickup at­
tached to the basic machine. With 
hay unit, the machine automatic­
ally picks up hay from the wind­
row, chops and blows It into a 
trailing wagon for removal te 
mow or silo. With corn attach­
ment, the machine sweeps along 
the row, cutting and chopping 
corn for silage.

•ye-spotted bud moth.
The development of a new and 

efficient dinitor fungicide and in­
secticide for orchard use has been 
announced by the manufacturer, 
Dow chemical company.

The chemical is the triethanola­
mine salt of dinitro-sec-butylphenol 
and Is effective against a wide 
range of fruit pests and diseases. 
First used experimentally during 
the 1942 season, the compound is 
now ready for commercial use un­
der the trade name DN-289. It is 
available as a stable, clear solution 
which containes eight ounces actual 
dinitro-sec-butylphenol in e a c h  
quart and which is readily miscible 
with water.

DN-289 has shown high efficiency 
as an Insecticide for use in the dor­
mant period against a variety of 
insects such as the rosy apple 
aphid, the currant aphid, the black 
cherry aphid, the mealy plum 
aphid, eye spotted bud moth, the 
cherry case-bearer, the pear psylla 
and oyster shell scale on apple and 
lilac. It also has given very prom­
ising results in control of the San 
Jose scale, scurfy scale and the 
eggs of the European red mite. 
As a fungicide. DN-289 has been 
used successfully for the control of 
sooty blotch on pean.

The amounts of the compound 
required to attain good control 
ranges from one quart to two quarts 
In 100 gallons of water. Aphids are 
controlled with one quart while two 
quarts are needed to kill bud moths, 
ease-bearer and the pear psylla. 
Heavier concentrations may be 
needed to control oyster shell scale.

Giles Says Procedure For 
Acquiring Land Under Vet 
Program To Be Kept Simple,
By BASCOM GILES 

Commissioner of the General Land 
Office and Chairman of the 

Veterans’ Land Board

(Editor’s Note: This is the con­
cluding article of a series of three 
by Bascom Giles explaining the 
newly created V e t e r a n s ’ Land 
Board Program.)

In keeping with the terms of the 
legislation creating the Texas Vet­
erans’ Land Board, its administra­
tion and operating policies will be 
kept as simple as the problems 
this huge program will permit.

The fact that approximately 13,- 
000 veterans h a v e  already con­
tacted this office for information 
on the working details of the plan 
indicates the commendable desire 
of veterans to own a farm or ranch 
home und e r  the idea originally 
conceived by the author five years 
ago.

Paper work involving application 
to participate has been cut to the 
minimum. Each successive step has 
been shorn of all encumbering de-
lays.

For example, proof of the appli­
cant’s eligibility can be established 
by submitting a certified copy of 
his honorable discharge plus sub­
stantiation that the applicant was 
a resident of Texas at the time he 
entered military service and is still 
a legal resident at the time of ap- 
ilication for land program bene­

fits. For those taking advantage of 
the 90 day priority offered those 
who have a service-connected disa­
bility sustained in combat, certifi­
cation of such must accompany the 
application.

Each veteran will be limited to 
one purchase not exceeding $7,600 
cost to the Board. He will be re­
quired to pay not less than five 
per cent down and execute an on- 
or-before note for 40 years at 
three per cent interest for the 
balance. ( *

Should a purchaser desire to ac­
quire a tract of land costing NOT 
more than $10,000 he will oe re-

Fi

quired to pay the difference be­
tween $7,600 and the purchase 
price plus the five per cent down 
payment' on the $7,500 loan.

He shall have served not less 
than 90 days on active duty in 
some branch of the armed service 
between September 16, 1940 and 
December 31, 1946, unless dis­
charged s o o n e r  for service-con­
nected disabijities. A certified copy 
of the applicants honorable dis
charge wil required to be filed
with application. In addition, a vet­
eran wno leases his land for oil or 

as must apply one-half of all 
onus and rentals to the retirement 

of his debt.
The veterans will NOT be re­

quired to live upon the property 
but he will NOT be permitted to 
dispose of it for a period of three 
years.

Payments of principle on note 
with interest will be made on a 
semi-annual basis. Each veteran 
will receive a contract of sale from 
the state and upon final payment 
he or she will be granted absolute 
title.

Failure to make payments when • 
due, permits the Board to revoke 
the contract of purchase and to 
forfeit the land which can then be 
offered for resale to other vet­
erans.

