WASHINGTON (AP) — Retail gas­
oline prices may go up 10 cents a 
gallon Thursday — unless a federal 
judge rules against President 
Carter’s plan.

U.S. District Judge Aubrey E. Ro­
binson Jr. was considering a suit that 
claimed the gas fee is unconstitution­
al. The losing side is expected to 
appeal his ruling, which he promised 
by the end of today.

Carter announced the fee as a gas 
conservation measure, saying the 
higher prices would force drivers to 
use less gas and thus help cut U.S. 
imports, which now are 7.3 million 
barrels of crude oil dally. The fee is 
due to take effect Thursday.

But a coalition of congressmen, con­
sumer groups and petroleum mar­
keters filed suit, contending that the 
fee is actually a tax and thus Carter is 
unconstitutionally usurping the power 
of the House of Representatives to 
initiate tax measures.

Wflile the tax was still awaiting the 
court ruling, the chairman of a House 
Ways and Means subcommittee today 
proclaimed the levy “ dead.”

Rep. Charles Vanik, D-Ohio, chair­
man of the trade subcommittee, put 
off until Wednesday a vote on legisla­
tion to block the fee, heeding a last- 
minute request by Treasury Secre­
tary G William Miller to testify.

But, Vanik told reporters, “ I think 
the oil import fee is dead. We’re Just 
arguing about how to bury it.” 

Opposition to the fee was building 
rapidly in Congress. On Monday, the 
.Senate voted overwhelming symbolic 
support for efforts to block it.

And Hep. James M. Shannon, D- 
Mass., the author of the House bill to 
block the fee, said some 130 House 
members have joined as co-spon­
sors.

The trade subcommittee was ex­
pected to give its approval to the 
Shannon bill today, but Vanik said 
that Miller wanted one last chance to
testify.

He said the subcommittee would 
hear Miller on Wednesday, then im- 
m e d ia t e lv  vote on the measure. 'The 
full Wa\ v and Means Committee Is 
scedulcd lo take it up on Thursday.

Rep .s.i n Gibbons, D-Fla., an ad- 
ministratu n ally on the panel, blasted 
the stop the-fee move as: “ stupid, 
childish and irresponsible"

And it also appeared doubtful that a 
two-thirds vote could be mustered to 
override a likely presidential veto 
should the blocking lesignation be 
passed.

Lawyers for the group filing the suit 
also argued that the fee may not 
reduce oil imports and could be 
passed on to home heating oil and 
diesel fuel customers instead of just 
automobile drivers.

The Energy Department’s general 
counsel, Lynn R. Coleman, told Ro­
binson, “ The argument that this fee is 
a tax is clearly incorrect. It’s an 
import fee ... to reduce consumption 
of gasoline and hence to reduce im­
ports. The fact that there is revenue 
raised doesn't mean it’s a tax.” 

Administration officials said the fee 
would raise $10 billion a year. Coali­

to ensure that is to apply price con­
trols" to all petroleum products

In Congress, the House Cammerc* 
Committee has already approved Ita 
own version of legislation to block the 
fee. And a floor vote in the House to 
roll it back seems likely by early 
summer.

On Monday, a House subcommittee 
investigating the fee won its battle 
with the administration for internal 
documents regarding the levy.

The administration delivered the 
documents to the House Government 
Operations (Committee subcommittee 
on energy. Earlier this month, the 
panel recommended that Energy Se- 
creatary Charles Duncan be cited for 
contempt of Ckingress for failing to 
turn over the material.

The subcommittee chairman, Rep. 
Anthony Toby Moffett, D-Conn., said 
the documents include internal 
memos from Energy Department 
professionals challenging the work­
ability and the legality of the fee.

Drug round-up 
nets 12 arrests

“ Hey man, they bust you too?
“ Not exactly, man. I’m the heat.”
"Son of a . . .”
Confused, groggy and startled at being rousted out of bed at 5:45 to 6 a.m., 

12 Midlanders, as of 0 a.m. today, had been arrested for wiling drugs to an 
undercover officer.

Many of them seemed slightly confused at the legal label for their charge, 
until an arresting officer explained “ you sold to an undercover narc.” Then 
it became clear. After that the question was “ who was It?”  They soon found 
out, as the undercover officer was either out helping with the arrests or at 
the booking desk at the Police Department.

One of those arrested had a .38-caliber derringer in his boot..
This morning’s early round-up by four teams of Midland police officers began 

the last stage of a three-month drug investigation.
When completed, the round-up will Involve approximately 18 people In 

connection with 23 to 25 cases of delivery of drugs.
The investigation began in February with a single undercover officer 

assigned to the narcotics department of the Midland Police Department. 
According to Police Chief Wayne Gideon, the undercover officer was an 
experienced policeman who is generally unknown — even to other officers.

He began the Investigation with information gleaned from people In local bars 
and lounges and from areas where drug addicts were known to frequent, Gideon 
said.

Officers began arresting the 18 Midlanders from addresses th«t ranged from 
west Midland to the east and south sides. Felony arrest warrants had been 
sworn out for all 18.

Eleven of the cases Involved delivery of marijuana. Three involved 
delivery of cocaine; one, delivery of hashish; three, delivery of metham- 
phetamines; two, delivery of amphetamines; and two, delivery of pre­
ludes, also known as Phennatrezine.

"We know we have a problem in some areas. I think it will be obvious 
where we have been directing our efforts,” Gideon said regarding the 
cases filed before and signed by the district attorney All of the cases 
were filed against those who delivered the drugs, not users.

‘We are making a very diligent, professional effort to prevent drug 
abuse in the city, not only through prevention but through investigation 
and arrests,”  Gideon added.

The cases were filed before Municipal Judge James Fitz Gerald, who began 
setting bonds this morning.

According to Gideon, Fitz Gerald set the bonds because Peace Justice John 
Biggs has been “ completely covered up”  since Peace Justice Robert Pine has 
been hospitalized.

No estimate was available this morning on the' cost of the investiga­
tion or the amount spent by the undercover officer for drugs.

However. Gideon said the investigation is continuing.

Carter, Reagan favored 
in today’s primaries

Defying the numbers that read 
Jimmy Carter versus Ronald Reagan 
for the White House, Sen. Edward M. 
Kennedy and George Bush pressed 
their never-say-never presidential 
challenges in the Maryland and Ne­
braska primary elections today.

Party leaders and pollsters say 
Kennedy and Bush could wind up 
even more behind the frontrunners 
when the votes were counted. But the 
challengers said in advance.that they 
wouldn't stop running before the na­
tional convention roll calls that install 
presidential nominees this summer.

President Carter entered the day’s 
primary competition 347 delegate 
votes away from the majority he 
needs to clinch Democratic renomln- 
ation against Kennedy.

Reagan was 220 votes short of a 
Republican majority. Bush was far 
behind.

The Maryland primary was for 59 
Democratic delegates and 30 Repub­
lican nominating votes. Nebraska 
was apportioning 24 Dem ocratic 
votes, 25 Republican.

