The valuation of property in Bailey |
county for tax purposes is set at
$3,400,000 this year, but on account of
the recent homestead exemption the
valuation for state tax purposes is
much lower, being set at $2916.318

The state tax rate this year is 77 cents
on the $100 valuation. Hence, it can
be easily figured out that the county
schools will receive this year about two
and one half times the amount of state
funds they pay into the state treasur:

UTILITY RATES
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@ A movement for the lowering of gas
rates was sponsored here last week up-
on representation of a citizen frrom a
neighboring town where the same
movement had been inaugerated.

‘The Journal would enjoy having its
gas bills reduced as much as any other
Muleshoe consumer; but it frankly be-
lieves this is not the time for any such
agitation, and there is a possibility of
such movement reacting to the in-
crease of prices. It may be wise to let
well enough alone.

Such a movement at this time is
directly contrary to governmental ac-
tion which now seeks to raise prices of
all commodities through the NRA
movement, It is a known fact that
the gas company serving Muleshoe and
other towns in this section has been
subjected to considerable extra ex-
pense in the shortening of hours and
adding extra labor under NRA re-
quirements. The State Railroad Com-
mission of Texas, under which public
utilities operate, permit them a profit
of six per cent, and it is entirely pos-
sible that this agitation for lower rates
at this time will only serve as an ex-
cuse for the gas company to present
their books to that Commission for re-
view and the granting of a still higher
rate.

It has also been suggested that this
same action of towns will be applied to
the Texas Utilities Co., serving Mule-
shoe. Because of added expense incur-
Ted through the NRA, the New Mexico
Public Service Co., last week announc-
ed an added charge of 50 cents per
month on residential meters and $1.00
per month on commercial meters, effec-
tive November 1. We may look for the
same additional charge to be put on
in Texas towhs by the Texas Utilities
Co.

" “Phe report shows a slight increase in
the per cent of -spotted and yellow
tinged cotton classed last week over
that of the week previous. Seven-
eighths inch cotton declined mater-
ially. Less than five per cent of cotton
classed was untenderable as compared
with seven per cent the previous week.
No change in proportion of extra white
cotton for the week. 15-16 inch to
1 1-16 inch cotton made up 64 per cent
of the classing for the week. One inch
cotton showed an increase.

In the Plains area there was a
slight increase in spotted and yellow
tinged cotton, it being 43 per cent.as
compared to 22 per cent the previous
week. Extra white strict middling
showed a marked decline; 7-8 in cot-
ton was only two per cent as com-
pared with 8 per cent the previous
week; 15-16 inch cotton increased to
69 per cent as compared with 45 the
week previous, and 96 per cent of the
cotton of this area was tenderable on
futures contracts as compared with 92
per cent last week.
