— He reiterated his support for the Republican Party
platform, which calls for a federal anti-abortion
amendment and opposes the Equal Rights Amend-
ment.

— Reagan said Richard V. Allen has rejoined him
after temporarily stepping aside as foreign policy
adviser late .in the campaign amid allegations of
wrongdoing .

PLO
— He said he still thinks the Palestine Liberation
Organization is a terrorist group, saying the PLO’s
leaders were never elected by anyone. He said he would
do whatever possible to assist peacemaking efforts in

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Telephone rates going up
next week, company says

AUSTIN (AP) — Southwestern Bell
will impose an interim telephone rate
hike next week, but the temporary
charges will amount to less than half
the permanent increase the company
has requested, a company official
said

The company has indicated it will
excercise its option to institute inter-
im rates because prolonged hearings
have delayed a Public Utility Com-
mission decision on its proposed
$326.3 million increase past statutory
deadlines

Under the law, Bell can impose the
interim rates as long as it assures it
will make refunds to its customers
should the temporary rates exceed
the charges ultimately approved by
the commission.

The company did not release a tar-
iff showing the impact of the new

rates on individual customers, but a
company official told The Dallas
Morning News the new charges would
amount to less than half of the compa-
ny's requested increase.

“Any rates implemented under
bond will roughly parallel the Public
Utility Commission’s staff recom-
mendation of $152.3 million,’" said
Paul Roth, vice president for reve-
nues and public affairs.

The News reported today that the
new rates are expected to be filed
rondny and be effective on Tues-

ay.

Roth said the company needs the
full $326.3 million increase, but be-
lieved ‘‘the staff recommendation is a
good reference point’’ for interim
rates until a decision is reached.

NEW YORK (AP) — The prime
lending rate stood today at 15.5 per-
cent, its highest level since May, but
one of the nation’s top banks said the
latest increase did not necessarily
mean the key lending rate will contin-
ue to climb in the months to come.

The rate has been inching upward
since August. On Thursday, following
the lead of No. 3 Chase Manhattan
Bank, bankers across the country

raised the rate from 14.5, where it’

stood after a one-half percent boost
last week.

The jump — sparked by sharp in-
creases in banks’ cost of acquiring
funds — was the largest single-day
rise since it ppse a full percentage
point, to 14.5, on Oct. 19, 1979.

In the last three months the prime
rate has climbed 3% points.

Chase said the jump does not en-
sure the prime rate will keep rising in
the near future. It attributed Thurs-
day’s increase to rises in its cost of
acquiring funds, adding, ‘‘Indeed,
this increase does not fully reflect the
increased cost of funds to Chase.”

The rise in open-market rates was
underscored Thursday when the rate
on federal funds — uncommitted re-
serves that banks lend one another —
rose as high as 15.5 percent.

In addition, banks are paying near-
ly a full percent more on six-month
savings certificates as of Thursday.
The rates on those certificates, which
are an important source of banks’
funds, are tied to the discount rate on
Treasury bills. In the government’s
latest auction, the discount rate
jumped to 13.269 percent from 12.284
percent.

When banks’ cost of acquiring
money goes up, they usually respond
by raising their lending rates. The
prime rate applies to loans taken out
by a bank’s top-rated corporate cus
tomers, while other businesses pay
even higher rates

Cattlemen optimistic about Reagan

A Reagan administration may be
good for cattlemen and farmers if
knowledgeable people are placed in
top admininstration posts in the Agri-
culture Department, says John S.
Cargile, president of the Texas and
Southwestern Cattle Raisers Associa-
tion.

The San Angelo rancher and other
area ranchers will be involved in the
TSCRA board of directors meeting
today and Saturday at the Midland
Hilton.

In a press conference this morning
at the Hilton, Cargile said cattlemen
want to remain independent and free
from excessive government interfer-
ence in the industry.

Other than that, he said he hoped
Reagan would put personnel who
knew agribusiness in top posts in
the Department of Agriculture.

However, Cargile did not have any
recommedations for those posts.

Concerning the upcoming Texas

legislative session, Cargile said his
organization would like to see more
funds for agricultural research at
many state colleges and universities

In past sessions, there has been a
trend by the legislature to reduce
agricultural research funds

Research, he said, is the reason
many agricultural goods can be
bought at a reasonable price by the
consumer

Red meat supplies will be down
somewhat this year, but there will
be no shortages of beef, Cargile said
However, that reduction was brought
about by a reduction in pork sup-
plies.

Poultry supplies, on the other hand,
will be up despite the effect of last
summer’s heat wave on the indus-
try.
He predicted a modest increase in
beef prices, but nothing drastic

Since the beef referendum failed,
Cargile noted that funding for beef
promotion will have to come from vol-
untary sources. An immediate need
for the cattle industry at this time,

Cargile said, is to develop some form
of adequate funding for promotional
purposes

During the two-day session, Cargile
said the association will be discus
sing the illegal alien problem as it
relates to the agriculture labor mar
ket

“The (Carter) administration has
done very little to control the flow of
aliens in this country,” he said

The development and execution of a
sound policy, Cargile said,would be
beneficial to everyone

Reagan plans changes
in dealing with Soviets

LOS ANGELES (AP) — President
elect Ronald Reagan says he will not
“intrude” in President Carter’s for-
eign policy but will make a change in
the way the United States deals with
the Soviet Union once he takes of-
fice.

And, he said, Iran should not expect
to benefit by continuing to hold its
American hostages until Reagan be-
comes president on Jan. 20.

“I hope the Iranians will not have
any idea there will be any profit to
them in waiting,” Reagan said.

