LAS VEGAS. Nev (A P ) — An elec 
trlcal fire that smoldered for hours 
between floors before epioding In 
flames was blamed Saturday for the 
devastating MGM Grand Hotel fire 
that killed 83 people and Injured more 
than 5<» others, fire officials said 

The second worst hotel fire in the 
nation's history, which sent lethal 
clouds of smoke through all 28 floors 
of the hotel, started quietly above a 
delicatessen ceiling on the hotel’ s 
main floor before dawn Friday, Gark 
County Fire Chief Roy Parrish told a 
news conference.

"This was a classic case of a fire 
that built and bum ^ It was definite­
ly a killer," Parrish said. "We have 
determined the origin of the fire to be 
in the attic (between floors) above the 
deli It is electrical In nature.”

He observed that if most guesU had 
remained In their rooms instead of 
panicking and attempting to flee, 
there would be more survivors.

The fire chief said the search for 
bodies would continue Sunday in the 
basement but that unless there are 
hospital deaths or bodies hidden 
below the main floor, the death toll 
would remain unchanged at 83.

Clark Clounty Coroner Otto Raven- 
holt said earlier that he would not be 
surprised if more bodies were found 
in elevators which may be in the 
basement.

Parrish said “ a prebum period”  of 
two or three hours allowed the fire to 
gain sufficient momentum to spread, 
first downward through the delicates­
sen's ceiling in a ball of flame, and 
then upward in a chimney-draft effect 
through open elevator shafts.

Fire Capt. Mike Patterson said he 
interviewed the employee who re­
ported the fire at 7:15 a m. PST and 
"w as physically knocked to the 
ground when the attic let loose.

“ He was knocked down by this ex­
plosion,”  Pattersofl said.

If there had been a sprinkler sys­
tem above the wires, as required by 
current codes, it would have extin­
guished the smoldering before the fire 
broke out, Patterson said.

Asked why some Las Vegas hotels 
were permitted to operate under out­
moded safety codes, the captain said, 
“ 80 percent of the buildings In the 
United Stales are similarly out of 
date ”

Parrish said elevator shafts were 
open because the fire melted the 
touch controls on the elevators and 
halted the cars with their doors 
open

"W e have three elevators that were 
below the casino floor. The touch 
mechanisms were melted TTiat left 
the doors wide open, which caused a 
natural updraft,”  Parrlah said.

Asked whv the hotel fire alarm

system didn’ t function, ParrUh said: 
"W e still don’t understand what hap­
pened to it and we’re continuing to 
investigate.”  He had previously said 
the fire apparently caused the alarm 
system to malfunction.

Bad as it was, PSrrlsh said the fire 
could have been worse.

"E igh t thousand people were In 
that hotel. Eighty-three people were 
killed, which U a OM percmit loss of 
life,”  be said. “ 1 wan afraid we would
lose hundreds of them.”

Parrish also said that sprinklers did 
their job adequately In two show­
rooms and the halls in the east end of 
the ground floor.

Earlier Saturday, surviving guests 
from the hotel returned and collected 
their luggage from their rooms as 
outsiders got their first look at the 
casino's ghostly ruins.

The latest body was found near a 
slot machine In the casino a few mo­
ments before fire officials gave re­
porters a tour of the darkened, cav­
ernous casino, where a deathly smell 
of smoke and water hung over the 
skeletal remains of bumed-out gam­
ing equipment.

It ’s the same story, but the players have 
switched roles as Midland and Odessa prepare to 
take up arms in a battle that has resurfaced 
concerning cancer therapy treatment.

Two years ago, few West Texans had even 
heard of a 6MEV linear accelerator.

Last Friday, Medical Center Hospital in Odessa 
made its formal application for a certificate of 
need to the Texas Health Facilities (Commission 
(THPC) in Austin to replace its current AECL 
Teratron-80 Cobalt radiation therapy unit with a 
Varían 6 Million Electron Volt linear accelera­
tor. Discussion of the application, which was first 
raceived in e a i^  November, waa delayed b^tlM

cause the application was incomplete.

The HSA-12 reviews projected Improvements 
for hospitals in the 17-county area served by the 
Permian Basin Regional Planning Commission.

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May West, Hollywood's 
legendary sex symbol dies

HOLLYWCX)D (A P ) — Legendary 
Hollywood bombshell Mae West — 
who starred in vaudeville, plays and 
films as a brassy, bosomy sex symbol 
of the 1920s and ’30s — died “ very 
peacefully and painlessly”  Saturday 
at her apartment here at the age of 87 
a spokesman said.

At 10:30 she just closed her eyes. 
Thank God it was peaceful and there 
was no pain,”  said Jerry Martin of the 
William Morris Agency, Miss West’s 
longtime public relations represents 
tive.

The aging sex queen died just three 
weeks after leaving a hospital where 
she had spent three months reçu 
perating from a mild stroke that left 
her speech impaired 

“ She’d been home almost a month 
and she was doing fine," Martin said 
Saturday “ She was sa glad to be 
home But this morning when she got 
up she was having trouble breath 
ing •’

Martin said that Paul Novak, a 
former muscleman in Miss West s 
night club act and her companion the 
last 25 years, called a doctor who 
examined the actress and said that 
nothing further could be done Novak 
was with her at her death, Martin 
said

lAST RITES WERE performed b> 
a priest who was summoned from a 
nearby church, Martin said 

The Forest Lawn liollywood ceme 
tery was asked to handle funeral ar 
rangements for ,Miss West Martin 
said a memorial service tentatively 
was scheduled for Tuesday at the 
First Presbyterian Church in Bev erly 
Hills

Burial will lake place at a cemelery 
in Brooklyn, N Y , where Miss West s 
father, mother and brother are 
buried, Martin said 

"She always planned to be buried 
back there," he said 

Miss West had lived in the Havens 
wood Apartments since 1932, when 
she came out to make a movie and 
remained there,” Martin said 

After a 27 year hiatus from film 
making, she returned to the big 
screen twice in the 1970s Myra 
Breckenridge" in 1970 was her first 
picture since 1943, and in 1977 she 
playt-d a film star on her sixth honey 
moon in "Sextette ”

But for the most part she was rarely 
seen in public in recent years She 
lived in palatial splendor near Bever 
ly Hills — almost a recluse — on 
enormous wealth resulting from 
shrewd real estate investments and 
tup salaries in her years as a star 

Miss West was with the Morris 
Agency in her early days of vaude 
ville and stayed with the agency 
throughout her career 

"She was a lovely lady She really 
was," said Martin "She had a great 
sense of humor right to the end "

ACTOR ANTHONY QITNN, who 
got his start from Miss West, said she 
"should be remembered as a very 
special and unique person in the en 
tertainment world, and I'm sure she 
will go down In the industry’s history 
as such”

Miss West made millions muttering 
spicy comments, while her chassis 
moved like a parked car with the 
motor running

She had perfected an inimitable 
style, although many tried: the silk 
en, hip swinging walk, the languid

glance; the lethargic but meaningful 
gestures, and the tantalizing drawl.

And there were her sybaritic 
phrases such as: “ Beulah, peel me a 
grape”  or the famous Invitation she 
issued to Cary Grant in “ I ’m No 
Angel”  in 1933 — “ Come up and see 
me sometime.”

It was in the 1930s that she made 
herself a sex goddess and an Ameri­
can institution — a violet-eyed blonde 
with a figure her press agent said 
matched the statue of the Venus de 
Milo

It was said that the only person who 
ever upstaged her in a Him was co­
median W C Fields, who was her 
partner In several movies, including 
the comedy classic "M y Little Chick 
adee” in 1939

SHE C1,A1MED A contribution to a 
change In American lifestyles:

"1 was the first person to bring sex 
out in the open," she said “ Before I 
came along nobody could print the 
word on billboards”

In fact, she opened on Broadway in 
1926 in a play she had written: “ Sex”  
1‘olice raided it, it folded, and she was 
sent to jail for eight days, but earned 
national fame wih her demands — 
finally granted -  that jailers provide 
her silk underwear'in her cell at 
Welfare Island

Ironically, .Miss West deplored the 
current trend toward sex and nudity

just not right ”

She noted she never had to undress 
to exude sensuality but could give 
that impression with the most innô  
cent and highest necked dresses

I didn't have to show myself 
naked and I never did, " she said 

Miss West's first hit performance 
was as the dance hall queen in the 
1928 play "Diamond Lil ” After she 
hit Hollywood in 1932, she was a top 
star from her debut in "Night After 
.Night to 1940, when she starred with 
1 lelds in "Chickadee "

Many of her films have become 
classics of the late show To the end of 
her life she got fan mail — including, 
she said, proposals of marriage from 
teenagers who had seen her only on 
television

H IE  MAE WEST style left its 
mark In 1940 Koyal Air Force pilots 
nicknamed their inflatable life jack 
ets Mae West, the name persists 
DcH-ades of Hollyw(M>d starlets copied 
her hair, her strut, her decollelage 
But, said Miss West

They don't really know how to 
imitate me They don't see the comic 
side of sex”

At 17, Miss West was married, 
briefly, to a song and dance man 
named Frank Wallace. They had no 
children and she never remarried 

In 1964 she told an interviewer, with 
characteristic candor, that although 
she had "carried on” over the years 
with a number of gentlemen, she had 
suffered neither twinges of guilt nor 
regret

'.'The score never interested me." 
she said "Only the game”

Her autobiography took its title 
from one of her lines. As she entered a 
nightclub a hat check girl gasped at 
her jewelry “ Goodness! What beau 
liful diamonds'" Replied Miss West 
"G(K>dnes.s had nothing to do with 
it”

In addition to “ Goodness Had Noth

ing to do With It,”  she wrote three 
novels, numerous plays, the script for 
a number of her own movies, and 
(unlike many Hollywood celebrities) 
made up her own quips.

When she was on the “ Person to 
Person”  television how in 1959 she 
was asked if she was interested in 
foreign affairs. Her reply: “ Yes, I ’ve 
always enjoyed my foreign affairs.”

Miss West’s birthdate is listed by 
some sources as bom Aug. 17, 1892 
and 1893 by others. She was the 
daughter of Paris-born Matilda 
D ilker and a light-weight boxer 
named Battling Jack West. She made 
her stage debut in vaudeville at 5 in a 
singing and dancing act in which she 
was known, prophetically, as “ Baby 
Vamp.”

Saturday for the Nooksack and Snohomish rivers as 
western Washington recovered from heavy weekend 
rain.

The National Weather Service reported all rain 
swollen rivers in the area were falling, although 
some areas still had standing water.

Lowland areas of the Snohomish. Nooksack and 
Elwha rivers overflowed their banks Friday when as 
much as seven inches of rain drenched the state.

Most areas north of Seattle in the western half of 
the state got three or more inches of rain Friday, the 
weather service said, and five to seven inche.s fell on 
the Olympic Mountains.

The Cowlitz and Toutle rivers — draining the 
watersheds denuded of vegetation by Mount St. 
Helens’s May 18 eruption — rose by as much as nine 
feet Friday, but stayed well below flood stage, said 
meteorologist Jeff Smith of the weather service.

“ He went quietly to sleep after 
lunch and stopped breathing,”  said 
his nephew, Edward McCormack. 
“ He was a wake and alert to the very 
end. He went very peacefully.”

McCormack was hospitalized in 
September for pneumonia. He was 
recently transferred to the Eastwood 
at Dedham nursing home where he 
died.

“ He never quite recovered.”  said 
his nephew.

McCormack’s 42-year congressio­
nal career, from 1928 to 1970, spanned 
eight presidencies He served as ma 
Jority leader of the House for decades 
under Sam Rayburn and became 
speaker in January 1962

He held the record for unbroken 
tenure in the speaker’s office

He was a heartbeat away from the 
presidency for more than a year after 
the assassination of President John F 
Kennedy, as the speaker of the House 
follows the vice president in presiden 
tial seccession

Before he was hospitalized. MeCkir 
mack led an active life, keeping regu 
lar hours at an office in the federal 
courthouse that bore his name Each 
night he would dine at Jimmy’s Har 
borside, a popular Boston seafood res 
taurant

"We have lost a great American. ” 
said current House Speaker and fel 
low .M assachusetts law m ak er 
Thomas O’.Nelll "I have lost a great

friend and mentor of 40 yean .” 
President Carter called McCor­

mack “ a man of strong character and 
remained actively devoted to his con­
stituents through the last month of his 
life.”

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mass., 
Joined in the tribute, saying,“ My fam­
ily remembers with gratitude how he 
gave to President Kennedy his loyal­
ty, his counsel and the benefit of his 
gentle wisdom. And I will remember 
his many kindnesses to me when I 
first came to the Congress and in all 
the years after.”

Bom John William McCormack on 
Dec. 21,1891, he was one of 12 children 
of a poor Boston bricklayer Nine of 
his brothers and sisters died in infan­
cy and his father died when he was 13, 
forcing him to quit school after the 
eighth grade and take a job as a 
$3 a week messenger 

He later became a lawyer without 
ever earning a high school diploma as 
one of that generation of attorneys 
who learned his profession by appren 
tlceship

He began hl.s rise to the nation's top 
legislative office as a hard working 
Boston ward heeler who was ever 
loyal to the Democratic party

His first elective post was as a 
delegate to the 1917 Massachusetts 
constitutional convention A fter 
World War I Army service, he went to 
the legislature and then to Congress 
in 1928

"In 1928, If I thought I would serve 
in Congress six years, I would not 
have run because I loved my law 
practice," he said at a November 1970 
farewell reception in Washington

Tehran radio broadcasts also spoke

with the Allison Center. One factor Midlanders 
point to as supporting that idea is MCH’s recent 
hiring of a radiation oncologist. Guy Gregory 
Garrett, a graduate of Southwest Medical School 
in Dallas and a certified therapeutic radiolo^st, 
joined MCH’s staff in January after one year 
of private practice in Paris.

Garrett had been interviewed by the search 
committee at MMH before Midland hired Dr. Lee 
Schlichtemeir during the summer to head up the 
Allison Center’s operation.

Aside from any dispute over whether MCH has 
any “ ulterior motives”  in asking for the 6MEV, 
Cappadonna said he would like to see Odessa hold 
its application for any changes for two years until 
the Allison Center would be in more of a position 
to compete — or to form a cooperative with the 
Medical Center department for additional ser­
vices.

“ The timing is what worries me on this whole 
deal,”  he .said, adding that in two years the need 
in the service area may have grown to allow ade­
quate patients for both facilities.

Cappadonna said, “ The real votes (In this dis­
pute) are outside of Midland and Ector counties.”  
The citizens who would be most affected by 
what happened at the HSA hearings would be the 
cancer patients from outlying counties like 
Howard, Gaines, Crane and the other 15 In the 
HSA 12 area, he added.

The dispute comes up on the Dec. 8 agenda of 
the HSA’s project review committee agenda, 
according to PBHSA 13 Director Harley Sfeeves. 
After that public bearing, the item will come 
before the full 30-member governing body of the 
PBHSA on Dec. 17.

The advisers with 
whom he has surrounded himself in 
preparing for the presidency show 
that in selecting his cabinet he will 
lean more toward experience and 
competence than ideology.

