A Simple an Esslly Clesned Flitor.

The filter shown in the illustration
is designed for either high or low
pressure, and is especially adapted for
filtering water for drinking purposes,
being asrranged to facilitate the thor-
ough cleaning of the filtering material
whenever necessary.
