A French iovestigator has lulel_y[
published the results of an eluborate
study of the subject, ehiefly in refer-
ence to the importanes of the habit
as an indieation of nervous disease,
His investigations have been pur
sued among the school children of
Paris, among whom he found the
habit widely prevalont. Of the total
number of children examined, about
one-third wero given to the practice,
the greater proportion being among
the girls. The age at which the habit
wis most common was found to be
between twelve and fifteen years.

The investigator thinks he has dis-
covered a remarkable relation be-
tween anil-biting and a defective, or
ot least an impaired stability of mind
and character, ns all the teachers
united in saying the pupils addicted
to nail-biting were the poorest stu-
denta. The boys were inclined to
effeminacy and the girls to slackness.
Both sexes showed a lessoned ability
to sustain tho attention, and were
consequently the hardest to teach.

Model Chest for Napery,

A country woman up to date gave
us some clever suggestions about
napery.

Ske kept her generous supply ina
wooden chest, nbout one yard long,
two feet high and two feet wide.

The chest was placed in the em-
brasure of a dining room window,
and served also as a window seat. It
was made of pine, finished with yel-
low enamel paint, ornamented with
extensive brass hinges, handles and
key hole. A flat hair cushion covered
in gay Matteau chintz fitted its top.
It moved easily upon rollers, and
opened readily to the insertion of the
key kept in the good woman's posses-
sion.

A wooden tray five inches deep
greeted the eye inside. This held
napkins, doylies, carving cloths and
Heneuth was ample
space for n good assortment of table
linen used in the home. The bottom
of the tray and that of the chost was
nicely padaed with a satehet bag
miade of yellow cheese cloth perfumed
with lavender and orris root. .

Such a chest is readily made out of
a pine box, and its position in the
dining room has the extra advantage
of being directly at hand in case of
emergency, or upon the advent of an
unexpeocted guest.

Housekeepers usnally hove o care
to expense; they set their dianer table
with fresh napery and use the same
for the breakfast and luncheon fol-
lowing. The digestion is usually
wenlk, after the night's inactivity, and
one likes to be greeted in the morn-
ing with fresh napery, whatever its
quality may be, glassware and silver
that sparkle from hot water and am-
monla, erisp fruit, invigorating coffee
and hot rolls, as a stimulus to the
day's work.

The laundry will attest that fre-
quent washing of shghtly soiled
napery is much better in resnits than
hard washing of really dirty linen
oceasionally.

For breakfast and luncheon napkins
our good woman tells us she uses un-
blesched muslin. Suitable quality
may be purchased forsix cents a yard;
one yard will make nine napkins of
useful size,

Breakfast napkins have sn inch
hem, hemstitched about their edges.
A half inch inside the hematitching
threads may be drawn, after which a
deft needle will overlap the remain-
ing threads of the materisl, produc-
ing & decorative border. This Is the
simplest process of drawn work, snd
ensily mastered. Luncheon napkins
may be fringed, the fringe lng
overhanded or eanght in bunches by
mesns of needle and thread for dura-
bility. Am initisl outlined in ome
corper finishes n napkin nicely,

Cloths to match these mapkins are
attractive made of Ozenburg, which
is as cheap and as durable snd comes
in greater width than the unbleached
muslin and matches it well in texture
and surface.

The introduction
of the Chinese hog and cromsing with
the mative pigs produced many of our
fine modern breeds, among them the
Berkshire, Essex, Poland-China snd
Buffolks. The original Chinese breed
had very short legs with »
long body, fine bone and bLristles
snd back stralght or swaying,
some towoard the center.

The ears were atraight
aud stood out from the head. The
head and snout were both short, and
the eyes were wide apart. The neck
