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SGA swears in new elected officials
Discusses resolution aimed at student loans

T h e  Texas Tech  Stud ent G o v ­
ernm ent A sso ciation  U niversity  
S tu d en t S e n a te  began its 4 8 th  
session Thursday night.

New senators were sworn in, 
as w ell as T ech  Suprem e C ou rt 
ju s tice s . S e n a to r  M a tt P ipp en 
was e lected  president, pro temp, 
and S tu art W illiam s was sworn 
in as C h ie f  Ju stice .

It was th e  first m eetin g  for 
the newly e lected  senators and 
execu tive bran ch . E ach  m em ber 
o f the execu tive branch  and the 
new  c h ie f  o f  s ta ff, Ja k e  Bray,

spoke to the senate, w elcom ing 
them  to the new session and en- 

. couraging them  for the n ex t year.
L eg isla tio n  passed inclu ded  

two reso lu tio n s o f reco g n itio n  
and an e m erg en cy  re so lu tio n  
p resen ted  by P ip p en , a 'ju n io r 
m ech a n ica l en g in eerin g  m ajor 
from  M onahans.

S e n a t e  R e s o lu t io n  4 8 .0 5  
states th e  sentim ents o f the sen­
ate relatin g  to the current argu­
m ent about student loans in the 
U .S . Congress.

“T h a t  affects ju st about e v ­
eryone h e re ,” said Reed Young, 
e x te rn a l v ice  p resid en t and a 
ju n io r  agricu ltu re  and applied

econom ics m ajor from A b ilen e . 
“It really h its  h o m e.”

T h e  reso lu tio n  encourages 
T e x a s ’s C on gress m em bers to 
consider extend ing  current stu­
dent loan in terest rates, rather 
th an  doubling them .

“I t ’s m o n u m en ta l,” P ipp en 
sa id. “ ( I t  n eed s to  pass to )  
keep  co lle g e  as a ffo rd ab le  as 
p ossib le.”

S in ce  th e  reso lu tion  passed, 
it w ill be sent to state  senators 
K ay B a ile y  H u tc h iso n , Jo h n  
C o rn y n  and  R a n d y  N e u g e - 
bauer. P ip p en  said  he h op es 
it en co u ra g es  th e m  to  com e 
to  a d e c is io n , d esp ite  p arty  
attitud es.

In tern a l V ice  Presid ent N o-

elle  T ro tter presided over the 
m eeting , her first tim e at th e  
podium.

“It was kind o f  a struggle,” 
said th e ju n io r m ech an ica l e n ­
gineering  m ajor from  O dessa. 
“But we got through . . .  Every­
one here is on  th e ir  gam e, we 
have a great group.”

T ro tter said th e  leg isla tio n  
m ost im portant to  her was S e n ­
ate R eso lu tio n  4 8 .0 3 , w hich a l­
lows for an award to  be created  
in h on or o f alum na M axine Fry 
M cC ullough, T e ch ’s first fem ale 
S G A  president.

“It  was q u ite  u nheard  o f ,” 
S e n a to r C o lin  D avis, th e  reso­
lu tio n ’s author, said. “S h e  took 
o n  th e  c h a l le n g e ,  and  w on

overw helm ingly .”
M cC u llq u gh  served as stu ­

d en t body p resid ent in  1 9 3 7 . 
S h e  d ied  in  M a rch , and th e  
resolu tion was created  to  honor 
her life.

R eso lu tion  4 8 .0 2  recognized 
the K nigh t Raiders chess team ’s 
recen t N atio n al C ham pionship 
w in. R eso lu tio n  4 8 .0 4  regard­
ing Stud ent G o v ern m en t office 
hours was sen t to com m ittee .

T r o t te r  said  th e  m e e tin g  
w ent w ell, and she looks for­
ward to  th e  rest o f th e  session.

“W e set th e  righ t fo o t for­
ward to  start th e  4 8 th  session 
th e way it needs to b e ,” T ro t­
ter said.

Climate experts 
discuss drought 
in outlook forum
Region already experiencing recovery

W est Texas is already seeing 
im proving rain fall con d itio n s 
this year, after experiencing the 
worst drought on state record 
in 2 0 1 1 , according to experts 
at th e  S o u th ern  G reat P lains 
D rought O u tlo o k  A ssessm ent 
and Forum.
' T h e  N atio n al O cea n ic  and 
A tm o sp h eric  A d m in is tra tio n  
hosted the ev en t at the Texas 
T e ch  In te rn a t io n a l C u ltu ra l 
C en ter on Thursday to discuss 
the current drought situation, 
eco n o m ic  and en v iro n m en tal 
im p acts, and fu tu re d rought 
outlook for the com ing summer.

