
NASA rover Curiosity 
lands on Mars Thursday

P A SA D E N A , C alif. (A P ) —  
T h e  robotic  explorer C u riosity ’s 
daring plunge through the pink skies 
o f Mars was more than perfect. It 
landed with spectacular style, said a 
N A S A  scientist, describing the first 
images o f its mechanical gynmastics.

H ours a fte r  N A S A  learn ed  
the rover had arrived on  target, 
engineers and scientists got the first 
glimpses o f the intricate maneuvers 
it made to h it the M artian soil safely.

“It’s a spectacular image,” said 
N A S A  research scien tist Luther 
Beegle. T h e  photo, ^ e n  from an 
orbiting Mars spacecraft, shows C u­
riosity dangling from its supersonic 
parachute as it descended.

Extraordinary efforts were need­
ed for the landing because the rover 
weighs one ton, and the M artian 
atmosphere is very thin, not offering 
much friction to slow the spacecraft 
down.

M ore images, including video 
o f the landing and beautiful color 
shots o f Mars, will follow in days 
to  com e. It will be weeks before 
Curiosity starts digging into the red 
planet’s past.

C h eers and applause echoed

through the N A S A  Jet Propulsion 
Laboratory late Sunday after signals 
from space indicated Curiosity had 
survived the harrowing plunge.

“Touchdow n confirm ed,” said 
engineer A llen  C hen. “W e’re safe 
on Mars.”

Minutes after the landing signal 
reached Earth at 10:32 p.m. PDT, 
C u riosity  beam ed back  the first 
black-and-white pictures from inside 
the crater showing its wheel and its 
shadow, cast by the afternoon sun.

“W e landed in a nice flat spot. 
B eautifu l, really beau tifu l,” said 
engineer Adam Steltzner, who' led 
the team  that devised the tricky 
landing routine.

It was N A SA ’s seventh landing 
on  E arth ’s neighbor; many other 
attempts by the U .S. and other coun­
tries to zip past, circle or set down on 
Mars have gone awry.

T h e arrival was an engineering 
tour de force, debuting never-before- 
tried acrobatics packed into “seven 
minutes o f terror” as Curiosity sliced 
through the M artian atmosphere at 
13,000 mph.

Sikh temple shooter said 
to he white supremacist

OAK CREEK, Wis. (A P )— The 
gunman who killed six people at a 
Sikh temple in W isconsin before 
being shot to death by police was 
identified Monday as a 40-year-old 
Army veteran and former leader of a 
white siipremacist heavy metal band.

Authorities said Wade Michael 
Page strode into the temple without 
saying a word and opened fire using 
a 9mm handgun arid multiple maga­
zines of ammunition.

Page joined the Army in 1992 
and was discharged in 1998 , ac­
cording to a defense official who 
spoke to T he Associated Press on 
condition of anonymity because he 
was not yet authorized to release the 
information.

W itn esses  said th e  gunm an 
walked into the Sikh Temple of W is­
consin in suburban Milwaukee and 
opened fire as several dozen people 
prepared for Sunday services. W hen 
the shooting ended, six victims rang­
ing in age from 39 to 84 years old lay • 
dead, as well as Page. Three others 
were critically wounded.

Page was a “frustrated neo-Nazi” 
who led a racist white supremacist 
band, the Southern Poverty Law 
Center said M onday.'

Mark Potok,' a senior fellow at 
the nonprofit civil rights organiza­
tion in Montgomery, Ala., said Page 
had been on thfe white-power music 
scene for more than a decade, playing 
in bands known as Definite Hate and 
End Apathy.

“T he name of the band seems to 
reflect what he went out and actually

did,” Potok said.
“There iS a whole underworld 

of white supremacists music that is 
rarely seen or heard by the public,” 
Potok said, describing lyrics that talk 
about carrying out genocide against 
Jews and other minorities, he said.

