GARFIELD'S WIDOW.|

LEADING A QUIET LIFE AT FAR
FAMED MENTOR.

Some Pen Plotures of the Place Toward
Which s Nation Once Looked With
Fride—The Children of the HMartyred
Fresident are Dolag Well

N HOUR'S RIDE
from Cleveland
along the shore of
Lake Erie brings
the traveler to
Mentor, the old
home of Garfleld,
and once the most
famous village in
America. Living
there to-day in re-

- tirement,in wealth
and the enjoyment of her beautiful
home, is Mra Lucretia Rudolph Gar
field, the widow of tlie President who
fell a martyr to misguided political
strife.

The nation never knew Mrs. Garfield
as it has known the wives of other
Presidents. She never caved for soei-
ety, and as mistress of the white house
she was little seen. HBesides, she was
a sufferer from ill health, and was i1l
and away from Washington when her
husband was shot. He was about to
€9 to see her, to try to cheer her into

IRwirt GARFIELD,
health, when the bullet of Guiteau cut
short the journey at the threshold of
the railway station. Millions watched
with her in spirit at her husband's
bedside, wept with her at his grave,
and then, when the tomb had eovered
all that was dear to her, Mrs. Garfield
passed from the public gaze.

In the exciting days of the cam-
paign of 1880 the plain country cot-
tage of the republican candidate was
filled with politicians from all the
states of the Union. In photographs

ing the warm, kindly expression which
salways characterized it
The reception-room is cspecinlly ine
teresting to the visltor, becanse it con-
talns some of “Grandma” Garfield's
own furniture, which she hiad when she
was left a widow with four young chil-
dren—"‘voung saplings planted here in
the wilderness,” as her husband called
them in his dying ndmonition. Anold
photograph in the room represents
Garfleld ns o farmer boy,
roughly clad, with shocky halr, {ll-
combed, if combed at all.

THE PICTURED ROCKS.

Curlows Forms Assumed by sandetons
Blaffs on Lake Superior's Ahors

The rocks are & series of sand-
stone bluffs, rlslng In many places
abruptly out of the water to a height
varying from fifty to 200 feet, and
aro asltuated about seventy miles
wost of Whitefish Polnt, on the
southern shore of Lake Buperior.
The “‘Grand Portal” Is regarded by
the Dotroit Froe Press asthe most
imposing feature of the eerles. It s
100 feet high by 108 feet broad at
the water level, and the oliff 1t is
cut In rises above tho arch, making
the whole height 185 feet. The
Great Cave, entered through the
portal, extends back In the
shape of a vaulted room,
the arches of the roof built of yel-
low sandstone and tho sides fretted
into artistic shapes by storm-driven
waves. About a mile west of *‘Sail
Rock," a group of detached rocks
which bear aF;‘cumbllnne to the

mainsail and of a sloop. The
helghth of thisis forty fect. The
‘'chapel” is a vaulted apartment in
the rock. An arched roof of sand-
stone rests on four columns of rock,
80 as to leave an apartment sbout
forty feet in diameter and the same
in length;, within are a pulpit and
altar. West a short distance from
the chapel {s Chapel river, which falls
over & rocky ledge fifteen feet high
in the luke. Iner's castle, fiye
miles west of the chapel and just
waost of Miner's river, is the western
end of the Pictured Rocks, and re-
sembles an old turreted castle with
an arched portal. The helght ol the
advanced mass in which the Gothle
gateway may be recognized 1s about
seventy feet, and the height of the
main hall forming the background is
140 foet.

Thies is why bad spellers will al-
most invariably be found to have
been slow in learning to resd. They
woere taught to read literally, but
found great difficulty in the proocess
owing to defactive oyesight. and so
had slowly and hborloull:{u:'o learn
the words as symbols of not as
compounded letters. In a word, bad
spelling is a dofuct of the eyesight,
not of ghe mind; and, in all probabal-
ity, many a case of inability to learn
to spell might be cured in ohildren
by the right pair of spectacles.

It is not short sight that makes
the bad.speller so much as oversight
and dificulty in focusing the eye.
Short-sighted people are, indeed, apt
to spell well. They hold the book
close to the eye, and sce every letter
standing out clearly; for, as Is well
known,the effect of the short-sighted
eye is to magnify. The long-sighted
eye, on the other hand, sees small -
print as & confused and indistinct
mass. The general look of the word
is detected, but not the letters which
make it up.

It is pro-
posed to use a trolley running on the
wire and connected by a flexible con-
ductor with the boat, soas to permit
the craft to be steered in any direction.

'The
malintensrs:, of the Erie canal cosis
the state of New York almost 81,000,000
per annum, of which the greater part
is devoted to the tow path. The
abolition of the tow path would save
in this item a good deal of money. By
inereased average speed it is believed
that the capacity of the canal can be
doubled or trebled, while material re-
duotion can surely be made in the help
required to run a boat.

The Seven Sleepers.

