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Gillispie released from  
U M C amid allegations

Texas T ech  m en’s basketball 
coach Billy Gillispie was released 
from the University Medical Center 
on Thursday afternoon, after being 
under hospital care for six days.

Gillispie was admitted to U M C 
for problems with his blood pressure, 
which he described as the worst he 
has ever felt, according to the Lub­
bock Avalanche-Journal.

Texas T ech  a th le tic  d irector 
Kirby H ocutt spoke W ednesday 
about the developing situation in 
which Gillispie has been accused of 
mistreating multiple former players. 
T he two were scheduled to meet 
Monday morning, but were unable 
to meet because of Gillispie’s condi­
tion. A  rescheduling of the meeting 
has not been announced but under 
current circumstances, will inevi­
tably take place in the near future.

Hocutt said he is still investigat­
ing the situation and collecting data.

“W h at 1 can assure you of is 
we are going to continue to gather 
facts,” he said, “and we will continue 
to move forward with the N C A A  
mles component as well as the per-

sonnel com­
p o n e n t  as 
expeditious­
ly as p o s ­
sible.”

A  to ta l  
o f six play­
ers from last GILLISPIE
year’s team
transferred out of the Tech program. 
A ll attempts of contacting these 
players have been unsuccessful or 
they have declined to comment on 
the matter. Attem pts to con tact 
Gillispie via phone were unsuccess­
ful as well.

A  decision on Gillispie’s status as 
coach of the men’s basketball team 
has yet to be made, Hocutt said.

“I want to assure everyone that 
as we go through this unusual and 
u n fo rtu n ate  p o sitio n , th a t our 
decision-making will be guided by 
our mission statem ent, w hich is 
‘To educate, serve and grow fear­
less champions’ and by the guiding 
principles which we have adopted 
as an athletics program,” he said.

Raider Park decreases prices
Raider Park parking garage has 

decreased game-day parking permit 
prices for the 2012 season.

According to statistics from Red 
Raider Club, an R V season parking 
permit in 2011 cost $3 ,9 5 0 , but 
this year the price has dropped to 
$2,500.

“T he fundamental goal of Raid­
er Park is to get as many people in 
there at a reasonable price, show 
them what a great experience it is 
so they’ll continue to buy,” Steve 
Uryasz, senior associate athletics 
director, said.

O ther prices that have changed 
are the individual game RV passes, 
w hich have gone from $ 9 9 5  in 
2011 to $495 this year. O ne con ­
stant price is that of the automobile 
season parking passes, w hich are
$295.

A ccording to Uryasz, Raider 
Park has ap p rox im ate ly  1 ,5 0 0  
parking spots.

“T h ere ’s approximately 1 ,500 
parking spots, 500 go to the resi­
dents of 25Twenty and the addi­
tional 1 ,000 have been allocated 
for the use of game day parking,” 
Uryasz said.

W ith  the price o f permits de­
creasing, revenue has gone up for 
the 2012 season. In a report from 
Red Raider Club, the amount of 
auto season passes has gone from 
306 passes in 2011 to 351 passes 
in 2012.

“T he reality of it is, it’s no differ­
ent than any other business where 
you have to analyze supply a n d . 
demand and figure out where that 
magical number is,” Uryasz said.

As far as revenue goes, season 
pass revenue is up from $ 9 0 ,2 7 0  
in 2011 to $103 ,545  as of Aug. 29.

O v e ra ll, rev enu e o f R a id er 
Park, which includes season and 
individual RV and auto parking 
passes, is steadily increasing.

A ccording to a report by the 
Red Raider Club, total revenue by 
the end of 2011 was $150,711 and 
as of Aug. 29 revenue is $122,681 
with three months left in the year.

“I think the biggest thing is that 
for a period of time a lot o f people 
questioned whether or not it was 
a good investm ent,” Uryasz said. 
“I think in time we will find out 
that it was.”

Members of Tech set goals for future of sustainability

Tliough a slow process, Texas Tech is work­
ing to make sure it rises in the ranks in terms of 
sustainability.

For example. Tech has come a long way 
since the Sustainable Endowments Institute 
gave the university an overall D Green Report 
Card rating.

The Institute announced the suspension of 
the Green Report Card on March 30, and Tech’s

most recent rating was C+ in 2011.
“W e’ve improved greatly,” said Hugh Cronin, 

assistant vice president of operations. “C+ isn’t 
great, but we’ve done a lot of things since then. 
And a lot of it is just things that we’ve always 
done, but we haven’t really publicized them.”

C ronin also said another reason Tech is 
not well-known for its environmental efforts is 
because it does not have formal programs aimed 
toward sustainability.

“For example, the university does not have a 
recycling policy,” he said. “There’s no (operating

policy) that says, ‘This is what everybody will 
do.’ Although a lot of colleges and departments 
in different buildings have their own programs.” 

Melanie Tatum, unit manager of University 
Student Housing, said most green efforts are 
spread out, making it difficult to keep track of.

“Nobody knows what everyone else is doing,” 
she said. “There are little entities all over campus 
that are doing things, but there’s never been a 
central location.”

Tech Student Democrats, Young Conservatives weigh in on voter ID laws

M embers o f Texas T ech ’s political orga­
nizations continue to reflect on the federal 
cou rt’s decision last w eek to re je c t T exas’ 
voter ID  law.

U nder the law, S B  14, voters would have 
to show proof o f identification and residency 
before casting their ballots. T h e  three-judge 
panel, citing Sectio n  5 o f the Voting Rights 
A ct of 1865,.ruled the law would discriminate 
against m inority voters.

A ccording to the U nited  States Depart­
ment of Justice, Section  5 o f the Voting Rights 
A ct states any changes with respect to voting

must require proof these changes do not deny 
the right to vote on account o f race, color, or 
membership in a m inority group.

