It is said
that such a message was wholly un.
looked for and that it created no lit-
tle surprise and much comment. It
at least demonstrates the fact that
Governor Culberson has the courage
of his convictions and he does not
propose that it shall be his fault if
the campaign promises of reform arg
not complied with.

Willinm Eton Chandler, whose term
us United States senator from New
Hampshire begind March 4. was born
in Concord, that state, Dee, 2=,
1805, e graduated from the Harvard
law school In 1855 In 1802 he was
clected ta the state legislature, of
whieh he was speaker in 180464, He
hield varions offices under the govern-
ment, being nssistunt secretary of the
trensury for one term. From 1808 to
1870 hie was seeretary of the national
committee of his party.  On Murch 23,
1875, he was nominated by the 'resi-
dent for the offiee of solicitor-general
of the United Stutes. Though o re-
publican in politics the then republis
can senate failed to coneur in the
choice of the President and Mr, Chan-
dler’s nomination was not confirmed.
