The Lathe Now Used o Place of thy
Mason's Chisel.

Granite for columns,  balustows
round posts and urns s now workad
chietly in lathes, which, for tha

heaviest work, are made long enough
to hundle blocks twenty-tive feet long
and five feet In diameter,

Instead of belng turned to the de-
sirod slze by sharp cutting instru-
ments, sayvs Waverly Magazine, as !n
ordingry machines for turning woold
and metal, granite s turned oe ground
away by the wedge-llke action of
rather thick steel discs, rotated by
the pressure of the stone as [t slow 13
turns in the lathe

The discs, which are six ore GTphf
inches in diameter, are set at quite
an apgle 1o the stone und move with
an automutic carvisge along the lathe
bl

Large lathes have four dites, two
on eavch side. and a column may be
roduced some two inches In diameter
the wholo length of the stone by one
luternl movement of the carriage

' along the bed.

The first lathe for turning granite

| eut only eylindrical or conical col-

umns, but an improved form iy so
miade that templets o patterns may
be inserted to gulde the carviages,
and columns having any desired swell
may be as readily turned.
For tine grinding and polishing the
fte is transferred to another
the, where the only machinery used
to produce @& simple turning of
the stone against iron blocks earry-
ing the necessary grinding or polish-
ing materials.

A Virlety of Covers  Fenves and Fenee
Rows—Five-Wanded  Wees - More
Clover—Tarm  Notes  wil
Home  Hints,

Frotecting 1lny Staeks,

Forty«tive years ago, in Hilnols, 1
was covering  stacks  with  slough
grass,  Thiviv<ive years ago | was
doing the same in Page connty, lowa,
writes W, R Laughlin in Coleman's
Rural World.

For a long time 1 had been
ling mentally with the problem of
how 1o Protect stucks Had =ent for
dowvtiments 1o two p.-n'l'u-- adv eriising
stk Thelr covers were all
heavy and gquite costly Theve is
not the least but they would
have proteciod the stacks hut whethor
belng heavy they wonld have luastied
at all in proportion to the price, i<
with me st doubful W hiether
water proofing them with some prop-
nration Moo wonld temd to
serve thein s vet oo experiment.

Last summer | coneluded to try
covering one stack of vlovor hay with
muslin costing fve cents per yad, &
small rick containing four and o half
tons. I bullt my stack cavefully and
made it gquite sharp on top, the cover
was put on the hour the stack was
finished.  That night b rained theees
fourths of an ineh: the cover did se
well that a litile later 1 placed the
pame Kimd of vcovers on two other
stacks of the same size

Meo Ao A Berry, fabmer and stock

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OLDEST OF BRITISH PEERAGES

The Earldom of Mar, Which Goes Back
to the Year 1010,

“Who ercatod the first British peer,
und when did he do (67 The oldest
pxisting title in the British peerage
s Seottish, that of the earl of Mar.
which again was not ereated, bat
grew, 1 dates from 1010, thus belng
nearly 900 yoars old.  Duncan ruled
then, whom  Macheth murdered.
There are severnl kinds of British
peers, besides the varlons degrees of
cueh kind,  The Pittsburg Dispatch
says they rang as follows: “Peers of
England, e¢reated before 1707: peers
of Secotland, oroated before 1707;
pocrs of Great Britain, created be-
tween 1707 and 1500; peers of Ires
land. created  before 1800: peers of
the United Kingdom, created since
1800; peers of Treland, ereated since
18040, and life peers,