A veteran may reinstate his land 
which has been forfeited, up to the 
announced date of resale by pay­
ment of a penalty and placing ac­
count in good standing. ■

Vandygriff, an attorney,, w ho 
hails from Ennis, Texas, has been 
serving as Chief Clerk of the Gen­
eral Land Office. He is a veteran 
of World War II having served as 
a Major in the Army Air Force. 
He was selected by the Board to 
direct the administrative machin­
ery of the new program on the 
basis of his long experience in the 
Land Office where the offices and 
records of the program will be 
maintained.

Dry Crib Com

White Mice Serving 
In Chemical Tests

Insecticide Shower 
Evaluates Formulae
An old-style phonograph rigged 

up to give a revolving shower bath 
to a white mouse is helping test 
new chemicals for effectiveness in 
stable fly control. The mice are 
pinch-hitting for dairy cows in 
making the tests, says the U.S. de­
partment of agriculture.

The old phonograph was one that 
played wax cylinder records. The 
test mouse is confined in a screen 
cage that replaces the old record 
holder. The mouse is rolled around

Farmers with com in the crib 
are beginning to have a few ques­
tions in their minds. Some of the 
com may be quite high in moisture 
content and warmer weather will 
add to the problems of handling the 
com.

W. H. Sheldon, agricultural en­
gineer at Michigan state college, 
says that wet corn will keep indef­
initely while frozen. The problem is 
what to do with the wet com that is 
still in the crib when warmer 
weather returns.

One solution is to feed it out 
before the weather warms up. How­
ever, in many cases large quanti­
ties may be on hand and cannot be 
used rapidly.

E x p e r i m e n t s  in Michigan, 
Ohio ,  Indiana, llincis and  
Iowa, have shown that heated air 
can be used to dry wet com. Blow­
ing unheated air through the crib 
with a hay drier fan will not take 
out very much water, but it will 
keep the com as cool as the air and 
greatly retard mold growth.

several times under a sprayed 
solution of the new chemical, and 
then is rolled under an air stream 
until dry. The test comes the next 
day in another cage with 20 stable 
flies. If as many as four of the flies 
succeed in attacking the mouse 
without being driven off or 
poisoned, the chemical is not re­
garded as worth a full scale test 
on a cow. This is the first time 
white mice have been used in just 
this kind of experimental work.

Federal entomologists are search­
ing actively for a spray that will 
protect animals from attack by 
stable flies and other blood-sucking 
flies and mosquitoes. Recent ex­
perience has proved abundantly 
how profitable it is for farmers to 
protect cattle from the torment of 
"fly time”  and thus avoid the sum­
mer slump in milk production and 
gains in weight of animals on 
pasture.

This search calls for trials of 
hundreds of chemicals. Many of 
these are new synthetics.

Not only do imprisoned air bub­
bles give the new plastic great 
lightness, but they also provide it 
with its excellent insulating quali­
ties. So-called “dead air”  is one of 
the best insulators known among 
commonly available materials, 
Sterling said.

Pelting rains may be a soil de­
stroyer rather than a farm blessing 
unless your land has a protective 
“umbrella”  over cover crops.

Beating rains on bare land break 
the surface soil into small particles. 
These particles quickly fill the 
pores of the surface soil. The sur­
face forms a hard crust. Water 
cannot soak in. Instead, it runs 
over the surface. The farm land 
then suffers a double loss. It loses 
needed moisture for crops and it 
loses valuable top-soil.

The Middle West soil improve­
ment committee suggests these 
steps for protecting your soil and 
giving your crops better use of 
the rains you get:

1. Use a cropping system that 
gives your soil as continuous cover 
as possible throughout the year.

2. Thick • growing grasses and 
deep-rooted legumes give the best 
cover.

3. Small grains following corn 
help keep the land protected.

4. If winter wheat or rye is not 
feasible, a good covering can be 
had by mashing down corn stalks 
or soybean tops.

Legumes like alfalfa and sweet 
:lover prevent washing away of 
»oil. Their prying taproots open the 
soil so rain soaks In and is held 
for crops. Legumes well fed with 
phosphate and potash fertilizer add 
life-giving organic matter.

Land Should Be Turned 
Under for New Legumes

When com is to follow first year 
sweetclover, it is advisable to get 
the ground turned under before the 
new growth of the legume removes 
too much moisture form the soil.

This tip comes from D. L. Gross, 
Nebraska university e x t e n s i o n  
agronomist. He advises, however, 
not to plow under the clover before 
new crown shoots get to a length 
of four to tlx Inches. Earlier plow­
ing may not kill the legume.