The polls closed at 8 p.m. EDT in 
Maryland, 9 p.m. EDT in Nebraska.

A sampling of county election 
boards in Maryland indicated a light 
to very light voter turnout, which

some officials attributed to rainy 
weather and others to a general lack 
of interest in the contests.

There were no early reports from 
Nebraska.

Carter and Kennedy, Reagan and 
Bush, and an assortment of minor and 
dropout candidates were on the ballot 
in both states. In addition. Democrats 
could cast uncommitted ballots, a po­
tential protest vote that concerned the 
Carter camp.

Maryland and Nebraska were two 
of the states Carter lost to late chal­
lengers In 1976. California Gov. Ed­
mund G. Brown Jr. beat him in Mary­
land. Brown is on both of today’s 
primary ballots, though he dropped 
from the campaign six weeks ago. 
Sen. Frank Church of Idaho edged 
Carter in the 1976 Nebraska prima­
ry.

By the time Carter started losing 
late-season primary elections in 1976, 
his grip on the nomination was too 
secure to be shaken. His position this 
time is at least as com m anding, 
though Kennedy insists nothing Is set­
tled.

Carter now has 1,319 of the 1,M6 
delegates needed to win nomination. 
Kennedy has 734. Another 54 are un­
committed. I ^

Fraser’s election 
first for industry

DETROIT (AP) — The election of United Auto 
Workers President Douglas A. Fraser as a director 
of ttw (Chrysler Corp. at the automaker's annual 
meeting marks a first in the history of U.S. indus­
try.

Fraser was to become the first worker to rise to a 
directorship in a m ajor U.S. industry when 
(^rysler's stockholders meet today in Rockford, 
111.

It's quite a change for the man who went straight 
from high school in 1935 to work in a Chrysler-DeSoto 
plant as a metal finisher.

However, it’ s not as if (Surysler were welcoming a 
complete stranger to its boardroom. In his 27-year 
UAW career. Fraser spent four years ha a represen­
tative on Chrysler matters and beaded the union's 
Chrysler department as a UAW vice president for 
seven years until he became president in 1977.

Chrysler executives have the highest respect for 
Fraser, mentioning his knowledge, experience, in­
telligence and integrity, and uniformly express 
themselves as “ delight^" that he will Join the 
board.

Unions in the United States have almost never 
sought a share of control of the companies they deal 
with. The UAW is a rare exception — Fraser de­
manded a union seat on the board in negotiations 
with Chrysler in 1976 after the automaker's since- 
sold British subsidiary offered its unions a director­
ship.

WASHINGTON — If Israeli offi­
cials sensed a pro-Palestinian tilt in 
the Carter administration's United 
Nations vote against Jewish settle­
ments, they received another Jolt last 
month.

The suppressed story is told in se­
cret State Department documents. On 
April 10. then-Secretary of State 
Cyrus Vance, acting on President 
Carter's instructions, sent an unu­
sually blunt communication to the 
Israeli government. It demanded that 
Israeli troops be withdrawn post­
haste from southern Lebanon, which 
they had entered three days earlier in 
response to a Palestinian raid on an 
Israeli nursery school.

The Vance cable hit the Israelis 
where they live — in their arsenal of 
U.S. military hardware. Vance 
warned Defense Minister Ezer Weis- 
man that "illegal use" of Ameri­
can weapons might impede further 
shipments of U.S. arms to Israel.

By law. the president must slap an 
arms embargo on any nation that is 
found to be using U.S. weapons for 
anything but self-defense.

Repair work the primary task of Secretary Ed Muskie

PARIS — Edmund S. Muskie takes 
over as U.8. Secretary of State as 
Aatoricao power and Uie conduct of 
U J . foreign policy are at their lowest 
ebk la the post-World War II era. 
Repair work will be his first, indeed 
hfa permanent, task.

It is well that the travel schedule 
Muskie Inherits from Cyrus R. Vance 
will bring him face-to-face almost 
inunedlately with the realities and 
dtaMBsioas of the problems ahead. If 
the schedule holds, Muskie will fly to 
Earope May 13, after a vUlt to Wash­
ington by the British foreign secre­
tary, Lord Carrington.

‘nía flrxt stop on the new secre­
tary’s schedule is to be Bonn, to see 
Cbaacellor Helmut Schmidt and West 
German Foreign Minister Hans-Die- 
trlch Genseber. He will then go on to 
Bnisaels, where a special meeting of 
fnelgn ministers and defense minis­
ters of the Nortti Atlantic Treaty Or- 
gaateation ia to take place on May 14, 
to take stock of alliance policies as the 
Soviet ocennation o f Afghanistan 
enters its film month. Then Muskie 
frill travel on to Vienna for his first 
meeting with Soviet Foreign Minister- 
Andrei A. Gromyko.

tary of state will find the Europeans 
unanimously opposed to any further 
use of force or blockade measures 
against Iran in an effort to free the 
American Embassy hostages. It 
ought to be clear anyway, from the 
abortive attempt to rescue the hos­
tages by a military operation, what 
the risks of this course of action really 
are. This was what C hancellor 
Schmidt had In mind when he re­
ferred recently in a speech in Ham­
burg to "another Sarajevo”  — the 
shot that killed the Archduke Franz 
Ferdinand in 1914 and lit the fuse for 
World War I.

It will be clear to Muskie. if it is not 
clear before he leaves Washington, 
that if President Carter and the Pen­
tagon allow themselves to be driven 
by desperation to turn to the force 
option, and mine or blockade Iran’s 
Persian Gulf ports, they will not have 
their European allies with them. Such 
a split would have devastating conse­
quences for the whole fiiture of NATO 
and the world leadership position of 
the United States.

Therefore the most reassuring 
message that Muskie could bring with 
him to Europe would be clear word 
that the president of the United States 
now rules out any use of force in the 
Iranian crisis. It would be a starting 
point for getting Europe and the Unit­
ed States bkek on the same track.

The Europeans have been against 
the force option all along, not b^ause 
they are indifferent to the problem of 
the hostages but because they have 
never believed that it would work, 
and they really do fear the uncontrol­
lable consequences.

To take a small point, Lloyd’s of 
London has already informed the 
British government that if American 
mines are laid around the Iranian 
ports, then no ships can be insured for 
voyages in and out of the Persian 
Gulf, whatever their destination, ex­
cept at war-risk premiums.

The second great European concern 
is that Carter’s foreign policy has 
misfocused because of the overriding
political concern about the hostages,

"It is incredible, the luck the Krem­
lin has had in every one of 
military operations to crush opposi­
tion or extend its power,”  a European 
diplomat said. "In 19S0, when they 
went into Hungary, the Suez War 
broke out that same week. In 1968, 
when they went into Prague, there 
was the Vietnam War, an American 
election campaign, and Gen. Charles 
de Gaulle and Richard Nixon both 
talking about negotiations instead of 
confrontation and the need for de­
tente. Now they go into Afghanistan, 
we find the Arab World lining up 
almost solidly against them, and the 
leadershp role of the United States is 
utterly destroyed by the taking of SO 
hostages in Tehran."