At a news conference Thursday, his
first such meeting with reporters fol
lowing his landslide election victory
on Tuesday, Reagan also said the
people who engineered his successful
election campaign will be in charge of
planning his take-over of power

The Republican president-elect
went directly from the news confer
ence to a private meeting in down
town Los Angeles with the leaders of
his transition team and some of the
men who served in his “kitchen cabi
net”’ while he was governor of Califor
nia

Much of the news conference was
devoted to foreign policy questions,
and Reagan made clear that while he
hopes to maintain the traditional non
partisan nature of American foreign
policy, he expects to make some im-
mediate changes

For instance, he rejected Carter’s
contention that strategic arms limita
tion talks between the United States
and the Soviet Union are too impor
tant to await resolution of such inter
national crises as the Soviet's occupa
tion of Afghanistan

“I don't think you simply sit down
at the table with the Soviet Union to
discuss military arms, for example,”
Reagan said. “You discuss the whole
attitude, world attitude, as to whether
we're going to have a world at peace

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GOP Senate

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Three prospective
committee chairmen in
the new Republican-con-
trolled Senate say they
will push for a strategie
bomber, bigger military
paychecks and a federal
death penalty — but not
for Ronald Reagan’s tax
cut plan,

Sen. Robert Dole, R-
Kan., in line to chair the
Senate Finance Commit-
tee, announced Thursday
he will press for approv-
al this year of the com-
mittee’s $38.9 billion tax
cut plan rather than
Reagan’s proposal for a
30 percent tax cut.

But Sens. John Tower,
R-Texas, and Strom
Thurmond, R-S.C., an-
nounced plans for the
military and death pen-
alty bills as Republicans
prepared to run the Sen-
ate for the first time in 28
years.

Tower is in line to chair
the Senate Armed Ser-
vices Committee and
Thurmond should head
the Senate Judiciary
Committee in the 97th
Congress convening in
January.

Republicans captured

a 53-47 Senate majority
in Tuesday’s elections on
the coattails of Reagan’'s
presidential sweep.

Democrats still hold a
243-192 House majority in
the new Congress after
losing 33 seats.

Dole told a news con-
ference that he will try to
get the Senate commit-
tee tax cut bill through
the “‘lame-duck’ Con-
gress convening 'next
Wednesday.

“It’s not precisely the
bill Gov. Reagan sup-
ported,” Dole said. “But
the economy needs this

legislation now.”

Reagan proposed a 30
percent tax cut — 10 per-
Jent in each of the next
three years — although
he said later that the sec-
ond and third year cuts
would depend on the
state of the economy.

But Dole said Thurs-
day, “I'm not certain you
can do that ... without
fueling the fires of infla-
tion.”

The pending Senate
bill, he said, *‘will stimu-
late the economy without
heating up inflation.”

Dole could give no ex-
amples of the size of indi-
viduals’ tax cuts under
the Senate bill. But he

said the total for individ-
uals would be about $22
billion in 1981 and the
total for businesses
about $17 billion.

At another news con-
ference, Thurmond
pledged to seek congres-
sional approval next
year of a death penalty
bill. He said he favors
that penalty for treason
and murder.

Senator pleads

WESTBURY, N.Y. (AP) — Sen. Harrison A. Wil-
liams Jr., D-N.J ., the highest-ranking public official
accused in the FBI's Abscam investigation, has
pleaded innocent to charges in a nine-count bribery-

conspiracy indictment.

U.S. District Judge George C. Pratt on Thursday
set Feb. 17 for trial of Williams; Angelo Errichetti,
state senator and mayor of Camden, N.J.,; Alex-
ander Feinberg, a Cherry Hill, N.J., lawyer and
friend of Williams, and George Katz, a businessman
and former fund raiser for New Jersey Democrats.

The defendants were released on their own recog- |

nizance. Pratt said a due-process hearing would be
held Dec. 15 to determine if there was any govern-
ment misconduct that may have denied the defen-
dants their rights. Such a finding would eliminate

the need for a trial.

The FBI's undercover Abscam investigation has
resulted in the indictment of six congressmen and
Williams. Two congressmen have been convicted.
Two others, Reps. John M. Murphy, D-N.Y., and
Frank Thompson Jr., D-N.J., both losers in Tues-
day's election, will stand trial before Pratt in Brook-

lyn on Monday.

Williams, chairman of the Senate Labor and
Human Resources Committee, said after the hearing
that he was innocent of the charges and that

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Ronald Reagan probably didn’t
realize what he was sitting atop
Monday as he closed out his quest
for the presidency.

National pollsters didn’t realize
it. Political observers didn’t real-
ize it. Incumbent politicians didn’t
realize it. Even those seeking po-
litical office didn’t realize it.

All the polls indicated the presi-
dential election of 1980 would be a
squeaker. Just prior to the elec-
tion, in fact, the polls termed the
election “too close to call.”

So what happened? Everyone’s
aware now that Reagan was
swept into office on a swell of
conservatism that also gave back
to Republicans control of the Sen-
ate and resulted in a markedly
more conservative House of Rep-
resentatives.

The Reagan landslide victory
over President Jimmy Carter was
the result of not one but many
factors — economic, prestige,
shame, frustration. Perhaps the
vote also was one of anger, to a
degree. But clear messages can
be drawn from the results.

Americans were tired of being
caught up in an inflationary
squeeze that threatens their per-
sonal security.

o Americans listened

Americans were tired of being
pushed around by every little pip-
squeak country that thinks it can
get away with terrorism and
blackmail.

Americans were tired of their
government being so firmly en-
trenched in their daily lives that it
hinders rather than serves them.

Americans were tired — and
ashamed — that 52 of their coun-
trymen continue to be held by
Iran in direct violation of interna-
tional law.

Along came Ronald Reagan and
running mate George Bush with a
promise and a vision. It was not a
promise of a ‘“‘new deal.” It was
not a promise of a ‘‘new frontier.”
It was not a promise of a new
anything.

Rather, it was merely a promise
to allow Americans the opportuni-
ty to regain some of what they
have lost, not only in the past four
years, but perhaps in the last 10.

Americans want a change. Ron-
ald Reagan and George Bush
have offered to help them effect
such a change. Americans lis-
tened to what they said and be-
lieved.

The landslide really shouldn’t
have been such a surprise.

Truth of Pericles’ words
still apply for America

Centuries before the birth of Jesus a
man spoke to his countrymen with
words that are applicable to us in
these dangerous days. His name was
Pericles.