He may well be a harbinger of a 
new period of Republican political 
dominance in this country. I will even 
venture the prediction that the Re­
publican Party will prove to be the 
part of the majority through the rest 
of this century.

I ’m not saying that because I am 
a Republican. I am not. Like my 
father, I have been an independent 
most of my adult life. But I believe, 
as I think most people do, that thè 
Republicans have a greater sense of 
fiscal responsibility than the Demo­
crats; a greater understanding of 
the danger of over-taxing and over­
regulating the American people.

Under the Carter Administration 
we had the highest Inflation, the high­
est taxes, the most burdensome gov­
ernment regulations and the greatest 
federal deficit spending in peace-time 
history. Of course, some of the Demo- 
cratically-sponsoi^ social programs 
have been good for our people, and the 
basic ones must be maintained, but 
the cost of annually expanding their 
scope is threatening to wreck our 
economy.

I think the majority of our people 
are solidly behind Ronald Reagan’s 
conviction that we must stop living 
beyond our means and must sharply 
curtail the extent to which govern­
ment interferes in our lives.

If he can retain that public sup 
port, I believe he will turn out to be 
a most successful president. The be­
lie f that he w ill makes me opti­
mistic about the future of our coun­
try.

The first piece of equipment for the Allison Per­
mian Basin Cancer Therapy Center was scheduled to 
arrive last week for installation in the center, whkh 
is siated for operation in late May. However, deli­
very of the sensitive 6MEV iinear accelerator, a 
•‘major use”  piece at the center, was delayed by the 
hospital until the dust clears at 2200 W. ilHn«f« 
Ave.

According to Mickey Cappadonna. Midiand Memo­
rial Hospital trustee and president of the Regionai 
Advisory Councii for the APBCTC, the center’s 
construction is on scheduie. “ The heavy concrete we 
poured last spring has gone through the curing 
process and we re ready to put In equipment.”  

However, Cappadonna said delivery of the OMEV 
linear accelerator, which is the machine that most of 
the center’s operation will be focused around, was 
delayed until February when the outside construc­
tion will be complete and the resultant dust won’t 
be a problem for the machine 

The eruipment for the center will be some of the 
most advanced in the field Aside from the 6 million 
electronic volt (MEV) linear accelerator which will 
supply 80 percent of the radiation treatments, the 
center will have a 20 MEV linear accelerator for 
deeper penetrating radiation needs, a therapy beam 
simulator, an Orthovultage unit and a computerized 
treatment planner

Beginning with the simulator, which Cappadonna 
called 'a sophisticated X ray machine,”  doctors 
who use the center will be able to photograph the 
density of a tumor by taking pictures of it from many 
different angles By feeding subsequent information 
into the treatment planner, the physician will learn 
"which angles need to be shot” with radiation 

and at what dosage, Cappadonna said 
The machines take much of the guesswork out of 

radiation therapy While many of the forerunners to 
the linear accelerators were difficult to “ focus” or 

aim on tumors, the precision of these linear 
accelerators allows physicians to perform more 
exacting treatments, killing fewer living cells while 
preventing cancer growth

The Ortho-voltage unit, which has been used in 
tamer treatment for more than 40 years, will be 
used for intra cavity irradiation and for skin can 
cers

All the radiation therapy has to be calibrated for 
effectiveness, Cappadonna said, which is why MMH 
has hired a physicist

The premise behind radiation treatments is ” zap̂  
ping" a cancerous tumor with radiation to kill it. Al- • 
though new technology has brought sophisticated;

machines able to radiate these growtba efficiently, 
Cappadonna said the treatment has to be done in
StSjMS.

When the growth is radiated, the cancerous ceils 
dissipate and are expelled throng the nomuil waste 
process of the body, he said. The tody, therefore, has 
to be given enough time to successfully expel the 
waste from a tumor.

When the treatments are given la small lioaagrs at 
continual Intervals over a period of days m  weeks, 
then the body can get rid o f the waste and 
still maintain its normal functioos without getting 
“ overloaded.”

In addition to radiation treatments, the Allison 
Center also wlU have facilities for chemotherapy and 
surgical therapy.

“The center will have a multi-disciplinary ap­
proach to the cancer cure," Cappadonna said.

The 22,imFsquare foot center has 7-feet thick con­
crete walls to insulate the radiation rooms. With 
some 15 rooms, the center is designed fo r a 
'ife-expectancy of 50 years.

’Everything from the hospital is built on the 
5<Fyear construction plan,”  Cappadonna said.

With picture-sixe windows and ” drive-lt”  brown 
piaster exterior walls, the center will have a court­
yard in the center, with some room for future 
expansion A walk though tunnel will connect the 
center to the hospital, as well.

In addition, the Allison Center will bouse the 
Permian Basin’s first computerized tumor registry, 
which w ill identify and track the progress of 
cancer patients who come to the center. ”11» registry 
will store ’ ’complete records of what happens to the 
patients.”  after they leave the center, Cappadoima 
said

The center will service the 17-county area in the 
Health Systems Agency area 12 of the Permian 
Basin The Regional Advisory Council for the 
center is made up of three represenUtives from 
Midland, Ekrtor and Howard counties; and one from 
each of the following; Gaines, Dawson, Andrews, 
Borden.

SAN ANTONIO, Texas

Prosecutors conducted 
a lineup under rigid secu 
rity precautions in Hous 
ton Thursday and one 
source told The Associât 
ed Press that the investi 
gation — described as 
the most extensive feder 
al Inquiry since the as­
sassination of President 
John F K ennedy — 
could be nearing a solu 
tion

The wide ranging in 
vestigation began two 
years ago today when 
former assistant U S At 
tomey James Kerr was 
ambushed on his way to

It was intensified when

The roadblocks 
are not so much substantive as they 
are an unwillingness to face up to the 
solemn commitments made”  in Hel­
sinki.

This was an apparent reference to 
assertions by the Soviet Union and its 
allies that the intervention in Afghan­
istan is an internal question and

therefore not relevant to review of the 
Helsinki agreement.

Dell called this “ a curious assertion 
in view of the fact that solemn inter­
national obligations — whether on 
human rights, or trade, or security — 
cannot be deemed as merely internal 
affairs by virtue of the very fact they 
are part of international commit 
ments.”

“ We are asked why it should con­
cern us when a proud and free nation 
is subjected to the shock of invasion 
and the tyranny of occupation as long 
as detente in Europe remains unaf­
fected,”  he said.

Despite the roadblocks. Bell said, 
the United States would welcome 
progress on a range of specific prob­
lems. He said they included improved

working conditions for businessmen, 
the right of emigration, family reuni­
fication and working conditions for 
Journalists.

He said the United States is willing 
to work toward so-called “ confidence 
building measures,”  to lessen mili­
tary tensions.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Rising interest rates are 
forcing many people to reconsider buying homes. 
That situation has led to proposals for new kinds of 
mortgages, and the government wants your opinion 
on them.

'The Federal Home Loan Bank Board, which regu­
lates savings and loan associations, has set Dec. 1 as 
the deadline for comments on “ Shared Appreciation 
Mortgages.’ ’

With these mortgages, you get a lower interest 
rate in return for sharing part of the profit with the 
lender when you sell or refinance the house

Under most current mortgage plans, you pay back 
the principal of the loan plus interest based on the 
interest rate that prevailed when the loan was made 
When the house is sold, any profit is yours.

But if you have a shared appreciation mortgage, 
you pay back the principal plus less interest than the 
prevailing rate — say 9% percent instead of 13

percent. In return for the lower interest rate, you 
give the savings and loan part of the profit when you 
sell the house. This payment cannot exceed 40 
percent of the profit, and if the value of tb»«house 
stays the same or goes down, the savings and loan 
does not get any extra payment.

Shared appreciation mortgages must be refin­
anced after 10 years if you have not sold the house, 
however.

At that time, the lender must offer you financing at 
the then-prevailing interest rate. The shared appre­
ciation payment would be paid as part of the guaran­
teed refinancing

If the value of the home had increased by $10,000, 
for instance, you could owe the savings institution 
$4,000. which would be added to your new mort­
gage.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Breeder 
reactors are making A comeback. Oil 
and gas price controls are on their 
way out. Drilling on federal lands and 
on the Outer C^tinental Shelf is in. 

Don’t even 
think about it.

That’s how the energy legislation 
picture is shaping up as President­
elect Ronald Reagan prepares to 
take office and Republicans get ready 
to take over the Senate in January.

The new, heavily conservative 17th 
Congress is likely to be far more 
energy production-oriented than Its 
predecessor and far less sympathetic 
to legislation designed to force con­
servation

"We will tend toward those pro­
grams that recognize that the govern­
ment doesn’ t produce energy and 
isn’t a very good program director,”  
said Sen. James A. McClure, R-ldaho, 
who takes over from Sen. Henry M. 
Jackson, D-Wash., as chairman of the 
Senate E n er^  Committee in Jan­
uary. "We will reduce the controls. 
We will tend tpward a freer mar­
ket”

Reagan is likely to have an easier 
time getting his energy bills through 
Congress than did President Carter.

Some of Carter’s major energy ini 
tiatives — including a proposed SO- 
cent a gallon tax on excess gasoline 
consumption in 1977 and a trimmed 
down 10-cent a gallon version in 1980 
— were overwhelmingly repudiated 
on Capitol Hill

But the energy dilemmas that 
haunted Carter’s four years will con­
front Ronald Reagan as well — many 
in the first year of his term

One Important reason is that the 
basic law governing petroleum prices 
and distribution and giving the presi

dent power to deal with energy short­
ages — the Energy Production and 
Conservation Act — expires in mid- 
1981.

Without the law, the ability of a 
president to manage a serious oil and 
gasoline shortage would be sharply 
limited — Just around the time that 
severe shortages stemming from the 
Iran-Iraq war might begin to develop, 
if that conflict persists.

And even though Reagan and Re­
publican congressional candidates 
campaigned for deregulation, it is 
doubtful they would allow all controls 
to expire.

Many oil companies, for Instance, 
would like to see some form of renew­
al of the rules for government alloca­
tion of fuel In a severe shortage. And 
small refining companies are sure to 
ask for some continuation of the con­
trols that put them on a more compet­
itive footing with the major compan­
ies In bidding for crude oil.

"The irony Is that this antiregula- 
tory crowd that Is taking over may 
come to town and find it’s the oil 
companies who are asking for protec­
tion,”  said a Democratic staff mem­
ber of the Energy Committee who 
asked not to be identified.

Betty Sheeler with the Ifldland Hous­
ing Assoclatloo popped up and volun­
teered her time to start tM  program 
But she never bargained for what she 
DOW has — a job ^ t  keeps her busy 
more than 40 hours a week on a yearly 
salary of $2.400.

In her year of work, llrs. Sheeler 
also has discovered the forebodings of 
doom cast by city leaders in the past 
years over the expected outcome of 
the program have been for naught. 
Yes. she conceded, there have been 
occasional problems between tenant 
and landlord But they have been the 
typical problems that arise whenever 
someone rents from another person

CUBBENTLY, S  FAMILIES are 
living in decent, if marginal, housing 
and receiving assistance from the 
federal government in paying their 
rents During the past year. 90 fami 
lies have received assistance, she 
said

Of this last total, 10 families have 
been receiving a salary, two are on 
Veterans Administration benefits, 
five on Aid to Families with Depen 
dent Children and three are disabled 
Average age of reciptenU was 27 And 
the category was broken down to 
show that 11 were Anglo, eight black 
and 10 Mexican-American.

For the S  skKs, she has received 
2«S applications. Mrs Sheeler said 
“ There would have been more, but 
people were made aware at the be­
ginning that the program was for the 
county And I don’t process appUca- 
tioos unless I have reason to brieve 
this person will qualify”

Under the program, the applicant's 
income must fall below a certain level 
and the slse of the family 1s consid­
ered. If a person qualifies, he or she is 
charged srlth locating a rental unit

For example, Mrs. Sheeler pointed 
out that top rental price for an effi­
ciency is $181; a one-bedroom unit, 

$221; three-bed­
room, $267; and four-bedroom, $208. 
Tills also includes the price of utili­
ties.

SUBTBACnNG UTIUTIES from 
that rental price, the renter will pay a 
portioo of his income for rent while 
the rest comes from HUD.

Tlie positive aspects of the program 
are that It “ makes it poMible for 
people with limited Incomes to be aUe 
to afford to live In decent bousing In 
Midland,”  said Mrs. Sheeler, “ And It 
encourages landlords to keep their 
property up In safe, sanitary coodi- 
tlons.”

There have been times when the 
landlord’s rental property didn’t meet 
HUD’S regulations. “ I ’ve had land­
lords objectlag loudly when I refosed 
to approve It and the family pleadii^ 
with me that they have no where else 
to go,”  she said.

Approving a unit sometimes Is a 
marginal decision and Improvements 
to be made are pointed out to the 
landlord, she said.

In some cases, the landlords want­
ed to get In the HUD program and 
made the necessary improvements 
immediately, according to the direc­
tor.

’ ‘Laodlords know that we will pay 
for damages or rent If the tenant 
moves without notice,’ ’ she ex 
plained. “ The renter signs to take 
good care of property and if they 
don’t, they won’t receive rental assls 
tance for another unit later. This pro­
gram also has been an encourage­
ment for renters to take care of the 
housing — they need any assistance to 
be able to manage”

THE B E N TE B SIGNS a one-year 
lease and in that time the landlord 
can’t raise the rent, she said Howev 
er, the landlord isn’t stuck with that 
price forever nor with that tenant 
HUD raises Its fa ir market rent 
prices each year, she said.

And there is a 90-day termination 
clause that can be written into the 
contract in case there is a clash be­
tween the two parties Mrs Sheeler 
knows of one instance in Midland 
where the clause was needed. The 
tenant was moved to another rental 
subsidy unit, the landlord got a new 
HUD tenant and “ everything has 
been harmonious.”

Sectloo 8 also has proven a boon to 
people buying mobile bqmes in that 
they can ^  their space rent paid by 
HUD, said Mrs. Sheeler.

Although she has more applications 
than can be filled, Mrs Sheeler has 
noticed a trait among the applicants: 
“ People who come In are hesitant;
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D ixcutsliig  rw nUl property under the Sec­
tion 8 rental subsidy program  of the D epart 
m ent of Housing and U rban Developm ent are

they’re not sure what will be required 
of them ”

And then there are the people who 
need the assistance for their families, 
but don't want to take it

Mrs. Sheeler recalled the situation 
of a man whose family numbered 
eight. He worked 10 hours a day at 
two jobs It was his landlord who 
called Mrs. Sheeler and recommend­
ed the family for rental assistance

The man qualified, said Mrs 
Sheeler But he didn’t want to take 
It

“ I TOLD HIM to think of it as a tax 
break,”  she said. “ We all sit around 
getting oil depletion allowances and 
tax breaks on our houses and we don’t 
think anything about it”

The man finally decided to go with 
the HUD program “ because he owed 
It to his family ”

The applicants are qualified on a 
first-come, first-served basis, and 
Mrs. Sheeler said this works better 
titan havlog to make a decision of 
” ?vbo deserves it more than someone 
else”

There’s the example of the disabled 
man who gets $238 a month on disa­
bled pay. Before HUD, he was paying

1182 of that income for rent, now he 
pays $31 There’s the five women, all 
with small children and receiving 
AFDC Two women work at the high 
est paid jobs for which they are 
qualified, but with child care and 
housing, they couldn’ t make ends 
meet

Th ere ’ s another woman, Mrs 
.Sheeler continued, who worked all her 
early years for a church .Suffering 
from diabetes, she has lost one leg 
and may lose toes on her remaining 
foot She was about to be evicted when 
her landlord agreed to go on the HUD 
program and keep the tenant.