T h e  ev en t lasted from 9 :3 0  
a.m . to 3 :0 0  p.m. and the day 
was divided betw een two pur­
poses. T h e  m orning discussion 
was focused on drought status 
and ou tlook , w hile th e  after­
n oon  discussion was a p anel- 
based assessm en t o f drought 
im pacts on d ifferen t areas o f 
the region.

S e v e r a k  c l im a te  s e r v ic e  
en titie s  were involved in the 
forum , said M ark  S h a fer, an 
e m p lo y e e  o f  th e  S o u th e r n  
C l im a t e  Im p a c ts  P la n n in g  
Program.

“T h e  w eather forecast ser­
v ic e  o ffic e s  h av e  b e e n  very 
in v o lv ed  in m o n ito rin g  th is  
p ro g ress io n  o f  d ro u g h t,” he  
said, “con trib u tin g  to drought 
m on itor discussion and trying 
to stay ahead o f i t .”

T h e  forum served as a two- 
w ay c o n n e c t i o n  p o in t  fo r  
d iscu ss io n  b e tw e e n  c lim a te

s c ie n tis ts  and p ra c tit io n e rs , 
S h afer said, so the two parties 
cou ld  e x ch a n g e  in fo rm a tio n  
effectively.

“A nd w hat we’re trying to 
do is to bring all these people 
together and com pare n o tes ,” 
he said, “and get a clear picture 
o f w hat’s going o n .”

T h e  drought was n ot an u n­
exp ected  occu rrence, he said, 
but c lim ate  scien tists did n ot 
foresee its magnitude.

T h e  W est Texas region gets 
10 to 15 inches o f rain a year on 
average, said V icto r Murphy, a 
clim ate  services program m an­
ager for the N atio n al W eather 
S erv ice , but L ubbock sp ecifi­
cally  saw as m uch as a 12 -in ch  
d efic it in  ra in fa ll due to the 
drought.

“T h is  p e rio d  r ig h t  h e re , 
p re tty  m u ch  O c to b e r  2 0 1 0  
through Sep tem ber 2 0 1 1 ,” he 
sa id , “c le a r ly  was th e  m ost 
in ten se  o n e-y ea r d rought on 
record for T exas.”

H o w e v e r ,  h e  s a id  t h e  
d ro u g h t a ffe c te d  m ore th a n  
ju st Texas.

“A lm ost across the entire re­
gion —  Texas, New M exico  and 
O klahom a —  th e re ’s alm ost a 
uniform  onset o f th e  drought 
in th e  en tire  reg ion ,” M urphy 
sa id , “w h ic h  b eg a n  rou gh ly  
O ctober/N ovem ber o f 2 0 1 0 .”

Several records were broken 
in 2 0 1 1 , he said. T h e  m onths 
o f Ju n e, July and August c o n ­
secutively  broke heat records, 
w ith A ugust being the h o ttest 
m onth in history.

R e s e a r c h e r s  fro m  th e  
I n s t i t u t e  an d  th e  Q u a il  
R e s e a r c h  F o u n d a tio n , as 
w ell as T e x a s  A & M  and 
Texas A & M  at K ingsv ille, 
w ill sam ple quail from  19 
d if fe re n t  c o u n tie s  acro ss  
W est Texas and 10 sites in 
w estern O klahom a, through 
a p artn ersh ip  labeled  O p ­
era tio n  Id iop ath ic  D eclin e .

“I ’d say th e  fa l l  q u a il 
p op u latio n  d eclin ed  by as 
m uch as 8 0  to  9 0  p ercen t 
in  2 0 1 0 ,” said R o n  K end all, 
d irecto r o f  T IE H H , in the 
news release. “T h is  is a huge 
drop. Ranchers con tacted  us 
and said they were finding 
dead birds, or w eren’t see­
ing quail like they had seen 
them  before. T h is  happened 
late last sum m er to a large 
degree.”

W ith  th e  fu n d in g , r e ­
se a rch e rs  p la n  to  c o l le c t  
6 0 0 - 1 ,5 0 0  b ird s p er year 
during th e th ree-y ear p ro j­
e c t, to study th e  e ffects  o f 
the d eclin e .

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“L ite ra lly , n o t o n ly  was it 
th e  d riest ev er ,” he said, “but 
corresp on ding ly , th e  tem p era­
tures were ju st literally  through 
the ro o f —  about three degrees 
warmer than anything we’ve ever 
exp erien ced .”

In  O c to b e r  2 0 1 1 ,  M urp hy 
said, 88 percent of Texas reached 
e x c e p t io r r a l  d ro u g h t le v e ls ,  
w hich by d efin itio n  only occurs 
once every 50  to 100 years.