Potok said there’s no research 
showing white supremacists hating 
Sikhs, indicating that Sunday’s at­
tack was almost certainly an example 
o f som eone m istaking Sikhs for 
Muslims.

In a 2010 interview. Page told a 
white supremacist website that he 
joined the white-power music scene 
in 2000 , when he left his native 
Colorado and started the band End 
Apathy in 2005.

He told the website his “inspira­
tion was based on fmstration that we 
have the potential to accomplish so 
much more as individuals and a so­
ciety in whole,” according to the law 
center. He did not. mention violence 
in the website interview.

End Apathy’s biography on the 
band’s M ySpace page said it was 
based in Nashville, N .C.

Joseph R ackley  of N ashville , 
N .C ., said Monday that Page lived 
with his son fot about six months 
last year in a house on Rackley’s 
property. Wade was bald and had 
tattoos all over his arms, Rackley 
said, but he doesn’t remember what 
they depicted. He said he wasn’t 
aware of any ties Page had to white 
supremacists.

O n  Friday, 150 students donned 
white medical coats for the first time 
as members of the Texas Tech Health 
Sciences Center School of Medicine 
during the W hite Coat Ceremony.

T he W hite Coat Ceremony is an 
initiation rite established by the Arnold 
P. Gold Foundation in 1993, designed 
to recognize students’ responsibility to 
their patients prior to entering medical 
school. T he H SC  began its W hite Coat 
Ceremony tradition in 1997.

Dr. Steven Berk, dean of the H SC  
School o f M edicine, said the Class 
of 2016 is the most competitive class

to date in terms of the highest C PA  
and M C A T scores. T h e 150 students 
came from a pool of thousands of ap­
plicants, and the chosen students were 
shining examples o f hard work and 
perseverance.

“It’s also, I think, a very diverse class 
with respect to all of the other profes­
sions and things that they’ve done,” 
Berk said. “T h ere ’s a lot o f various 
impressive backgrounds.”

T he Class of 2016 includes a law 
smdent, a member of a marching band, 
a tennis player and a contestant for Miss 
Rio Grande Valley. Some students have 
military backgrounds, some completed

research projects and roughly 10 per­
cent o f the class has participated in 
mission trips across the globe. Berk said.

During the W hite Coat Ceremony, 
Dr. Lauren Cobbs, assistant dean for 
student affairs, led the class in a cus­
tomized oath that the students wrote 
themselves.

“As we accept this lifelong com ­
mitment, we the class of 2016 devote 
ourselves to the practice of medicine,” 
they recited. “W e will serve with com­
passion while respecting the unique 
histories, cultures and beliefs o f our 
patients and their loved ones, knowing 
that our conduct is responsible for the

well-being of those under our care.
“W e promise to uphold a sound 

moral code and to maintain the high­
est level o f integrity, both profession­
ally and within our communities . . .  
W e humbly accept the privilege and 
responsibility presented by these white 
coats. W e commit to this oath and we 
commit to the betterment of ourselves, 
our peers and humanity.”

Berk welcomed the Class o f 2016 
and reminded the students that the 
purpose of entering a medical profession 
is to provide service to others.
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“In time, you will appreciate the 
wisdom of Dr. William Peabody .. .  who 
said that medicine is not a trade to be 

, learned, but a profession to be entered,” 
he said. “Remember that you did not 
choose medicine to own a large home or 
become famous or important. You chose 
medicine because you...  are interested in 
healing mind, body and spirit.”

Dr. Thomas McGovern, director of 
the Center for Ethics, Humanities and 
Spirituality, provided the benediction. 
He said the students have been initiated 
in a sacred calling by practicing medicine.

“All have been expressed in a sacred

promise which enshrines their hopes 
and dreams of service to humankind,” he 
said. “You’ve committed yourselves to a 
life of service begitming with four years 
of training, where you will be presented 
with all the challenges that lie ahead. 
May this day be a special day of memory- 
making and memory-keeping, which we 
all enshrine in our hearts.”