The first and perhaps the most
anique of these sleeper'siegends oceurs
in Egyptian mythology. Osiris the
lord of the earth, was a great king,
who, setting out from Egypt, trav-
arsed the world, leading a host of
fanns and satyrs On his return
Typhon laid a stratagem for him. He
had a chest made exactly Osiris's slze
and studded heavily with jewels. At
a banquet he offered the chest to the
one whose Lody fit the interior. When
Osiris made the trial & number of
Typhon's slaves rushed in and nailed
down the lid, afterwards pouring
piteh upon the chest and throwing it
into the Nile.

As soon as Osiris' wife, Isis, learned
of this, she went in search of the
chest and found 1t many months after-
wards on the coast of Byblos, lodged
in the branches of a tamarisk bush.
She took it down, cut it open with
care, and to her amazement was
clasped in her husband's arms, the
gods having preserved him in deep
slumber.

The Roman legend of the Seven
Sleepers is perhaps the best known
of all. In the year A. I). 439, when
the Emperor Decius persecuted the
Christians, seven noted youths of
Ephesus concenled themselves in a
cave, the entrance of which was imn-
mediately after choked with huge
stones by the emperor’'s orders. They
immediately fell into a slumber, last-
ing 187 years, at the end of which
time the stones were removed. Upon
their awakening, the sleepers dis-
patched one of their number to se-.
cretly return to the city to procure
bread. The youth (if we may still
employ that appellation) could no
longer recognize the once fumiliar
aspect of his native country. He
heard people using the Lord's name,
annd was more perplexed.

“Yesterday no oune dared to pro-
nounce the name of Jesus; now it is
on everyone's lips.”

His singular dress and obsolete lan-
guage confounded the baker, to whom
he offered an ancient medal of Decius
as the current coinof the empire. The
shopman selzed him, crying:

“‘Whoever yon are, you have found
n secret treasure,
is that we may share it with you!"

The youth being too frightened to
answer, they put a rope sround his
neck and drew him through the streets
into the market place before the
judge,who asked himm whence he came.
He replied that he was a native of
Ephesus, *4f this be Ephesus.” “‘Send
for your relations, then.," said the
judge. The youth mentioned their
names, bLut no sueh names were known
in the town. Then the judge ex-
eluimed:

“How dare you say that the money
belonged to your parents, when it dates
back nearly 200 years?"

*l implore you," said the youth,
“where is the Emperor Decius gone?”’

My son," was the answer, “he who
was thus eallad died long ago.™

The bishoo of Ephesus, the elergy,
the magistrates, and, it is said, the

Emperor Theodorus himself, bastened
to visit the cavern of the seven sleep-
ers, who bestowed thelr benediction,
told their story and instantly expired,

| This story has been adopted by the
nations from Bengal to Africa, and is
found In the Syrian, Scandinavian,
Abyssinian and Russian calendars,
The Peraian legend states that the sun
altered its conrse twice o day for the
whole perlod, so as to shine Into the
cuvern, and a falthful dog stood watch
at the mounth of the cave for the whole
two centuries.

Eggoholl sSteam Engine.

The eggshell steam engine is ensily
made.

“Blow" two fresh eggs Ly maxing
a smnll hole in the big end and care-
fully sucking out its contents. With
very fine wire put each in o harness
or cage by which it may be hung se-
eurely in a horizontal position. In
the same manner firmly suspend e
thimble from each egg so that it will
hang directly below when the egg ls
suspended.

Next take a bottle cork, Into the
bottom of which u pin is stuck, firmly
fasten the tines of two forks into it
at exactly opposite sides, and polse
the whole of it on the liead of the pip,
which should rest on a well-worn
nickel laid on the top of a ecatsup or
wine bottie. If this mechanism is
carefully constructed it will freely
and evenly revolve around the bottle.

It now becomes necessary to half
fill each eggshell with water. To do
this heat themn over a lamp and then
suddenly plunge them intocold water,
and enongh will penetrate to the in-
terior,

Now carefully hang a shell from
each fork handle. and place in each of
the thimbles a wad of raw ecotton
saturated in alcohol. Insure a per-
fect bulance of the whole by placing
a few fine shot im one or the other
thimble 1f need be.

All is now ready for raising steam.

Toueh a mateh to the cotton wadding
in the thimbles and in a few minutes
the water in the egg shells will boil

and steam will begin to issue from

the holes. Of conrse, the eggshells

are hung soas to face in opposite di-

rections.

When the steam begins to “‘hisa™
gently set the whirliglg in motion®
nway from the jet of steam, and then
the force of the escaping steam will
keep up the movement, slowly at
first, but soon at a quite rapid 1ate of
revolution.

If, in place of forks in & cork, =
carefully wjittled and balanced plece
of white pinc wood, poised on a blunt
necdle and a polished and olled cop-
per coin be substituted, the smooth-
ness and force of action will inerease.

WORN BY NAPOLEON.

What the Little Corsioan Spent for ks
Wardrobe—His © tion

Napoleon has been charscterized
in 80 many different ways by the
numorous writers who have studled
his carcer that It (s not surprising
to find him desoribed as a dandy In
the recent work of & French author.
The book s hf A. Mazo-Sencler, and
Is devoted mainly to the household
affalrs of the little Corsican.