Brenda Cruz, a senior p o litica l science 
major from Laredo and former secretary for 
the T ech  Student Dem ocrats, said the law 
would have a d irect effect on voter turnout 
for m inorities.

“You have m inorities, specifically H íspan­
les,” she said. “T h ey  understand English , 
but they can ’t really speak it. Now, they’re 
intim idated to go vote. T h ey ’re intimidated 
to support any type of candidate. You’re asking 
them  to prove all these types o f requirements, 
just to get an ID. I t ’s kind o f ridiculous.”

Cruz said a voter ID  law would also affect

senior citizens, m ilitary families and college 
students. T h e  proposed law would not allow 
student IDs as a form o f identification, but 
would accept a concealed handgun license.

“M ilitary families move around a lo t,” she 
said. “A re we expecting them  to change their 
i d ’s all the time?”

Lauren Roblez, a ju n ior Spanish m ajor 
from M idland and vice president o f the Tech 
Stud ent D em ocrats, said the voter ID  law 
could be seen as a poll tax because potential 
voters will not only have to purchase a new 
ID, but will possibly have to travel long dis­
tances in order to gain identification.

Doctor urges Tech community to get flu shot

Flu  seaso n  o ff ic ia lly  s ta rts  
O ct. 1, and as people line up to 
rece iv e  flu shots, d octors urge 
Texas T ech  students who w ant 
to p rotect them selves and their 
friends should consider queuing 
up as well.

Influenza is more likely to be 
spread in areas w ith a large popu­
la tio n  in a sm all co n fin em en t, 
making college campuses a prime 
exam ple, Dr. Todd B ell, d irec ­
tor o f the W est Texas Influenza 
C enter, said.

O n e -fif th  to o n e -th ird  o f a 
population will com e down with 
the flu each year, he said.

T h e  flu  is sp read  th ro u g h  
resp iratory secre tio n s , such  as 
coughing, B ell said, w hich can 
make the virus tem porarily air­
borne for up to six feet. Touching 
things in a com m on environm ent 
will also spread the virus.

“So , if you th ink  about w hen 
you’re in a cafeteria line and folks 
got their hand on the handrail,” 
he said, “well, if one individual 
had coughed on their hand and 
th e n  to u c h e d  th a t  h a n d ra il ,  
then  som eone else touched the 
handrail and then  touched their 
face, they could potentially  get 
the flu .”

O n ce  exposed to the flu, he 
said it could take up to 24 hours 
to feel the symptoms.

“O n  average, th e  symptom s 
last somewhere from five to seven 
days,” he said. “Typically, once 
somebody is exposed to the flu.

there’s about 24 hours or so lag 
tim e w aiting period, then  they 
start developing symptoms.”

Symptoms peak at day two, he 
said, then  plateau and decrease 
until day five or seven, when the 
person has com pletely recovered.

A fter the outbreak of H IN I , 
or the “swine flu ,” in 2009 , Bell 
said some people may be wary of 
another recurrence.

T h ere  is still 
a risk to ca tch  
it, he said, but 
it seem s to  be 
m inim al.

“W e saw that 
H lN l  was the 
m ain  s tra in  in 
th e  2 0 0 9 -2 0 1 0  
flu seaso n ,” he 
sa id , “and for 
th e  p a s t  tw o 
y e a r s ,  w e ’ v e  
seen th at we’ve 
reverted back to 
H 3N 2, w hich is 
just another fla­
vor o f the flu .”

W h i le  th e  
virus still c ircu­
la tes  in  S o u th  
a n d  C e n t r a l  
A m e r i c a ,  h e  
said th e  sever­
ity o f H lN l  in 
the U .S . is cur­
rently about on par w ith other 
seasonal flus, viruses or strains, 
such as H 3N 2.

Tom Skinner, spokesperson for 
the C enters for Disease C on trol, 
said  th e  flu  is u n p re d ic ta b le , 
w hich makes it harder to guess

w hich strain will be prevalent.
“Each season is sort o f unique 

in and o f itse lf,” he said. “Last 
year, overall, we had a relatively 
mild season nationw ide, and we 
didn’t see a lot of activ ity  until 
late into the year. But, w hether 
or not that will translate or how 
that will translate to the flu this 
year is anybody’s guess.”

T h e  C D C  is urging people to 
take precau- 
tion  and get 
the flu shot 
as soon as it 
is av ailab le.

B ell said everyone 
is at risk for the flu and by get­
ting the flu shot they are able to 
decrease their risk o f catch ing  it.

“I t ’s not 100 p ercent,” he said, 
“m eaning th a t everybody who 
gets the flu shot is not able to 
be 100 p ercen t p rotected  from

the flu, but it dram atically de­
creases the risk o f getting the 
flu and dram atically decreases 
the symptoms that people have 
w ith the flu .”

O ther precautions include 
plenty o f hand washing, cover­
ing sneezes and coughing, and 
staying hom e w hile sick.

K atherine G arlington , a se­
nior m icrobiology and Russian 
m ajor from  B lu efie ld , N .\ j.,  
said she practices good hygiene 
during the flu season for her 
p rotection  and the protection  
of her peers.

“T h e  one thing I guess peo­
ple th ink  I ’m a little  strange 
about is door h a n d le s ,” she 
said. “D oor handles are one of 
the most com m on transmission 
vectors. I always try to use an 
elbow or a paper towel if I ’m 
com ing out o f the restroom  to 
grab it .”

G arlington  has not caught 
the flu while at T ech , she said, 
but w hen she gets s ick , she 
stays hom e.

“ I f  I w ere to  g e t s ic k  I 
wouldn’t go to class,” she said. 
“O n e , I ’m n o t fe e lin g  w ell. 
I ’m n ot prepared to be there 
in class to be the best student 
that I can  be, and I ’m putting 
others at risk, and I th ink  it ’s 
very selfish to do so.”