The oldest existing English peer-
age ls the earldom of Arundel and
Surrey, dating from 1155, in the reign
of Henry IL. and now held by the
duke of Novfolk. The oldest Scottish
peorage is that of Mar, 1010: but
therve is some doubt abont this, and
the oldest cortain peerage is the earl-
dom of Sutherland, held by the duke
of Suthevland, and dating from 12258,
when Alexander Il was king, The
oldest peerage of Great Britain s the
varldom of Ferrorvs, dating from 1711,
M the relgn of Quoen Anne: this is
held by a family 1o a vounger branch
of which Washington belonged; and
the name Washington Is still a fam-
Higr name to it The oldest lrish
peerage. and the oldest peeragse which
hias not boen merged in a highoer title

is the burony of Kingsdale, dating
from 1181, when Henvy 1L was Tord
of leelund; it is held dow by the

thirty=second lord: he has the privie
loge of wearing his hat in the pies.
once of the sovereign. The oldest
precige of the United Kingdom is the
harony of Moore, ereated n 1801, and
the oldest of the modern lrish poer-
ages is the ecarldom of Caledon,
created the same year. The veiy
oldest peeragas, that of Arundel, s
by  tente — that is, the origine
holder was a peer hy vietue of hold-
ing Arundel castle, and then came
peerages by writ; yoalthy men were
summoned to attaeml the king. and
the castom grew of summoning al-
ways any man who had once been
snmmonsd.  Then camo peerages by
patent. those granted sinee about
1367, All modern peerages are ¢re
uted by patents of nobillty.

Haskell county ko situated I the
southern part of the Panhandle en the
Hine of the one handredth meridian west
from Greenwich. It!s 1500 feed above
the sea, and hae mild winters and sum-
mers, It is thirty miles square and com-
taine 878,000 acres of land, It was
created {n 1868 from a part of Fannin
snd Milam counties, and named in honor
ol Charles Maskell, a young Tennes-
seean, who feil at the massacre at Ge-
liad in 18386,

Itremained unsettied until 1874, when
there was one or two rauches estab-
lished. Other raachmen foliowed, and
in 1880 the coungy could boast of 8ftecn
or twenty Inhgbitants, There was mo
further development until early in 188a,
when the town of Haskell was lald off,
and by donating lots & few settiers were
induced to build 1esidences, and in Jan-
uary 1888 the connty erganised with a
yliad vote of fiity-seven electors.

Up to 1684 the soil had never been
turned by s plow,and the people de-
pended upon raising cattle, slieep and
horses, as the natural grasses furnishes
food both winter and summer for im-
me ss herds. The poorer people made
money by gathering many thoussnd
tons of buffalo bones and shipping them
east to be made Into fertilizers used in
the old statesa

Experiments were made in 1885 with
garden products, corn, oats, wheat, rye,
barley and cotton and the yield was
bountlful. The acreage in farms have
increased o at least 30,000,

TOPOGRAPHY.

The county s sn undulated plaine,
with oocasional creeks and branches.
It Is bounded on the morth by that pic-
turesque stream, the Salt Fork of the
Braszos, and on the west by Double-
Mountain Fork.

There are s few washes and gulches
along the breaks and rivers, but with
rivers, breaks, rocks and poor land com-
binded their area in Haakell county
would not exceed 10,000 acres that wonld
not be fine agricultural land.

WATER.

It s traversed by numerous creeks
and branches Lesides the rivers mea-
tioned, some of which are fed by neves
failing springs of purest water.

Besides the nuomerous dranches thet
afford water for stock sl. the tlne, the
south half of the ceuntry is traversed by
Paint and Calllopnia creeks with their
pumerous tributi®ies draining the south

half of the county.
The north hali Is traversed from
northwest to northeast by Lake and

Miller creeks whose tributaries furnish
water and draginage for the same,

Besides Lhe sarfuce water there ia an
asbundance te be obtained by digging
from 15 to 40 feet, and all of a good qus!-
ity, some of which is unsurpassed by
that of any section in the state for puri-
ty and temperature,

BOIL,

The soil is an alluvial loam ol great
depth and fertility, varying in color
'rom a red to & dark chocolate, and by
reagon of ita porosity and friable nature,
when thoroughly plowed, readily drinks
in the rainfall and for the like reason
the soil readily drains fteell of the sur-
plus water, thereby preventing stagna-
tion of the water and the baking of the
soil, and the germination of miasma.
It is those peculiar qualities of soil that
enables vegetation to withstand all wa-
rioties of weather.

Except mesquite grubs sad stampe
which are easlly extracted, there are
no obstrugtions to plows and the land