The third problem Muskie will en­
counter in Europe is the old NATO 
problem of effective consultation 
among allies. The lack of confidence 
in American leadership, which has 
been accumulating on this side o f  tbe 
Atlantic for months, has now reached 
its nadir in the Iranian situation. He 
will find, moreover, that the last few 
weeks have produced a very impor­
tant shift in the European balance 
while America has been focusing else­
where.

The important decisions by the Eu­
ropeans are now being taken not in 
NATO — but in the European Com­
mon Market. This confronts the new 
secretary of state with a whole new 
diplomatic ballgmne.

At NATO, of course, the United 
States sits at the same table with its 
allies. But in the Common Market the 
Europeags are in the privacy of their 
own club, and the United States only 
finds out what is going on the same 
way the newspapers find out — by 
assigning a man to hang around the 
corridors and attend the briefings all 
day while the leaders come to deci­
sions In private. Thus, Increasingly, 
there will be a two-way transatlantic 
problem In the future, with the Euro­
peans taking their decisions on their 
own.

Clearly, if the harmony and efi'ec- 
tiveness of the Atlantic Alliance is to 
be preserved, and common policies 
for a new era of containment of the

Soviet Union are to be devised, then 
this fundamental problem of commu­
nications and consultations must be 
sorted out. That is what secretaries of 
state are for.

Muskie will find, too, that there is a 
disposition among the Europeans now 
— in the light of the Iranian mess and 
in the greater problem of where the 
world goes with the Soviet Union — to 
“ act and not always simply react to 
the United States," as Chancellor 
Schmidt puts it. This is likely to prod­
uce other strains as well — for exam­
ple, as the Europeans move close to 
open recognition of the Palestine Lib­
eration Organization.

Secretary Muskie will no doubt be 
smothered by reassurances from his 
allies everywhere on his first trip to 
Europe — but Secretary Vance before 
him enjoyed the personal "confidence 
of his allies”  to a greater degree than 
Henry A. Kissinger or Dean Rusk or 
John Foster Dulles.

The problem is that it is not person­
al confidence in a secretary of state 
that counts. Otherwise, Vance would 
still be in office. It is only the presi­
dent of the United States who can 
create true confidence in American 
wisdom, leadership and^wwet.— =------

About 10 o’clock that night, Muskie 
finally got through to Carter from 
Nashville. He listened to the presi­
dent’s offer of Vance’s Job and asked 
if he could sleep on it.

Carter said OK — and then called 
Muskie for his decision about 7 a.m. 
the next morning.

Members of Con­
gress have been flooded with com­
plaints from the nose-counters — in­
volving everything from tardy pay- 
checks to inaccurate neighborhood 
maps.

Census Director Vincent Barabba 
evidently had enough. He sent off a 
memo to all the bureau’s regional 
directors and district office manag­
ers, noting “ an increasing number of 
calls from congressional offices."

Though acknowledging every citi­
zen’s right to contact his or her repre­
sentatives, Barabba’s memo said: "It 
has been our experience thus far that 
the vast majority of these questions 
could and would have been answered 
by regional office staffers had the 
problems been directed to them 
first.”

He added: "I, therefore, not only 
suggest, but insist, that as Bureau 
employees you deal with the problems 
of our day-to-day operations through 
the census channels and mechanisms 
developed for this purpose."

That Is 
more important than whether or not a 
foreign ruler can meet the liberal 
standards of good government.

We must recognize the reality of 
revolution. Revolutions are not mass 
uprisings of the people. They are 
carefully constructed events by a mi­
nority of determined people who em­
ploy a combination of arms, money, 
and propaganda to seize the reins of 
power.

In Vietnam. Laos, Angola, Mozam­
bique. Zimbabwe, Cuba, Nicaragua, 
Ethiopia, Yemen, Libya, Afghanis­
tan, and Liberia, the revolutions have 
been guided by the Soviet Union. They 
have not resulted in paradise for the 
people. They have resulted in t3rranny 
directed by tyrants who are loyal to 
the Soviet Union.

If we refuse to recognize this funda­
mental fact, we shall soon find our­
selves totally isolated from the re­
sources we need to survive.

In a recent issue of "One World," a 
magazine published by the World 
Council of Churches, there are glow­
ing articles about the Sandanistas in 
Nicaragua with not one word about 
the torrents of anti-American propa­
ganda and warm Sandanista endorse­
ments of the Soviet invasion of Afgh­
anistan.

In the same issue another article 
cleverly paints the U.S. as the villain 
in Puerto Rico.

You can see the fifth columnists at 
work berating and undermining the 
American military; savaging Ameri­
can allies and praising Marxist revo­
lutionaries; emphasizing American 
mistakes or faults and i¿toring those 
of the communists.

The easiest way to spot them is to 
watch-Moscow-gtve the si^ials. Mo­
scow doesn’t want the neutroh anti­
tank warhead produced; watch the 
American fifth column oppose it. Mo­
scow wants the American military to 
remain weak; watch the fifth column 
head for the streets to oppose a draft 
or a bigger defense budget.

Look at the Republic of South Afri­
ca, an absolute vital U.S. ally. Mo­
scow’s southern Africa strategy re­
quires Marxist control of that min­
eral-rich nation. Just look at the 
continuous hate campaign conducted 
in this country, by Am ericans, 
against South Africa.

Okay, so South Africa with 16 mil­
lion blacks who speak a different 
language and have a different value 
system than the 3 million whites 
practice segregation. So did we in this 
country until Just a few years ago. 
There is no way a fair person can 
Justify the hate campaign conducted 
against the South African govern­
ment on Just moral grounds.

If we intend to survive, we had 
better wake up and face the enemy in 
our rear. The Arabs have a proverb: 
“ The friend o f my enemy is my 
enemy.”  In the present crisis, we had 
better live by it.

RRC approves publication of changes
AUSTIN — The Railroad Commis­

sion of Texas has approved for publi­
cation proposed changes in two Oil A 
Gas Division rules aimed at accelert- 
ing the determination of discovery 
wells.

Authorization to publish the propos­
als in the Texas Register was granted 
by Chairman John Poemer and Com- 
nntssioners James E. Nugent and 
Mack Wallace. The proposals will ap­
pear in the Friday issue of the publi­
cation.

In submitting the proposals to the 
commission, Sandra K. Joseph, an 
attorney in the Oil and Gas Division, 
said the amendments to Statewide 
Rules 41 and 42 will:

—Update, clarify, simplify and con­
solidate the requirements for reeivlng 
a new field designation and/or allow­
able.

—Eliminate duplication of effort in 
making determinations within the Oil 
and Gas Division.

—Provide for administrative ap­
proval of new discovery applications 
under certain conditions, l^ e  dired- 
tor of the Oil and Gas Division could 
approve discovery applications if no 
protests were lodged.

—Resolve a potential notice prob­
lem by providing that actual notice of 
a discovery application be given to 
offset operators and uleased minerals 
owners. The amendment also pro­
vides for notice by publication or 
some other acceptable means to other 
possibly affected opertors and un­
leased minerals owners.