“Fix your eyes on the greatness of
Athens (America) as you have it be-
fore you day by day, fall in love with
her, and when you feel her great,
remember that this greatness was
won by men with courage, with
knowledge of their duty, and with a
sense of honor in action.”

You hear a lot of tak of weapons and
of dollars and of systems, but it is well
to remember, ‘“Men make the city,
and not walls or ships without men in
them.”

Yes, the United States needs the
tools of war that our politicians have
shamefully neglected, but more im-
portant than any weapons system are
the men who will fight with them. We
need ‘‘men with courage, with knowl-
edge of their duty and a sense of honor
in action.”

The fundamental flaw of the volun-
teer army concept, as it is now prac-
ticed, is the belief that you can buy
such men. You can’t. You can buy
mercenaries and you can buy peace-
time soldiers, but you can’t buy the
kind of men who win wars. It is all
logical and the logic explains not only
why mercenaries are unreliable but
also why you can’t buy war winners.

To win in war you must be willing to
die. Obviously, no amount of money is
worth dying for. That's why the true
mercenary, though he may be skillful
and brave, never sacrifices himself if
he can help it. His primary objective

Iranian student roundup revealed INS woes

WASHINGTON-— When President
Carter was casting about for a way to
punish Iran for seizing the hostages a
year ago, he ordered the Immigration
and Naturalization Service to go after
Iranian students who were staying
illegally in this country. It was an
unfortunate choice of weapons.

The INS, for years a budgetary
stepchild of the Justice Department,
had enough problems already. The
Great Iranian Student Chase was an
assignment it didn't need.

The confidential findings of Rep
Elizabeth Holtzman, D-N.Y., chair-
man of a House immigration subcom-
mittee, make it apparent that the
attempted crackdown on illegal Irani-
ans has hurt the INS more than it has
Iran. A special “management re-
view” by a team of experts from the
President’s Management Improve
ment Council confirmed that the im-
migration agency is — to put it blunt
ly — a bureaucratic nightmare

From the files of the various inves
tigations, my associate Lucette Lag
nado has compiled these disturbing
facts:

— INS has spent more than $3.3
million so far in its will-o’-the-wisp
search for Iranian students who have
no legal right to remain in the United
States. Yet after nearly a year, the
supposed crackdown is still lumber
ing along.

— Even though crisis situations are
a predictable part of its official work
load, INS seems to be institutionally
incapable of handling the periodic
crises that arise. The agency has not
even had simple contingency plans
available, and has greeted every spe-
cial circumstance as if it were a bolt
from the blue.

— The recent Cuban refugee influx
brought a typically panic-stricken re
sponse from INS. Some 800 employees
— a substantial proportion of the

agency's staff — were thrown willy
nilly into the breach. Because ad
vance contingency plans were lack
ing, many of these personnel were
taken off important assignments

Mountains of paperwork continue to
pile up at INS, because it lacks a
proper computer system Instead, it
must rely — among other things — on
“mini-computers’’ left over from a
botched attempt to automate the
agency's files. Each of 39 INS region-
al offices keeps its own files, with few
ways to coordinate information in
Washington

— What information the INS does
have is often unreliable. For instance,
in the search for deportable Iranian
students, it turned out that many of
the schools which enroll foreign stu
dents had either changed their loca
tions or had gone out of existence. In
the Washington, D.C., area alone, 40
percent of the schools were either
nonexistent or out of reach

— Even Iranian diplomats proved
difficult to track down. The State
Department advised INS that 226 Ira
nians were no longer entitled to diplo
matic status, but to this day, nearly 40
of these bogus diplomats have still not
been found. Much of the blame for
this lies with Foggy Bottom, which
gave the immigration service unreli-
able information

Recalling Carter’'s 1976 campaign
promise of a government as good as
the American people, Reagan told the
New Orleans rally: “He only gave us
a government as good as Jimmy
Carter, and that isn’t good enough.”

That and other applause-getting
lines were brand new. Ken Khachi-
glan, a 36-year-old California public
relations man who once wrote
speeches for Richard Nixon, months
ago applied for a job with the Reagan
campaign, which turned him down as
too expensive. Three weeks ago, with
Reagan’s rhetoric and poll ratings
sagging, it was decided no price was
too high. Thus, Khachigian's prose
became Reagan’s rhetoric in New
Orleans and across the country.

Reagan’s revived oratory coincided
with post-debate good news. When
Reagan arrived in New Orleans, se-
nior adviser Stu Spencer immediately
confered with r:goml coordinator
Kenny s had new voter
trackings: forging ahead in
traditionally Democratic Louisiana
and Missouri and no worse than even
in overwhelmingly Democratic Ar-

kansas.
In Pittsburgh that day, Reagan

labor operative Michael Balzano, who
had experienced trouble finding union
officials for a Friday breakfast with
Reagan, suddenly discovered plenty.
The astute Gov. James Rhodes of
Ohio told friends that Reagan had
clinched the election when he closed
the debate by asking Americans
whether they were better off or worse
off economically after four years of
Carter.

Yet, that highly-effective closing
inexplicably was missing from Rea-
gan’'s new economic-incompetency
speech. He also omitted, in describing
his 30 percent tax cut, any talk about
incentive to invest, to save and to
work; Reagan’s defense was the tax
cut as a Keynesian counter-cyclical
recession-fighter.

Despite these imperfections, Rea-
gan at long last was saying most of
the right things. He Ingored Carter’s
wild 11th-hour swings at him. Most
importantly, the Republican presi-
dential candidate was concentrating
on bread-and-butter issues without
the masochistic Republican call for
sacrifice and austerity, ending his
speeches with a vision of America
based on growth instead of scarcity.