What the city will put Into its appll 
cation for federal funds from HUD 
under Section 8 isn’t clear yet Mrs 
.Sheeler said she doesn’t see the city 
putting in the same program as the 
county, unless they combine forces.

SECTION 8 OF HUD includes fund­
ing construction of new housing to be 
used for rental subsidy. But the direc­
tor expressed some doubt alxwt it. “ I 
feel the Section 8 existing program is 
well designed And it (new construc­
tion) depends on how well It’s admin­
istered”

Working on Section 8 from all

angles — from taking the applications 
to reviewing the people, from inspect­
ing the rental units to paying the rents 
— has taken a lot of time, but has 
given Mrs. Sheeler all-around experi­
ence with the program 

With larger projects, there usually 
Is one person to handle each function, 
she said.

“ I ’ve been here eight hours a day 
and many weekends,”  she said of her 
time spent with the program “ Many 
people can’t come down to the office 
during working hours”  so she meets 
them after hours or on weekends.

Recently, a woman volunteered 
some part-time help as a bookkeeper 
And she has a fee accountant to keep 
track of the books 

As it DOW stands, Mrs Sheeler feels 
she could handle 90 to 7$ more tenants 
on the program without having to add

more help
Amount of funding for H»i« next 

year depends upon HUD and how 
much Congress gives that depart­
ment. Midland (}otuty could receive 
the budgeted amount of $41,278 or it 
could receive more.

Tile line of applicants isn’t going to 
shrink, in Mrs. Sheeler's opinkn. “ In 
the last several weeks. I ’ve had as 
many as 10 people each day come by 
and ask me if I know of a ptacc where 
they can live We just don’t have the 
places to rent.”

Richard is on ro a d  back to b aseb a ll
PHOENIX, Arlz. (A P ) — Less than 

four months after a stroke nearly cost 
the Houston Astros’ 30-year-old right­
hander his career — and his life — 
J.R. Richard is in Phoenix to continue 
therapy which he hopes will bring him 
back to major league baseball.

‘ T v e  been working out two weeks 
now — running three miles a day, 
lifting weights and doing certain ex­
ercises with my arm. I feel great,” 
Richard said Saturday. “ The doctors 
don’t know when I ’ ll be able to pitch 
again. Maybe in January. To me, it’s 
just a matter of time.”

The 6-8 player collapsed July 30 
during a workout at the Houston As­
trodome. Surgeons removed a blood 
clot from the junction of two arteries 
in his neck which impeded the flow of 
blood to his brain.

“ The operation was a success,”  Ri­

chard said ’ ’ E very th ing ’s going 
smoothly. I ’m not worried about a 
relapse at all. I know I ’ll be back, and
soon.

“ All I ’m trying to do now is get 
myself in the best possible shape I can 
and prepare myself mentally,”  he 
added. “ 1 got more motion in my arm 
now than I ’ve had in a long time. I ’m 
not worried at all. I ’ll do fine.”

Before the stroke, Richard com­
plained of fatigue and a “ deadness”  
in his throwing arm.

At the time, he had a 10-4 record, a 
1.84 earned run average, 119 strike­
outs and was considered the favorite 
for the Cy Young Award in the Na­
tional League.

“ It’s life. I accept it. It happened,”  
Richard said as he lounged in an 
apartment with his wife, Carolyn. “ I

know it happened for a reason.
“It brought me closer to God. And 

other people look at me now more as a 
person than a baseball player,”  he 
added. “ I told people I was hurting. 
Now they know I was serious.”

Richard’s lawyer and long-time 
friend, Tom Reich, said his client had 
a falling-out with the Houston news 
media prior to the injury. The media 
made him out to be baseball’s tragic 
version of television’s J.R. Ewing — 
running headlines of ‘Who Shot J.R.’s 
arm?”

“ They couldn’t resist,”  said Reich. 
"But they just didn’ t understand. 

We’re talking about a man whose left 
side was totally paralyzed at one 
point.”

Richard scoffs at the mere mention 
of the Houston media.

turn Houston drove 80 yards with the

MIAMI ( AP) — Dan Miller kicked a 

school record four field goals and 
quarterback Jim Kelly threw for 182 
yards and one touchdown Saturday as 
Miami, hoping for an invitation to the 
Peach Bowl, took a 26-8 college foot­
ball victory from North Texas .State.

It was the third victory in a row for 
the Hurricanes, 7-3, and an Orange 
Bowl crowd of 20,293 roared its ap­
proval when it was announced that 
Indiana and Stanford, also being con­
sidered for the Jan. 2 bowl game in 
Atlanta, were losing.

Carter’s reception was the only 
touchdown of the game, handing Ohio 
Slate Coach Earl Bruce his first con­
ference loss in 16 games in his first 
two years, as Woody Hayes’ succes­
sor

"It was one of those plays where he 
(Carter) got behind the linebacker 
and in front of the safety,’ ’ Ohio State 
cornerback Ray Ellis said of Carter’s 
big play

Arlington, Texas, matched it with a 
43-yard field goal with the wind less 
than six minutes later.

Although Ohio State became the 
first team in four games to score on 
the Wolverines, Michigan’s defense 
was dominating. It marked the fourth 
straight game that an opponent failed 
to muster a touchdown against the 
Big Ten champions.

Michigan’s effort over a four-game 
stretch was the best for the school 
since the 1831 squad posted six 
straight shutouts.

Michigan survived a final minute 
Ohio State drive that took the ball to 
the Wolverines’ 32.

The main difference is 
practicing. Wh3n you were in school 
you could g3t out and train after 
clas.ses. Now I have to kick myself to 
get out and work out by myself. It’s 
tough.

“ In the Masters, everyone can’t 
wait to grow old,’ ’ he said, “ because 
when you get older, you move into a 
different age group. “You always have 
the chance to be the new kid on the 
block.”

Gist’s records, he said, “ will be 
gone in a few years.

When 
hunting with a partner, one carries a flat-shooting 
varmint rifle, the other a shotgun.

Astros prepare
to go to court

HOUSTON (A P ) — While most 
major league baseball clubs are pre­
paring for the winter meetings and 
trying to sign the best free agent 
talent available, the Houston Astros 
are preparing to go to court.

The limited partners in the Astros’
ownership agreement, primarily the 
20 partners based in Houston, voted
last week to dissolve the partnership 
and move hfonday to try and oust 
John McMullen as general partner.

McMullen, the strong-willed New 
York shipbuilder who purchased the 
team last year, angered the limited 
partners Oct.27 when he fired Presi­
dent and General Manager Tal Smith 
and replaced him with Al Rosen

After acquiring the 60 percent vot 
ing interest necessary to dissolve the 
partnership, the limited partners 
asked McMullen to step down. When 
he refused, Houston attorney Joe Ja 
mail filed suit in federal court.

A hearing on the suit is scheduled 
Monday before U S. District Judge 
Rarl Bue.

The dispute comes at a time when

The attempted reorganization, how­
ever, has givfn Rosen little chance to 
chase any of the free agents.

About a year ago, the I’ ittsburgh 
Steelers and Buffalo Bills met in their 
final game of the regular National 
Football League season.

It wasn’t just another game The 
Steelers needed it to win Ihe Ameri 
can FcMctball Conference’s Central Di 
vision title for the sixth consecutive 
year. The Bills nec'ded it to finish al 
.500 for the first time since 1975.

The Stc'elers ween it 28 0 as Franco 
Harris rushed for 100 yards and two 
touchdowns, and ended the season 
with a 12-1 record. The victory also 
started their pcistsca.son on a confi 
dent note. Five weeks later, they 
ended up with their fourth Super 
Bowl.

The Bills wcnind up at 7-9.
But. oh, how things change!

THIS SEASON the Steelers, 7-4, are 
struggling. They are locked in a bitter 
struggle for first place with Houston 
and Cleveland The Oilers are 8-3, one 
game ahead of the Steelers and 
Browns. The Bills, 8-3, have the po­
tential to wind up with their best 
season since they won the American 
Football League’s Eastern Division 
title in 1964 with a 12-2 mark and won 
the league title by beating San Diego 
20-7.

Today, Ihe teams m ee t^  Buffalo, 
ill .wb«t Bills Coadh Chuck Knox calls

"a supc-r test for us ... They’re getting 
their people healthy. And they’ re 
probably one of the best football 
teanis in the National Football 
League right now. ”

Pittsburgh Coach Chuck Noll also 
sc'es the game as one of the toughest 
(¡f Ihe year. ‘ “I think it ranks right up 
there at the top of the list,”  he said. 
“The Bills are playing exceptional 

football from what I can tell. They’ re 
leading their division (thc AFC F'ast, 
one game ahead of New F:ngland). 
They have lots of weapons. They’ve 
got a lot of things going for them It’s 
going to be a real test.”

WASHINGTON (AP ) — Senate 
Democratic Loader Robert C. Byrd 
ur^d Preaident-olect Ronald Reagan 
on Saturday to keep Intact draft regis­
tration and the Sortet grain embargo 
— two Carter administration policies 
heatedly attacked by candidate Rea, 
gan.

Both policies have been successful 
in substance and as symbols of na­
tional resolve, said Byrd, D-W.Va.

And he said that revocation by Rea­
gan “ would be inconsistent with his 
expressed views on a strong defense 
and on a strong and firm foreign 
policy.*’

Speaking at his weekly news confer­
ence. Byrd also said he hoped Reagan 
“ would abandon the fiscal radical­
ism ’ ’ o f his plans for 10 percent 
across-the-board tax cuts in each of 
the next three years.

Byrd said such a plan would cause 
worse inflation and would mainly help 
the rich while throwing “ minimal 
crumbs to the poor”

Reagan has vowed to end draft 
registration, which President Carter 
ordered last summer. But Byrd said 
he hoped the president-elect “ would 
have second thoughts”

Byrd said that the registration pro­

gram would be viU l in a sudden 
national emergency, that it is “ very 
important’* in showing national re­
solve to allies as well as the Soviet 
Union and that “ It has strong support 
among the American people as evi­
denced by the high percentage of 
registrants’* since it was ordered.

in farm-state campaigning, Rea­
gan spoke harshly against the grain 
embargo, which Carter ordered in 
retaliation for the Soviet military In 
cursion into Afghanistan 

But Byrd said the embargo on grain 
sales has hurt the Soviet Union, and 
backing away now — with Soviet 
troops still entrenched in Afghanistan

— “ would be a sign of weakness.’ ’
“ I don’t think we should feed the 

Soviets while they kill Afghans,’ ’ he 
said.

Byrd disputed Reagan’s contention 
that American farmers have had to 
pay a great price because of the 
embargo, saying the price of grain is 
up and the lost Soviet sales have been 
made up by exports to other nations.

On another matter, Byrd said Rea­
gan “ needs to be reminded of his 
promises’ ’ not to harm legitimate 
participants in government entitle­
ment programs as he tries to fulfill 
other promises to cut federal spend­
ing

Bullet-proofing  
done in Texas

SAN ANTGNIO, Texas (A P ) — For $50,000, Safe­
guard Security Services, Inc., can lake a Mercedes 
Benz or other automobile and make It into a virtual 
rolling fortress which will resist 7 C  NA'TO ammuni 
tion, grenades, bombs and dynamite.

On some cars, the Arm also installs hidden gun 
ports In the door panels, reflectors that release t « T  
gas, smoke screens, remote control bomb scans, a 
steel rim inside the tires that enable the car to travel 
although its tires are shot, and souped-up engines for 
fast getaways

SSS recently completed a fleet of six new Mercedes 
that were shipped to an unidentified Latin American 
country The firm also received a recent visit from 
an unidentified rich customer who flew to San 
Antonio in a Lear Jet to make an order, and has been 
contacted by a U S. government agency to bullet­
proof some cars for use overseas 

SSS grew out of a former bullet proofing operation 
that went bankrupt earlier this year and was pur­
chased by Sigmor Corp , the nation’s largest inde 
pendent retailer of gasoline One of Its top priorities 
is to protect the identity of lU customers and to 
disguise the armored vehicles so only an expert can 
tell them from a factory model.

Now SSS officials report they are bullet proofing 
an average five cars a month, noting consididerablc 
interest from Mideast potentates and wealthy South 
American government officials and industriallato, 
especially since former Nicaragua President Anaa- 
taslo Somoza was ambushed and killed in Paraguay 
earlier this year

“ (Corporate executives, heads of state, industrial­
ists, check your pulse the next time you’re attacked 
by terrorists,’ ’ says an advertisement the company 
says It will be placing in periodicals soon. “ It might 
last another 15 seconds Or, it might last a normal 
lifetime if you’re safeguarded with the ballistic 
material Illustrated above”

“ It’s a shame this type of service is even needed," 
says Tom Turner Jr., Sigmor owner who said he got 
into the security business “ through the hack door.”

'The bullet prooAng business was started three 
years ago by Richard Medlin, who also provided 
anti terrorist training to certain clients.

A heavily armored shooting range In a warehouse 
where Medlin’s clients practiced Aring at human 
shaped targets now is used to demonstrate the 
toughness of the company’s lightweight ballistic 
material that will withstand a point-blank shot from 
a 357 Magnum weapon

Turner said his Arm discontinued the anti-terrorist 
training because it was the least proAtaMe part of 
the operation and also because, “ we don’t get Into 
the 007 stuff any more than necessary.”

Turner said his gasoline Arm bouf^t the security 
business from a bank because the security business 
has invented bullet-proof “ kiosks”  Kiosks are secu­

Turner said robbers, 
“ don’t have a chance”  at his stations and several 
have turned tail and run when they discovered 
personnel inside the bullet-proof cages were immune 
from threats.

One robber in Houston Ared a bullet at one of of the 
cages and it never penentrated further than the outer 
layer of glass, according to Rod Marriott, a ballistics 
materials expert who developed the light-weight 
bullet-proof material.

Marriott said other gasoline and grocery chains, 
banks, foreign embassies and individuals were be­
ginning to show an interest in the kiosks as a method 
to defeat robbery attempts and give peace of mind to , 
employees.

The Arm also developed a thick armored glass that 
can replace bars in jails and prisons. Marriott 
exhibited a piece that withstood an hour-long beating 
with a 16-pound sledge hammer and a seven-pound , 
axe at the Southwest Research Institute.

Ron Kimball, the SSS employee in charge of the ; 
vehicle bullet-proofing operation, said the material . 
developed by Marriott adds only 700 to 900 pounds of  ̂
weight to an automobile, whereas the steel bullet- 
prooAng used in the president’s limousine weights up 
to 2,800 pounds and affords no more protection.