A ll o f Texas, excep t for three 
or four cou nties, was under the 
burn ban. •

“In Texas, we had our worst 
fire season ever,” M urphy said. 
“O ver four m illion  acres burned 
—  an area roughly th e  size o f 
R hode Island and C o n n e cticu t 
com b in ed .” .

T h a t  a m o u n t is tw ice  th e  
acreage than  what was burned by 
wildfires in 2 0 0 6 , he said.

T h ere  were as many as 3 0 ,4 5 7  
fires and 3 ,0 1 7  hom es destroyed.

said D avid D ubois o f the New 
M e x ic o  C lim a te  C e n te r . T h e  
Texas tow n o f Bastrop was the 
most effected , having been  rav­
aged by th e  w orst w ild fire  in 
state history.

A g ricu ltu re  was d ev astated  
as well, M urphy said, to ta lin g  to 
$ 7 .6  b illion  in losses as estim ated 
by Texas A griL ife . $ 4 .4  b illio n  
w ere crop  losses, $ 3 .2  b ill io n  
were liv esto ck  losses and $ 2 .5  
b illio n  were specifically  co tto n  
losses.

T h is  is p a r t ly  due to  th e  
w e a th e r  p h e n o m e n o n  o f  La 
N in a, he said.

“La N in a is w hen sea surface 
temperatures are about .5 degrees 
or m ore co ld er th a n  n o rm a l,” 
he said. “El N in o  events are the 
opposite, w hen the sea surface 
temperatures are about .5 degrees 
or more, warmer than  norm al.”

T h e s e  n a tu ra l ph^pp.meAfi 
h a v e  a g re a t im p a c t  o n  th e  
So u th ern  G reat P lains regions, 
M urphy said.

“T h ere  is a strong correlatio n  
betw een sea surface temperatures

W h en  El N in o  occurs, M ur­
phy said, there is a greater pro­
pensity for rainfall.

H owever, La N in a has been  
in effect for the second tim e, he 
said, the first being in 2 0 0 8  to
2 0 0 9  and the second being from
2 0 1 0  to 2011  —  w hich  is one 
m ajor con trib u ting  facto r to last 
year’s drought.

C lim ato log ists are now lo ok­
ing for ev id ence o f w hether this 
fall will be an El N in o  or a La 
N in a  ev en t, he said. T h is  w ill 
d eterm ine the am ount o f ra in ­
fall the region will receive and, 
u ltim ately , if  th e  drought w ill 
con tin u e.

W h e th e r  Texas w ill see ra in ­
fall th is com ing year or n o t is 
up in th e air, M urphy said. T h e  
chances are neutral —  one-th ird  
o f a ch a n ce  for above average 
ra in fa ll, o n e -th ird  for n o rm al 
rain fall and o n e-th ird  for below  
average rain fall.

S c i e n t i s t s  sh o u ld  b e  a b le
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to  d eterm ine in two m onths if  
La N in a or E l N in o  w ill occur, 
said^KlajuSi .W olter, a resea rch  
s c ie n t is t  at th e  U n iv e rs ity  o f 
C olorad o. *

R a in fa ll levels in  Texas have 
improved since the start o f 2012,^ 
M urphy said, but n o t enough to  
pull th e  area out o f th e  drought.!

“E v en  if  you see n ea r n o r­
m al ra in fa ll, w ith  th ese  types 
o f above norm al tem peratures. 
C o n tin u a lly ,” h e  said , “yo u ’re 
go in g  to  h av e  m ore evapora-* 
tio n , a lo t more stress on w ater 
availability , more stress on water 
m anagem ent, th ings like th a t .”

S t il l ,  people are hopeful for 
th e  future.

“A s far as lo ok in g  at Texas 
goes, th is is our w ettest tim e o f 
th e  year,” M urphy said, “so if 
w e’re going to get any rain fall, 
hopefully it should occur here iri 
th e  May/June tim e period. T h e  
n e x t couple o f m onths are going 
to  be very c r itic a l in getting  us 
out o f th is drought, or at least 
seeing im p rov em en t.”

Texas man executed 
for robbery'shooting

HUNTSVILLE .(AP) —  A Texas 
man was executed Thursday for his rolé 
in a 2002 robbery in which three people 
were shot, one fatally.

The lethal injection of Beunka Ad­
ams, 29, was carried out less than three 
hours after the U.S. Supreme Court ret 
jected a last-day appeal to postpone thè 
punishment, the fifth this year in Texts.

Adams expressed love to his family 
and apologized to wimesses, including 
one of the women who survived the 
attack and relatives of the man wHo 
was killed. ¡

He said he was a stupid kid in "a 
man’s body at the time of the crime.