Benjamin Elberson, from Frisco, said 
he was excited and proud to be a member 
of the White Coat Ceremony.

“I’ve always had an interest in it, 
through my internships and different op­
portunities I’ve had,” he said. “That love 
just grew. It’s a commitment to improving 
the lives of others.”

Kelsey Brinkley, from Rowlett, said 
she feels grateful to everyone who has

helped her on her way to study medicine.
“I had a great education and a family 

that supported me and helped me achieve 
my goal,” she said. “I’ve known since I was 
about six years old (that I wanted to study 
medicine). I’ve just always been fasci­
nated by the human body and my mom’s 
a physical therapist, so it’s always just kind 
of been where my life was going.”

Berk said there are a range of skills 
and experiences the students will have 
during the course of their time at medi­
cal school, where they will expand their 
knowledge and work to better serve the 
people they care for.

“Really what we hope for them is that 
after four years they’ll be trained to be the 
best possible physicians,” he said.

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“I’m not a nosy kind of guy, ” Rack- 

ley said. “W hen he stayed with my 
son, I don’t even know if Wade played 
music. But my son plays alternative 
music and periodically I’d have to call 
them  because I could hear more than 
I wanted to hear.”

Page joined the military in M il­
waukee in 1992 and was a repairman 
for the Hawk missile system before 
sw itching  job s to  becom e one o f 
the Army’s psychological operations 
specialists, according to the defense 
official.

So-called “psy-ops” specialists are 
responsible for the analysis, develop­
ment and distribution of intelligence 
used for information and psychologi­
cal effect. Fort Bragg, N .C ., was among 
the bases where Page served.

T h e FBI, which was leading the 
investigation because the shootings 
are being treated as dom estic ter­
rorism, or an attack that originated 
inside the U .S ., said it had no reason 
to believe anyone other than Page

was involved.
Satpal Kaleka, wife of the temple’s 

president, Satwant Singh Kaleka, was 
in the front room and sayv the gun­
man enter the temple, according to 
Harpreet Singh, their nephew.

“He did not speak, he just began 
sh o o tin g ,” said S in g h , relaying a 
description of the attack from Satpal 
Kaleka.

Kaleka said the 6,-foot bald white 
man —  who worshippers said they 
had never before seen at the temple 
—  seemed like he had a purpose and 
knew where he was going.

“W e never thought this could hap­
pen to our community,” said Devendar 
Nagra of Mount Pleasant, whose sister 
escaped injury by hiding as the gun­
man fired in the temple’s kitchen. “We 
never did anything wrong to anyone.”

Late Sunday, the investigation 
moved beyond the temple as police, 
federal agents and the county sheriff’s ‘ 
bomb squad swarmed a neighborhood 
in nearby Cudahy, evacuated several 
homes and searched a duplex. Bureau 
of A lcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and 
Explosives agent Tom  A h ern  said 
warrants were being served at the gun-

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man’s home. Residents were allowed 
to return to their homes Monday.

During the ch aotic  hours after 
the first shots were fired, police in 
tactical gear and carrying assault rifles 
surrounded the temple with armored 
vehicles and ambulances. Witnesses 
struggled with unrealized fears that 
several shooters were holding women 
and children hostage inside.

The first officer to respond was shot 
eight to nine times with handgun as 
the officer tended to a victim  outside.

A  second officer then exchanged 
gunfire with the suspect, who was 
fatally shot. Police had earlier said 
the officer who was shot killed the 
suspected shooter.

T he wounded officer was in criti­
cal condition along with two other 
victims early Monday, authorities said.

Tactical units went through the 
temple and found four people dead 
inside and two outside, in addition to 
the shooter.'

Ja tin d e r M angat o f  R a c in e , a 
nephew of the temple’s president, said 
when he learned that people had died, 
“it was like the heart just sat down.”

Balginder Khättra of O ak Creek, 
said Monday that his 84'year-old fa­
ther, Suveg Singh Khattra, was among 
the six people police said were killed. 