"It describes In detall," says w
reviewor, *'the luxury which Napoloon
surrounded his first extravagant
wile—who, even after the dhmrco.!
could not got along on 300,000 francs |
& year—and his second modest one,
and his munnor of living.  In reallty
Napoleon was not extravagant as far |
88 his own person was concerned. '
When he had himself crowned as |
emperor 70,000 francs a year were |
sot aslde for his wardrobe, but he |

for that purpose. The price of his |
uniforms varied between 200 and 240 |

| francs, and he wore them as long as

possible, not consldering it beneath
His dignity to wear mendod clothes
In rainy and cold weather he wrap-

1 himself in & simple gray mantle |

r which his tallor charged him 190
fraunca.  As is well known, Napoleon |
preferred generally small, homely
hats, for which he paid 48 francs each.

“For the court perfumes, however, |
tho emperor was a good customer, |
He usod ineredible quantities of eau |
de cologne, as he considered it not |
only refreshing but wholesome, and
washed his body in It every morning.
Betwoen June and September, 1808,
he used no fewer than 162 bottles of
oau de cologne, paying 423 francs
for them. He was also exceedingly |
fond of the smell of the aloe. In
1808 he gave 720 francs for ten
ounces of aloe. Costly soap, four
and tive francs a cake, he also used.
He was also a good customer of the |
glove-makers  In 1808 he had forty-
oight pairs made of deerskin and
twenty-four pairs of goatskin. low
long these lasted is not told, but |
there were many similar purchases, |

“Napoleon, however, was ox-
tremely particular as to his linen.
Ho was very cleanly, and changed
Lis underwear and dress shirts daily.
The finest linen was used for his
dress shirts, as can be seen from the
fact that in 18308 mors than 3,000
france was spent (@ the material for
six dozen shirts, One hundred hand-
kerchiefs cost him 1,400 francs. For
linen of varions kinds the emperor
spent 10,000 franes in 1808—almost
half of the sum which he usually
spent on his wardrobe.

“At no time, however, did the
court purveyors enjoy greater har- |
vest than when he was crowned and
annointed emperor. Never before |
were 80 many magnificent presents
sent from the Tulllerles, and never
before did the royal palace on the
banks of the Seine see such display.
The coronation clothing of the em-
peror and empress eost together 650, -
O francs, and that of the courtiers
150,000,
kinds, 700,000 francs was expended,
and for memorlal medals, 20,000, All
told, the cost of the coronation was
about 5,000,000 france. No monarch’
of the anclent regime expended so
much on a similar occasion. Nano-
leon L, however, was never embar-
rassed financially. He kept his pri- |
vate treasury, as well us the state
treasury, In the best ordenn  Far
from allowing his purveyors to take
advuntage of him, he examined every
bill, even for the most insignificant
thing which was purchased for his
court.

| The German Schoolboy Studies Harder
Than Those of ther Countries.
| Year after your the German gym-
nasla, high schools and universities
send out into the world, there to
lovk for a living, multitudes of over-
wrought youths, teeming with in-
1 struction which has unfitted them
for bread-earning by the practice of
| any purely mechanical cralt or petty
trade and has imbued them with
many of the tastes .and sympathics
that can only be praductive of happi-
ness, or even onjoyment, 'to those
who are enabled to take their stand
{ and maintain it in one of the upper
soclal spheres. These youths, says
the London Telegraph, have been
‘sput through the mill" with asever-
ity of which the British public school

ing is less like the sohool
of England than that of Germany.
In the first place it is entirely dovoid
| of the element of play. Games, such
| a8 those which constitute an im-
| portant feature of our educational
[ curriculum and ave specifically usso-
| clutive in character, ave unknown to
| the boys who mttend German gym-
nasia and Realsceulen. All these
establishments are inthe nature of
day schools. Tney do not take in
boarders, no leisure moment of the
scholar's life Is spent within thelr
precinets, coansequently no plays-
grounds are attached to them, and
they are exclusively utilized for
study. There is no such thing as
cricket or football, rowing or paper-
chasing at a German school, nor
were those or any other open-air
| sports tolerated by the managementd
of an ecducational inetitution, nor
would there be any time for indul-
gence In them.

It may be said of the average Ger-
man school boy that during the sev-
| en years or so which he passes in

working his way up from *sexta"” to
»prima” his labors never cease save
during meal times and sleeping

The best egg records are from the
flocks that have beean kept in yards,
instend of belag allowed free range,
but the eggs produesd by hons that
have the privilegs of foraging cost
less. More labor is vequired to man-

age llocks of kens confined in yuvds, |

but this is more than balanced by the

saving In the cost of range. In many |

instances the Jand given up to a
flock is toe valuable for that purpose,
‘flie breed for the runge is one that
is small and active,  The Leghurns.
Hamburgs and games are good
rangers. Such fowls, If kept closely
confined, will be as restless us tur-
keys, and not give good results,
while the wvices of feather-pulling
and egg-onting will sooner or later
appear smong them.  No method of