B ell said he also emphasizes 
the point o f sick people staying 
hom e to prevent spreading the 
virus. But, he said there is one 
thing he cannot stress enough.

“But, I th ink the take-hom e 
point is for their own h e a th ,” 
he said, “as well as the health  
of everyone else in the com m u­
nity. T hey  need to stop being a 
wuss and go get the flu sh ot.”

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Tech does have an Office of Sustain­
ability, which was established by former 
president Guy Bailey in August 2010.

Since the inception of the sustain­
ability office. Tech has become a member 
of the Association for the Advancement 
of Sustainability in Higher Education, 
according to the Office of Sustainability’s 
website.

The Office of Sustainability also has 
worked on collaborating with University 
Student Housing, Hospitality Services, 
the Physical Plant and academic depart­
ments to coordinate sustainability efforts 
on campus.

In June 2011, Allison Marble was 
named the sustainability coordinator for 
Tech. Cronin said Marble is no longer 
in the position and the new coordinator. 
Brad Johnson, begins his duties Monday.

“One of the things that the sustain­
ability coordinator is going to do is 
help focus and collaborate the different 
organizations that are on campus,” he 
said. “We probably have five different 
student organizations focused on green 
initiatives.”

Garrett Ferguson, an architecture 
graduate student, is president of Tech’s 
chapter df the United Staths Green 
Building Council.

He said he is working to establish 
the Green Alliance, which will work on 
providing an outlet for students’ sustain­
ability efforts.

“My hope is that it will be an orga­
nization for everybody,” he said. “The 
Green Alliance is something that is going 
to hopefully one, unite all the other orga­
nizations on campus that are focused on 
being green and two, it’ll provide a place 
for the people who aren’t just focused on 
the green building side of it.

“Sustainability definitely requires 
more than the green building side of it, 
it requires everybody involved, from the 
sciences... to just the daily community.”

Cronin also said he wants to establish 
a campus-wide recycling program.

“That’s one of my initiatives,” he said. 
“I want to develop a university policy 
about recycling and really encourage 
folks and make it mandated that we will 
follow these certain practices. We have 
all the resources in place to do it, we just 
need the help of the folks within each 
one of the buildings.”

Reed Young, external vice president

of the Student Government Association, 
said he supports the efforts of a campus­
wide recycling program.

“That’s something that we’ve all 
talked about as well,” he said. “As 
(people) know we haven’t been the 
most green university in the past couple 
of years, but I think it’s important for us 
to kind of start that initiative.”

Another thing Tech is focused on 
implementing is more bike racks on 
campus, Cronin said.

“We encourage reduced cars on 
campus,” he said. “The more students 
that bike the better. We make more bike 
racks all the time and improve some of 
the old bike racks and put new ones all 
over campus.”

W hile university officials have 
looked at alternative energy sources for 
power, like wind and solar energy, Cronin 
said the time is not right for Tech to use 
these methods.

“It is a goal, but it’s far in the ffimre,” 
he said. “When we were studying the 
Rawls College of Business four years ago, 
we did a bunch of models on ‘What’s the 
payback on wind energy? What’s the pay­
back on solar panels?’ Wind energy, solar 
energy, the payback on those is 50-plus 
years on any one of those technologies. 
So it’s hard for us to at least justify using 
those renewable energy sources yet.

“As they continue to develop and 
improve, there will be more (chances). 
We have a great opportunity to capital­
ize on wind energy and solar once those 
technologies kind of catch up with the 
costs.”

Members of the Tech community 
need to know the benefits of being green. 
Young said.

“It’s just a mindset change,” he said. 
“We are in very conservative West Texas 
where being green is not necessarily the 
cool thing to do or it’s not ‘in,’ whatever 
it might be. It’s just a mentality shift. I 
think a lot of people need to know that 
this stuff does affect the Earth and the 
places that we live in.

“So it’s important if we can do our 
part at least here, where we do produce 
a lot of waste. I think it’s important that 
we should give back a little bit.”

Ferguson said awareness is the key 
to get Tech’s sustainability efforts off 
the ground.

“I think college students are really 
open-minded or they have the potential 
to be,” he said. “That’s really our hope, 
to get the knowledge out.”

N o Child Left Behind went into 
effect in 2002, and its goal is for all 
children to be proficient in math and 
reading by 2014. But its standards 
were getting progressively more rigor­
ous each year, and federal education 
officials suggested that waivers would 
give states more leeway to improve 
how they prepare and evaluate 
students.

“It's a machine that will increase 
electrical stimulation to the muscles 
ot swallowing and when we pair it 
with traditional theripy, it helps make 
recox’ery even quicker,” .she said.

Two examples oftraditional thera' 
pies for patients with dysphagia incltide 
modifications in die: and an exercise 
program specifically designed to iiri' 
prove swallowing, she said.

Ke’Ren Grimaldt, spcechdanguage 
pathologist for the Garrison Geriatric 
Education and Care Center, said dys­
phagia IS a swallowing di.sorder which 
is usually caused hy o:her health Lssues.

“In this setting, typically we see 
swallowing difficulties related to 
strokes, neurologictl disorders, like 
Parkinson’s or Lou Gehrig’s disease, and 
then dementia, or ju;;t aging,” she said.

Depending on the level of severity, 
patients with dysphagia can also endure

problems not related to swallowing, 
Grimaldo said.

“It really affects your .siicial life 
and interaction,” she .said. “You .see a 
lot of people that have dy.sphagia get 
depre.ssit)n and they withdravt- because 
so much of what w'e do is centered 
around food.”

To avoid eating in funat of rtthers, 
.some patients may chtxxse not to attend 
big .social events such as birthdays or 
weddings, Grimaldo .said.

According to the VitalStim Ther­
apy website, there is an estimated 
number of 15 million people in the 
U.S. who sufler from dysphagia.

One of the more important goals 
for patients tindergoing therapy is to 
get off their diet modifications, Bog- 
.schut: said.