An amendment to Rule 41 would 
allow submission of various types of 
recently developed logs. Also, Joseph 
said, the rule would be clarified and 
simplified by various changes such as 
requiring a “ legible" map rather 
than a map drawn to scale of one inch 
equal to 1,000 feet.

Noting “ a vast increase in workload 
resulting from the Natural Gas Policy 
Act”  of 1978, Joseph said the proposed 
amendments were drafted after an 
Oil and Gas Division review of proce­
dures for handling oil and gas disco­
veries under state and federal regula­
tions.

“ Because of NGPA requirements 
which are additional to, but not incon­
sistent with state requairements, we 
are duplicationg work in some in- 
statces,”  she advised the commis­
sioners.

Reed logs slight increase 
in Basin rotary rig work

Reed Rock Bit Co. counted 319 ro­
tary rigs making hole in the Permian 
Basin of West Texas qnd southeast 
New Mexico last week, an increase of 
one over the previous county

Lea County, N.M., had three fewer 
rigs on the latest county, but still led 
all Permian Basin counties with 41 
units making hole.

Eddy (^unty, also in New Mexico, 
was the second most active county 
last week with 31 rigs going, an in­
crease of four over the previous 
total.

Pecos County continued to lead the 
West Texas portion of the Basin with 
20 units, one less than the week earlier 
count.
, Counties with 10 or more active 
rotaries last week included Andrews 
13, a loss of two; Reagan, 16; Crock­
ett, 11; Hockley, 11, Ward, 11, and 
Winkler 13.

One year ago there were 226 rotary 
rigs working the Permian Basin.

Iran concedes 

lo w  p ro d u ctio n

LONDON (AP) — Iran’s oil minis­
ter today was quoted as saying Iran is 
producing 2 million barrels of oil a 
day, one of the lowest levels admitted 
to by Tehran offlcials since t^d fall of 
the shah, whose regime pumped as 
much as 6 million barrels daily.

Some oil-industry sources estimate 
Iranian production is even lower than 
2 million barrels.

The industry newsletter Petroleum 
IntelligeAce Weekly said earlier this 
month Iranian exports had fallen to 
about 500,000 barrels a day. Coupled 
with Iranian domestic consumption, 
estimated at 700,000 barrels a day, 
this would mean total production of 
about 1.2 million^arrels.

The station 
received about 400 tele­
phone calls Monday with

negative calls outnum­
bering posjtive ones, she 
said.

A few of the 130 sta­
tions that broadcast the 
show — titled "Death of 
a Princess’ ’ — reported
receiving bomb threats, 
but all turned out to be 
hoaxes.

The two-hour film  
dealt with the execution 
of an Arabian princess 
who took a commoner as 
a lover. The airing of the 
film in Great Britain last 
month prom pted the 
Saudi government to 
expel the British ambas­
sador. 'The Saudis com­
plained the film was in­
accurate.

The Public Broadcast­
ing Service supplied sta­
tions on the network with

a news segment on reac­
tion to the film and a’ 
panel discussion on the 
program, as well as the 
him itself.

In Atlanta and San 
F r a n c is c o , fed era l 
Judges on Monday re ­
jected attempts to pre­
vent the airing o f the 
program.

U.S. District Judge Ro­
bert F. Peckham in San 
Francisco said a court 
order blocking the airing 
of the film would mean 
“ turning our backs on 
200 years of heritage.”

A three-judge federal 
appeal’s court panel 
overturned a lower-court 
decision  requ iring a 
Houston TV station to 
broadcast the program. 
KUHT-TV had decided

not to show the p ro­
gram.

'The Saudi government 
had complained about 
the broadcast to the 
State Department, which 
passed the objections on 
to PBS.

At television station

KUED in Salt Lake Gty, 
Station Manag;er Bruce 
Christensen said he re­
ceived 12 to 14 telephone 
calls after the show, all 
positive. Before the show 
was aired, there were 
about 50 calls, he said, 
and they ran 2-1 against 
showing the film.

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Lillian Roth dead at age 69
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NEW YORK (AP) — 
Actress-singer Lillian 
Roth, whose best-selling 
autobiography “ I’ll Cry 
Tomorrow”  detailed her 
struggles against alco­
holism and mental ill­
ness, has died at a nurs­
ing home.

Miss Roth, who died 
Monday, was 69. She had 
been in a coma at Roose­
velt Hospital for weeks 
after suffering a massive 
stroke at her Manhattan 
apartment in February.

Her book, a best-seller 
in 1954 w ritten with 
(Jerold Frank, recounted 
how she was pushed into 
show business by her 
parents 'at age 8, her 
early  su ccesses  and 
failed rom ances, her 
bouts with depression 
and drinking, and how 
she made a dram atic 
comeback.

In 1956, the book was 
made into critically ac­
c la im e d  m ov ie  that 
starred Susan Hayward.

Miss Roth was bom in 
Boston on Dec. IS, 1910, 
to the former Katie Sil­

verman of Boston.and 
Arthur Rustein, a Rus­
sian immigrant.

Her acting  career  
began at the age of 6 with 
a New York Gty film 
company. By time she 
was 8, she was hailed as 
Broadway’ s youngest 
star and won the fea­
tured role in the play 
“ Shavings.”

In her teens, she per­

formed in Earl Carroll’s 
“ Vanities of 1928“  and 
Florenz Ziegfeld’s “ Mid­
night Follies.”

Dear Dr. Salaaiaa:
You often mention the 
importance of early de­
tection of diaease so that 
treatment can be started 
with no unnecessary 
delay . W ouldn't this 
ppply particularly to a 
disease such as cancer? 
While I can appreciate 
that research on treat­
ment is important, it 
seems to me that more 
should be done in the way 
of preventing or, at least, 
detecting it at a very 
early stage. Is anything 
being done in this regard 
in relation to cancer? —

Dear Jo: It is general­
ly agreed that preven­
tive, early detection, and 
treatment are all impor­
tant if cancer is to be 
conquered. Probably the 
simplest preventive, but

simply to stop smoking.

In relation to the early 
detection of cancer, sci­
entists at the University 
of Texas Health Science 
Center at Dallas are 
seeking to develop a 
blood test that will per­
mit doctors to detect the 
disease at a much earlier 
stage than is now possi­
ble. They are using this 
method to monitor the 
progress of lymphoid 
cancers, a type of cancer 
of the lymph nodes.

Dr. Ellen S. Vitetta, a* 
member of the research 
group, says they have 
reach^ the point where 
they can almost predict 
the remission or recur­

r e n c e  o f  ly m p h o id  
tumors when blood sam­
ples from patients known 
to have lymphoid can­
cers are tested.

The researchers are 
using a new tool, the fluo­
rescence activated can­
cer sorter, to detect a 
tumor cell population of 
less than one percent in a 
blood sample of other­
wise normal cells. The 
tool uses a laser beam 
that causes the surfaces 
of certain treated cells to 
glow. The intensity of the 
brightness of these cells 
helps the scientists dis­
tinguish between those 
that are norm al and 
those that are tumor 
cells.