That this came so late is blamed by
Reagan’s bitter senior aides on the
two California technicians who have
dominated strategy: pollster Richard
Wirthlin and advertising executive
Peter Dailey. Againgt the instincts of
Reagan’s political aides, they insisted
on a harsh criticism of Carter
and even Carter’s record for fear of
aliena undecided voters,

Since polling data showed na-
tional unawareness of Reagan's post-

career, Wirthlin and Dai-
ley on running fog two full

months a lugubrious commerical on
Reagan as governor of California
William Casey, Reagan’s powerless
campaign chairman, tried in vain to
change the campaign’s course. Not
until the campaign’s last week did
Casey and the advisers aboard the
plane — James Baker, Lyn Nofziger
and Stuart Spencer — get the attack
on Carter’'s competency launched.

Once begun, Reagan stuck to it
diligently — even in an overly long
speech to uncomprehending high
school students at Des Plaines in Chi-
cago’s critically important suburbs.
He assailed ““‘a record of almost com-
plete economic failure’ as the enthu-
siastic teenagers booed the prime in-
terest rates and budget deficits.

Had this started eight weeks ear-
lier, Reagan's victory Tuesday might
have been more apparent.

Environmentalist Barry Commoner, candidate of
the new Citizens Party, had hoped to win 5 percent of
the vote, qualifying the Citizens Party for federal
financing. But Commoner won only about 220,000
votes. He left Wednesday on a Caribbean vacation.

“We all thought we’d do a little better, but no one
I've talked to is crushed,” said Citizens Party
spokesman Steve Dombrosk.

The Citizens Party’s big moment in the campaign
came when it ran a network radio commercial
describing the campaigns of its big league competi-
tion — the Democrats and the Republicans — as
“bullshit.”

An uproar ensued, and the party flickered into the
public eye, for a moment.

The Citizens Party represented a coalition of the
remnants of the peace and environment movements.

It was bad year for third parties, too

Commoner advocated ending ‘‘corporate control of
the economy’’ and told followers Tuesday night the
party now must become the rallying point for
“progressive forces.”

‘Both parties said they would be back with candi-
dates for Congress in 1982, The Libertarians intend to
nominate a candidate in every House and Senate
race — something the Republicans and Democrats
don’t do.

“‘Our big accomplishment was building local orga-
nizations,”” said Libertarian spokesman Tom
Palmer. ‘“We knocked on eight million doors.”

The Libertarians also managed to get on every
ballot in Ameri¢a — the first third party since 1916 to
achieve that. The Citizens Party was on the ballots of
29 states and the District of Columbia.

The Libertarians said they elected Mary Shell as
mayor of Bakersfield, Calif, and two state legislators

SALISBURY, Zim-
babwe (AP) — For years
he was hailed as the man

-who would lead Rhode-
sia’s blacks to control
their own destiny. Today
this African land’s first
black prime minister is
an outcast.

Abel Muzorewa now is
denounced as a murder-
er, traitor and white pup-
pet in the parliament of
Zimbabwe, the name of
this former British colo-
ny since independence
six months ago.

The 55-year-old Meth-
odist bishop is often
jeered in the streets, and
mostly he leads the life of
a recluse in a $120,000
mansion in the well-to-do
Salisbury suburb of Bor-
rowdale.

‘““Muzorewa is a bro-
ken, bitter man,”” a fami-
ly friend confided recent-
ly. “He can’t understand
how he was the idol of the
people a year ago and the
pariah today.”

Shunned by former
aides as well as the new
black leaders of Zim-
babwe, the U.S.-educat-
ed cleric spends less time
in parliament, the Exec-
utive National Assem-

bly, and more in the pul-
pit of the American-
funded United Methodist
Church.

‘“He’s too propd to sit
in the Assemblf® and be
insulted,” a white legis-
lator said, referring to
the attacks on the bishop
by assemblymen of the
two guerrilla armies who
fought a seven-year war
for independence.

For his efforts, Mu-
zorewa was hailed as a
hero by the blacks, se-
cretly encouraged by the
nationalist leaders in
Smith’s jails and banned
by the white government
from traveling around

the country — or, for a
time, leaving it.

Later as the guerrilla
war escalated in 1974 and
the nationalist leaders
were released to negoti-
ate a settlement with
Smith, Muzorewa was
chosen as their overall
leader,

But while the bishop
pressed for peace, the
militants wanted more
war,

The United African
National Council split
into factions, and Mu-
zorewa and other moder-
ates struck a deal with
Smith called the ‘“‘inter-
nal settlement.” It ex-
cluded the militant guer-
rillas and led to elections
won by the bishop in
April 1979.

Muzorewa, as prime
minister in a nominally
black government but
with whites wielding
most of the power, was
denounced by the guer-
rillas as a puppet.

Feminists

WASHINGTON — In the aftermath
of a sweeping conservative Republi-
can victory — both in the White House
and in Congres — most feminists
reacted with predictable gloom
Wednesday over the fate of the Equal
Rights Amendment and pro-choice in
abortion, while their conservative
counterparts heralded a return to
“traditional” values of family and the
home.

“I'm on top of the world,” said
Phyllis Schlafly, national chairman of
Stop ERA and a member of Presi-
dent-elect Ronald Reagan’s national
security task force. “It’s a tremen-
dous victory for the Republican plat:
form — which took a clear-cut stand
against ERA, and for a human life
amendment to the constitution, and
for traditional family values.”

However, Eleanor Smeal, president
of the National Organization for
Women /(— which did not endorse Pres-
ident Carter for re-election — blamed
feminigt losses on issues which she
ters felt were more critical
e GOP stands on ERA and

Look at Reagan’'s record in
California — he signed 14 pieces of
legislation on women’s rights.”

Smeal was not impressed with this
statistic. ‘““There are 800 federal stat-
utes that discriminate on the basis of
sex,”” she said. “'If we get 14 statutes
in eight years, it will take us 457 years
to get equality.”

“That’s just silly,” Kilberg said.
“Remember — Gov. Reagan signed
that legislation before the women's
movement had taken off, before it
was popular to do so, when no one else
was doing it.”

She paused. ‘‘The issues that will
impact on women the most in the
1980s are the economy and peace,”
Kilberg said. ‘““You need jobs for
women who wish to have a career and
you need economic security for
women who wish to stay inside the
home, so they are not forced into the
marketplace unless they want to be.
The vote in this country Tuesday was
not the result of the ‘new right’ or the
Moral Majority — it was people re-
sponding to what they felt was a
bankrupt Democratic philosophy.”