Kimball said about 5 percent of the Arm’s sales 
were armored vehicles in delivered In Texas, New 
York and California, mostly for companies that 
carry large amounts of money.

ST. LOUIS ( AP ) — A veteran parachutist fell to his 

death Saturday from atop 630-foot Gateway Arch 
after a gust of wind collapsed his parasail and 
knocked him off the nation’s tallest monument, 
police said.

The man’s wife witnessed the accident from below 
the stainless steel arch, which celebrates the na 
tion’s western expansion after the Louisiana Pur 
chase of IMS. police said.

A witness said Millie Swyers filmed the fatal 
parachute Jump by her husband, Kenneth, S3, but 
police spokesman Sgt. James Prost later said he 
could not confirm that.

Witnesses said Swyers nearly succeeded in landing 
at the apex of the monument before a gust of wind 
blew him down the north leg of the arch, which 
dominates the city’s Mississippi riverfront.

“ His chute collapsed, said Prost, "and he ap­
parently didn’t fall with enough speed to get his 
reserve chute out”

Swyers, an employee of the Westinghouse Electric 
Co plant in St l^uis County, had been parachuting

Police said Swyers told his wife only that he was 
going to come down “ near the »rch.”

From  “ A , ”  as In 
apples and automobiles, 
to ” W,”  as in wine and 
wallpaper, the Consumer 
Price Index measures 
the ups and downs of the 
U.S. economy. But the 
fractional change that 
hits the headlines every 
month tells only part of 
the story.

The index in vo lves 
thousands of prices for 
hundreds of items In 
dozens of cities across 
the country.

It Includes products 
whose prices rea lly  
haven’t changed — the 
cost of a television set, 
for example, has risen 
only S percent since the 
index base period of 1W7 
And it includes those 
items whose prices have 
soared — fuel oil is al­
most MO percent more 
expensive today than it 
was 13 years ago

The Consumer Price 
Index does not really 
measure the cost of liv­
ing It doesn't include In­
come taxes, for example 
It doesn’t take into ac 
count the fact that people 
change their spending 
habits to adapt to price 
increases and decreases 
And critics claim it over- 
em phaslzes housing 
costs

A rise in the Consumer 
Price Index does not nec 
e s s a r ily  mean your 
spending will go up — 
directly or indirectly If 
you are not buying a car, 
for example, an increase 
in automobile prices 
won't affect you although 
It w ill help boost the 
index If you live In Kan 
sas City, you won’t be 
bothered by a higher 
New York City transit 
fare, but the index will 
change ever so slightly

The Incomes of mil 
Ikios of Americans, how 
ever, are directly linked 
to the Consumer Price 
Index Labor contracts 
Include clauses known as 
“cost-of-lIvlng adjust­

ments”  — sometimes 
called “ COLAs”  — which 
provide for w age In ­
creases when the rate 
of Inflation hits a specific 
level Social Security 
paym ents and many 
other government bene 
fits also are tied to the 
index

Today’s index dates 
back to a labor agree­
ment in the shipbuilding 
Industry during World 
War I 'The original index 
was based on the spend­
ing  o f u rban  w a ge  
earners and c le r ic a l 
workers, but it has been 
expanded to cover all 
urban consumers, in­
cluding professionals, 
the unemployed and re­
tired people

The Consumer Price 
Index was revised in the 
late 1970s to re fle c t  
changing spending pat­
terns. The old Index re­
flected spending habits 
In 1961-02; items that ap­
peared on the market 
after that were not In­
cluded. The rev ised  
index. Issued in Decem­
ber 1977, reflects spend­
ing habits in 1972 73 Ca­
tegories were broadened 
to make it easier to in­
clude new products. The 
old index, for example, 
had separate listings for 
m en ’ s h e a v yw e ig h t  
slacks, m en’ s lig h t­
weight slacks and men’s 
work trousers. The re­
vised version has a sin­
gle line for men’s dun­
garees, Jeans and trou­
sers. ,

Suftolk Marketing, which sells TV record pack 
ages, knowing that Whitman was big in Britain, got 
riihts to some of his old masters and made up an LP, 
“All My Best,” to offer for sale on TV 

“Utey called me to help,’’ Whitman says. "They 
said there was no better w »  to launch it than with 
the guy up there doing It. They were going to do it, 
with me or without me, using still pictures or 
whatever. I decided to go up and help them.

The first is 
No. 32 and climbing on the country best-selling 
charts of Nov. I and No. 186 and climbing on the pop 
charts of that date.

"We saw a lot of unconscious people 
in the hall .

States between September 1979 and 
September 1960 was eligible, exclud­
ing those written by employees of the 
newspaper.

No publishers were asked to submit 
books and no Times staff members 
participated in the nominating pro­
cess. Times book editor Art Seiden- 
baum said that winners were chosen 
by a distinguished Judge in each cate­
gory from a list of final nominees.

The awards, which will be present-

ed annually, grew out of an idea 
conceived four years ago by Associate 
Editor Jean Sharley Tayior, and the 
late Robert Kirsch, literary critic for 
more than 25 years.

After Kirsch’s death last August, 
the special award for outstanding 
body of work was named for him by 
Times Editor William F. Thomas.

In announcing the awards, Seiden 
baum said they reflect the paper’s 
“ desire to honor those writers whose 
works have profoundly enhanced the 
reading pleasure of our audience and 
the entire American literary commu­
nity.”

The five authors will each receive 
$1,000 cash prizes and hand worked 
leather-bound copies of the winning 
books

In "The Second Coming,”  Percy

writes about two returnees from dif­
ferent twilight zones, one a disaffect­
ed millionaire intent on the “ first 
scientific experiment in history to 
settle once and for all the question of 
God’s existence." The two recover 
with each other’s help. Percy, M, won 
the 1962 National Book Award for his 
first novel, "The M oviegoer." He 
lives in Louisiana.

Salisbury’ s "W ithout F ea r or 
Favor”  is a study of The New York 
Times and the society it covers and 
reflects It begins with the paper’s 
1971 decision to publish the Pentagon 
Papers, an act the author considers 
an unprecedented example of institu­
tional courage. Salisbury won the Pu­
litzer Prize in 1955 as a New York 
Times Moscow correspondent.

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (A P ) — 
With its launch date about three years 
behind schedule and costs running 
nearly $4 billion over estimates, the 
Space Shuttle orblter Columbia final­
ly emerges from its hangar Sunday 
for a crucial linkup with its fuel 
tanks.

The operatloo in the Vehicle As­
sembly Building at Kennedy Space 
Center is one of the final steps before 
launching the ungainly spacecraft de­
signed to make roundtrip Journeys to 
space.

After several weeks of systems- 
compadbillty tests in the assembly 
builmng, Columbia is to move to the 
launch pad shortly after Christmas 
and is to undergo a brief flight-readi­
ness test firing on February 7.

The current launch target date is 
March 14, about three years behind 
the Shuttle’s original schedule, but 
space agency officials are confident 
the date will be kept.

‘ ‘ Nothing but a major trauma 
wotnd push the date 30 days beyond 
March,”  said Dr. Stanley Weiss, asso­
ciate administrator for Space Trans- 
portation Systems for tm'National 
Aeronautics and Space Administra­
tion.

However, other officials have said 
they would be happy if the first flight 
goes off by June.

Late Sunday, the ungainly, delta­
wing aerospace craft is to take a slow, 
300-yard Journey behind a tow tractor 
to the cavernous assembly building.

Handlers will attach a cradle-like

sling around its whlte-and-0 ay belly 
and hoist it into a veiUcal position. 
They will then retract its landing 
gear, pull it high overhead and gently 
lower it into High Bay No. 3 for 
attachment to Its huM external Aiel 
tank and twin rocket boosters.

Astronauts John Young and Robert 
Crippen, who will ride the Columbia 
on its maiden flight, have been fijring 
practice landing approaches at the 
Kennedy Center and at Edwards Air 
Force Base in California, where the 
orbiter will make its first descents.

Among numerous problems of 
funding, technical breakdowns and 
delays, one of the biggest headaches 
with Columbia has been the installa­
tion and testing of 31,000 lightweight 
silica tiles that will protect crew and

Dr. George Anderson Jr., consul 
tant for occupattonal medicine, said 
the sute's popnlatien has increased 
18 percent over the past 10 years but 
cancer deaths have Increased 32 per­
cent. Over the nest decade, he said 
cancer deaths in Texas wiU increase 
an additional 21 percent.

“ Some 18 Industrial chemicals or 
processes have been identified with 
increased carcinogenic risk in work­
ers, most of which are found in Thxas 
industrial settings, particularly in 
counties where petroleum refining is 
carried out," said Anderson.

The health officials addressed an 
advisory committee on cancer con­
trol.

Cochran said the health department 
Is cooperating with the Texas Educa­
tion Agency in investigating the use of

asbestos in Texas schools.
He said 184 schools submitted 623 

samples to the health department, 
and 695 analyses have been complet­
ed, with 291 showing the presence of 
asbestos. Many new schools were 
built in the 1950s, he said, and asbes­
tos was widely used in walls and 

'ceilings because it retards fire and 
has good insulating acoustical quali­
ties.

“ If it (asbestos) is being released 
into the atmosphere, something 
should be done very quickly. If it is in 
board, however, perhaps Üie anxiety 
is not as high," Cochran said.

In some schools, he said, a fresh 
coat of paint might provide proper 
safeguaids.

Cochran said the TEA would start a 
“ more vigorous program" after regu

lations of the federal Environmental 
Protection Agency become effective 
Feb. 1.

T.R. Jones, director of school plant 
services for the TEA, said federal law 
requires schools to examine their fa­
cilities for “ friable" material, or ma­
terial that can be crushed by hand. If 
they locate such material, three sam­
ples must be submitted for laboratory 
analysis.

Jones said a federal formula is used 
to determine whether the material is 
safe.

The government could withhold fed­
eral funds if schools should refuse to 
follow instructions to encase or re­
move the material, but Jones said, 
“ I'm sure the school districts will 
want to do what is best for the 
kids.”

In removing asbestos, Cochran 
said, “ consideration must be given to 
the effect on the workmen.”  Also, he 
indicated, there could be problems 
finding places to dispose of the old

Jones said the two state agencies 

should have a state plan for removing 
asbestos from schools ready by Dec. 
15

TORONTO (A P )  -  
The tough litt le  car 
•cootlng down a Canadi­
an highway thU winter 
could very  w ell be a 
transplanted Russian.

Thousands of Soviet- 
made Ladas are Uking 
to the froien Canadian 
landscape as naturally 
as they do to the long 
distances and rugged 
weather of their home 
land.

The Lada’s success In 
Canada may prove that 
for many people the chill 
In East West relations 
means nothing when 
your own money is In­
volved. And the reason 
for the Lada’s success Is 
money: at a cost of 4,500

Canadian dollars ($3,800 
U.S.), it is by far the 
cheapest ear in Canada.

“ We’re in a back-order 
situation. We can’t keep 
up with the demand,’ ’ 
said John klulr, spokes­
man for Lada Cars of 
Canada Ltd., the Canadi­
an-owned importer of the 
Soviet compact.

He said 43 dealerships 
In central and eastern 
Canada are now selling 
about 1,000 Ladas a 
month. By the end of this 
y ea r , the com pany 
projecu it will have sold 
a toUl of 17,000 cars in 
the 2^ years since the 
first Ladas rolled off a 
Soviet ship in Montreal

An American firm .

Satra Industrial Corp. of 
New York, had hmied to 
sell the little four-dwr in 
the United States. But 
the U.S. Senate blocked 
the plans in the after- 
math of the Soviet inter­
vention In Afghanistan 
last December.

An American cannot 
buy a Lada in Canada 
and take it home, since 
the car has not been sub­
jected to the latest U S. 
em iss ion -s tan dards 
tests Canadians with 
Ladas are permitted to 
drive them Into the Unit­
ed States for visits or 
tours

In Russian, "lada" is a 
word for a pretty lady, 
but this solid, boxy auto

wins no beauty prizes.
The Lada plant at Tog- 

liattl in the central Soviet 
Union was built by the 
Italian automaker Fiat, 
and the Lada is based on 
a 15-year-old Fiat 124 de­
sign re-engIneered for 
Soviet needs and c li­
mate.

The engine was made 
simpler because auto 
servicing remains large 
ly a do-it-yourself affair 
In the Soviet Union The 
body is made of extra 
thick metal and given 
special anti-corrosion 
treatment.

The car’s 30-mile-per- 
gallon performance aiso 
appeals to economy- 
minded Canadians

The usual accessories 
— clock, tachometer, full 
carpeting — are built 
into the basic price. Only 
a radio is extra'

The Lada’s introduc­
tion here has not been 
entirely trouble-free. 
Owners say an occasion­
al gas station refuses to 
service the car, and one 
Canadian businessman 
banned Ladas from his 
employee parking lot 
after the Soviets’ Afghan 
move

The Ontario provincial 
government complained 
recently that the Soviets 
were hurting the U S 
Canadian auto industry 
by "dumping”  Ladas 
into Canada at below-

cost prices.
"In my opinion, that 

was the biggoat boost 
we’ve gotten,’ ’ said To­
ronto Lada salesman Bill 
Findlater. “ The poor 
peasants out there read 
we were selling cars ‘too 
cheap’ and they came 
pouring in here”

Muir says the price is 
low because Soviet pro­
duction costs are low, 
and because Lada of 
Canada is a highly effi 
dent operation with one 
line of car, one service 
system and one parts in­
ventory

■ I ’ m very satisfied 
with mine It rides nice 
and smooth. " ^aid one 
customer, a young man

having his Lada serviced 
at a Toronto dealenhip. 
“ The only thing is some 
people are afraid to fo  on' 
the road with it because 
it’s Russian, especially 
to the States.’ ’

Lada of Canada, bead­
ed by Brittsb-Canadiaa 
e n tr e p r e n e u r  P e t e r  
Dennis, has ambitious 
plans for its Russian con­
nection

The firm  has Just 
begun im porting the 
Lada’s four-wheel-drive 
com rade , the N iva , 
which sells for the equiv­
alent of $5,900 U.S., and 
Dennis and the SovieU 
are looking for a likely 
site for an assembly 
plant in Canada.

Too often families are viewed from a point of pathology or "what's 
wrong In view of the fart that strong communities are made up of 
strong, healthy families, the Family Services staff and the Family 
■Service Association of America has begun to look at what makes our 
families strong

I'amily strength is evident in the ability of adults to continue their in­
terpersonal and individual growth The adults or parents share the power 
or decision making

They are not in the relationship to win or lose, or to make points against 
the other by colluding with an outsider The feeling of respect for each 
other is present, even though their opinions may differ—yes. they can 
and do disagree

The health of a disagreeing couple is that they do not try to undermine 
or humiliate, but they allow each other room for expression and 
growth

Above all, they listen to each other .Strong families are also character 
ited by the ability of adults to show affection openly and spontaneously to 
each other In essence, the first step in a strong family is for an honest 
and strong marriage.