“I’m very sorry. Everything that hap­
pened that night was wrong,” Adams 
said. “If 1 could take it back, I would. 
Not a day goes by I wish I could talte 
it back.... I messed up and can’t taHe 
that back.” *

He asked those gathered to not l|t 
any hate they had for him “eat you upj” 

“Find a way to get past... I really haje 
things ramed out the way they did. Fftr 
everybody involved, I don’t think aiTy 
good came out of it.” j  !

Adams took about a dozen breaths, 
then began wheezing and snoring. 
Eventually, he became still. He was pro­
nounced dead at 6:25 p.m. CDT, nine 
minutes after the lethal drugs began to 
flow into his body. ^

Gas prices continue to creep lower
N EW  Y O R K  (A P ) —  R eta il 

gasoline prices continued their sur- 
prising spring slide Thursday, drop­
ping a penny to $3.83 per gallon.

It’s the 10th straight day of de­
clines for the national average retail 
price. Pump prices are 4 cents lower 
than they were last year at this time.

Retail gasoline prices typically 
rise in the spring and peak for the 
year in May after refiners switch 
to a more expensive summer blend 
of gasoline that is required to meet 
clean air rules. Analysts say this 
year’s spring peak may have come 
early —  a relief to drivers show 
saw prices rise 66 cents from Jan. 1 
through the first week of April.

Gasoline prices have fallen from 
a high of $3.94 per gallon on April 
6 as this year’s rise in oil prices has 
leveled off and U .S. gasoline demand 
has fallen.

M issouri drivers enjoyed the

lowest average price in the U .S., at 
$3.56 per gallon. California drivers 
are paying $4.18, the highest in the 
nation outside of Alaska and Hawaii. 
Drivers in C on necticu t, Illinois, 
New York, Oregon, Washington and 
the District of Columbia are all still 
paying more than $4 per gallon on 
average, though, according to the 
Oil Price Information Service, A A A  
and Wright Express.

Benchmark crude rose slightly 
Thursday to $104.55, a gain of 0.4 
percent, on expectations that the 
U .S. economy will continue to grow 
modestly and that the European debt 
crisis would not spread further.

Brent crude, which is used by 
refiners to make most of the gasoline 
sold in the U .S ., rose 80 cents to 
$119.92.

Natural gas prices fell at the end 
of the trading day to $ 2 ,036  per 
thousand cubic feet, a decline of 3

cents, after spending most of the day 
in positive territory.

In recent weeks natural gas prices 
have fallen to their lowest levels 
since 2002 because a historically 
warm winter and increased domestic 
production have boosted the amount 
of natural gas in storage.

The U .S. government reported 
Thursday that natural gas in stor­
age rose by 47 billion cubic feet to 
2.548 trillion cubic feet for the week 
ended April 20. T h at’s 56 percent 
above the five-year average. The 
report was in line with what analysts 
expected according to a survey by 
Platts, the energy information arm 
of McGraw-Hill.

There is some expectation that 
natural gas will begin to rise. The 
price inched upward this week on 
forecasts a cool May in the North­
east, which could increase demand 
for the fuel.

Mexico truckers protest dangerous double trailers
M EXICO CITY (AP) —  Inde­

pendent Mexican truckers launched 
nationwide protests Thursday calling 
for clearer, fairer rules on vehicle 
weights and dimensions and for an 
end to discretionary permits that they 
say let double-trailer vehicles carrying 
as much as 100 metric tons of freight 
operate on narrow, two-lane roads.

U.S. union and consumer groups 
have complained for years about 
dangerous Mexican trucks. Now inde­
pendent Mexican truckers have grown 
fed up after two horrifying crashes in 
less than a month.

The protests by the Alliance of 
Mexican Transport Organizations fol­
lows two accidents in which the rear 
units of double trailers came loose and 
careened into passenger buses, killing 
a total of 49 bus passengers.

Mexico’s Communications Trans­
port Department, which oversees 
trucking, did not respond to requests 
for comment about the protest.

A lliance national coordinator 
Francisco Leyva said discretionary 
rules put pressure on truckers to carry 
bigger loads and allow corrupt police 
and officials to get more bribes when 
truckers are caught.

Leyva said his group set up roadside

encampments with parked trucks car­
rying banners and placards denounc­
ing the double-trailers, which also cost 
truckers jobs because one driver carries 
twice as much.

“As far as I know, there is not a 
country in the world that carries as 
much weight (in trucks) as we do,” 
Leyva said.

In the United States, the federal 
commercial vehicle maximum weight 
standard on the Interstate Highway 
System is 80,000 pounds (40 tons). 
M exican norms allow tw ice that 
much, and even that limit is frequently 
exceeded.