’ Khattra says his father didn’t speak 
English but loved living in America.

C u riosity  is 
th e  p r ic ie s t  g am b le y et, w h ich  
scien tists  hope w ill pay o ff w ith 
a bonanza o f d iscoveries and pave 
the way for astronau t landings.

“T h e  w heels o f C uriosity have 
begun to  blaze the trail for hum an 
footprin ts on  M ars,” said N A S A  
c h ie f  C harles Bolden.

President B arack  O bam a laud­
ed th e  lan d in g  in  a s ta te m e n t, 
ca llin g  it “an unprecedented  feat 
o f tech n olog y  th a t w ill stand as 
a po in t o f n a tion a l pride far in to  
the fu tu re.”

O ver the n ext two years. C u ri­
osity w ill drive over to a m ountain 
rising from  the crater floor, poke 
into rocks and scoop up rust-tinted  
soil to  see if the region ever had 
the right environm ent for m icro­
scopic organism s to  thrive. I t ’s the 
latest ch ap ter in the long-running

quest to find out w hether prim i­
tiv e .life  arose early in the p lan et’s 
history.

T h e  voyage to Mars took more 
th an  eig h t m onths and spanned 
3 5 2  m illion  m iles.

N A S A ’s last Mars rovers, twins 
Sp ir it  and O pportunity, weighed 
much less and were easier to land 
back in 2004 , cocooned in air bags.

Curiosity  relied on a series o f 
brak in g  tr ick s , sim ilar to  th o se  
used by the space shuttle , a heat 
s h ie ld  and  a su p e rs o n ic  p a r a ­
ch u te to slow down as it punc'hed 
through the atm o sp h ere .'

A nd in a new twist, engineers 
cam e up w ith a way to lower the 
rover by ca b le  from  a h o v erin g  
r o c k e t-p o w e r e d  b a c k p a c k . A t  
touchdow n, the cords cu t and the 
ro ck e t stage crashed  a d is tan ce  
away.

T h e  nuclear-powered Curiosity, 
the size o f a sm all car, is packed 
w ith scien tific tools, cam eras and a 
w eather station . It sports a robotic  
arm w ith a power drill, a laser that 
can  zap distant rocks, a chem istry 
lab to  sn iff for the ch em ical bu ild ­
ing blocks o f life and a d etector to 
m easure dangerous rad ia tion  on 
the surface.

It also tracked rad iation levels 
during the jou rney to  help  N A S A  
b e tte r  u n d erstand  th e  risks as­
tron au ts could  face  on  a future 
m anned trip.

T h ere  will be several weeks of 
h e a lth  ch ecku p s before th e  six- 
w heel rover takes its first short 
drive and flexes its robotic  arm.

m eeting one o f the requirem ents 
for life as we know it. Inside G ale 
C rater is a 3 -m ile-h igh  m ountain , 
and images from  space show the 
base appears rich  in m inerals th at 
form ed in the presence o f water.

P rev iou s trip s to  M ars hav e 
uncovered  ice near the M artian  
north  pole and evidence that water 
on ce flowed w hen the p lanet was 
w etter and toastier unlike today’s 
harsh, frigid desert environm ent.

Faced w ith tough eco n o m ic 
tim es, th e  sp ace ag en cy  pu lled  
out o f  partn ersh ip  w ith  th e  E u­
ropean Sp ace  A g en cy  to  land a 
ro ck -co llecting  rover in 2 018 . T h e  
Europeans have since team ed w ith 
the Russians as N A S A  decides on 
a new roadmap.

D esp ite  M a rs’ re p u ta tio n  as 
a sp a cècra ft graveyard , hum ans 
c o n tin u e  th e ir  lov e  a ffa ir  w ith  
th e  p la n e t , lo b b in g  sp a c e c ra ft  
in  search o f clues about its early 
history. O u t o f m ore th a n  three 
dozen attem pts —  flybys, orbiters 
and landings —  by the U .S ., Sov iet 
U nion , Europe and Japan since the 
1960s, more th an  h a lf have ended 
disastrously.