Sometimes dietary modificatirms 
can prevent patients from getting 
certain nutrients, she said. Blending 
fix)d breaks dcTwn a lot of its nutrients, 
and therefitre dietary' modifications are 
not favorable.

The VitalStim device not only 
can assist patients in achieving that 
goal, but can also get them back to 
eating most of their favorite foods, 
BcTgschutz said.

“Some of my patients tell me that 
their goal in therapy is to be able to 
get a New York strip,” she said.

Grimaldo said most patients do 
not think the-VitalStim procedure

is painful. ’
Initially, .some might complain o f 

di.scomfort, hut after a short adjust­
ment périt)d they tend riiit to notice 
it, she said.

VitalStim is an economical treat­
ment, Bog.schut: said. It is no mt)re 
e.xpensive than traditional therapy. A 
typical hour .se.ssit)n is about $50.

“Because we are an educational 
institution and hecau.se our mission is 
really ru)t to make money hut to train 
students, t)Lir therapy is quite cheap 
compared tt) the rest of the commu­
nity,” she .said.

People have to he'certified in 
order to use VitalStim on a patient, 
Bog.schutz said. One t)f the rea.sons 
why VitalStim is the only device that 
is FDA approved is because there is a 
certification process put in place.

“You have to go through this long 
training that the company offers, then 
you go to weekend workshop and then 
you learn how to use the device,” she 
said.

However, you must be licensed as a 
practiced speech-language pathologist 
before a person can begin the certifica­
tion process, Bogsehutz said.

Not everyone is a good patient for 
VitalStim. It does not work well for 
patients with anatomic reasons for their 
swallowing problems, she said.

“For example, patients with head 
and neck cancer, if they removed part

of their neck, that’s why they can’t 
swallow, so if 1 put stimulation to the 
muscle, it doesn’t help, because they 
lost part of their anatomy,” Bogsehutz 
said.

VitalStim works best for patients

with dysphagia related to neurological 
disorders, she said.

According to the Walton Reha­
bilitation website, Marcy Freed, a 
speech-language pathologist with the 
University Hospital of Cleveland,

developed VitalStim.
After using the VitalStim therapy, 

98.4 percent of patients will improve 
their swallow function score, according 
to the website.

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“I t ’s harshly cracking down 
on som ething th a t’s virtuously 
n o n -ex isten t,” Roblez said. “I t ’s 
almost a w itch-hunt for fraudu­
lent voters, which doesn’t h a p -. 
pen that often. It scares people.”

States such as Georgia, Indi­
ana, Kansas, Pennsylvania and 
Tennessee have already passed 
strict photo ID laws. Proponents 
of the voter ID law says it would 
prevent fraud and voter imper­
sonation.

A ccording to the Republican 
N ation al Lawyers A ssociation , 
in the last decade, there have 
been cases o f voter fraud in 46

states. S in ce  2 0 0 0 , there have 
b een  2 ,0 6 8  alleg ed  e le c t io n -  
fraud cases.

Je ra m y  K itc h e n , a se n io r  
p o lit ic a l  s c ie n c e  m a jo r from  
Meadows Place, is the executive 
director for Tech Young Conser­
vatives. .

“Requiring voters to present 
a photo ID , som ething that is 
required for a multitude of daily 
tasks, is a com m on sense m ea­
sure to prevent e lection  fraud,” 
he said.

K itchen  said requiring an ID 
in order to vote is thé same as 
requiring a d river’s licen se  to 
drive or get insurance.

H e said  e le c t io n s  are n o t 
always as secure as they should 
be and an ID law would ensure

against e lection  fraud.
“For so m e th in g  th a t  is as 

fu n d a m e n ta l as th e  rig h t to 
vote, which if you list off what 
a citizen has, th a t’s his v o ice .” 
K itch e n  said. “T h e re ’s votin g  
and lobbying, and con v en tio n ­
ally enough, if you go down to 
lobby in the legislature, what 
do you need to get in? A n  ID .”

K itchen  said the Tech Young 
Conservatives are supportive of 
voter ID laws because securing 
the authenticity of votes is the 
same as p rotecting the rule of 
law.

T h e state, led by Texas A t­
to rn ey  G e n e ra l G reg  A b b o t, 
plan to appeal the ruling to the 
Supreme Court.

Perception of Ryan plan important in 2012

Having heard the night before that 
Mitt Romney was going to announce 
his running mate Saturday morning in 
Norfolk, Virginia, I woke up very early 
to catch the latest punditry and find out 
who had been chosen. I quickly learned 
that Mitt Romney’s choice was Paul 
Ryan, the representative from the 1st 
District in Wisconsin.

I then strolled into my living room 
where my grandmother had been reading 
the morning paper. Knowing that 1 was 
on top of all of the political news, she 
immediately asked me a question that I 
believe best demonstrates the riskiness 
of Romney’s choice: “What is this about 
Romney’s ‘pick’ hurting an old lady in a 
wheelchair?”

And there you have it. It took only 
minutes following the news of Romney’s 
choice before she already had an opinion 
on him, and it wasn’t positive. Whether 
my grandmother really thought Rep­
resentative Ryan had pushed a senior 
off a cliff is an interesting possibility 
that makes me laugh inside. But the 
real moral of this story is this: initial 
messaging by the campaigns will have 
a significant effect on how people view 
Romney’s VP.

So let’s start with the premise that my 
grandmother is the typical senior citizen 
in the United States. She is a recipient

of Social Security and Medicare. She 
doesn’t know much about Paul Ryan. 
And, unlike political junkies like me, 
she is not following the race for president 
all that well She is far from being alone 
in this camp.