Duke University in IMS, 
and was com posed of 
persons with m edical 
backgrounds while in 
military service.

NEW YORK (AP) — The New York 

Yankees’ Tommy John is a rare pitcher— 
he never purposely tries to strike out 
opposing batters. He invites — even dares 
— them to hit the ball.

Most of the time, they do. They hit on 
the ground, usually for a routine out or a 
double play.

“ The natural pitcher’s instinct is to try 
to throw the ball hard and go for a 
strikeout,’ ’ said the rangy left-hander 
after blanking the Minnesota Twins Sun­
day i-0 for his sixth victory and third 
shutout of the young season. “ Not me. 
Give me a little old ground ball every time 
and let me try hold runners at second and 
third. To me, an out is an out.

“ I try not to overthrow or underthrow. I 
Just like to get myself in an easy, steady 
rhythm. When I do, I pitch better and I 
think the defense plays better behind me. 
They don’t get back on the heels the way

they would if some flreballer is striking 
out batter after batter.’ ’

ON COMBINED sUtisUcs, John is lead­
ing all pitchers in both major leagues with 
his <M) record and earned run average of 
1.77, the latter regarded by purists as the 
true measure of mound efficiency.

Rick Honeycutt of the Seattle Mariners 
has matched John’s six victories but has 
an era of ERA 2.47. Oakland’s sensational 
Mike Norris has a better ERA with 0.36 
but has one less victory than the Yankee 
ace with the bionic arm.

The 36-year-old John, whose career ap­
peared ended in 1974 when he ruptured a 
ligament in his throwing elbow, has be­
come the ace of George Steinbrenner’s 
staff of millionaires and been largely 
responsible for the Yankees’ surge into 
first place of the American League’s 
Eastern Division.

The University of New Mexico has 
spent more than 183,000 so far in legal 
fees to investigate allegations against 
its athletic department.

UNM has until May 26 to file written 
responses to 91 NCAA allegations of 
rules infractions. The university was 
charged in September with 57 viola­
tions, but the NCAA filed an added list 
of alleged infractions.

UNM officials are to appear before 
the NCAA Committee on Infractions 
June 14-16.

Peter Johnstone',' an Albuquerque 
attorney hired by the university, said 
the NCAA probably will announce any 
sanctions it will impose on UNM a 
month after the hearing.

He has been preparing the universi­
ty’s response to the allegations, which 
listed specific names and businesses.

“ UNM had a duty to conduct its own 
investigation and interview those 
people,”  he said.

He said that some of the additional 
allegations flled against the universi­
ty came from his investigation.

Johnstone, whose fees have 
amounted to about $46,000 from Octo­
ber 1979 through April 20, said his 
work will end after the NCAA deci­
sion.

Albuquerque tax attorney Franklin 
Jones, who was hired' by UNM to 
investigate allegations against the 
athletic program, has billed the uni­
versity $38,874 for work from January 
through March.

Owners seek protection 
from their own greed

Los Angeles Times
In the year 1932, one out of every 

two baseball fans who went to an 
American League game went to see 
the Yankees. One out of three went to 
see them in Yankee Stadium.

By 1972, only about one out of every 
11 league fans went to see the Yan­
kees. Last year, the Yankees drew an 
astonishing 4,762,147 fans at home and 
on the road, but this was barely one- 
fifth of the league total.

In 1933, American League baseball 
drew a total of only 2,926,210 to the 
ballpark total. In 1978, the Los An­
geles Dodgers at home drew 3,347,845 
customers. They drew an additional 
2,146,323 on the road for a total draw 
of 5,494,168. That was more people 
than any entire league drew prior to 
the war.

Even in Babe Ruth’s heyday, major 
league baseball rarely drew 10 mil­
lion. It drew 43,550,398 last year. Two 
television networks and two dozen 
local radio and TV outlets paid big 
bucks for broadcast rights. The clubs 
sell their fences to advertising. It’s 
well known that people at ballparks 
eat their fool heads off and buy bobb- 
lehead dolls and miniature bats with 
pennants on them by the gross.

SO, W H A rS  the big deal about a 
strike? Why don’t they just give old 
Swats Stakarsky or Bubba that $10 
imillion he wants and get on with it? I 
mean, you're going to tamper with 
the affections of millions of kids over 
a few lousy million bucks?

Well, the baseball strike is unique in 
the annals of labor strife. The argu­
ment is not over wages, hours and 
working conditions. Ilie ballplayers 
are not bargaining for seven-inning 
games, no double-headers, or the 
night off whenever James Rodney 
Richard is pitching. The owners? 
Well, one labor writer thinks the 
owners are simply trying to restrain 
themselves by union agreement from 
throwing their money around like a 
guy just off a whaler. They’re like the 
guy who says, “ Take this key to my 
safe and, no matter what I say in the 
poker game, don’t give it to me! Not 
even if I threaten to kill you! ”

The owners know that they’re going 
to start to drool and lose control 
whenever a glamor player comes on 
the free-agent market. So they want 
to be bound legally to have to turn 
over quid pro quo to get him. If the

Dodgers covet, say, Fred Lynn, they 
can have him -  if they’ll turn over 
Steve Garvey. Naturally, under these 
circumstances, the wallet goes right 
back in the pocket.

THE PLAYERS, naturally, don’t 
want this, it severely limits their bar­
gaining pow er. But the union 
shouldn’t have to fight over this point. 
The concept has already been ruled 
unconstitutional in pro football. Any 
storefront lawyer could probably get 
it broken by injunction in an hour- 
and-a-half in baseball.

The players would like to reduce the 
time period to achieve free agency, 
from six down to two years. But that 
appears to be a highiy negotiable 
demand. In the first place, only a 
handful of phenoms are going to get 
good enough in two years to have 
anybody fighting over them, and a 
club’s investment in a player’s devel­
opment would seem to argue that it 
get a couple a years to recoup on that 
investment.

What is really at issue here is a 
difference in phiiosophy. Owners be- 

Mleve sincerely that runaway free 
agency will destroy the fabric of the 
game totally. Marvin Miller and the 
players disagree..

The players argue that no one is 
forcing ownership to dole out multi- 
million-dollar contracts to talent, that 
they can refuse to deal If they wish. 
But.this is not altogether true. If a 
James Rodney Richard comes on the 
open market and 25 clubs pass on 
him, James Rodney will promptly go 
out and get himself Sammy Tort the 
lawyer and file a tnasslVe lawsiiR 
against baseball. All he’ll have to take 
to court is his ERA to prove a gigantic 
conspiracy.

BUT THE owners seem to have bne 
foot in the bucket in their stance, too. 
If free agency is going to destroy 
baseball, it had better hurry up. In the 
six years it has been part of the game, 
attendance has risen by nine million 
in one league and flve million in the 
other. To pick a random example, the 
California Angels drew 917,269 at 
home and 860,552 on the road the year 
before free agency burst out. They 
were afnong the biggest bidders in the 
flush market. And, last year, they 
drew 2,523,575 at home and 1,728,537 
on the road. If that’s destruction, it’ s 
hard to prove. >

Unhappy Zisk 
just keeps hitting 
ball over fence

BALTIMORE (AP) — Richie Zisk 

is not too happy about batting sixth in 
the line-up, but he thinks he’s on to a 
solution.