Iris Mitgang, national chairwoman
of the National Women's Political
Caucus, described the results for
women as “mixed.”

“We will have the largest number
of women in Congress in history — 1
think it’s 21 — although we did not
support all of the women, she said.

Today I'm going to talk
to those of you who spend
a lot of time in the kit-
chen — working, not eat-
ing, that is.

Did you know that
those of us who do kit-
chen duty account for al-
most half of the adhesive
bandages used? Ouch!

Kitchen accidents still
rank high on the list, and
a lot of them could be
mvented if we organ-

our kitchens a little
better, and conditioned
ourselves to look for
safer ways of doing
things.

SHARP KNIVES

Take knives, for in-
stance. How many of us
just shove them into a
drawer right along with
every other type of kit-
chen utensil? Not only is
this risky but it dulls the
blades. Use a sturdy
knife rack, placed out of
reach of any inquisitive
little hands. Same goes
for those ice picks. Store
them in a safe place and
stick a piece of cork on
the pointed end.

Keep your knives
sharp, as a dull knife can
slip and cut your hand.
The same goes for a
sharp one, so don’'t use
your thumb as a knife-
stop. Use a cutting board
for slicing.

When opening canned
goods, don’t try to re-
move the cut-off lid with
your fingers. Use a fork
tine or dinner knife to lift
the lid out of the can,
then carefully dispose of
the sharp lid

WATCH THOSE FIN-
GERS!

When using a blender,
food processor or electric
mixer, keep those fin
gers away from the
hlades even when the
appliance is off. Those
blades are sharp. Unplug
the hand mixer before
removing the beaters,
Just in case

Washing dishes by
hand? Be careful putting
in glassware and sharp
instruments. Don’'t pile
dishes on top of your
glassware wash
glasses first. Don’t drop

all those sharp and point-
ed utensils into the soapy
dishwater, either. If they
need to soak, put them in
a pan on the counter top
for a few minutes. Then
wash them one at a
time,

Don’t try picking up
pieces of broken glass
with your hands. Wear
rubber gloves. Pick up
any fine slivers with a
wet paper towel.

GRATER SAFETY

Have a grating chore
ahead of you? When you
get down to that last half
inch of carrot, cheese, or
whatever, stop and put
that small piece aside for
some future use that
doesn’t call for grating.
You can end up with
skinned knuckles and fin-
gers if you try grating
it.

So, dear hearts, enjoy
your culinary skills to
the hilt but use caution
and common sense to
prevent any unnecessary
cuts and bruises when
preparing that labor of
love for your family and
guests. — Heloise

CLEAN-IT CUE

Dear Heloise: My flan-
nel-backed vinyl table-
cloth is one of my most
treasured possessions.

Egypt wants news blackout
during Rapid Deployment test

WASHINGTON (AP) — The first maneuvers of the
United States’ new Rapid Deployment Force are to
begin next week, but Egypt, site of the exercise, has
insisted on a news blackout of the operation

American officials say they're puzzled

The first of about 1,400 soldiers plus airmen and
eight A-7 ground attack planes are to arrive in Egypt
Monday. The overall movement from the United
States will continue until Wednesday

The Army troops will then move from the Cairo
West Airport into the Egyptian desert for 10 days of
maneuvers, beginning Nov. 15

The Pentagon was expected today to announce the
operation, which will be the first test of the unit,
designed to be dispatched rapidly in case of a
Crisis

But American officials who asked not to be identi
fied said Egyptian authorities have barred any

on-the-spot news coverage of the arrival or the
maneuvers
Pentagon officials say they are puzzled about

Egyptian reasons for requiring the blackout because
Defense Minister Ahmed Badawy gave details of the
impending exercise last month in an official Middle

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Warner said that, because of a shortage of strate
gic airlift and sealift, the United States will not be
able to project until about 1985 a force big enough to
confront a serious Soviet threat to the Middle East
Peérsian Gulf area

“We need to be able to project at least 2% divi
sions,”” Warner said. ““As things stand, we can't do
this now in a timely fashion

At the same time, Warner said that the movement
of the infantry battalion, its helicopters and weapons
to Egypt and next week's maneuvers with Egyptian
forces *‘is a signal that we can project at least a

small force and that we are serious about projecting |

a capability.”
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MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet Union denounced
““American imperialism’’ and warned it would give a
“‘crushing rebuff to any aggressor” as it paraded its
military might through snow-whipped Red Square
today on the 63rd anniversary of the Bolshevik
Revolution.

The ambassadors of the United States, most of its
allies in the North Atlantic Treaty Organization,
Japan and China boycotted the parade, just as they
did the May Day celebrations, to protest the Soviet
military intervention against anti-communist Mos-
lem rebels in neighboring Afghanistan.

Some 5,000 crack troops, backed by tanks, artillery
and missiles in tight formation, moved through the
brightly decorated square under the gaze of Presi-
dent Leonid I. Brezhnev, Defense Minister Dmitri F.
Ustinov and others who stood atop the Lenin Mauso-
leum in bluslery 30-degree temperatures.

Ustinov, in full dress uniform, told the massed
soldiers, sailors, airmen and commandos that ‘“‘the
forces of oppression, militarism and aggression and
the actions of American i rialism and the ag-
gressive NATO bloc oppose the peace-loving trend in
international politics.”

He said the world situation demands ‘‘constant
vigilance and the strengthening of our defense po-
tential,”” and that the ‘““Soviet armed forces have
everything necesssary to give a crushing rebuff to
any aggressor.”

The military parade, an annual event, appeared to
contain no major changes from last year. It involved
about 220 vehicles and weaponry ranging from light,
air-transportable infantry vehicjes to multi-round

WARSAW, Poland (AP) — Communist Party chief
Stanislaw Kania, taking a hard line on the eve of the
63rd anniversary of the Bolshevik Revolution in the
neighboring Soviet Union, warned Poland’s biggest
independent union its rejection of a clause affirming
party supremacy will not be tolerated.