In a single parent family, the adult Is confident of her/him self and is 
able to move in the direction of growth—rather than self-pity or 
revenge

And then there were three! How well we know the cliches and prob­
lems which families have expehenced when the first child comes, 
whether it be through the nine-month pregnancy or adoption When child

number two arrives, we hear of sibling rivalry But. there are some fami 
lies who grow through these experiences with less stress than other fami 
lies It is this family which we see as functioning with strength and en 
ergy

The family, like the marriage, learns about power and decision 
making When children are present, the strong family finds a pattern or 
routine for making decisions Perhaps the decision making powers are 
shart*d equally among all members or only between parents Another 
pattern may be when one parent is the dominant individual and makes 
most of the decisions or at least has the final say or veto power 

The strong family has developed a pattern which is accepted by all 
members If no pattern for power or leadersip is present, conflict and 
confusion may seem to be ever present 

Communication is a common problem in families. It is not that there is 
no communication, but, rather, the communication is unpleasant or 
undesirable The mure spontaneous and nurturing a family’s communi 
cation, the stronger and more unified it will be. A family whose members 
feel a freedom to honestly express themselves tends to be strong 

Each individual takes responsibility for his/her own thoughts, feelings 
and actions The language of responsible families avoids such phrases as 
"he made me feel.”  "you should,”  or “ you have to."

Instead, individual members take on the responsibility for his or 
her own feelings and thoughts and accepts other family members as 
individuals with their own thoughts and feelings. There is an element of 
respect for each other

A strong family also has a set of values which is shared and under 
stood The family may not frequently speak of these values, but they are 
present The values may be based in a common religious or spiritual 
orientation The phrase, "the family that prays together, stays together" 
reflects this characteiistk of family strength.

This is not to say that aTl families who are strong have such a Christian 
orientation, for indeed, other cultures and value systems have similar

strengths depicting a familial unity, but with an atheistic or agnostic
value base

In addition to these characteristics, trends Indicate that healthy 
families have a strong feeling of commitment which goes beyond the 
family They may manifest this commitment through comminiity ser­
vices as a volunteer or members of an active civic group. The fam ily may 
openly support and work for a social concern or political issue they 
believe in.

A sense of humor also seems to be an asset arltfaln fam ily life. I f  a 
family can live with and not at its members and their life struggles, 
strength and cohesiveness can be enhanced.

in essence, the strong and healthy family works as a unit for the better 
ment of its individuals and Its society. It is the work of such families and 
the individuals which evolve from these families that helps our natkNi 
and community to be strong and unified.

Family Services o f Midland offers counseling services to troubled Indi­
viduals and families and educational activities to strengthen fam ily life 
and prevent family problems.

Problems they deal with Include family violeoce, marital difficulties, 
teenage pregnancy, parent-child relationships, alcotiol and other drug 
problems, bereavement, stress management, couple communication, di­
vorce adjustment and many others.

The need for services from an agency such as Fam ily Services of Mid­
land comes when help from relatives, friends, neighbors, churches or 
other community groups Is not enough. Even though such supportive en­
vironments are present, th ^ . at times, must be supplemented with the 
special expertise o f the staff at Fam ily Services.

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Teen Challenge: 
Christianity

When E J and Gloria 
Bellemeur got married, 
liking dope was their 
most common denomi­
nator Today, believing 
in and knowing Jesus 
Christ is their most com 
mon denominator

Rut getting from one 
end of that spectrum to 
the other was not easy 
for the young couple, 
who had a son while 
going from one end to the 
other

• When we got married 
after knowing each other 
for about a year. It was 
like, 'you like dupe and I 
like dope, so let's get 
m arried ,’ " said Mrs 
Bellemeur, her deep, 
grey eyes holding noth 
Ing back "Elm er,”  she 
said, referring to whom 
most people know as 
E J , "was a heroin ad­
dict and I smoked marl 
Juana and did pills."

Heroin was easy to get 
in El Paso, where the 
couple grew up and lived 
after they married, said 
B ellem eur “ When 1 
would go to the drug 
store to buy the needle, 
the man that sold me 
the needle would also 
give me a spoon to cook 
the heroin in," said the 
one-time heroin addict 
who had to have a ‘ fix’ 
every day. "1 had a good 
paying Job as a sales­
man, M t after a while, I 
wasn’t making enough to 
buy the heroin, so I start­
ed stealing”

BELLE M EU R WAS 
ON a methadone pro­
gram designed to help 
heroin addicts stop their 
h a b it  when he was 
caught stealing. At the 
time he was caught, he 
not only was taking 
methadone, but also her­
oin and valium. Because 
of the stealing Incident, 
he was given a choice of 
going to Jail or going to 
Big Spring State Hospl- 
tal..

"Anything was better 
than going to Jail, so I 
went to Big Spring,’ ’ said 
Bellemeur. ‘ ‘They kept 
me there 45 days to see if 
I really was crazy.”

“ We both had hit bot­
tom,”  said Mrs. Belle­
meur. “ We were looking 
for anything to help us 
and we hod tried the 
cults, but they didn’ t 
help. We went to Teen

Challenge, because we 
had no choice,”  she said 
softly “ It was either 
Teen Challenge or the 
hospital 1 was suicidal 
and depressed before I 
accepted Jesus”

While Bellemeur was 
in the Big Spring hospi­
tal. It was decided he 
would go to Teen Chal­
lenge And w hile he 
wasn't crazy about the 
Idea, Teen Challenge was 
Just where the salesman 
went

“ When they let me out 
(of the hospital), I decid 
ed to hitchhike to El Paso 
to see my son and then go 
back to Midland But I 
only got a ride as far 
as M idland,’ ’ he said 
with a grin. “ After no 
one pick^ me up on the 
outside of Midland I went 
to the phone and called 
Teen Challenge and said 
'here I am” ’

WHILE BELLEMEUR 
WAS in Big Spring, his 
wife went to Teen Chal­
lenge in El Paso. (The 
program in El Paso is for 
women and the one in 
Midland is for men.) “ I 
got a letter from Gloria 
after site had been in the 
program a while, but it 
d id n ’ t sound l ik e  
Gloria,”  said Bellemeur 
explaining when he first 
noticed a change in his 
wife.

After Bellemeur com­
pleted the introductory 
to Teen Challenge pro­
gram in Midland, which 
lasts from 4-4 months, he 
went to a training center 
in California to further 
grow in God. He then 
moved back to El Paso to 
be with his wife and son.

B ellem eur said he 
couldn’t stay in El Paso, 
however, because he 
could tell things would 
go bad’ again for he 

and his wife. “ The re­
entry program of Teen 
Challenge opened in Mid­
land about that time, so I 
moved here.”

Today, the Bellemeurs 
continue living in their 
Christian faith with their 
son in Midland where he 
once again has a good Job 
as a salesman. They said 
their son was too young 
during their tim e of 
growth to grasp what 
was going on in their 
confused lifes. While the 
couple was in Teen Chal­
lenge, Mrs. Bellemeur’s 
mother took care of the 
boy.

The Bellemeurs unhe 
sitatingly agree that It is 
Jesus who has made the 
complete, drastic change 
In their lives and mar­
riage, but as they put it, 
"we found Jesus Christ 
through Teen  Chal 
lenge.”

The obviously happy 
couple’s eyes often filled 

^Vlth tears while giving 
their testimony, speak 
ing of their conversion to 
Jesus Christ. "These are 
happy tears,”  said Belle 
meur. “ I cry because I'm 
.so happy ”

Teen Challenge opened 
its doors in Midland in 
October of 1971 and cele­
brated Teen Challenge 
Week in Midland Nov. 
14-22, as proclaimed by 
Mayor Thane Akins. The 
program in Midland, 
funded through private 
donations, is what is 
known as the first phase, 
which is the introductory 
phase of the three-phase 
program of Teen Chal­
lenge.

“ Their self image is 
pretty devastated when 
they get h e re ,’ ’ said 
Redger. “ But by the time 
the three relationships 
develop, their relation­
ship with (tod, with au­
thority and with people 
in general, they have a 
quality in life.”

Most people who come 
to Teen Challenge have 
an ulterior motive, ac­
co rd in g  to R e d g e r . 
“ They are afraid the po­
lice is going to get them 
or they Just have to do it. 
They are not looking to 
really have an expert- 
ehce with (tod, they’re 
looking to escape some­
thing, but in the process 
they find som eth ing 
real.”

People do not have to

be a drug addict or alco­
holic to get in the pro­
gram “ People in the 
live in program have 
reached a point were 
they can’ t live in so­
c i e t y , ’ ’ e x p la in e d  
Redger

“ O U R P R IM A R Y  
PURPOSE is to help the 
people become stable 
and secure and in the 
proce.ss the other things 
are taken care of

” We don’t see drug or 
alcohol abuse as a dis 
ease,”  said Redger “ It 
is a symptom of a heart 
problem. In taking that 
approach, the person has 
to realize he Is the prob­
lem and he has to stop 
blaming others.

“ We use the Bible as a 
workbook The Bible stu 
dies are very practical— 
it’s where the rubber hits 
the road. Our emphasis 
is on applying (Christian­
ity to basic l iv in g ,”  
added Redger.

Redger, who has been 
director of the Midland 
program since 1973, said 
the men must go by a set 
da ily  schedule, with 
wake-up at 6; 45 a.m. and 
lights out at 11 p.m. Dur­

ing that time, the men 
have ind ividual and 
group Bible studies, time 
for devotions, recrea 
tional time and time set 
a s id e  fo r  c le a n in g  
house

The Midland program 
can house 12 men at one 
time The program is 
also designed so that 
someone can begin the 
program at any time, in­
stead of being regimen­
ted to a semester-like 
program "We are con­
cerned with thorough­
ness, not quickness,’ * 
said Redger “ And the 
men are required to put 
into practice what they 
learn.”

borns, one in five  women 
who need the vaccine do 
n o t  g e t  I t ,  s a y  r e ­
searchers who were hoi<- 
ored for developing the 
drug.

Three American and 
two British researchers 
received Albert Lasker 
M e d ic a l  R e s e a r c h  
Awards Wednesday for 
their work in perfecting 
the vaccine against Rh- 
factor blood disease.

Dr. Vincent Freda of 
Columbia University in 
New York said that al- 
Jmugh the vaccine has 
been marketed since 
IMS, some 20 percent of 
the women who need it — 
most of them women get­
ting ahortiotis — do not 
receive it due to failures 
hy doctors or public 
health officials.

It  was the second re­
cent honmr for Berg, who 
won the Nobel prise in 
chemistry this year.

Rh d isease a ffe c ts  
babies of women who are 
RlHsegatlve — meaning 
they lack the blood com­
ponent called the Rh fac­
tor — when they are hav­
ing children with men 
who are Rb-posltlve. In 
the United SUtes, this in­
cludes one in seven white 
married couples.

with each pregnancy 
that the mother's im ­
mune system w ill be­
come sensitised to her 
own baby’s blood. U  th*l 
happens, the mother’s 
Immune system will at­
tack any i^ture Rb-posl- 
tive babies.

WASHINGTON (A P ) 

— Despite the volume of 
minor illness treated 
with non-prescription 
medicine, the cost of 
over-the-counter prepa 
rations remains among 
the lowest of all medi­
cal treatments.

The U S. Commerce 
Department reports that 
73 percent of all illnesses 
and injuries are initially 
treated through self-<;are 
and non-prescription 
medicines.

Pate is 
glorified 
meat loaf

Epicureans in France 
regard pate, particularly 
the pate de foie gras of 
Strasbourg, with rever­
ence, which is foolish. 
Delicious though It may 
be, pate Is r e a l ly  a 
glorifed meat loaf whose 
base consists of well-sea­
soned ground meat, fish 
or vegetables.

Eaten w ith crusty 
French bread and a 
green  sa lad, a pate, 
especia lly  the hearty 
ones from the country­
side, can serve as the 
main dish for luncheon. 
But generally it is re­
garded as an appetizer 
designed to awaken the 
taste buds.

’There are many varie­
ties of French pate, most 
of them associated with 
various regions of that 
land. Like the chicken 
and ham pates of Rouen, 
truffled game from Peri- 
geux, woodcock from 
Montreuil, duck from 
Amiens and fish from 
Abbeville.

It is hard to say Just 
where pate originated 
but it apparently was not 
in France. Centuries 
ago, banquets in Czarist 
Russia were preceded by 
an assortment of meat or 
fish pastes accompanied 
by caviar.

From Russia the cus­
tom spread westward to 
Greece and eventually to 
S cand inavia , w here 
smoked fish appetizers 
were supplemented by a 
dazzling variety of pates 
that left little room for 
the main meal.

Aspic Is generally as­
sociated with pates, a 
shimm ering Jewel o f 
unsweetened Jelly encas­
ing meat or fish pastes.

So famous has the pate 
de fo ie  g ra s  o f  S tra s­
bourg become that many 
fa n n m  in Alsace Lor- 
rahw make a career c i  
r a is in g  t|ie fo r c e fe d

of suede shoes and, as

The sewing machine 
she uses belongs to the 
Multnomah Leather 
Shop, which delivers the 
procut shoe pieces to her 
for sewing, but Mrs. Ro­
berts aLso has a standard 
sewing machine of her 
own for home sewing 

She makes her own 
dresses with ease today, 
but remembers the first 
dress she created, while 
she was still a youngster 
on crutches, for a Fourth 
of July celebration She 
was living with her Aunt 
Sarah, a dressmaker, at 
the time, and thought she 
had learned a lot about 
dressmaking Just from 
watching her guardian 

"Aunt Sarah said, ‘Go 
ahead if you want. You 
can use your undershirt 
as a pattern for the top.’ 
When she saw the fin­
ished product, she made 
me tear It all out. I had

sewn everything inside 
out. 1 think with every 
stitch 1 tore out, 1 shed a 
tear ’ ’

Leather was a differ

S tudy  shows estrogen  
protects wom ens' bones

BOSTON (A P ) — By taking estrogen during meno­
pause. women can protect their bones from growing 
brittle and avoid much of the risk of broken arms and 
hips that develops late in life, a study shows

Many women in their 50s and 60s use estrogen, a 
female sex hormone, to relieve "hot flashes”  and 
other unpleasant side effects of menopause. The 
report, published in today s edition of the New 
England Journal of Medicine, says that these women 
face only about half the usual risk of breaking arm 
and hip bones

But the estrogen pills also increase the odds of 
uterine cancer, and the report says the newly identl 
fled advantages of the medicine do not appear to 
outweigh the cancer risk

After menopause, women are far more likely than 
men of their age to suffer broken hips, forearms and 
vertebrae

The researchers, who worked at the University of 
Washington, found that the risk of fractures was 50 
percent to 60 percent lower than usual in women 
who had used estrogen for six years or more But the 
protective effects seem to wear off quickly when 
women stop taking the medicine

The re.searchers interviewed 327 women between 
the ages of 50 and 74 in the .Seattle area who had been 
treated for broken hips and forearms They com­
pared the results with a randomly selected group of 
567 other women

“ As people get older, the quantity of bone tends to 
diminish, especially in women," Dr Noel S. Weiss, 
who directed the study, said in an Interview “ 'The. 
estrogen to some extent suspends the normal thin 
ning of bone and stabilizes it”

T B B  PSYCHOLOGIST 
W AS surprised to find 
dhat many ot the students 
bad made at least one 
abu sive  phone ca ll at 
some time in their lives. 
These calls were most 
usually made by males, 
often when in a group 
and when drinking alco­
hol. Recipleots in the col­
lege samples were more 
likely to accept the calls 
as a Joke.