O n April 13, a semi-truck pulling 
two trailers of grain allegedly lost its 
brakes while speeding along a highway 
west of Mexico City, then the rear 
trailer broke free and slammed into 
the back of a bus carrying university 
students. Five students and a teacher 
were killed.

Leyva said two full trailers of grain 
would easily break the 80-ton weight 
limit.

On Friday, a double-trailer truck 
traveling on a two-lane road in the 
Gulf coast state of Veracruz also lost 
its rear trailer, which slammed into 
a bus carrying farm workers, killing

43 people.
A t issue is an obscure rule that 

normally bans semis hauling double 
trailers from using Mexico’s secondary 
roads, unless the trucking company 
applies for a “connectivity permit” that 
allows such travel by trucks that meet 
certain requirements. The Communi­
cations Transport Department, known 
as the SCT, said in a statement that 
the truck involved in the most recent 
accident didn’t have such a permit.

But truckers say the mere fact that 
some double-trailers are allowed on 
back roads encourages other drivers to 
do make similar trips, paying bribes if 
their 106-foot-long vehicles are caught 
without a permit.

The SC T  says 5,710 trucks were 
fined for being overweight in 2011. In 
an interview with local media, SC T  
trucking director Miguel Elizalde said 
roughly half the 30,000 accidents reg­
istered each year on Mexico’s federal 
highways involved trucks, and about 
900 of those were double trailers.

But Leyva, the trucker alliance of­
ficial, said “there are many, many acci­
dents” that may never be registered, in 
which vehicles are simply run off the 
road by semis pulling double-trailers 
on tight curves.

For one Texas A & M  U niversity 
graduate student, what happened 
in Vegas didn’t stay in Vegas.

Justin Newman says he ran into 
academ ic trouble after T h e  A s­
sociated Press published a photo 
of him in a story about a mobile 
medical c lin ic  dubbed “Hangover

H eaven” that aids Las Vegas tour­
ists who drank too much alcohol 
the night before.

Newman’s name wasn’t used, 
but he said people in his college 
departm ent recognized him  s it­
ting in the bus. He was wearing 
an “A G G IE  A th le tic  T rain ing” 
T-shirt.

In an email to the A P on Tues­
day asking that his photo be re­
moved, Newman said he was fired 
from his research position and lost 
a fall campus internship. He faced 
a disciplinary hearing, but said in 
a follow-up email Thursday there 
were “no repercussions for my 
actions.”

Political criticism important, healthy

During an election, it can some­
times seem as if nothing is more 
important than the victory of one’s 
preferred candidate.

For intensely passionate supporters, 
criticism of one’s favorite must be re­
futed immediately, and any advantages 
for their opponent must be debunked 
as exaggerated or outright false.

W hen the stakes are high and 
there are only two parties, it becomes 
difficult for politically active individu­
als to avoid falling into an “us versus 
them” mentality which demands full, 
unqualified support for your lesser evil. 
In its most unfortunate incarnation, 
this structure can lead to the silencing 
of dissenters who are attempting to 
earnestly criticize a weakness in their 
preferred candidate’s platform.

Any negative comments, it could 
be said, will be giving ammunition to 
the enemy. Though the desire to unify 
camps is understandable, it is impor­
tant that open and necessary debate 
does not get squelched for some per­
ceived short-term political gain which 
is, invariably, not worth the cost.

This is not a problem which exclu­
sively affects liberals, conservatives or 
any other politically active group. The 
“tribal” mindset, where protecting 
group members takes a priority over 
anything else, is a side effect of the 
human condition and can manifest 
in people regardless of their ideology 
or education.

This comes into conflict with the 
ideal purpose of a presidential election, 
which is to do what is best for the coun­
try, and not one’s party. When James

Madison wrote about the importance 
of safeguarding the Union against 
factions in Federalist 10, he wanted 
to prevent large groups in society from 
taking away the rights of others.

While it is not a clear infringe­
ment of the freedom of expression, 
demanding that minority members 
of a “tribe” silence themselves until 
after an election does harm everyone 
involved. There is a strategic rationale 
for withholding 
dissent for your ,,
party during elec­
tion season, but 
asking for a pause 
on free criticism is 
asking too much.

It is not bold 
to say that neither 
of the two par­
ties in the United 
States are correct 
about everything.
Both suffer from 
serious problems 
and even discon­
nects in opinion 
from the majority 
of their support­
ers. For instance. President Obama’s 
continued acceptance of raids on 
medical marijuana dispensaries stands 
in contrast to a 77 percent national 
approval rating for medicinal use of 
marijuana.

Because of people’s reluctance to 
listen to their opponents’ supporters 
during elections, there is no one more 
capable of helping point out their 
candidates’ flaws than a potential sup­
porter. This benefit goes away, though, 
when criticism from political allies is 
viewed as an attack.