O n e  N A S A  ro v e r  th a t  d e ­
fied exp ectation s is Opportunity, 
w hich is still busy w heeling around 
the rim  o f a crater in the M artian  
southern hém isphère eight years 
later.

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Phelps collects 18th gold medal in final race
LONDON (AP) —  As if 22 medal 

ceremonies over the last three Olympics 
weren’t enough, M ichael Phelps was 
summoned back to the pool deck for one 
more accolade.

This time, he received a trophy rather 
than a medal, an award that sought to 
sum up a career like no other.

“To Michael Phelps,” it said, “the 
greatest Olympic athlete of all time.”

Too bad it was silver.
Gold was the only color for this guy.
In a final race that was more a corona­

tion than a contest, Phelps headed into 
retirement the only way imaginable —  
with an 18th gold medal. Reclaiming the 
lead with his trademark butterfly stroke, 
the one seen in his Olympic debut as a 
15-year-old in Sydney a dozen years ago, 
he capped off a mind-boggling career 
with a victory in the 4xl00-meter medley 
relay Saturday.

“I’ve been able to do everything that 
I Wanted,” Phelps said.

W hen it was done, he hugged his 
teammates —  Matt Grevers, Brendan 
Hansen and Nathan Adrian —  before 
heading off the deck for the final’ time 
in his hip-hugging swimsuit. He waved 
to the crowd and smiled, clearly at peace 
with his decision to call it a career.

And what a career it was.
“I was able to really put the fi­

nal cherry on top tonight, put all the 
whipped cream I wanted and sprinkles.
I was able to top off the sundae,” Phelps 
said. “It’s been a great career. It’s been a 
great journey. I can’t be any more happy 
than 1 am.”

Phelps retires with twice as many 
golds as any other Olympian, and his 
total o f 22 medals is easily the best 
mark, too. He can be quite proud of 
his final Olympics as well, even though 
there were times he had trouble staying 
motivated after winning a record eight 
gold medals at the Beijing Games four 
years ago.

The 2 7-year-old could surely swim 
on for another Olympics, maybe two, 
but there’s really no point.

“I told myself I never want to swim 
when I’m 30,” Phelps said. “No offense 
to those people who are 30, but that was 
something I always said to myself, and 
that would be in three years. I just don’t 
want to swim for those three years.”

He hugged his longtime coach. Bob 
Bowman, who was teary eyed as he whis­
pered three words that said it all, “I love 
you.” Their partnership was formed 16 
years ago, when Bowman took a gangly, 
hyperactive kid with an extraordinary gift 
and helped turn him into a swimmer the 
likes of which the world had never seen.

“Bob and I have somehow managed 
to do every single thing,” Phelps said. 
“If you can say that about your career, 
there’s no need to move forward. Time 
for other things.”

Bouncing back from a disappointing 
first race in London, a fourth-place fin­
ish in the 400 individual medley, Phelps 
wound up with more medals than any 
other swimmer at the games: four golds

and two silvers.
Sounds familiar.
“Honestly, the first race kind of took 

the pressure off,” Bowman said. “If it’s not 
going to go too well, we should at least 
have fun while we’re here. That helped 
us relax a little bit, then he started swim­
ming well in the relays and he picked it 
up again.”

G revers had the A m ericans in 
front on the opening backstroke leg, 
but Kosuke Kitajima put Japan slightly, 
ahead going against Hansen in the 
breaststroke. N ot to worry, not with 
Phelps |[oing next.

He surged through the water in the 
fly, handing off a lead of about a quarter 
of a second to Adrian for the freesytle 
anchor. The Americans won going away 
in 3 minutes, 29.35 seconds, just off 
their own Olympic record from Beijing. 
Japan held on for silver in 3:31.26, with 
Australia taking the brorrze in 3:31.68.