In fact, according to a CNN/ORC 
International poll conducted August 
7-8, 54 percent of all Americans said 
that they didn’t know enough about Paul 
Ryan to form an opinion, as was the case 
with other expected VP choices. There­
fore, Americans will learn everything 
that the need to know and then some 
about Paul Ryan-the good, the bad, and 
the ugly-from the media and from ads. 
that will be run by campaigns and Super 
PACs. That is not necessarily welcome 
news for Ryan or the Romney Campaign. 
Here is why.

When one thinks of Representa­
tive Ryan, what most likely comes to 
mind is the Ryan budget. Americans 
may remember this from Democratic 
political ads in 2010, like the one where 
a Ryan kxik-alike pushes an old lady in 
a wheelchair off a cliff The potential 
problem for Romney’s campaign going 
forward is that the Ryan Plan, as it has 
been dubbed, touches the “third rail” of 
American politics. Medicare and Social 
Security.

Just look at this excerpt from an email 
sent out to supporters by Jim Messina, 
the Obama Campaign Manager, soon 
after the Ryan announcement. He said.

“Congressman Paul Ryan is best known 
as the author of a budget so radical The 
New York Times called it ‘the most ex­
treme budget plan passed by a House of 
Congress in modem times.’”

So even though Ryan and his con­
servative counterparts marvel at the 
boldness of the Ryan Plan, descriptions of 
chariges in Medicare and Social Security 
as “radical” and “extreme” are hardly the 
messages that the Romney Campaign 
war;ts seniors to hear. And the reason 
is simple. These programs are lifelines 
for many seniors, a way of life in retire­
ment. After all, the median senior citizen 
doesn’t make all that much money. The 
median income for women 65 and over 
was less than $15,000 in 2008. The 
median income for men of the same age 
bracket was only about $25,500.

Hence, Romney may have may have 
changed this election from a referendum 
on President Obama to a referendum 
on the Ryan Plan. Over the next few 
weeks. Republicans will have to make 
the senior citizens more comfortable 
with Paul Ryan and ensure them that 
their benefits are safe. Threaten their 
benefits, and potentially pay the political 
price from one of the largest voting blocs 
in American elections.

It is obvious that the Ryan Plan will 
take center stage for few other reasons 
than the fact that it proposes great 
changes to Medicare and Social Security, 
But there may be a third, slightly less 
significant issue with his budget. The 
Ryan Plan also proposes great reductions

in Medicaid.
The Ryan Plan took one of its 

greatest hits this April when the US 
Conference of Catholic Bishops took 
aim at the plan because of its impact 
on the poor. After Paul Ryan claimed 
that Catholic social teaching inspired 
his budget. Catholic bishops sent a furry 
of letters to the congressman’s office and 
stated that the Ryan Plan “fails to meet 
these moral criteria.”

And so the war begins. You can now 
tack on a threat to the poorest Ameri­
cans, many of whom will become new 
recipients of Medicaid under Obamacare, 
to the supposed threat on seniors and the 
middle class. Did I mention that messag­
ing is everything?

The Romney Campaign had a 
great day Saturday following the an­
nouncement, and his bold choice will 
undoubtedly energize the Republican 
base heading into the convention and 
the election in November. However, the 
pundits aren’t calling this choice risky 
for nothing. Paul Ryan’s presence on 
the ticket definitely has its positives, but 
it could hurt Romney in the long run if 
cuts to Medicare, Medicaid, and Social 
Security become the lead discussion 
heading into November.

Herrce the conclusion, it all comes 
dowTi to messaging. Democrats will soon 
revive the political attacks of the 2010 
election cycle, and they could be dam­
aging if they win the hearts of minds of 
seniors across America. Are Romney and 
Ryan capable of rebutting such attacks?

Obama. The speech inspired applause 
from Republican delegates, but provided 
little insight to real-world issues.

Mitt Romney did a good job of not 
making any inflammatory statements. 
The governor showed his human side 
in his speech when he talked about his 
mother and father’s relationship and his 
father’s passing.

It’s safe to assume that the Demo­
crats have been using some of the time 
between conventions to craft some 
smart-alecky responses to What was 
said at the RNC. Perhaps they should 
hit back on some of what was said 
(namely Paul Ryan’s speech, to set the 
record straight). However, it would be 
a disservice to the electorate to make 
attacking the other party the focus of 
the convention.

Sadly, it is unrealistic to expect 
politicians to seize the opportunity to 
talk .about real, pressing issues when 
everyone is eagerly listening— so it’s 
important for the citizenry to look past 
the negative remarks. The truth is, both 
Obama and Romney would have agreed 
on most issues before the campaigning 
began.

After all is said and done, when 
the smoke from the political battle has 
cleared, the issues facing our nation 
will still be very real —  and once again, 
Americans will realize that fighting 
among themselves solves nothing.

Tech offers shuttles from 
campus to Midland, Odessa

G o in g  hom e and re la x in g  
after a*week of classes, leaving 
campus and recharg in g  spirits 
and energy is som ething some 
college students wish they could 
do on a regular basis. For Texas 
T ech  students from M idland or 
O dessa, the ab ility  to  do th at 
just got easier.

S tartin g  Friday, My Sh u ttle  
Home will begin its round trip 
bus service called T ech  Express 
from  the T e ch  cam pus to  the 
mall in Midland and Odessa, said 
Jo h n  Jam es, C E O  o f My Shu ttle  
Home.

B o a rd in g  b eg in s  from  th e  
parking lot by the Student U nion 
Building at 1:45 p.m. and the bus 
leaves at 2 p.m. every Friday and 
returns every Sunday. T h e  cost is 
$ 20  per person each way.

“Our company is built around 
providing stu d en t tra n sp o rta ­
tio n ,” Jam es said. “W e are based 
in San  A ntonio . W e just expand­
ed the com pany to the M idland 
and O dessa area th is January. 
Som e of my colleagues here in 
M id lan d  said, ‘H ave you ever 
th o u gh t about going betw een 
Tech , and. M idland and Odessa 
on the w eekends?’ I con tacted  
the office o f Parent and Family 
R elations and th a t’s how the ball 
got started .”