“ I prefer to bat fourth or fifth,”  
Zisk said after belting a two-run 
homer Monday night, helping the 
Rangers to a 5-1 victory over the 
Baltimore Orioles. “ And, if I keep 
smacking the ball the way I have, 
there might be som e changes 
made.”

Zisk has batted .353 while hitting 
safely in eight of his last nine games 
and has driven in 19 runs this season 
in 85 at-bats.

“ When you bat third, fourth or fifth, 
you generally see better pitches to hit 
because there are better hitters be­
hind you,”  Zisk said. “ I’m not putting 
a knock on my teammates, but when 
you bat sixth the pitcher can be a little 
more careful.”

Zisk also said he’d prefer to play in 
the outfield rather than be the desig­
nated hitter, but again he went out of 
his way not to criticize his teammates 
or Manager Pat Corrales.

“ I don’t consider myself a fulltime 
DH,”  he said. “ I feel more a part of 
the game when I play in the field.”

Zisk, who first got to play regularly 
when DH Rusty Staub was injured, 
was in right field Monday night be­
cause Ai Oiiver had hit a foul bail off 
his foot in Sunday’s game.

The Rangers made three double 
plays behind Matlack, 3-0, one started 
by Mickey Rivers after one of his fine 
running catches in center field.

About half the dem onstrators 
marched off campus into the city 
streets. Some threw stones at police 
who countered with tear gas. Some 
were taken aboard a police bus, but 
the number of arrests was not immed­
iately known.

Soviet military dangerous, 
superior, warns NATO chief

BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP) — So­
viet millUry might is “ ominous”  and 
approaching a dangerous level of su­
periority, the chairman of the North 
Atlantic Treaty Organization military 
chiefs warned today.

“ Soviet confidence in the effective 
utility of her military power, coupled 
with a willingness to use it to achieve 
political ands as we have seen in 
Afghanistan, makes it clear that we 
are entering a period of high risk,”  
said Norwegian General H.F. Zeiner- 
Gundersen.

Zeiner-Gundersen’s assessment of 
Soviet bloc strength was issued at the 
opening of a NATO defense ministers’ 
meeting planning for contingencies 
rising out of the Soviet intervention in 
Afghanistan.

Among those attending was U.S. 
Defense Secretary Harold Brown 
Edmund S. Muskie, making his first 
foreign trip as secreUry of state, will 
participate in a joint defense-foreign 
ministers’ meeting on Wednesday.

— Zeiner-Gundersen said that since 
1970, the members of the Warsaw 
Pac^have increased their manpower
dirisions. 2*5 active

“ This increase in itself gives some 
cause for concern, but in combination 
with a constant flow of new equip­
ment, all of which reflects extraordi­
nary progress in advanced technolo­
gy, the improved capacity to make 
war and to use military power to 
achieve the stated aims of the Soviet

Union could be described as omi­
nous,”  Zeiner-Gundersen said.

He said that in 10 years the number 
of long range Soviet bloc missile 
launchers has remained the same, 
but that with the introduction of mU- 
tlple warheads, missile strength has 
increased from i,300 to 5,000.

“ And this number of warheads will 
continue to grow as more of the new 
generation of missiles replace older 
models,”  he said.

He said intermediate and medium 
range missiles have been made more 
mobile and that the number of nucle­
ar powered, missile-firing subma­
rines has tripled to about 70.

Major Soviet warships have In­
creased from 200 to 275, but the im­
portant aspect of the naval balance, 
he said, is the introduction of Kiev 
class aircraft carriers, tripling to 25 
of the number of missile cruisers, one 
of which is nuclear powered.

“ These improvements, coupled 
with the acquisition of bases in distant 
areas have allowed the Soviets to 
expand their operations into every 
sea area of the world in which they 
Jiave an interest,’-iM M id

Today’s meeting is NATO’s first 
since the Soviet military intervention 
in Afghanistan last December. Brown 
warned Monday that because of the 
Soviet action and the U.S.-Iranlan 
crisis, “ a greater part of the increase 
included in the American defense 
budget for the next five years will 
have to be assigned Southwest

Asia.”
” As a result, the European allies 

and Japan will have to take on a 
larger share of the Increasee hi tbe 
allied defense effort. lU a  will be nec­
essary in their immediate regions,”  
Brown said In an interview puoilahed 
by the Rome newspaper n Tempo.

The defense ministers of 11 Waet 
European members of NATO agreed 
at a preliminary meeting MoMuy to 
try harder to ca n y  out their 1978 
pledge to increiw  defense spending 3 
percent a year.

Though prime rate falls, 
bank profits improve

NEW YORK (AP) — The stock 
market posted a m oderate gain 
today, rebounding from Its pullback 
of the past few sessions.

The Dow Jones average of SO indus­
trials, which had recorded losses in 
each of the past three trading days, 
picked up 3.C to 808.12 by noontime.

Gainers held a 7-4 lead over losers 
among New York Stock Exchange- 
listed issues.

Analysts said the upswing stemmed 
primarily from technical market 
forces rather than any special news 
development.

Interest rates have continued their 
slide of late, with Morgan Guaranty 
Trust of New York leading a move 
Moil Streeters have expressed mixed 
emotions about the decline in rates. 
While the drop eases credit-crunch 
pressures, they note, it also could 
signal a fairly severe recession and 
mean new problems for the dollar 
in foreign exchange.

NEW YORK (AP) — Even though 
some banks have dropped their prime 
rate as low as IIH percent, they are in 
a position to improve profits because 
the rate is still nearly twice as high as 
the interest banks pay to acquire 
funds for those loans.

The prime lending rate — the inter­
est rate banks charge on loans to 
blue-chip corporate borrowers — has 
dropped 34 percentage points from 
its early-Apiil peak of 20 percent, 
while tM rates banks pay for their 
money have declined as much as 9 
percentage points.

Some banks have cut their prime 
rates to the 164 percent level estab­
lished Monday by Morgan Guaranty 
Trust Co., the nation’s fifth-largest 
bank, but the prevailing rate remains 
174 percent.

Business borrowers who do not 
qualify for the prime rate typically 
pay at least a point above the prime 
on their loans, while many consumer 
loan rates are as high as 19 percent.

The rate on federal funds, which 
■re uncommitted reserves that banks

lend among themselves, has tumbled 
to 104 percent from a record average 
rate o f near 20 percent in early 
April.

In addition, the rate on six-month 
Treasury bills fell Monday to 8.782 
percent from last week’s 9.495 percent 
and from a peak of nearly 16 percent 
in late March. Banks will begin pay­
ing the loE4r rate on six-month sav­
ings certificates issued ’Thursday.