But a senior adviser to Solidarity, which claims
half of Poland’s 20 million workers, said it might be
impossible to dissuade the rank and file from
launching a lengthy nationwide strike Wednesday if
the Polish Supreme Court does not remove the clause
from the union’s charter during an appeal Monday.

“Who is interested, what reasons speak for it, to
keep away from statements which determine the
socialist character of the Solidarity trade union?”
Kania said in a speech delivered Wednesday in
Krakow and broadcast nationwide on Thursday

“1 don’t know any reason workers' interest would
speak for it. This brings harm to Solidarity itself,
creates unnecessary tensions, which may raise
doubts on the purity of intentions’’ of union leaders,
Kania said

As T-72 tanks, the nation’s main battle tank, rolled
by at about 10 miles per hour, a yoscow radio
announcer praised their “‘strong armor” and said
“their crews are well protected from nuclear blast
and radiation.”

The military parade was followed by hundreds of
thousands of Moscow workers, who marched in loose
formation with hundreds of banners, floats and red
flags.

A huge portrait of Vladimir I. Lenin, the founder of
the Soviet state, dominated the square just outside
the Kremlin. Red balloons soared overhead and live
and recorded marching music reverberated off the
walls of the Kremlin and the massive GUM depart-
ment store nearby.

Brezhnev and other leaders saluted the military
marchers — led by 172 youthful drummers — and
waved to the mass of civilians. The marchers carried
portraits of Soviet officials and escorted floats prais-
ing Soviet policies.

Missing from among the leaders on the 40-foot-tall
mausoleum was Alexei Kosygin, 76, who resigned as
premier last month because of failing health. His
replacement, Nikolai Tikhonov, was present for the
parade.

Ethiopian leader Mengistu Haile Mariam, a close
Soviet ally, also stood with Brezhnev on the mauso-
leum reviewing stand. Brezhnev, 73 and reported
suffering from a variety of ailments, looked healthy
and mounted the stand without difficulty, accom-
panied by an aide who stood close by.

Surprises in Saturn’s rings

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) — The Voyager I spaceship, just days
from a close encounter with Saturn, is tantalizing earthbound
scientists with photographs revealing dozens of previously unde-
tected ringlets within the giant planet’s shimmering rings.

The latest photographs from the robot laboratory — a billion
miles from home and still 4} million miles from the sixth planet
— show rings within rings, ringlets of particles in what were
thought to be empty spaces between rings and more bands of
colored planetary clouds than current theories anticipated.

Most puzzling to astronomers are the fingers of darkness, which
first appeared in photographs two weeks ago, reaching across the

rings.

““With any scientific investigation of this magnitude, (many of)
our longstanding theories — those cherished interpretations of the
universe around us — are going to become casualties,”’ Bradford
Smith, head of Voyager's photography team, predicted Thurs

day

Speaking at a Jet Propulsion Laboratory news conference, he
said: ““Our pre-Voyager knowledge of Saturn is poor. Much of
what we are seeing and will see is new, (s0) I think we can predict
that much of what we thought we understood will be found

to be wrong.”

The spaceship will come closest to Saturn on Wednesday, when

it will soar within 80,000 miles of the cloudtops

After 38 months in space, the ship and its payload of scientific
instruments are generally in good condition, said project manager
Raymond Heacock. And no major problems are expected as the
National Aeronautics and Space Administration mission ap

proaches its climax.

Voyager pictures taken Monday showed a complex structure
within the rings, which are believed to be frozen particles like
dirty snowballs that reflect light and therefore appear to shim

But ““the most baffling surprise that we have come up with yet”
is the discovery of dark spokes or fingers reaching thousands of
miles across the brightest parts of the rings, he said.

The dark structures form, remain intact three hours or more

and then dissipate and form again.
“We don’t even know whether they are dark because that's the

nature of the particles or whether they're dark because there are

simply fewer particles there (to reflect sunlight),”” Smith said.

Photographs of the surface of the planet — mostly a ball of

hydrogen gas with 815 times the volume of Earth — also are
producing surprises.

Like Jupiter, Saturn has only clouds for a surface but ‘*has none
of the psychedelic features’ that Voyager photographs revealed

in Jupiter's atmosphere. “‘In fact, it looks rather bland,”” Smith

WASHINGTON (AP)
— The Postal Service
says changes in airline
schedules may force it to
relax speedy-mail-del-
viery standards — but
not anytime soon

FBI beginning
Atlanta probe

ATLANTA (AP) —
Mayor Maynard Jack-
son, who one day earlier
criticized the FBI for
failing to move swiftly to
Atlanta’s aid, hailed as
“good news” the agen-
cy’s decision to open a
preliminary investiga-
tion into the disappear-
ances of four black chil-
dren . i

The FBI said Thursday
it had opened the investi-
gation to determine if the
children are being held
in violation of federal
kidnapping laws.

Jackson said he be-
lieved the FBI ‘“‘will be
able to find jurisdiction
to enter the case’ and
may send agents to At-
lanta to assist the city’s
special task force inves-
tigating the cases.

The FBI has been pro-
viding technical assis-
tance since August to the
task force investigating
the deaths and disap-
pearances of 14 black
children. Two FBI
agents were brought in
Wednesday to aid tempo-
rarily in the investiga-
tion.

Meanwhile, city police
prepared to welcome an
elite group of the nation’s
most suceessful police
detectives.

Public Safety Commis-
sioner Lee P. Brown said
the detectives — from
Los Angeles, Oakland,
Calif., New York, Detroit
and Stamford, Conn. —
will arrive here Monday
to act as consultants to
the investigation.

The special 35-member
police task force has
been working around the
clock to solve the slay-
ings and disappear-
ances, which began in
the summer of 1979.

The investigation,
which has included door-
to-door canvassing in
neighborhoods where the
children lived, has
turned up little evidence,
and police say they have
not been able to deter-

mine if any or all of the
cases are related.