D e fin ite  personality  
differences shewed up in 
the police and the col­
lege groups. Contrary to 
the profile of the lonely, 
so c ia lly  inept person 
without sufficient outlets 
for his feelings, Golder 
found the college caller 
quite different. The col­
lege students who made 
abusive calls were gen­
erally more socially ad-

Justed and out-going than 
those who did not. So 
were the recipients, who 
also tended to be more 
h igh ly v is ib le  on the 
campus than the girls 
who bad not rece ived  
calls.

A common target of 
abusive callers is the tel 
epbone operator. The 
psychologist recently did 
a training film for South­
western Bell’s state op­
erator services with op­
erators and customers 
on handling phone calls 
courteously. Frustradoo 
on the part of the custom­
er seems to be the cause 
of some of the abuse suf­
fered by the operators 
who are also prime tar­
gets of many obscene 
calls. “ After all. dial 0 
and you’ve got an audi­
ence.”

Operators tran s fer 
these calls to their super­
visors who are trained to 
deal with these situa­
tions. At another phone 
company, the supervi­
sors transfer obscene 
calls to Dlal-a-Prayer.

Male telephone opera­
tors are more numerous 
today. So they share (A>- 
scene calls. One said he 
had received about 200 In 
two years Several re­

ported gettlug about 60 
percent which were ho- 
moeexual in nature and 
40 percent were hetero­
sexual.

Female operators re­
ceive far more obscene 
calls then their male 
counterparts. Most, of 
course, are from men. 
Some, however, are from 
women describing homo­
sexual acts.

The abusive phone 
call, Golder reminds us, 
is a product of the twen­
tieth century. Its prede­
cessor was the anony­
mous letter. Use of the 
telephone for abusive 
calls really took off in the 
early flOs when private 
lines replaced party lines 
all over the country. For

the first tim e, callers 
could be assured of com­
plete anonymity, some­
thing certainly not possi­
ble in a small town where 
Aunt Sallie might be lis­
tening in on the party 
line. Accord ing to the 
last census, M  percent 
o f the homes in the U.S.

have at least one phone.
Golder calls tbe tele­

phone “ the perfect me­
dium for abuse”  because 
o f this anonymity aad the 
potential for aulek es­
cape. A ll the ceOer has to 
do Is hang up. And tbe 
next victim is just seven

someone unreiated to the 
patient, oniy about haif 
of the transpiant opera­
tions are successful

There is a good deal of 
research under way to 
try to find methods of 
overcom ing this rejec 
tion phenomenon, and 
som e of the f in d in g s  
seem promising Fo r ex 
ample, an experimental 
dfug known as lympho  
cyte im m une globulin, 
antithym ocyte globulin  
(eq u in e), or A T G A M ,  
has been shown to in 
crease the one to— two 
year su rv iv a l rate for 
kidney transplants by al 
most one thinl The drug 
is given to the patient 
either at the first sign of 
rejection or at the time of 
transplanUtion An ap­
p l i c a t i o n  to  h a v e  
A T G A M  m arketed has 
been submitted for ap­
proval to the Food artd 
Drug Administration.

A l a recent meeting of 
the International Con­
gress of the Transplanta­
tion Society, Dr. A. Ben­
ed ict C o s im i, c h ie f  of 
clinical transplantation 
surgery at the M assa-

chusetts (]ieneral Hoapl 
tal in Boston, reported 
that when he used domr 
kidneys from relatives of 
recipients, nine of 11 pa­
tients treated with 
ATGAM still had func­
tioning kidneys after two 
years. However, only six 
of 12 patients who did not 
r e c e i v e  A T G A M  
achieved the same de­
gree of success.

AT the same meeting, 
the results of transplat 
ing kidneys from unre­
lated donors were re 
ported by Dr Mark A 
Hardy and his colleagues 
from the College ofPIr^^

icians and Surgeons, Co­
lumbia University. In 
their studies, about 70 
percent of the patients 
who were treated with 
ATGAM had the trans­
planted kidney one year 
later, compared with 
slightly less than half the 
patients who did not re-

celve the drug.
Dr. Ronald S. Pilo and 

his colleagues at the In­
diana University Medi­
cal Center in Indianapo­
lis reported on still an-

other study that involved 
the use of ATGAM with 
patients who had started 
to reject a transplanted 
kidney. Ninety percent 
of the 21 patients who

received the drug were 
able to withstand the 
body’s first attempt to 
reject the transplant, 
compared with only SO 
percent of 26 patients

who were not given the 
drug. One year later, 
more than 70 percent of 
those who had received

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Free trade with M exico urged
W ASH IN GTO N  (A P) —  A  first step 

toward an inter-Am erican common 
market could be a free trade area on 
both sides of the U.S.-M exican bor­
der, White House protocol chief Abe­
lardo L. Valdez proposed today.

The native of Floresvllle, Texas, 
said it could take the form of a foreign 
trade zone extending 100 or 200 miles 
into both nations.

“ I believe that such a zone would 
help to attract industry to both sides 

to provide badly

needed Jobs on both sides/’ Valde* 
said in remarks prepared for delivery 
In San Antonio, Texas. “If proper 
incentives were provided, it might be 
possible to distribute Industrial parks 
on a uniform basis throughtmt the 
zone and thus eliminate a bunching of 
industry exclusively along the bor­
der.’’

He noted that the suggestions pre­
sented to the annual conference of the 
Partners of America represented his 
own views and not those of the SUte

Departmrat or the White House.
Valdez said a pilot project could 

start for perhaps a 10-year period la 
only one sUte, such as Texas.

“If the free trade area could prove 
feasible, then this trade xone could be 
extended throughout the U.S.-Mexico 
border, perhaps widened to include a 
greater territory on both sides of the 
border,’’ be said.

Valdes suggested that the free 
trade area eventually could include

Cotton harvest still
shut down by moisture

The heavy snow received last week shut down cotton harvest in the 
area and even though most of the week was sunny, drying has been slow 
and farmers have not be<*n able to resume harvest.

The weathering could cause some grade reduction on a crop already 
low in quality. Weathe,r conditions have been very unfavorable, for the 
most part, for crop production during the entire season. The one bright 
spot in the agriculture picture at this time is the good soil moisture 
reserve going Into the ne:tt season.

The Midland County Pecan Harvest Festival will be held Tuesday, E>e- 
cember 2 , in Midland C'^nter. The annual county pecan show (this' will 
be the fourth) has been expanded to include a food and pecan arts division 
and a (Queen's Pageant to select a county pecan queen.

The event Is a joint effort of Midland Pecan Grower's Association and 
the Agricultural Extension Service.

(Turrent officers of the Midland Pecan G row er’s Association include 
David Harris, president; C. A. Gray, vice president; Mrs. M arge Shaw, 
secretary-treasurer, and Moi*ris Davis, pecan show chairman.

Other show chairmen are Mrs. Jon Whisler, food and arts division; Cathy 
H arris, Queen’s Pageant, and R. B. Henderson, publicity.

The pecan show is open to anyone who likes to cook with pecans and 
prizes will be awarded to the winner in each category.

Nineteen of M idland’s young ladies between the ages of 16 and 22 years 
are vying for the honor to repr esent Midland County as Pecan Queen.

The pecan show is open to anyone who has grown pecans on his 
property in Midland Cfounty in  1980. Both com m ercial orchards and home 
yard pr^ uction are eligible.

S c h o la r s  who h ave  
seen the letters say they 
could ch an ge the way 
history views the man 
who p ilo ted  the South  
through the Civil War 
The letters go on public 
display Nov. 25 at Mem  
phis State U n iversity  
where they will be avail­
able for research

In c o n t r a s t  to the  
haughty Davis portrayed 
in history books, the let 
ters —  most written by 
Davis to his son-in law, 
Joel Addison Hayes Jr.[ 
between 1864 and 1882 —  
reveal Davis as a man 
who cared deeply about 
his fam ily and worried 
about the Southern sol­
diers and civilians who 
suffered because of the 
war

And despite imprison 
ment and years of finan 
cla l distress following 
the South’s defeat, none 
of Davis' letters express 
anger at his treatment.

Most of the letters deal 
with D avis’ tangled busi­
ness and legal a ffa irs, 
prim arily his long battle 
to win title to Brierfleld, 
the .Mississippi p lan ta­
tion his brother, Joseph, 
gave him 30 years before 
.secession

Throughout the collec 
tion is evidence D avis  
was b o th e re d  by the 
same problem s facing  
other Southerners of the 
day: high prices, poor 
medical care, Uxes and 
difficulty in finding de­
pendable workers 

The collection includes 
35 personal letters and 
an assortment of finan­
cial records Among the 
latter are bills for m edi­
cal care and a funeral for 
Jefferson D avis J r .,  a 
vIcUm of the 1878 yellow 
fever epidemic in M em ­
phis

The existence of the

Davis papers was known 
j  D*vls heirs

M d  officials of the F irst 
Tennessee Bank until re­
cently. The bank had had 
custody of the collection 
s in c e  1882 b e c a u s e  
H n y e s , who m a rr ie d  
Margaret Howell Davis 
in UW6, was then cashier 
of the State N a tio n a l 
Bank, one of F irst Ten-' 
nessee s predecessors.

The papers were kept 
in a strong box in the 
bank v a u lt  u n t il two 
years ago when they 
were turned over to the 
John Willard Brlster L i­
brary at Memphis State. 
The Davis Fam ily Asso­
ciation, a group of Davis 
descendants, two months 
ago finally granted title 
to the university for use 
b y  h i s t o r i c a l  re  
searchers, allowing the 
collection to go on dis 
play.

A 140,000 grant from 
the National Endowment 
for the Humanities was 
used to catalog and mi 
crofilm the collection 

The letters, addressed 
to “ Dear Addison,’ ’ pro­
vide a fascinating view 
of life among what had 
been the Southern arts 
to cra cy  Th e  w ritin g , 
most of it in D avis’ hand

is e a s ily  re a d a b le  a l­
th o u g h  th e  la n g u a g e  
today seems stilted.

M o st o f the le t te rs  
were written on finely  
lined em bossed paper, 
and many are In tM lr  
original envelopes. The 
postage stamps bear the 
1880s price of sending a 
letter —  three cents.

In a letter dated Nov. 
26, 1880, Davis wrote of 
his pleasure over Hayes’ 
collection of an outstand­
ing debt. Nevertheless, 
Davis said he was re­
tu rn in g  the d r a f t  to 
Hayes.

"I intended that you 
should keep the money 
when you collected it, 
and put it to my credit 
”  he wrote. "I there 
fore have cancelled the 
draft you sent me, and 
return it to you, to be 
used as above indicated, 
this being safer than to 
endorse it to you and so 
send it through our not 
over reliable m ails”

The same letter dis 
cusses the price of brick 
for chimneys in tenant 
farmhouses There is a 
poignant addition about 
his late son

"I recently received a 
le tter from  a b roth er  
member of Jefferson’s.

... He writes very affec­
tionately of m y boy, and 
asks for the society a pic­
ture of h im ," the father 
wrote.

In a Dec. 11,1881, letter 
fro m  L o u is v ille ,  K y ,,  
D avis brought his son-in- 
law up to date on his 
travels with Varina, his 
w ife , and W in n ie , a 
D a v is  d a u g h ter. Both  
women had become 111 
d u r in g  the t r ip ,  and  
D a v is  sa id  as soon as 
they were able to resume 
the Journey, they would 
go to Brierfleld.

In 1882, Davis wrote to 
complain about the pro­
posed price of new ten­
ant farmhouses at B rie r­
fleld.

“Pulling Into a gas statioo, on my 
way to ^plng class,*’ Mrs. Stonie 
recalls while standing in the hall of a 
cosy 73-year-old house for which she 
claims “a special attachment’’ —

“He was Just about my age, you 
know,’’ the stocky, gray-haired 
aroman says of the man who, 20 years 
ago this month, was elected the 35th 
president of the United States.

On one crisp day recently, only 18 
people visited the sunny house where 
Mrs. Storrle works.

Just a handful came Tuesday when 
a storm covered the quiet residential 
street with slush.

Indeed, tourist traffic at the nar­
row, three-story house where John 
Kennedy was bom has tapered nearly 
50 percent in a decade.

“We get more foreign visitors now 
than Americans,” says Mrs. Storrie, 
who works for the National Park Ser­
vice which manages the homestead. 
“Japanese, South Americans, Irish. 
I'd say more foreigners know about 
this place than people in this coun­
try.”

The anniversaries of Kennedy’s 
election and assassination have 
sparked little unusual activity at 83 
Beals St., a virtually unmarked mon­
ument.

Admission fees of 50 cents for adults 
— kids are free — bring In a few 
thousand dollars for federal recre­
ation programs; there are no souve­
nirs for sale; the guest register has 
been locked away.

Some 30,000 people flooded the 
homestead when it was opened to the 
public a decade ago. This year, the 
headcount is about 18,000 and, ap­
parently, declining.

Mrs. Storrle is concerned about the 
fadeaway.

“ Publicity is good,’’ she says. 
“School children today weren’t even 
bora when he was president. And 
odier people tend to forget.’’

Officials speculate the new Ken­
nedy Library in Boston is siphoning 
potential visitors away from the sub­
urban birthplace.

Still, Mrs. Stonie says, “I try to see 
that things are carried on the way 
Mrs. (Rom ) Kennedy would want.” 

This entails a warm greeting at the

front door and being available to an- 
swer questions — ellboufh the actoel 
tour narration has been taped by Mrs.

Windfall tax crowds IPAM producers
D K N V E R , Colo. —  In the first six 

m onths s in ce  e n a ctm en t of the 
"W indfall Profits" tax on produced 
crude oil last March, independent oil 
producers in the R ocky M ountain  
area have paid an average tax of $5 93 
per barrel, according to Kye Trout, 
president of the Independent Petrole­
um A sso c ia tio n  of the M ou n ta in  
States (IPAM S)

Quoting figures gathered by an area 
crude oil purchaser. Trout said, "This  
confiscatory tax alone is nearly twice 
as much as the price for an entire 
barrel of crude oil seven years ago ”

“ It shows the kind of money that is 
necessary but no longer available to 
the oil industry for plowing back into 
the search for new domestic o il."

“ Counting all oil production in the 
I l-s ta te  I P A M S  reg ion , th is tax 
means our domestic oil industry is 
losing $11 million a day, or about $4 
billion a year, in working capital that 
is badly needed to explore for and 
develop new domestic oil in the Rocky 
Mountain area."

“ No wonder it is impossibie for the 
uii Industry to make any headway in 
finding and producing new domestic 
oil," Trout said

“ That amount of money would be 
spent locally in our II state IPAM S  
area and would drill 35 new average 
sized wells per day, and given the 
norm al h istorica l success ratio  of 
such new wells, the tax causes loss of 
a potential production of 1,000,000 
barrels of new domestic oil per year 
In our area "

“ With this tax, there is little wonder 
our domestic oil industry has such a 
tough time finding and producing new 
oil and increasing our domestic sup 
ply."