There is still the distinction to be 
made between substantive criticisms 
agairrst candidates from one’s party and 
those made for the purpose of “scoring 
points” against an opponent. The lat­
ter variety often take the form of fake 
outrage, something which Republicans 
have already successfully employed this 
year. That said, it is possible Democrats 
are even guiltier of silencing dissenting 
voices within their ranks —  a bad sign 

for the self-styled 
liberals.

In Pakistan, 
Obama has a l­
lowed the use of 
“signature strikes” 
against suspected 
militants, where 
the identities of 
missile victim s 
are not known 
but people are 
targeted based 
on “suspicious” 
behavior. His top 
military advisors 

" are now consid- 
ering expanding 
this power to the 

drone-plagued nation of Yemen. As 
we get closer to the election, a liberal 
critic of the president could be told by 
fellow Democrats, “Oh, so you’d rather 
have Mitt Romney bombing civilians 
in Yemen?”

Substance is ignored, and every 
self-criticism is seen as the potential 
“domino” which could fall over and 
destroy the party from inside. Hon-

est questions —  such as whether or 
not indiscriminate bombings inspire 
more terrorists than they kill —  are 
dismissed out of hand, or told to wait 
until after the election. After the 
election, of course, there will be less 
pressures on the president to act one 
way or another.

While those who seek the end of 
criticism against their party justify this 
in terms of electoral politics, they over­
look the potential benefits of pushing 
an important issue before moderates 
and the politically uninvolved during 
an election. If something is worth 
saying, then surely it is best said when 
everyone is paying attention.

Criticism of a candidate’s weak­
nesses should not be silenced simply 
because it seems like it may help an 
enemy. Generally, politicians can only 
be made stronger if they face some 
serious challenges from their friends 
before dealing with the attacks from 
their opponents.

The brave German political theo­
rist Rosa Luxemburg was alleged to 
have said, “Freedom is always the 
freedom of dissenters.” The spirit of 
these words holds true, and we alone 
are the guarantors of our freedom. We 
must protest where we see it necessary, 
and patiently listen to substantive 
criticism which could ultimately better 
the nation.

Lastly, consider one thing; If speak­
ing the truth will cost your favorite i 
politician greatly, then perhaps it is 
time to ask yourself what makes him 
so worthy of your support.

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Victims of cyberbuiiying fight back in iawsuits
A TLA N TA  (A P ) —  W hen a 

Georgia middle school student report- 
ed to police and school officials that 
she had been bullied on Facebook, 
they told her there was not much they 
could do because the harassment oc­
curred off campus.

So the 14-year-old girl, Alex Bos­
ton, is using a somewhat novel strategy 
to fight back; She’s slapping her two 
classmates with a libel lawsuit.

As states consider or pass cyberbui­
iying laws in reaction to high-profile 
cases around the country, attorneys 
and experts say many of the laws aren’t 
strong enough, and lawsuits such as 
this one are bound to become more 
commonplace.

“A  lot of prosecutors just don’t 
have the energy to prosecute 13-year- 
olds for being mean,” said Parry Aftab, 
an attorney and child advocate who 
runs stopcyberbullying.org. “Parents 
are all feeling very frustrated, and they 
just don’t know what to do.”

Almost every state has a law or 
other policy prohibiting cyberbuiiy­
ing, but very few cover intimidation 
outside of school property.

Alex, who agreed to be identified

to raise awareness about cyberbui­
iying, remembers the mean glances 
and harsh words from students when 
she arrived at her suburban Atlanta 
middle school. She didn’t know why 
she was being badgered until she dis­
covered the phony Facebook page. It 
was her name and information, though 
her profile picture was doctored to 
make her face appear bloated.

The page suggested Alex smoked 
marijuana and spoke a made-up lan­
guage called “Retardish.” It was also 
set up to appear that Alex had left 
obscene comments on other friends’ 
pages, made frequent sexual references 
and posted a racist video. The creators 
also are accused of posting derogatory 
messages about Alex.

“I was upset that my friends would 
turn on me like that,” she told The 
Associated Press. “1 was crying. It was 
hard to go to school the next day.”

Alex learned of the phony page 
a year ago and told her parents, who 
soon contacted administrators at 
Palmer Middle School and filed a 
report with Cobb County Police.

“A t the time this report was taken 
in May 2011, we were not aware of

any cyberbuiiying law on the books 
that would take her specific situation 
and apply it to Georgia law,” said 
Cobb County police spokesman Sgt. 
Dana Pierce.

Police encouraged the Boston 
family to report the fake account to

Facebook. Alex’s family said despite 
requests to Facebook to take the page 
down, the company did not do so. The 
website was taken down around the 
time the lawsuit was filed a week ago.