T he U .S. men had never lost the 
medley relay at the Olympics, and they 
weren’t about to now on the final night 
of swimming at the Olympic Aquatics 
Centre, on the final night for such a 
momentous athlete.

How momentous? T he governing 
body of swimming, FINA, broke with 
Olympic protocol to present Phelps with 
an award recognizing his entire body of 
work. W hile a video montage played on 
the board, he made one more victory lap 
around the pool, even stopping off again 
at the medal podium he spent so much 
time on during the Olympics.

“Wow,” he said. “I couldn’t ask to 
finish on a better note.”

Phelps kept a journal during his last 
Olympics. He was asked what he would 
write in it on this day.

“I could probably sum it up in a

couple words —  I did it,” he said. “I 
haven’t written too much this week. I’m 
kind of taking everything in.”

One of the moments he’ll remember: 
All the swimmers from the other relay 
teams lining up to shake his hand behind 
the blocks once he was done.

“It’s kind of cool,” Phelps said. “The 
best part of the Olympics is you have 
people coming from all over the world 
competing in the best sporting event 
ever. That’s just something you don’t 
see every day.”

We may never see the likes of Phelps 
again.

O f course, he was peppered with 
questions about a possible comeback, in 
a year when Ian Thorpe and J anet Evans 
both failed in their attempts to make it 
back to the Olympics after long layoffs.

“I don’t think so,” Bowman said. 
“W e’ve had a great end to a great run and 
there’s not much njore he can do, I guess 
if he finds after a few years he’s searching 
for something and thinks he can find it 
in swimming, he could look at it. But I 
don’t think he will. I think he’s ready to 
explore other things. He’s done all he 
can do here.”

Phelps wasn’t the only star of the 
night. Missy Franklin capped off a bril­
liant Olympic debut by helping the U.S. 
take gold iri the women’s 400 medley 
relay— with a world-record time, no less.

The 17-year-old Franklin, who will 
begin her senior year of high school 
when she gets back to Colorado, seems 
destined to be America’s new star in the 
post-Phelps era after taking four golds, ty­
ing Amy Van Dyken at the 1996 Atlanta 
Games for the most by a U .S. female 
swimmer. The youngster also picked up 
a bronze while swimming seven events 
—  the saíne number as Phelps.

A  definite bit of symmetry there, 
though Franklin doubts anyone can ever 
replace Phelps.

“I don’t think his shoes will ever be 
filled. They’re so huge,” Franklin said. 
“Hopefully I can make little paths next 
to him.”

And let’s not forget Allison Schmitt, 
another swimmer with ties to Phelps. 
They trained together over the past year 
in Baltimore, becoming fast friends with 
all their goofy antics. But they sure took 
care of business in the pool, with Schmitt 
winning three golds, a silver and a bronze 
in London. #

T h e  A m ericans dom inated the 
medal count at the pool, finishing with 
16 golds.and 30 medals overall.

Franklin grabbed the lead right 
away in the backstroke, Rebecca Soni 
stretched out the advantage in the breast, 
Dana Vollmer cmised through the fly and 
Schmitt finished it off in the free, pulling 
away for a time of 3:52.05, beating the 
mark of 3:52.19 set by China at the 2009 
world championships.

It was the second world record of 
the night and ninth of the Olympic 
meet, proving that fast times are still 
possible even without banned high-tech 
bodysuits.

China’s Sun Yang sprinted to the 
finish of the sport’s most gmeling race to 
crush the world record he already held 
in the 1,500 freestyle, putting his own 
stamp on the games with a stunning time 
of 14:31.02.

That beat his mark from last year’s 
world championships by 3.12 seconds.

Sun captured his second gold of the 
meet, adding to a gold in the 400 free. He 
also tied for the silver in the 200 free, and 
was part of the bronze medal-winning 
team in the 4x200 free relay.