Ken G assiot, associate d irec­
tor o f the O ffice of Parent and 
Family R elations, said som eone 
from the shuttle com pany co n ­
tacted  them  in Fall 2011 about 
putting in a M idland and Odessa 
route because the company heard 
about Parent and Fam ily R e la ­
tions bus services to other m ajor 
c ities during T e ch ’s Thanksgiv­
ing and spring breaks.

My Shu ttle  Home piloted the 
program last A pril, Jam es said. 
T h e  purpose o f the pilot program 
was to see if students were in ter­
ested in the M idland and Odessa 
route. T h e  program was popular 
with the students last year, so th e

company decided to.continue of­
fering the route this year.

“T h e  pros are th at students 
can travel with other students,” 
G assiot said. “T hey are traveling 
in a safer traveling environm ent 
just because it is a shuttle opera­
tor that is operating the v ehicle .”

T h e  departure dates for the 
shuttle for the fall sem ester will 
be today. Sept. 14, 21 , 28 , O ct. 
5, 12, 19, 26 , Nov. 2, 9, 16, 21, 
30  and D ec. 7, 14, G assiot said.

T h e  shuttle will drop off in 
M idland first at approxim ately 
4 p.m., and then  Odessa at ap­
p ro x im ate ly  4 :1 5  p .m ., Jam es 
said. Pick-up will be Sunday at 
1 :3 0  p.m. in O dessa and 1:45 
p.m. in M idland.

In order to reserve a seat on 
th e  bus, s tu d en ts  m ust go to  
http://m yshuttlehom e.com  and 
follow  the in stru ctio n s, Jam es 
said. T h e  students need to bring 
their student ID and a printed 
con firm atio n  w ith them  to be 
allowed to board.

“T h e  service is lim ited to stu­
dents, faculty and staff,” Jam es 
said. “So  you cou ld n ’t bring a 
Lubbock resident on the shuttle. 
Each passenger can reserve for a 
related family mem ber.”

Passengers are lim ited to one 
carry on bag, like a duffle bag or 
a book bag, Jam es said. No a lco­
hol, drugs, weapons o'r controlled 
substances are perm itted. Food 
and drink are allowed.

G assio t said the u n iversity  
is sending targeted em ail m es­
sages to  p a re n ts  and  fa m ily  
members living in the M idland 
and Odessa area, advertising the 
program on T ech A n n o u n ce and 
through the Texas T ech  Parents 
A ssociation .

“W e will also do hom e game 
shuttles from M idland and O des­
sa to Texas T e ch ,” Jam es said. 
“In addition to our Friday and 
Sunday shuttle for students, we 
will also take small groups to the 
Texas T ech  hom e games as part 
o f the services we provide.”

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Small theaters struggle as Hollywood goes digital
C R E T E , N eb. (A P ) —  T h e  

Isis T heatre hasn’t changed much 
since it opened 86 years ago in 
so u th e a st N eb rask a , a s to n e ’s 
throw from the grain elevator and 
railroad tracks that cut through 
town.

B u t in  th e  p ast few years, 
the movie industry has changed 
dramatically, and unless the Isis’ 
ow ner com es up w ith  $ 8 5 ,0 0 0  
soon to pay for new digital equip­
m ent, residents o f C rete , N eb., 
may have to drive 4 0  miles to 
L incoln  for a night at the movies.

I t ’s a p ro sp e ct th a t  ow ner 
T h o m  R eev es d o esn ’t w ant to 
ponder, but lik e  thou sand s o f 
s m a ll-th e a te r  op erators across 
the country, he h asn ’t found a 
way out.

“T h is  is my passion, to give 
back to the com m unity,” Reeves 
said. “I love this movie theater. I 
love what it does for the students 
1 have employed there. W e love 
our patrons. I t ’s such a positive 
experience going on, and we’re 
just a little  sad this conversion is 
h itting us. How do we survive?”

For sm all-theater owners, the 
problem is the sudden switch from 
35 mm film , an industry standard 
since about 1910, to digital —  a 
form at th a t ’s cheap er for both  
stu d io s and d is tr ib u to rs , and

doesn’t scratch as traditional film 
will. T h e  sw itch means theater 
owners must buy new p rojection 
e q u ip m e n t, co m p u te rs  and a 
sound system.

F ilm  s tu d io  2 0 th  C e n tu ry  
Fox has said it will phase out 35 
mm film  altogether by the end 
o f 2 0 1 3 , and o th er prod uction  
com panies are expected to follow 
suit. Traditional film is expected 
to vanish over the next few years, 
despite the upcoming U .S . release 
of “T h e  M aster,” which was shot 
w ith the rare but m uch higher 
definition 70 mm filiji.

B ig  c h a in s  c a n  affo rd  th e  
digital transition, w hich can be 
cheaper when buying in bulk for 
m ultiscreen theaters. But those 
who own sm aller theaters with 
one or two screens typically must 
take out a bank loan to pay for the 
equipm ent.

A  film  industry program can 
refund up to 80 percent of the cost 
to theater owners, but the pay­
ments are made gradually through 
fees based on the number of mov­
ies shown. To qualify for the help, 
theaters must have certain  profit 
levels and show a minimum num ­
ber of films, leaving many small 
operators without help.

Som e small, independent th e ­
aters created a cooperative, the

C inem a Buying Group, to pool 
their resources and participate in 
the industry program, but the co ­
operative also required a review of 
each theater’s financial strength 
and other factors. Many o f the 
smallest theaters didn’t qualify or 
were hesitant to jo in .

Patrick Corcoran, a spokesman 
for the N ational A ssociation  of 
T h e a tre  O w ners, said costs o f 
c o n v e r tin g  to  d ig ita l average 

■ around $ 7 0 ,0 0 0  per screen. About 
60  percent of the nation ’s 5 ,7 5 0  
th eaters  have sw itched  to a ll- 
digital equipm ent, he said.