Those six-month savings certifi­
cates, issued in amounts of at least 
$10,000, Ere an important source of 
funds for banks.

Large banks also acquire funds by 
marketing “ Jumbo”  certificates of 
$100,000 or more. Rates on these 
short-term certificates are not regu­
lated by the government and have 
fallen from a recent peak of 18 per­
cent to 11 percent.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Sunbelt 
states “ are being had”  in Washington 
when it comes to doling out federal 
money for housing, says Sen. Carl 
Parker.

Parker spoke to the Texas Housing 
Agency’s nine board members, who 
were in sworn in, Monday. He spon­
sored the legislation that created the 
agency in 1979.

“ We’re not getting our fair share of 
input or outgo from Washington. For 
some reason, congressmen seem to 
believe all the housing problems exist 
on the Northeast Coast.... The Sun­
belt states are being had, Texas in­
cluded,”  he said.

Parker, D-Port Arthur, said Texas 
was one of the last states to set up a 
housing agency and as a result lost 
$100 million a year in federal housing 
money.

Executive Director Thomas White 
of the Council of State Housing Agen­
cies in Washington said the nation is 
in the midst of an “ extraordinary 
housing crisis.”

He said fewer than one million 
houses have been built in the United 
States this year. For the past several 
years. White said, approximately 6.8 
million new houses have been built 
each year.

The agency was created to sell 
bonds and lend the proceeds to low 
and moderate income homebuyers.

Gov. Bill Clements told board mem­
bers at their swearing-in ceremony, 
“ Many thousands of Texans who face 
difficulty in securing adequate hous­
ing will be looking to this agency for 
help — especially In these times when 
the economy has made adequate 
housing an even more difficult goal 
for many to achieve.”

Parker said, “ If Governor Gem- 
ents and I can agree on something, 
there must be an obvious need for it in 
this sUte.”

The new home loan program will be 
restricted at flrst to $150 million, and. 
White said, the proceeds must be used 
by Jan. 1, 1981.

AUSTIN — Midland Savings & Loan 
Association executive Ray P. Moudy 
said Monday he hopes the newly- 
created Texas Housing Agency can 
work with private industry to provide 
public housing needs.

He will 
serve a term which expires in Jan­
uary, 1981.
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New Miranda guidelines 
impact subject to debate

W/»SHINGTON (AP) - The Supreme Court’s new 
Miranda doctrine guidelines define police “ interro­
gation”  for the first time, but the definition’s impact 
on in dividual rights and police procedures is subject 
to dcibate.

By a 8-S vote Monday, the court said, “ the Miranda 
safe.'guards come into play whenever a person in 
custMly is subjected to either express questioning or 
its fiiinctional equivalent.”
»Justice Potter Stewart, writing for the majority, 
expl {lined that “ the term interrogation under Miran­
da rciers not only to express questioning but also to 
any words or actions on the part of police ... that the 
police should know are reasonably likely to elicit an 
incriminating response.”

Tlie Miranda doctrine requires police to tell sus- 
pecl:s about their rights to remain silent and to have 
a lawyer’s help while answering police questions.

If a suspect invokes those ri^ to . police must stop 
all interrogation. Any statements made by the sus­
pects after the point where police should have ended 
the interrogation can not be used as evidence in a 
trial.

Ttie court Monday reinstated the murder convic­
tion of a Providence. R.I.. man . saying the state 
Supi*eme Court was wrong in ruling that Thomas 
Inn is was im properly interrogated by police. 
Stewart said there was no proof that a conversation 
betv/een police officers in Innis’ presence was calcu­

lated to draw his incriminating response. Stewart 
said the officers could not have known that their 
remarks would have that effect.

The court’s two most consistent civil libertarians. 
IhurgoOd Marshall and William J. Brennan Jr., 
voted to strike down the conviction. But they said 
they generally agreed with the new definition of 
interrogation.

Justice John Paul Stevens, the third dissenter, 
called the decision a retreat from the Miranda 
doctrine.

“ By prohibiting only those relatively few state­
ments or actions that a police officer should know 
are likely to elicit an incriminating response, the 
court today accords a suspect considerably less 
protection.”  be said.

Justices Byron R. White. Harry A. Blackmun. 
Lewis F. Powell Jr., and William H. Rehnqultft. 
Joined Stewart’s opinion. Chief Justice Warren E. 
Burger Joined in the result.

Legal scholars were hesitant to react without first 
fully reading the court’s opinion. But Michigan Law 
School professor Yale Kamisar, a noted authority on 
criminal Justice and avid suppoter of the Miranda 
doctrine, said, “ considering the possible alterna­
tives. the doctrine has survived fairly we1l.\’

He said that the court was, in effect, iimting a 
“ common sense, case-by-case”  approach to police 
interrogation.

Texas Democrats ask Kennedy 
to withdraw from presidential race

HOUSTON (AP) — Campaign workers for Sen. 
Edward M. Kennedy say 10 Democratic state chair­
men asking Kennedy to withdraw from the race for 
that party’s presidential nomination is no indication 
the race is over.

Texas Democratic Party Chairman Billy Goldberg 
and nine other state chairmen Monday asked Ken­
nedy to pull out of the race, saying President Carter 
is too far ahead for the Massachusetts senator to 
catch up.

Goldberg read a statement signed by all 10 state 
chairmen asking Kennedy to withdraw so funds can 
be used to caihpaign against Republicans.

Jim Plug, a Kennedy spokesman, referred to the 
statement as something the “ Carter-Mohdale peo­
ple”  have been trying to put together and noted that 
since only 10 of 50 state chairmana sign. It “ doesn’t 
sound like % popular idea.”

Goldberg, however, said he hadn’t solicited all 50 
chairman.

He said Kennedy, had little chance of gaining 
enough of the remaining 954 delegates to obtain the 
nomination over President Carter.

“ Sen. Kennedy would need 880-8T5 of the remain-
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ing 954 delegates and that is unrealistic,”  Goldberg 
said.

“ Both Sen. Kennedy and President Carter could 
still spend millions of dollars in this contest,”  Gold­
berg said. “ If the election Is over, and we believe 
that it is, then those fiinds could best be used to unite 
against the Republicans and not fight each other.”

Joining Goldberg in signing the statement were: 
George Bailes, Alabama; Richard O’Neill, Califor­
nia; Henry Topel, Delaware; (Charles Whitehead, 
Florida; Donald Michael, Indiana; Jesse Bankston, 
Louisiana; Brad Hays, New Mexico; Paul Tipps, 
Ohio and Joe Murphy. Washington.

The statement said in part; “ Issues can be debated 
through our Platform Committee hearings now 
being held throughout ^ e  country. We make this 
request with the hope and expectation that you will 
continue to serve and provide leadership to our party 
for many more years.’ ’ .

Goldberg said the statement was not a campaign 
statement for a Carter-Mondale ticket.

“ This is a group that had been discussing and 
expressing the same thoughts.”  Goldberg said. “ I 
don’t know what the feelings of the other state 
chairmen might be.