At a news conference
Thursday, Brown dis-
counted speculation that
the use of outside detec-
tives indicated a lack of
confidence in his police
department.

“I would match our po-
lice bureau with any in
the country,” he said. “I
have 1,000 plus 1 percent
confidence in our investi-
gators. We will continue
to rely on them as our
primary source.”

Brown said the assis-
tance of the five detec-
tives was arranged
through the Police Exec-

utive Research Forum, a_

Washington-based orga-
nization of chief execu-
tives of city, county and
state police agencies.

‘““To our knowledge,
this is the first time a
police agency has tapped
other police agencies”
for assistance, Brown
said.

The public safety com-
missioner said the spe-
cial task force decided to
seek the help of the five
detectives in an effort
““to see that we leave no
stone unturned.”

Truck sales of all manufacturers have been hurt
far more than cars in the current slump. Chrysler’s
domestic truck models have fallen 46 percent so far
this year against a 32 percent decline for its cars.
GM, however, is recalling 300 workers to a medium-
duty plant to handle increased orders later this
month.

Omni-Horizon was an immediate hit when it first
appeared, and the car was hard to buy after the
gasoline crisis of spring 1979. Production was limited
to 300,000 a year, the number of engines Volkswagen
supplied under contract.

However, in October sales of Omnis and Horizons
fell 16 percent from what they were in October 1979,
and the supply on hand is now about 95 days’ worth,
little changed in the past month.

Wary Washington wondering about
effects of new Republican regime

WASHINGTON (AP) — The civil
rights conviction of two former FBI
officials who ordered warrantless
break-ins in the search for left-wing
terrorists in the early 1970s may have
little effect on today’s FBI.

Edward S. Miller, convicted Thurs-
day along with W. Mark Felt, said the
decision will not harm the FBI, which
he called still a ‘“‘great and grand
organization.” /

An FBI spokesman said agents now
have specific guidelines in such
cases.

Felt and Miller, who rose through
the ranks under the late J. Edgar
Hoover, were. the highest-ranking
FBI officials ever to be convicted of a
crime. The U.S. District Court jury
found them guilty of conspiracy to
violate the civil rights of friends and
relatives of members of the radical
Weather Underground by approving
illegal searches at their homes in 1972

Felt told reporters he and Miller
acted ““in the best interests of the
country,” but the Justice Department
said the warrantless break-ins violat-
ed the Fourth Amendment protection
against unreasonable searches.

“I spent my entire adult life work-
ing for the government and I always
tried to do what I thought was right
and what was in the best interest of
the country,” Felt said. ““The jury
didn’t agree with me.”

Miller added, ‘‘We tried to do our
job for people, and I think we did a
good job. We did the job the only way
the job could be done.”

Stronger reaction came from Nor-
man Philcox, national president of
the Society of Former Special Agents
of the FBI.

Speaking from Amherst, N.H,,
Philcox said FBI agents are “‘scared
to death to conduct investigations be-
cause they are afraid that five or 10
years later they may be charged with
some technical violations of a crime
in connection with their investiga-
tion.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — The cock-
tail set is chortling. Real estate
agents are making new lists. And
resumes are flying as the federal city
prepares for a Ronald Reagan presi-
dency.

From the salons of Georgetown to
the corridors of Capitol Hill, Washing-
ton's power brokers and its bureau-
crats are trying to assess the meaning
of the Republican landslide that cap-
tured the White House and the Senate
as well.

For some, the change means being
out of work. For others, months or
years of work on projects, regulations
or legislation will grind to a halt.

And for countless Republicans who
have been sidelined during four years
of a Democratic presidency and Con-
gress, Reagan’s election means an-
other courtship with the political and
social circles that run this company
town.

“you'll see a lot of cocktail par-
ties,”” said one Washington insid-
er.“That’'s how all those corporate
types do business. The Carter people
made fun of these parties and made a
point of never attending them. But
that's where contacts are made —
and how many contacts did Carter’s
team have?”

A Capitol Hill real estate agent, who
asked not to be identified, said he
already had drawn up lists of con-
gressmen most likely to sell and
hoped to make a killing on the new
Congress.

Elsewhere, in the various depart-
ments and agencies where policies
are made and regulations enforced,
the realization of the Democrats’ de-
feat was still setting in.

“I'm numb,” said Jody Bernstein,
general counsel at the Department of
Health and Human Services. “‘I'm sill
trying to sort it out.

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Bank official hoping
for economic consistency

PITTSBURGH (AP) —
The nation’s economic
problems aren’t going to
vanish because a conser-
vative president and Re-
publican Senate have
been elected, but the
prospects of recovery
may be better, says Mel-
lon Bank’s chief econo-
mist.

““The economic prob-
lems we face ... are
deep-seated problems
and difficult problems,”
Norman Robertson, se-
nior vice president of the
nation’s 16th largest
bank, said Thursday.
“But it is my hope they
will be tackled with more
consistency and determi-
nation than in the past
four years.”

In his latest economic
forecast, Robertson
made note of Reagan's
victory in the presiden-
tial election Tuesday and
the shift from a Demo-
cratic-controlled to Re-
publican-controlled Sen-
ate.

Robertson said eco-
nomic imbalances build-
ing up for 15 to 20 years
can't be remedied over-
night.

“It's going to take
quite some time to un-
wind this inflationary
spiral,” he said, predict-
ing that effects of Rea-
gan's policies won't be

B

felt for at least a year.

“I don’t think the elec-
tion is going to change
1981. I think the changes
in the direction and focus
of economic policy are
more likely to affect the
economy in 1982 and be-
yond,” he said.

Robertson said reduc-
ing inflation remains the
most important step to-
ward a healthier econ-
omy.

The Federal Reserve
must work to slow the
expansion of the money
supply and the govern-
ment must begin to de-
crease budget deficits,
he said. Whatever tax
cuts are permitted after

a reduction in govern-
ment spending should be
aimed at business invest-
ment rather than con-
sumers, Robertson said.