Trout pointed out that the ll-state  
area covered by IP A M S  produces 
about 12 percent of the nation’s do 
mestlc oil. The area contains two of 
the nation’s largest regional explor 
atory areas where new oil is t^ing 
found and developed: the Overthrust 
Belt that runs the entire length of the 
western flank of the Rocky Moun­

ta in s , and the W illis to n  B asin  of 
North D akota, South Dakota and 
Montana

"There is only one true source of 
wealth fur any nation, and that is the 
land and what it contains, including 
minerals The gold rich nations have 
proven this in the past, and the oil 
rich nations are proving it now”

“ The domestic independent oil pro­
ducers, who drill 90 percent of this 
nation's wildcat wells, could be prov­
ing it now if it were not for this 
horrendous tax that confiscates the 
working capital necessary for doing 
so," Trout s a id '

"That is why IPAM S and 30 other 
independent organizations across the 
nation must continue to fight this tax 
law If we can repeal it or change it, 
the public which we serve will benefit, 
and our nation will become more en­
erg y  s u ff ic ie n t and w ill p ro sp e r  
again," said Trout.

Public expected to throw brickbats
C O L L E G E  STATIO N  —  Oil and gas 

companies can expect more brickbats 
than bouquets from the public in the 
next two decades, says a m ajor en­
ergy company executive.

“ Our environment for the next 10 to 
20 years doesn’t look too good,”  said 
W. W. “ Woody” Madden of Exxon  
U .S.A. “ The price of oil will go up. 
There’s a finite supply, demand is 
increasing and therefore the price 
will rise faster than inflation.”

“ Nobody will be very happy with 
us,”  Madden predicted.

Speaking to engineering graduate 
students at Texas A& M  University  
last week. M adden said only new 
energy sources could change the situ­
ation.

“ An adequate supply of energy at 
what the public deems reasonable 
prices would alter the outlook,”  he 
said. Declining supplies of domestic 
oil and gas and uncertainty of foreign 
supply, more than offsetting gains

through conservation, dictate other­
wise, he indicated.

Exxon analyses show a 20 percent 
increase in U.S. energy demand to 
just over 50 million barrels per day oil 
equivalent by 2000. Madden said hy­
droelectric, geothermal and solar will 
provide five percent of the total, nu­
clear 13 percent, coal 33 percent, im ­
ported oil and gas 13 percent and 
domestic oil and gas 11 percent.

The biggest gains will be in nuclear 
and coal. Madden projected. Nuclear 
is predicted to rise from five percent 
and coal from 19 percent to account 
for 46 percent of consumption by the 
year 2000. Declines in imports and 
domestic oil and gas show the latter 
down 35 points to 11 percent.

Social and political factors are the 
key to big o il’s problem and the en­
ergy crisis, Madden told the Aggie 
engineers.

“ Constra ints on energy develop­

ment are not technological,”  he said. 
“ The societal climate in which we 
operate dictates the solutions we at­
tempt.”

The Exxon official said a company 
survey found that the average A m eri­
can thought a company should be able 
to make uo to 19.5 cents on the dol­
lar.

“ We asked if that was reasonable 
and the reply was ‘no’ but 12.75 cents 
is reasonable,”  Madden said. “ A c­
tually, pTofit for all U.S. business last 
year was 5.3 cents on the dollar. Oil 
did a little better last than average, at 
5.9 cents. Th at’s all revenue, divided 
by net profit after taxes.”

He said o il’s return before taxes 
was 11 cents and that if allowances 
are figured for replacement capital of 
inflation, all profit disappears.

“ People think we’ re m aking more 
than we are. Actually it’s half what 
they think is reasonable for a typical 
contpany,”  Madden said.

“ I’m optimistic that we’ve cleared 
the last big hurdle to enactment of 
this important legislatioB," the Texas 
Dem ocrat said F^ day.

H O U S T O N  ( A P )  —  J im m ie  R 
Bowden says the time to start com ­
m ercial synfuels plans in this country

The president of Conoco Coal Devel­
opment Co. says Conoco and many 
other energy companies already have 
made significant contributions to syn­
thetic energy techology by spending 
hundreds of millions of dollars on coal 
gasification and liquefaction 

"We now feel much of our R&D  
work is behind us,”  Bowden said "We 
see full com m ercialization as the next 
logical and pressing step to be ac 
complished”

Bowden commended the objectives 
of President C arter’s synfuels pro  ̂
gram but said the equity participation 
and loan guarantee incentives provid 
ed by the newly legislated Energy  
Security Corp are sim ply not ade 
quate to meet the needs of a synfuel 
plant

“ Private business is well able to 
finance such a plant independently," 
he said “ What we need are incentives 
on the order of investment tax credit 
and accelerated depreciation”

Boyden said Carter has targeted
500.000 barrels a day of synthetic fuels 
by 1987 and 2 million a day by 1990

Achieving such a lofty goal may 
appear unrealistic, he said but adding 
that, on the positive side, the energy 
industry has acquired the technical 
knowledge necessary to begin com 
m ercial plant operations today 

But, he continued, the Department 
of En erg y  is cu rren tly  supporting  
eight major research and develop^ 
ment programs of four direct lique 
fa c t io n  an d  fo u r  g a s i f ic a t io n  
projects V

“ Note that I said R A D  and not 
com m ercial," he added 

Bowden said the four coal liquefac 
tion plants could produce as much as
200.000 barrels a day by the end of the 
decade "and that is a very generous 
and optimistic estimate ’ ’

"A s far as the government industry 
gasification program is concerned, 
the four m ajor projects are still on 
paper," he said

"There is presently little assurance 
that more than one high British ther 
mal unit gas demonstration plant will 
be built, but moves to address this 
situation are being m ade.”

“ That figure is just over a million 
short of the President’s energy goal of 
2 million barrels per day," he said 

If the nation has the com m ercially 
available technology and abundant 
coal supplies, Bowden said, “ why 
aren't we embarking on a logical plan 
toward co m m ercia l coal-based en 
ergy now' ’’

“ While acknowledging the value of 
R AD , it seems to me we are wasting 
our own and our nation’s valuable 
tim e," Bowden said 

“ The ambitious and comprehensive 
energy goals of the Energy Security 
C o rp  c e r ta in ly  w ill a cco m p lish  
much, but I am convinced the most 
prudent course to pursue is rapid 
synfuel com m ercialization now using 
established, proven technology”  

Bowden said that one of the driving 
forces that sim ultaneously m akes 
him enthusiastic and impatient with 
synthetic plant commercialization “ is 
seeing first hand the results of com ­
m ercial synfuel plants operating in 
other countries toiday.”

“ Observing the success of these 
programs, it is difficult to ignore the 
fact these countries are doing some­
thing now to help offset the devastat 
ing effects of importation of costly 
and volatile foreign energy supplies,”  
he said.

“ These foreign countries are prac­
ticing, in effect, the urgent message 
of our own president . . . ,”  he said.

Synfuels financing ready
W ASHINGTON (AP) —  The U.S  

Synthetic Fuels Corp form ally invit­
ed companies Friday to submit appli­
cations for up to $20 billion in finan­
cial assistance the corporation will 
dole out to spur energy development.

The corporation issued three pages 
of guidelines for companies to follow 
in making bids for the loan guaran­
tees and price supports the corpora­
tion can make to encourage produc­
tion of synthetic fuels from coal, shale 
oil, tar sands and other substances.

'The three-page app lication  com ­
pares with 450 pages of guidelines the 
En erg y  D epartm ent Issued e a rlie r  
this year for companies seeking the $5 
billion that department has for syn­
thetic fuel development.

“ We will not straightjacket the in­
dustry nor stifle innovation by requir­
ing proposals to meet rigid require­
ments during this initial solicitation 
phase,”  said Synthetic Fuels Corp. 
Chairm an John Sawhill.

The guidelines ask companies to 
submit by M arch 31 general descrip­
tions of their synthetic fuel projects, 
their fin an cia l resources and con­

struction schedules and to describe 
environmental regulations they will 
have to meet.

The corporation added a require­
ment not in an earlier draft which 
asks the companies to describe the 
availability of water to meet project 
needs. Many of the plants wiU be la 
W estern  states w here w a ter re ­
sources are scarce.

Companies that pass m uster la the 
initial review w ill have to provide 
more detailed information on their 
plans In a second application phase in 
w hich the a c tu a l a w a rd s  w ill be 
made. The corporation has not yet 
decided how much of the $20 billion It 
has available will be handed out in the 
first round of solicitations.

When Congress established the cor­
poration, it set a daily production goal 
of 500,000 barrels of synthetic fuels by 
1987 and 2 m illion barrels in 1992.

H iere  currently are no com m ercial 
synthetic fiiel plants operating in this 
country, but the Great P ia lM  (}oal 
Gasification plant in Beulah, N .D ., 
won conditional approval for a $1.5 
billion loan guarantee this week from  
the Energy Department.

agencies.

J C. Farris , chairman 
of the oil and gas asso­
ciation, said the industry 
has seriou s co n cern s  
over provisions of the 
proposed ru les  w hich  
would create legal prob­
lems, infringe on private 
property rights and re­
quire unrealistic perfor­
mance standards.

R ichard Schmude, an 
E x x o n  C o rp . a tto rn ey  
who also appeared on be­
half of Mid-Continent Oil 
and Gas, said Rule .009, 
pertaining to assessment 
of economic, social and 
environm ental im pacts 
of m a jo r  p ro je cts  on 
state-owned lands, cre­
ates several legal prob­
lems.

Schmude said the rule 
exceeds the land board's 
ju rid ic tio n  to regulate  
water quality and con­
tro l, m a rin e  life  and 
wildlife and social and

socio-economic matters.
Those areas have been 

designated to other agen­
cies, such as the R a il­
road Com m ission, D e­
partment of Water Re­
sources and Parks and 
W ild life  D e p a rtm e n t, 
Schum de said , adding  
that the state land board 
has little or no authority 
in these areas.

“ If the Texas Legisla­
ture had intended that 
the board have environ­
mental, social and eco­
nomic suthority, it could 
have done so e a s i ly ,"  
Schmude said

Schumde also claimed 
Rule (X)5, which pertains 
to environmental codes 
for oil and gas leases, is 
deficient because it fails 
to seek agreement from  
a ll a ffected  a g en c ies , 
fails to coordinate with 
the DW R and fails to de­
scribe the bases for rule 
application.

“ The board appears to 
be setting itself up as a 
superagency to deal with 
t h e s e  m a t t e r s , ’ ’ 
Schumde said.

Clay Rushing of Mobil 
Exploration made sim i­
la r  com plaints against 
the proposed rules, ad­
ding that, if adopted, the 
regulations would dim in­
ish  p r iv a t e  p ro p e r ty  
rights, would cause du­
plication of state and fed­
era l regu latory  efforts 
and would increase the 
size, scope and cost of 
government.

Rushing described the 
rules as “ unwise in poli-

cy. organizationally defi 
cient and environmental 
unsound”

Lan d  C o m m iss io n e r  
Bob Arm strong denied 
that the board is trying 
to b eco m e a su p e ra  
gency, and said many of 
the rules on water quail 
ty and other matters are 
being proposed at the re 
quest of such agencies as 
DWR

A rm stro n g  sa id  the 
rules were intended to 
clarify the board’s posi­
ton of what would be ex­
pected of applicants to 
operate on state leases.

A Sierra Club spokes­
man, however, said the 
rules are too vague and 
would be hard to enforce 
a n d  u p h o ld  in  th e  
courts.

Up until now, the United States and 
other m ajor oil consum ing nations 
have managed to stave off talk of 
another devastating round of oil price 
increases By cajoling, they have kept 
m ajor companies off the spot market 
and they have arranged enough deals 
and production Increases by other 
O P E C  countries to see that countries 
most dependent upon Iran and Iraq 
for their supplies were not hurt,

France, for example, received 500, 
000 barrels a day from Iraq before the 
war It has made up 390,000 barrels of 
that by diversifying its sources of 
supply, getting 70,000 barrels daily 
from Venezuela, 100,000 from Mexico, 
120,000 from  Saudi A rab ia , 50,000 
from  Abu D h ab i and 50,000 from

Qatar. Paris now has the prospect of 
getting 70,000 from Iraq via the 'Tur­
key pipeline.

In the French case, the problem 
primarily was one of supply, a prob­
lem solved when countries with extra 
oil offered it for sale and when Saudi 
Arabia and others in the Gulf region 
responded to appeals and increased 
production.

Fo r Somalia, the problem was one 
of both supply and price. The Somalis 
were almost completely dependent 
upon Iraq for oil, and it was oil they 
received at a special rate of $26 
barrel. The Som alis managed to re­
place the Iraqi oil with supplies from  
e lsew h ere  —  m a in ly  K u w a it and  
Egypt —  but the price rose to at least 
$32 a barrel, the going O P E C  rate. 
Saudi Arabia generally charged $2 a 
barrel ex^a for replacing oil lost 
from Iraq, while the Kuwaitis tacked 
on $4

WITH A m T U i  H E L P  from inter 
national relief agencies, the Somalis 
have managed to make up the differ­
ence in what they have had to pay, but 
countries like India and Brazil, de­
pendent upon Iran or Iraq for large 
percentages of their imports, sudden 
ly have faced a huge jum p in their 
hard cu rren cy  payout for v ita lly  
needed petroleum supplies

In 1974, Brazil had a total bill of $12 
billion for all imports, with oil taking 
up 14 percent of that. "Ihls year, it will 
take $12 billion to pay for oil alone 
with petroleum 55 percent of the total 
The alternative supplies to make up 
for loss of Iraqi oil alone meant an 
unanticipated $2 billion jolt in the past 
month

With inventories worldwide running 
400,000 to 500,000 barrels higher than 
normal for this time of year, and with 
eco n om ic  recess io n  and a lre a d y  
higher prices sharply dampening de­
mand. the shuffling around of avail­
able supplies was handled with rela 
tive ease The officials who labored so 
hard to avoid a panic at the onset of 
the war have succeeded, so far

The United States wants to keep the 
oil rerouting on a strictly informal 
basis to avoid having any of the 21 
members of the International Energy  
Agency trigger the selective sharing 
part of the agreement under which 
available oil supplies are shared on a 
more formal basis Officials fear that 
this would only give impetus to a 
renew ed s c ra m b le  for o il at any  
price

HOUSTON (AP) — PoUtkal InsU- 
bUity in the Mldeaat and soaring cost 
of forelffl oil have created a “growing 
sense of urgency’’ In the free world to 
triple use of coal by the year 1000, 
says a spokesman for the coal indus- 
try.

However, uncertainties about fu­
ture demand for electricity, the role 
of nuclear power and its environmen­
tal impact have restrained ib use, 
Robert H. Quenon, president of Pea­
body Coal Co said.

Quenon’s remarks came last week 
during the Third International Coal 
Utilization Exhibition A Conference 
in Houston.

A recent study by the Massachu­
setts Institute of Technology also fu­
eled that concern, stating from half to

two-thlrda of the world’s additional 
energy requlremenb until the year 
2000 must be satifled.