Facebook spokesman Andrew 
Noyes and Cobb County school

officials declined comment on the 
case. The two students named in the 
lawsuit haven’t hired an attorney and 
their parents couldn’t be reached for 
comment.

T h e  thorny issue of w hether 
schools may censor students who

are off campus when they attack 
online has led to split decisions in 
federal courts. Administrators and 
judges have wrestled over whether 
free speech rights allow students to 
say what they want when they’re not 
at school.

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Colts take Stanford QB  
Andrew Luck 1st overall

NEW YORK (AP) —  Six weeks 
after saying goodbye to Peyton Manning, 
the Indianapolis Colts handed Andrew 
Luck a blue and white jersey and the 
daunting task of leading a rebuilding 
team as its quarterback for the next 
decade.

Luck couldn’t have chosen a tougher 
act to follow, but many believe he is 
the most NFL-ready passer to enter the 
league since Manning went No. 1 overall 
in 1998. All Manning did was win an 
unprecedented four MVP awards and a 
Super Bowl for Indy.

“You don’t really replace a guy like 
that,” Luck said. “You can’t. You just try 
to do the best you can. Obviously, he was 
my hero growing up.”

The Stanford quarterback was told 
by the Colts last week that Commis­
sioner Roger Goodell would announce 
his name first Thursday night. He got 
the nod over Baylor QB Robert Grif­
fin III, the Heisman Trophy who was 
taken second overall by the Washington 
Redskins..
‘ After being loudly booed at the 
outset, Goodell told a raucous crowd at 
Radio City Music Hall that “the season 
begins tonight, so let’s kick if off.” Then 
he did, congratulating Luck while the 
crowdchanted “RG3, RG3.”
! Luck left the stage and slapped 
hands with some fans in Colts shirts and 
headed to the interview room»
' To get Griffin, Washington dealt a 
second-round pick this year and its first- 
rounders in 2013 and ‘14 to St, Louis to 
move up four spots
' Dressed in a light blue suit that didn’t 
quite mesh with Redskins burgundy and 
gold, Griffin had some trouble getting 
(he team hat over his braids and ended 
pp wearing it just a tad crooked while he 
flashed big smiles for photos.
' Less than an hour before Goodell be­
gan the draft, Cleveland and Minnesota 
pulled off ariother trade in what would 
become a virtual swap shop. The Browns 
jnoved up just one spot, from fourth to 
fhird, to ensure getting running back 
'^rent Richardson of national champion 
Alabama. Minnesota received picks in 
the fourth, fifth and seventh rounds and

still was in position to get one of the elite 
prospects in this draft.

Like Griffin, Richardson was treated 
with lusty cheers from the crowd. Un­
like Griffin, he had less trouble placing 
the Cleveland hat over his impressive 
dreads.

Minnesota then took Southern 
California offensive tackle Matt Kalil, 
whom the Vikings were expected to take 
at No. 3 anyway.

Luck’s good fortune put him in a 
similar position to Stanford predecessors 
Jim Plunkett, who won two Super Bowls 
for the Raiders, and John Elway, who 
led Denver to two NFL titles. He is the 
fourth consecutive quarterback chosen 
first and 12 th in the last 15 years, dating 
back to Manning.

Elway now mns the Broncos and 
recently signed Manning as a free agent 
after Manning missed all of last season 
following neck surgery.

Indianapolis was the only team in 
the first seven picks to stay put.

After Minnesota took Kalil, Jack­
sonville jumped up two spots, trading 
with Florida neighbor Tampa Bay to get 
Oklahoma State’s Justin Blackmon, the 
top receiver in this crop.

“It just goes to show you that any­
thing can happen,” Blackmon said, 
referring to the Jaguars going after him.

St. Louis must have liked dealing 
down because the Rams did it again, 
trading with Dallas, which was 14th 
overall. The Cowboys selected LSU’s 
Morris Claiborne, the top comerback, 
adding him to free agent signing Bran­
don Carr and shoring up what was a 
Swiss cheese secondary.

St. Louis got a second-rounder in 
the deal.

Tampa Bay finished off a wild 30 min­
utes of bartering by grabbing Alabama 
safety Mark Barron seventh overall.

A  third quarterback went eighth 
where Miami —  can you believe it? —  
stayed put. The Dolphins took Texas 
A & M ’s Ryan Tannehill, who played 
wide receiver for most of his time in 
college. His coach at A &M , Mike 
Sherman, is the Dolphins offensive 
coordinator.

Cowboys move up 8 spots to get LSU CB Claiborne
IRVING (AP) —  LSU comerback 

Morris Claiborne was considered by 
most as the best defensive back available 
in the NFL draft.