T h e  sw itch to d igital began 
w ith the 199 9  release o f “S ta r  
W ars Episode I: T h e  P hantom  
M en a ce ,” and accelerated  w ith 
such com p uter an im ated  film s 
as D isney’s “C h icken  L ittle” and 
the 2009  Hollywood blockbuster, 
“A vatar,” C orcoran said.

“In some markets, it’s going to 
be a tough clim b,” he said. “But 
if you want to be in business as a 
first-run movie theater, you have 
to go digital.”

R eev es , 4 6 , w ho also is an 
insurance manager, said he only 
paid  a b o u t $ 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  fo r th e  
entire Isis T h eater and never in ­
tended to make money from the 
operation. A  good m onth brings 
about a $60 0  profit, he said, and 
most of that is spent on electrical 
fixes, carpet cleaning and other 
m aintenance.

In Onarga, 111., a city of 1 ,300 
about 80  miles south o f Chicago, 
Randy Lizzio is struggling to save 
his 7 5 -y e a r-o ld , s in g le -sc re e n  
Onarga Theater.

Lizzio launched a fundraising 
d rive, in clu d in g  a d in n er and 
a u c tio n  w ith  a lo ca l M e x ica n  
restaurant in a park, but after five 
m onths he has raised just $ 8 ,5 0 0  
of the $ 6 5 ,0 0 0  he needs.

“T h e  w indow  is ju st about 
closed for us,” Lizzio said. “... I t ’s 
really tough for s in g le-scre e n , 
little  theaters, even though we’re 
h istoric.”

A t the O hio  T h eatre , a two- 
screen  op eration  tucked into  a 
row o f p ictu resq u e dow ntow n 
buildings in Madison, Ind., owner 
Tony R atcliff also hasn’t been able 
to raise the $ 8 1 ,0 0 0  needed for a 
digital conversion.

“W e ran the 
ball quite a bit, our production was 
just OK. T he offensive line will 
get better. 1 think th at’ll be our 
biggest improvement from week 
one to week two, especially in the 
run game.”

The Red Raiders rushed for 187 
yards on 46 carries against North­
western State.

However, Brown said he was also 
pleased with the passing game and 
was impressed with the play of senior 
receiver Marcus Kennard.

“It was good to see Marcus Ken­

nard take advantage of that opportu­
nity,” he said. “There were some guys 
that didn’t get to play in the game 
(last week) and he had an opportu­
nity and he took advantage of it.”

Kennard was named offensive 
player of the week by the Tech 
coaches after catching four passes for 
4 0  yards along with two touchdowns 
in the absence of senior receiver 
Darrin Moore.

Moore, however, is expected to 
play this week against Texas State.

Brown said he expects to see 
many Red Raider fans in attendance 
Saturday at Bobcat Stadium.

“I d on’t mind playing these 
nonconference games on the road, 
it’s a good atmosphere,” Brown said. 
“I spent most of my career on the 
flip side of this, so I kind of know 
what Texas State’s thought process 
is. But it’ll be a good experience. I 
think there’ll be a lot of red in that 
crowd too.”

Head coach Tommy Tuberville 
said the early road game was a must- 
have before the Red Raiders enter

Big 12 Conference play.
“It’s good to get in a nonconfer­

ence (road game),” he said. “This 
year we’re playing in San Marcos 
before we go to our first (conference) 
road game. That is another reason 
we played this game on the road be­
cause we knew we needed one before 
we hit the nine-game stretch.” 

D efe n s iv e  c o o rd in a to r  A rt 
Kaufman said the success of Tech’s 
defense will rely on the ability of 
individuals to focus on their assign­
ments.

“T h e y ’re basically an option 
football team, it comes down to as­
signment football,” he said. “W hat 
they do is they get you playing run, 
run, run and then all of a sudden 
they go up top and hit you with a 
play action pass.”

The Bobcats are led by their se­
nior dual-threat quarterback Shaun 
Rutherford along with senior run­
ning back Marcus Curry.

The two players combined for 
361 yards of the team’s total yard­
age and all three of the Bobcats’

T ech  has outscored its oppo­
nents 10-3 this season, but the 
10 goals have com e on 98  shots.

A d d itio n a lly , forw ards Ja n in e  
B eck ie  and Jessica  Fuston have 
com bined  to  score seven goals 
w hile th e  rest o f th e  team  has 
scored only three.

“T h e y ’ve b een  in  th e  righ t 
sp o ts in  th e  r ig h t  t im e ,” s e ­
n io r forward Daw n W ard said. 
“T h e y ’ve know n w hen to take 
on and I th in k  th ey ’re doing a 
great jo b ; they ’re w inning games 
for us.”

D esp ite th e  d ep endency on 
two players. W ard said she and 
her team m ates are n o t feelin g  
pressure to  score goals.

Houston opens with Miami again on 
Sunday, this time at Reliant Stadium. 
The Texans are the heavy favorites now 
and harbor Super Bowl aspirations, like 
the Dolphins did that year. But Johnson 
has seen too many bad things happen 
to the franchise to take anything for 
granted.

“You just can’t get caught up in 
what people say,” Johnson said. “When 
I think about this game, I think about 
my rookie year, when we went down 
there and played them and everybody

was saying they were going to win the 
Super Bowl. We didn’t have a chance. 
One article said it was going to be like 
a scrimmage game. We went out and 
beat them.”

“You can’t overlook anybody in this 
league,” he said. “I know that and we 
know that as a team. We’re going to go 
out there and play the way we know how 
to play. That’s basically it.”

Johnson is entering his 10th NFL 
season since Houston drafted him with 
the third overall pick. He’s the only 
player on the roster who was here when 
Gary Kubiak became the coach in 2006, 
so he’s been around for just about all of 
the Texans’ darkest days.