25 Americans 
expelled in Libya

By I te  Assedated Prass
Libyan strongman Moammar Khadafy has purged the diplomatic 

staffs at nine more of his embassies, r e p la c^  ttem with “ people’s 
committees”  and renaming the embassies “ people’s bureaus.”

No violence was reported In any of the takeovers of embassies Monday 
in Vienna. Ankara, Athens, Prague. Belgrade, Bern, Bucharest, East 
Berlin, and Dacca, Bangladesh.

Meanwhile, the Libyan government expelled 25 Americans from the 
oil-rich Middle East country, claiming they were spies in contact with 
terrorist organixations. The United States expelled four Libyans last 
week, and the British government expelled four Libyans from the Libyan 
mission, or people’s bureau, in London, apparently for harassing anti- 
Khadafy Libyans in Britain.

The State Department said it had word another seven Americans were 
about to be expelled and two others were in Jail in Tripoli, the Libyan 
capital.

Khadafy began changing the format of his embassies five months ago 
in line with the similar conversion at home of the General National 
Ckmgress to the General People’s Ckmgress, the Cabinet to a General 
People’s Committee and the ruling Revolutionary Command Council to 
the General Secretariat of the People’s Congress. But Khadafy and the 
four other officers who with him overthrew the monarchy in 1989 make up 
the General Secretariat and still head the power structure.

The embassies in Washington, London, Rome and Bonn were taken 
over at that time by committees of Libyans, many of them studenU, who 
ignored usual diplomatic procedures and, according to security lources, 
began putting pressure on anti-Khadafy Libyan exiles to return home and 
face punishment.

Khadafy last month.warned dissident Libyans abroad they would be 
“ physically eliminated”  unless they came home by May 17. The sudden 
increase Itrembassy conversions Monday appeared designed to repTace 
their staffs with persons who would ignore customary diplomatic 
procedures and zealously pursue the harassment of Khadafy’s Libyan 
enemies abroad.

In the past six weeks, two Libyan exUes have been murdered in 
London, three were killed in Rome, another was killed in Bonn, and the 
United States accused the four Libyans it expelled of intimidating 
Libyans in America.

Minister of State Douglas Hurd told the House of Commons the four 
Libyan officials ordered out of Britain had “ been Involved in activities 
incompatible with their functions.”  He warned that “ harassment of 
Libyan expatriates must stop”  and said ‘-‘London should not be a 
battleground for Middle East factions.”

The State Department said the Americans expelled from Libya 
included employees of an oil company school, their families and “ a 
number of other professional people.”

Department spokesman David Nall said they arrived in Frankfurt 
Monday night and reported they had not been mistreated.

Nall said the department was investigating the re'tort that two 
Americans were being held in a Tripoli Jail reserved for political 
prisoners. A broadcast report said they were accused of spying.

Sadat to explain why

CAIRO, Egypt (AP) — President 
Anwar Sadat is expected to explain 
the reasons for his Cabinet shake-up 
in a speech to Parliament on Wednes­
day. a speech which the Cairo press 
says will be a major declaration on 
domestic policies.

Sadat accepted the resignations of 
all 31 Cabinet ministers on Monday. 
The government had been w a j^ g  an 
uphill battle to reduce inflation,, 

^climbing 35 percent annually, allevi- 
. ite  housLng shortages and ease reli­

gious strife within 9ie country.
The changes in the government are 

not expected to create a significant 
shift in foreign affairs.

Premier Mustafa Khalil, Egypt’s 
chief negotiator in the stalled Pales­
tinian autonomy talks with Israel, 
was asked to head a caretaker gov­
ernment. Sadat did not ask him to 
form a new government, which some 
observers took as a sign that Sadat 
might take over the premiership too.

Government sources said they ex­
pected Butros Ghali to be named to 
the vacant post of foreign minister. 
Ghali held the administrative position 
as minister of state of foreign affairs 
in the outgoing Cabinet.

Army Chief of Staff Ahmed Badawy 
was expected to become defense min­
ister, replacing the ailiing Kamal 
Hassan Aiy, the sources said.

Khalil, who had formed the govern-

ment last June, announced the Cabi­
net reginations after a 45-minute 
meeting with his ministers.

“ At this stage — the beginning of a 
new phase df national reconstructi9n 
— I saw fit to present to President 
Sadat our resignation and place it at 
his disposal.”  the premier said.

He thanked Sadat fot* giving the 
Cabinet the opportunity to take part 
in “ a critical period of Egypt’s his­
tory, fighting tlw battles of peace and 
reconstruction.”

Asked what effect the Cabinet res­
ignations would have, Khalil said the 
question was “ premature. Every­
thing will become dear in President 
Sadat’s speech on Wednesday.”

Sadat has stressed in recent weeks 
that the government must reduce in­
flation, provide desperately needed 
housing and remove tensions between 
Moslems — who make up about 92 
percent of the population — and Cop­
tic Christians. Egypt needs to build 2 
million housing units in the next 20 
years, Sadat said.

Christians complain that they are 
harassed by Moslem fundamentalists 
who are influenced to an extent by 
Iran’s revolutionary Islamic govern­
ment. Some Egyptian Moslems op­
pose Sadat’s peace pact with Israel 
and the granting of asylum in Egypt 
to Iran’s deposed Shah Mohammad 
Reza Pahlavi.

El Salvador’s military 
transfers army command

SAN SALVADOR, El Salvador 
(AP) — El Salvador’s military offi­
cers voted to name Junta member Col. 
Jaime Abdul Gutierrez commanding 
general of the armed forces, taking 
the command from the other military 
member of the junta. Col. Adolfo 
Majano, a top military source said.

The source said Monday’s vote 
among 527 officers in the army, navy 
and air force was motivated in part 
by the recent arrest of rightist MaJ. 
Roberto D’Abuisson. Majano ordered 
the arrest without consulting other 
officials, the source said.

“ We know it was not a coup, but we 
don’t know exactly what It was,”  one 
foreign diplomat said of the vote. 
“ Anyone who follows the politics here 
knows there are a lot of strange 
changes. We’ll Just have to wait to see 
what happens.”

There was no indication whether 
Majano would quit the junta. Neither 
he nor Gutierrez was available for 
comment.

D’Abuisson, who authorities say 
was behind at least one of two threa­
tened rightist coups in the past four 
months, accused Majano of being a 
leftist and of giving military informa­
tion to leftist guerrillas fighting to 
establish a socialist regime. Majano 
had him arrested after he called on 
the armed forces to force Majano to 
resign from the Junta.

Majano and Gutierrez overthrew 
the rightist military government of 
Gen. Carlos Humberto Romero last 
October and after adding three civil­
ians to their Junta launched a pro­
gram of land i^lstribution and other 
economic reforms in an attempt to 
prevent a nationwide uprising of the 
peasant masses.

KATMANDU, Nepal (AP) — Nepa­
lese have voted to retain the tradi­
tional partyless “ panchayat”  politi­
cal system rather than adopt a West­
ern-style parliamentary type for this 
Himalayan nation, official sources 
said today.