He predicted a “slow
and ragged pattern of ec-
onomic growth” in 1981.

He estimated inflation
and interest rates will
remain in double digits
in 1981, with interest
rates peaking at about 16
percent.

Robertson forecast an
8 percent unemployment
rate during much of the
year and estimated that
current $30-a-barrel
prices for imported oil
could rise to $40 a barrel
by the end of 1981.

At dusk and the end of the business day, however,
merchants close protective metal gates down over
their storefronts, revealing huge murals that bring

Those who aspire to the dazzle of
modeling are “a very young, vulner-
able group,” said James Kadamus,
chief of New York’s vocational educa.
tion regulatory agency. The average
modeling student is between 16 and 20
years old, he said.

With appeals to vanity — and some-
times hollow promises of modeling
glamour and wealth — these teen-
agers are often recruited for a few
weeks of lessons costing $300 to $1,200
or more.

“Some schools operate like fast-
food franchises — they get the kids in,
get their money, and get them out,”
said Mark Sconce, co-director of the
Nancy Bounds School in Omaha,
Neb.

“The good schools don’t operate
like that. We're tired of being tarred
with the same brush as these other

schools which make such a botch of
it,”” he added.

““Some of the schools tend to come
on as if everyone’s going to be on the
cover of Vogue,” said John Peterson,
chief of private post-secondary edu-
cation in California. * .. They tend to
puff up the chances of employment in
modeling. They're very smooth.”

New York and California are
among 27 states that regulate model-
ing schools. The Federal Trade Com-
mission is devising a national rule for
private vocational and trade schools
aimed at ending abuses such as hard-
sell techniques and inflated place-
ment and earnings claims.

The New York Education Depart-
ment recently charged the Barbizon
School in Buffalo with a number of
violations, including use of unlicensed
teachers and high-pressure sales tac-
tics. Kadamus says the charges re-
flect problems typical of the indus-
try.

However, Charles Nemes, owner of
the Buffalo school, says the alleged

violations occurred before he pur-
chased the school. He says he plans to
prove to the state that he’ll run the
school differently.

Nationwide, only four modeling
programs out of about 500 are accre-
dited by the National Association of
Trade and Technical Schools. Most
don’t offer the minimum six-month
course and could not meet NATTS job
placement standards.

Along with modeling training, most
schools offer self-improvement
classes, which can be useful. Banks
send tellers to help them deal with the
public; lawyers enroll to improve
their courtroom manner.

‘““Ninety-nine percent of the girls
who come to my school want to learn
how to walk, how to make themselves
up,” said Nancy Bounds.

The Plaza 3 school in Phoenix prod-
uces 3,000 graduates a year. About 85
percent enroll for self-improvement,
says owner Helen Rogers.

But where the aim of schooling is
modeling careers, the record is bleak,

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Interi-
or Department, in one of its largest
single decisions on public lands,
Thursday opened 16.6 million acres in
nine Western states to energy devel-
opment.

The decision came following a
wholesale review ordered by Con-
gress of the government’s land deci-
sions made during the early part of
the century.

The m will allow companies to
lease ing areas to explore for
oil, gas, coal, geothermal resources

Dear Dr. Solomon: Every so often |
read that progress is being made in
the treatment of cancer. Apparently,
cancer of the bladder must be the
exception that proves the rule. My
brother recently was diagnosed as
having bladder cancer, and when I
started making inquiries to learn
more about it, I found there really is
no satisfactory form of treatment
How serious a disease is bladder can-
cer, and is anything being done to find
a cure? — Bill

Dear Bill: Bladder cancer is a seri
ous disease for which a satisfactory
form of treatment has still not been
found. The incidence of the disease hs
increased 20 percent over the past
quarter-century, while the death rate
has decreased only slightly.

Bladder cancer mostly affects men
over 50 years of age. In the United
States, about 30,000 people will be
diagnosed as having the disease dur
ing 1980, and almost 10,000 people will
die from it. The most common, first
noticeable symptom is blood in the
urine

Physicians at Johns Hopkins and
nine other hospitals nationwide are
now engaged in a stndy to determine
the most effective form of treatment
A number of specialists in different
fields — urology, oncology, pathology
and radiotherapy — will evaluate
three different types of treatment.
They include the use of avariety of
drug combinations; the use of new
drugs; and different combinations of
chemotherapy, surgery and radiation
treatment.

Dear Bonnie: Part of the difficulty
in giving a definitive answer to your
question is that studies concerning
the effect of exercise on pregnant
women are fairly new. But one person
who should know as much about the
subject as most authorities as Dr
Caryle Crenshaw, co-director of the
division of perinatal medicine at
Duke University, and head of its high-
risk obstetrics clinic. In general, Dr
Crenshaw recommends that women
not try to increase the amount they
exercise after becoming pregnant be-
cause the uterus requires more the
heart's output as the baby grows. In
addition, in cases where the fetus
seems small for its age, or where the
mother has high blood pressure or
other problems, she may require bed
rest without exercise

In women who are generally in good
health, however, moderate exercise is
not only permissible but advisable
Women should realize, though, t..at as
the pregnancy advances, they will
become less agile and may be more
prone to fainting, and should adjust
their activities accordingly

Widow sues Exxon

NEW YORK (AP) —A
woman who contends her
hushand was driven to
suicide by overwork has
filed a $6 million lawsuit
against Exxon Corp.

Rose M. Seymour of
Queens filed the suit
Wednesday in Manhat-
tan State Supreme Court
on behalf of the estate of
her late husband, Wil-
liam. Seymour was in
charge of the cargo-
freight section of
Exxon’s international di-
vision until his suicide on
Jan. 31, 1979.

Mrs. Seymour con-
tended Exxon had been
informed by a psychia-
trist that her husband
had mental problems,
worsened because he
was burdened with too
much work.

A spokesman for
Exxon said an internal
investigation showed
‘‘we are not responsi-
ble.”” He declined fur-
ther comment.

Psychiatrist Dr. Fran-
cis Kane was also named
as a defendant in the
suit. He also refused
comment.