“Coal reserves are sufficient to 
support the expansion called for,’’ 
Quenon said. “With relatively minor 
exceptions, the major producing 
countries will be able to develop 
the productive capacity required.’’

He said firm government and indus­
try action are needed to achieve the 
International goals established at the 
Venice Economic Summit this year of 
tripling coal usage in the next two 
decades.

Government should “maintain an 
atmosphere In which private enter­
prise finds it attractive to conduct and 
continue research and development 
of coal technology," Quenon said.

i
However, he ad<b<l. PubUc poUcy in 

the United States has failed to foster a 
“conducive climate.”

"Since the largest portion of coal 
use both now and through the end of 
this century la in the eleetrical power 
generation sector, the effort to triple 
coal use wiU be won or lost depending 
on the success of increasing coal-fired 
generating capacity and converting 
existing units from oil or gas to coal,” 
he said.

WASHINGTON (AP) -> A government report ex­
pressed concern on Friday that Americans who 
attend foreign medkai schools and return to the 
United States to practice are not as well prepared as 
U.S.-trained physicians.

Gregory J. Ahart, director of the General Ac­
counting Office’s Human Resources Diviskm, told a 
House health subcommittee that the moot serious 
shortcoming of some foreign medical schools is a 
lack of adequate clinical training facilities.

In testimony accompanying the GAO report, Ahart 
said his office’s study looked into questions raised hy 
Congress shout the quality of medical educatioa in 
those foreign medical schools most willing to accept 
U.S. citizens.

M any Am ericans who apply to foreign schools are 
not accepted for study in the United States because 
of inteoM competition for a limited number of 
positions. Ahart estimated that up to 11,000 A m eri­
cans are now enrolled in foreign m edical schools.

G A O  officials, for their report, visited six foreign 
medical schools in the Caiibbean, M exico and E u ­
rope.

A m ericans m o re  correct in English usage

L O N D O N  (A P )  —  A 
British linguist fed one 
m ill io n  w o rd s in to  a 
computer and came out 
with a surprise: Am eri 
cans use the English Ian 
guage m ore c o rre c t ly  
than the British.

Based on a comparison 
of everything from news 
papers to novels and gov 
e rn m e n t d o c u m e n ts , 
L a n c a s te r  U n iv e rs ity  
p r o f e s s o r  G e o f f r e y  
Leech said that, strange­
ly enough, A m erican s  
seem to pay more atten­
tion to the rules.

He said his computer 
study of transatlantic  
tex ts  a lso  tu rn e d  up 
some intriguing cultural 
differences in the way 
the language is used.

“ The B ritish  tend to 
a ssu m e  th e y  a re  the  
g u a rd ia n s  o f the la n ­
guage and we let the lan­
guage take care  of it­
self," said Leech in an 
Interview

“ The evidence is that 
the Am ericans are more 
careful than we are, per­
haps more guilt-ridden  
about the language.”  

Among other things, he 
said, Am ericans are less 
Ukely to begin a sentence 
with “ and” or “ but,”  to 
match a singular noun 
with a plural verb, or to 
begin a sentence with the 
word "firs t ly .”

T h e  f in d in g s  co m e  
from a prelim inary anal­
ysis of parallel computer 
studies —  of one million 
words each —  carried out 
at L a n c a s t e r  an d  at 
B ro w n  U n iv e r s it y  in  
Providence, R. I.

“ The English language 
is the last great cultural 
legacy of the British em ­
pire,”  Leech said. “ It is 
essential that we should 
be as fully Informed as 
^ s lb le  about the way 
English is being used in 
practice.”

A fter feeding A m e ri­
can and British texts into 
c o m p u t e r s ,  th e  r e ­
searchers found that the 
British tend to more fre­
quent use of words asso­
ciated with gentility and 
aristocracy, such as sir, 
madam and gentleman.
An A m e r ic a n  is  m ore  
likely to say grandma.

A m erica n s use m ale  
words like he, boy and 
m an m o re  often than  
she, g irl and woman, the 
study found.

Fa m ily  words like fa­
ther and m other seem  
more common in British  
English.

Am ericans spend more 
time talking about reli­
gious faith, God, hell and 
Christ than the British, 
the study found.

AU STIN  —  Banks in Texas may end up with a tax break, if the 
Texas Supreme Court agrees with a Dallas appeals court’s 
decision overturning the method used In assessing the value of 
bank stock

Bank of Texas and Wynnewood Bank A Trust attacked Dallas 
County’s taxation of bank stock for 1979, losing at the district court 
level, but winning on appeal

The two banks argued that banks are discrim inated against by 
being the only type of financial institution which has Its capital 
stock subject to ad valorem taxes

The appeals court decision doesn't reach that argument (al 
though it does note that there is statutory authority for such 
taxation)

It does say, however, that Dallas County erred in the way in 
which it calculated the value of the bank stock, because it included 
the value of federal securities held by the banks.

The appeals court said federal law "exempts United States 
obligations from being considered In the computation of any state 
or municipal or local tax”

"The U x  here in question is Illegal because United SUtes 
obligations were included in determining the actual cash value of 
the property to be taxed," the court commented

Officials in Dallas say they’re appealing the decision to the 
Texas Supreme Court, adding that the ruling would mean that 
banks —  which aren’t taxed on their inventories or equipment —  
would be taxed only on real estate

Banking officials say the tax for banks would be reduced overall 
but that effects would vary from bank to bank, depending upon the 
amount of federal obligations they hold

As the Free World has watched,

ple at weeks it looked as though 
the communist regime in Warsaw 
would lose patience in expecUtion 
of paore crippling strikes and 
troops would be called in. But 
each time that anticipated conse- 
quewce has been averted.

iBteresUngly enough, Poles ap- 
pareotly feel an invasion by So- 
trleC troops is a foregone conclu 
aioR despite the fact they’ve won 
tree trade onions. A poll recently 
commlssiooed by the magazine 
“Paris Match” and spirited out of 
Poland under the noses of the 
communists indicated that 66 per­
cent of the Poles interviewed be- 
liePR the Soviets could still inter­
vene in Poland. And 25 percent of 
that M  percrat apparently feel 
that a forthcoming Soviet inva­
sion Is a sure thing.

H m  situatioo in Poland can be 
conMiarvd to an Old West gun- 
fliht, to a degree. The commu­
nists are at one end of the street 
and the Polish workers are at the 
otlmr. Both, groups are slowly 
waiting forward, stopping occa- 
ifofaHy to test the resolve and

d eterm in ation  of the other.
So fa r, the co m m u n ists  have  

b lin k e d  e v e r y  t im e  th e  w o r ld  
thought the shoot-out su re ly  would 
begin. B u t the question still re 
m ains: How  long w ill the com m u  
n ist p a r ty  co n tin u e  to k n u c k le  
under to the w orkers?

A lre a d y  there a re  ind ications  
th a t  th e  c o m m u n is t s  m a y  be 
n earin g  the point o f no return. 
C o m m u n ist P a rty  lead er Stanis  
la w  K a n i a  r e c e n t l y  n o t e d ,  
“ T o d a y , one has to say loudly, 
there a re  lim its  w hich cannot be 
cro sse d .”

T h e re  is  c o u ra g e  in P o la n d  
T h a t has been dem onstrated  tim e  
and again . T h e  efforts and the 
v icto ries  —  no m a tte r how sm a ll 
—  of P o la n d ’s w orkers should be 
in sp ira tion  to a ll freedom  loving  
people throughout the w orld.

But the s im p le  fact of the m atte r  
rem a in s  that freedom  and trade  
unions on the one hand and com  
m u n ism  on the other a re  not co m ­
patib le .

W ASHINGTON —  Two years ago, 
the overthrow of Nicaraguan dictator 
Anastasio .Somoia by the rag tag San- 
dinista rebels seemed to be no more 
than a revolutionary pipe dream. I 
sent my reporter Bob Sherman to look 
into the situation on the spot and find 
out who the Sandinistas and their 
supporters were.

He reached them through neighbor­
ing Costa Rica, which had offered 
refuge to the rebels. The Sandinistas 
were not only given the wherewithal 
to train their fledgling arm y in CosU  
Rican jungle encampments, but were 
pro v lcM  sanctuary after hit-and-run 
raids across the border into Nicara

Sherman’s first contact with the 
Sandinista d irectorate was in San 
Jose, the Costa Rican capital. From  
there he traveled north to the prov 
ince of Guanacaste, where he visited 
a rebel camp well within Costa Rican 
territory

Although the Costa Rican govern 
ment formally denied knowledge of 
the Nicaraguan camps, the Sandinis­
tas were operating quite openly in 
Guanacaste M y reporter stayed with 
them. Once, he saw a Costa Rican 
policeman arrive with a truckload of 
food for the Nicaraguans.

The Costa R ica n s ’ not-so-secret 
support of the Sandinistas was an act 
of political courage. Somoza repea­
tedly condemned Costa Rica for its 
role, and threatened to invade his 
neighbor. It was no idle threat: Costa 
Rica has no arm y, only a civilian  
police force. Som oza’s Am erican-  
trained, American-equipped National 
Guard could have crashed across the 
border with no trouble at all.

N u isa n ce  ra id s  on N ic a ra g u a n  
arm y outposts, which served as valu­
able training for the Sandinista guer­
rillas, were sometimes launched by

rebels who would cross the border in 
civilian clothes, then pick up arms 
and uniforms hidden on the Nicara  
guan side. A fter the attack, they 
would stash their m ilitary gear at 
a safe house and take the bus back to 
Costa Rica

The government in San Jose not 
only turned a blind eye to this clearly 
provocative, illegal behavior, but also 
offered refuge to several of the San 
dinista leaders In exile In short, the 
N icaraguan  revolutionary govern  
ment owed a heavy debt to Costa 
Rica

But such political debts are quickly 
forgotten when a government finds 
amnesia expedient The Costa Ricans 
have recently found out just what the 
new N ic a r a g u a n  g o v e rn m e n t ’ s 
friendship is worth.

To the disgust of many in Latin 
Am erica and other Third  World coun 
tries, Nicaragua turned on its old ally, 
Costa Rica, In a shabby scheme en­
gineered by its new ally, Cuba. The 
N icaraguans played c a t ’s-paw for 
F id e l C a s tro  at Costa R ic a ’s ex 
pense.

The stage for this,power play was 
the United Nations. Last year Cuba 
had its eye on the prestigious Latin 
Am erican seat on the U.N. Security 
Council, which it lost.

So Castro tried again this year, but

Last week, Begin went on about 
how the P L O  is a terrorist organiza­
tion and how Israel must combat 
terrorism.

Republicans remain a m inority in 
the House of Representatives and the 
Senate, but in 1981 they stand a 
chance of making their influence felt 
to a greater extent than has been the 
case in the past.

I do 
have m y fam ily and my friends.”  
Instantly he felt a great burst of 
happiness and realized how grateful 
he should be. He became Intensely 
thankful for the everyday blessings 
he had been taking for granted.

Actually this is excellent psycholog­
ical procedure and I recommend it to 
you when you get to feeling that life is 
treating you badly. It is a good exer­
cise for Thanksgiving Day. Take your 
own in v e n to ry  o f y o u r e v e ry d a y  
blessings, either mentally or in w rit­
ing, and then consider how terribly  
bereft you would be without them. 
You will gratefully And that you have 
so very much to be thankful for, not 
only on 'Ilianksglving Day but all the 
year round.

I rem em ber one night on a trip to 
the West Coast, I had a terrifying  
dream. I dreamed thav m y wife had 
died and I went through all the agony 
of losing her. I awakened In abj6ct 
agon y o f s p ir it .  T h en  m y  m in d  
cleared and I realized that It was only 
a dreamy —  and what a relief that

was! But, even then, I was so troubled 
that I immediately put through a long 
distance call to her. When the opera­
tor finally got her, I asked, “ Is that 
you, Ruth?"

“ Yes, of course. Why did you call 
me so early in the m orning?”

“ You know, Ruth,”  I said, “ you 
have the sweetest voice in the world. 
Just talk to me. I called only because 
I wanted to hear your sweet voice.”

“ Norm an,”  she asked, “ what in the 
world happened to you? Why so ro­
mantic...wanting to hear m y voice?”  
The she frugally commented, “ This 
coast-to-coast call is costing money.”  
But the call was more than worth its 
cost to me. How ecstatically grateful I 
felt for her in my life.

You see, the sim ple  things, the 
things we take for granted in our 
everyday lives, are never quite that 
simple, and should never sim ply 
taken for granted. They are very 
precious and very  w onderful. We 
should be everlastingly grateful for
them. Let this Thanksgiving season,
then, be for each of us a time to count 
our blessings and to be really grateful 
for them.

seven of the 31 chairs.

Speaker B ill Clajrton, running for 
his fourth term as the House’s highest 
officer, enjoys the support of most of 
those 96 in his re-election attempt.

There’s been speculation that Gov. 
BiU Clements has aided in herding 
that support over to Clayton; cerU in  
ly, aem en ts and Claytm i’s only chal­
lenger, Rep. John Bryant of Dallas, 
have little love for one another —  as 
they’ve noted on several occasions.

At least some of the GOP members 
should find themselves in chairm an­
ships once the session gets under way, 
and presumably their voices will be 
heard as well —  at least to whatever 
extent is possible —  during the crucial 
redistricting efforts.

GOP officials have made no secret 
of the fa ct that they re g a rd  the 
redistricting effort as vital to their 
party’s well-being for the next decade 
—  and that they intend to see that 
“ Republican”  districts get as much

consideration as “ M ack”  and “ H is­
panic”  districts.

Redistricting, of course, is bound in 
this time with a multitude of fedieral 
requirements and guidelines and re­
strictions —  but there is some latitude 
and discretion, and political practica­
lities dictate that when latitude can 
tavor a friend or a non-fiieml, it will 
be the form er who benefits.

Interestingly, the m inority groups 
in the House will come close to being 
the size of a m ajority in 1961 —  and 
that is likely to have some impact on 
issues.

Counting the members of the Black  
Caucus and the M exican-Am eiican  
Caucus and adding in the G O P  shows 
a total of 64 —  with 76 a majority In
the House.

In m any cases, the interests of 
those groups don’t and won’t intersect 
—  but redistricting is one area where 
some otherwise unlikely alliances are 
possible.

One key question may be how redis-

tricUng dlvidea up along rural and 
urban lioea —  since that could help 
throw the political minoritiea and the 
ethnic minorities, which are predo­
minantly urban, up against the large­
ly white, m ale D em ocratic  ru ra l 
group.

But, of course, the rural group also 
tends to be more conservative, take« 
as a whole, which raises the questioo 
of how far the G O P  members might 
want to go in helping to create 
tricts which might be likely to elect 
members whose political p h ilo s t^ y  
differs from theirs.

It will be a curious balancing act —  
but it appears that the G O P  does have 
enough weight that it can tilt matters 
in Its favor (while avoiding upsetting 
the whole system.)

The Senate is, and always has been, 
a different breed of cat from t ^  
House —  and it appears that the tone 
of the Senate will be more uniformly 
conservative in 1961.

H is sm ile helped me to 
forget the pain.