The Dallas Cowboys, in desperate 
need of defensive playmakers, couldn’t

pass on the All-American.
Dallas selected Claiborne with the

During the game. Tech was able 
to put up 13 runs on 14 hits. How­
ever, the pitching staff struggled, as 
it gave up 14 runs on 19 hits.

It’s great to finally see the of­
fense start rolling. Tech catcher 
Bo A ltobelli said, and the pitching 
staff will get things worked out this 
weekend.

“1 think offensively we got back 
on track,” he said, “and our p itch­
ing’s there —  they’ve been thère all 
year —  and we’ll come around this 
weekend and do all three things 
right and get some wins.”

T he Red Raiders (23-21 , 3-12 
in Big 12 C onference play) will 
shift their focus off o f nonconfer­
ence play, as they host the Missouri 
Tigers for a three-game weekend

This will mark the last time 
any Tech sport will play against the 
Tigers in conference play during 
the regular season.

This being the last time the Red 
Raiders will compete against M is­
souri isn’t going to h?ive any impact 
on the game.

The loss dropped the W ildcats into 
a last place tie with the Red Raid­
ers. Both teams trail Kansas by one 
game for the seventh place spot in 
the standings.

Being in last place makes this 
series even more im portant for 
Tech if it wants to make it into 
any kind o f postseason play. Tech 
pitcher Duke von Scham ann said.

“To make the postseason, we’ve 
got to makes sure we make the Big

He 
ranks second in the Big 12 with a 
1.84 ERA , and first among starters, 
as the only person above him is 
Texas reliever Corey Knebel who 
has a 1.27 ERA .

Two Tech players who started 
out the season in the bullpen will 
round out the starting rotation for 
Tech, as John N eely will make the 
Friday start and Trey Masek will be 
on the bump Sunday.

W ith the season about to wrap 
up, von Sch am ann said he still 
thinks the team has what it takes 
to compete and get into the post­
season.

Michael Jordan’s Bobcats poised to be worst NBA team in history
C H A R L O T T E , N .C . (A P) —  

M ichael Jordan’s No. 23 has long 
been synonymous with greatness. 
By Thursday night that number 
could have a completely different 
meaning for him.

His Charlotte Bobcats face their 
23 rd consecutive loss and would 
finish the season with the worst 
winning percentage in N BA  his­
tory (.106) if they don’t beat the 
New York Knicks on the final night 
of the shrunken season. And that 
would mean the man recognized

globally as the greatest basketball 
player ever would be the not-so- 
proud owner o f the worst N B A  
team ever.

A  spectacular resume that in­
cludes six N BA  championships and 
five league M VP awards would also 
include one very forgettable season 
for the record book.

It’s been 39 years since an N BA  
team finished with a worse winning 
percentage than the Bobcats. In a 
full season, the 1972-73 Philadel­
phia 76ers finished 9-73 (.110) in

a full regular season.
In this lockout-shortened regu­

lar season, the Bobcats are a woeful 
7-58 —  and they are every bit as 
bad as the numbers indicate.

T hey’re last in league scoring 
and shooting percentage. T hey’ve 
lost 21 games by 20 points or more. 
I t ’s hard to decide w hat’s worse, 
their offense or their defense.

C o a c h  Paul S ila s  c e r ta in ly  
would like to avoid the embarrass­
ment of being known as the coach 
of the worst team ever.

“If we get a win it will be the 
best thing that has happened to us 
all season,” Silas said.

T h at may be tough since the 
B o bcats  are ev ery th ing  Jord an  
wasn’t as a player —  unproductive, 
uncompetitive and unwatchable.

Jordan told the Charlotte O b­
server on Wednesday that he knew 
this was going to be a trying year, 
but didn’t expect it would be this 
bad.

“But did we want to chase the 
most pingpong balls (in  the May

30 draft lottery)? No way,” Jordan 
told the newspaper. “Ever since 
I’ve owned the team 1 think we’ve 
made some very positive moves on 
the business side. W e had to make 
a difficult decision to turn over the 
talent. This year the talent we had 
didn’t respond, but that doesn’t 
cause me to turn my back on the 
plan.”

W hile Jordan is sticking to his 
plan, the Bobcats have been painful 
to watch.

N o one on the roster comes

close to having Jordan’s charisma 
—  not to m ention his ability to 
dominate. They lack a face for the 
franchise, at least on the court.

And all that’s on Jordan.
His reputation as an executive 

continues to take hit after hit, just 
the way he used to make game­
winning shot after shot.

Jordan’s questionable decision­
making has landed the Hall of Earn­
er at the center of a debate about 
w hich form er star turned N B A  
executive has done the worst job.
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