But Johnson never lost faith, sign­
ing a contract extension before the 
2010 season that could keep him here 
through 2016. The five-time Pro Bowl

selection has nothing more to accom­
plish individually, and the only goal 
left is playing long enough to see the 
franchise win a championship.

“The window is not as big as it used 
to be,” he said. “As time goes on, you 
definitely feel a sense of urgency, but 
it’s nothing you really can rush. You just 
have to take care of the task at hand. I 
would love to win a Super Bowl before 
I hang up my cleats, but you know, it’s 
not going to just take me. It’s going to 
take everybody in that locker room to 
get it done. We all have the same goal 
in mind and we’re going to do our best 
to try and accomplish it.”

Johnson topped 1,500 yards receiv­
ing to lead the league in 2008 and ‘09. 
He played most of the 2010 season 
with a badly sprained right ankle, then 
missed nine games last season with
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hamstring injuries. He underwent 
arthroscopic left knee surgery in the 
spring and turned 31 in the summer, 
but he long ago tuned out talk about 
his durability.

“I said that coming into camp, 
that everybody is saying that I’m old 
and I probably can’t play anymore 
and that I’m injury-prone,” he said. 
“Things happen. That was out of my 
control. I can’t control that. I can’t 
control what happens. I think, as 
players, if we could control that, there 
wouldn’t be any injuries. It happens 
and I move on from it.”

He seemed to be back to his old 
form in his limited action in the pre­
season, making four catches, includ­
ing a 43-yarder in which he wrestled 
possession away from two defenders.

“When I’m out on the field,” he 
said, “as you see in preseason when I 
was able to play, I went out and made 
plays. People can say what they want. 
I really don’t care.”

T h e  Te)ians are groom ing 
undrafted free agent Lestar Jean 
and draft picks DeVier Posey and 
Keshawn Martin as some of the 
franchise’s receivers of the future. 
Johnson has been happy to mentor 
them during training camp, while he 
nursed some minor injuries.

The real games are here now, 
and Johnson is healthy and ready to 
return to what he does best.

NFL starting to ditch 
old paper playbooks

DENVER (A P) —  The days of 
lugging around 500-page playbooks 
and stacks of DVDs are over for half 
of the players in the NFL.

Their teams have gone digital, re­
placing the old-fashioned thick paper 
playbooks with iPads that put every­
thing from X ’s and O ’s to notifications, 
scouting reports and video cut-ups at 
their fingertips.

“Technology is taking over the 
world and we’re just trying to keep up 
with it,” Green Bay Packers backup 

. quarterback Graham Harrell said.
The number of teams using iPads for 

playbooks and game film has increased 
this season from two to 14- In the 
NFC, the Bears, Cardinals, Cowboys, 
Lions, Packers, Panthers, Redskins and 
Seahawks are using the tablets as are 
the Bengals, Broncos, Chargers, Colts, 
Dolphins and Ravens in the AFC.

Other teams, such as. the Chiefs, 
Titans and Saints, are using iPads for 
some things but haven’t completely 
abandoned three-ring binders, and 
the Bills are considering switching 
over next year, when the NFL makes 
game film available in high definition, 
coach Chan Gailey said.

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the first teams to go digital last year, 
although Tampa Bay returned to the 
traditional playbooks this season under 
a new coaching staff.

The top model iPads that feature 
64 gigabytes of data and retail for $829 
each are loaded with about $700 worth 
of programming, and most teams issue 
them to roughly 120 players, coaches, 
scouts and other personnel. That works 
out to roughly $180,000 per team.

Broncos video director Steve 
Boxer figures it will take about a year 
to begin realizing a cost savings from 
ditching the paper playbooks that 
consumed trees, money and manpower 
and kept copy machine repairmen on 
speed-dial.

Daily itinerary updates, diagrams 
and video are automatically pushed 
to each iPad so a player can have 
the video clips of a practice or game 
downloaded by the time he gets out 
of the shower. Because the video isn’t 
streaming, he can watch it on the air­
plane or at his apartment, whether or 
not he has a Wi-Fi connection.

Apps developed by PlayerLync in 
suburban Denver or Global Aptitude 
out of Baltimore allow players and 
coaches to highlight sections in yel­
low on the tablet’s touchscreen and 
to write notes with a stylus just as 
they would with a pencil on paper 
playbooks. Those notes are saved on 
servers and can be downloaded again 
at any time for future reference.

“I don’t think there’s any minuses 
unless you lose it and have to pay that 
fine,” Dallas defensive end Marcus 
Spears said.

One of the biggest concerns about 
the iPad is security, but teams are see­
ing that they’re safer than the paper 
ones that can be copied at Kinko’s.

If the playbooks are misplaced 
or stolen, they can be immediately 
and remotely wiped clean, said Greg 
Menard, co-founder of PlayerLync, 
the company that designed the app 
for the Broncos and several other NFL 
teams, along with those for Stanford’s 
football team and the NHL’s Colorado 
Avalanche.

And all iPads have multi-layered 
password security systems. A ll data 
is securely stored on the teams’ own 
servers without a third party managing 
or maintaining the highly secretive 
information.

O f course, nothing’s ever 100 per­
cent foolproof, a lesson the Broncos 
learned this summer when linebacker 
D.J. Williams tweeted a picture of his 
iPad screen that showed some basic 
defensive formations.

W hile millions of consumers have 
embraced iPads for both personal 
and business use since Apple Inc. in­
troduced them a few years ago, the 
NFL is just catching up to the tablet 
technology.

For the first time this season, the 
league is allowing players and coaches 
to have access to their tablets up until 
they head out to the field for kickoff. 
Previously, they had to be removed 
from the locker room 90  minutes 
before the start of the game.

The league is also experimenting 
with the use of iPads by medical staffs 
on the sidelines this season, NFL 
spokesman Brian McCarthy said.
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
