Crop losses in 1983 were very
large, corn yields were down as
much as 48 percent according to
USDA estimates. Crops under
some form of conservation tillage
were in better shape than those
under conventional tillage, said
Peter Myers, Chief of USDA-
SCS. The reason-- improved
moisture holding capacity on
fields with conservation tillage.
Work has been done to show that
clean tilled soils retain only an
average of 35 percent of the soil
moisture in wet years, and in dry
years they actually lose water.
The critical point is that soil will
dry out to the depth to which it
has been worked.

Crop residues improve the soil
moisture content first by reduc-
ing the runoff by 25 percent over
operations where residues are
removed, allowing water to
‘‘soak’’ into the soil. Crop resi-
dues also shade the soil surface,
cooling it several degrees and
reducing evaporation losses dur-

~ anything  more critical to a
dryland farmer than soil moist-
ure?

: Much of the cropland in Coke

County is relatively level and

may have as great a wind erosion

problem as water, said Eph

Cummins, District Conservation-

ist. Crop residues are the most

effective means of reducing soil
erosion due to wind. Standing
residue, stubble, has the effect of
lifting the wind away from the
soil surface. Flat residue is also
very effective in reducing wind
erosion by providing a protective
layer between the soil surface
and wind. When soil is not
adequately protected, tillage is
needed to roughen the soil sur-
face, which maintains water in-
take and reduces erosion. Induc-
ing soil roughness is mainly for
emergency erosion control, and is
a short lived practice, needing

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Crop residue can
help save topsoil

repeated frequently to be effect-
ive. Again, living or dead vegeta-
tion is much more effective than
surface roughness in reducing
erosion.

Another advantage of conser-
vation tillage is the saving of
energy, both in many hours and
fuel costs. U.S. Department of
Agriculture estimates show a
reduction in production costs of
as much as $36.00 per acre for
farmers using conservation till-
age. These savings result from
reduced labor, fuel and machi-
nery (ownership and mainte-
nance) costs.

Tillage systems used vary de-
pending upon crop, soil, water
management, and potential ero-
sion problems. No one system
may be successful every year, a
different sequence of operations
may be required to .maximize
crop responses. As residue levels
decline, as the soil surface seals,
and as the possibility for wind
and water erosion increases, it
becomes necessary to till the soil.
However, if the soil surface is
protected with residue, if weeds
are controlled, and the soil has
good water uptake, tillage is now
needed.

Conservation tillage is said to
achieve several ends at the same
time: it reduces erosion; it redu-
ces energy and labor costs; it
reduces runoff and sedimenta-
tion; and it improves plant-soil
and water relationship, thereby
increasing operation profitability.

45 YEARS AGO

Editor’s Note-- April 21, 1939
edition was devoted to the Ob-
server’s Golden Anniversary -
1889-1939. The following is from
that issue.

J.A. Knight, one of the found-
ers of Coke County, worked at
Coke’s first gin, on the Snyder
Ranch powered by a Steam
engine, over 40 years ago. It was
called the Yellow Wolf Gin,
burned mesquite wood, and turn-
ed out 8 bales a day. Knight was
engineer and rode horseback
from Valley View, drew $1.25 a
day, wages for skilled work then.

The second gin in the county
was operated by his father of
Ralph and Frank Harris, at the
Harris Ranch. The ranch used the
cottonseed for feed, thé farmers
did not need them. Harris offered
the ginning for the seed, the
farmers gladly accepted, and the
seed was stacked in great ricks
near the gin. 5

The first thrasher here -- ‘‘a
ground-hog’’ machine was run by
two mules who had to walk in an
inclined run-around.

Marvin Stewart landed in Coke
County Jan. 8, 1889. His mother,
Mrs. C.D. Stewart, now of Robert
Le¢, has been in the county a
long time. Mr. and Mrs. Stewart
first came from Abilene to the
Moro mountain country, then
brought sheep to Edith.

‘“No, Hayrick wasn’t a wide
place in the road. There wasn’t
any road.”’ Uncle Johnnie Vestal
referred to the year 1889, the
year Hayrick was built and he
opened a blacksmith shop there.
There was a kind of road or trail

that entered the northeastern
part of the county and came by
the Jim Byrd place on Indian
creek, where one of the first
settlers had a dugout.

Hayrick Mountain gave its
name to Hayrick, established at
the foot of the mountain. Evi-
dently the first white men named
this butte from its shape which
resembles a huge haystack. The
first trails passed near its foot
and many an eye used the
mountain as a marker to regain
bearings on their journey to the
west.

Dan and W.H. Campbell miss-
ed being charter citizens by a few
months. Their father, the late
J.H. Campbell, came to Sanco
country to locate before the
organization of the county and
did buy the place on which he
lived until his death a few years
ago, but he returned to an
eastern county and did not bring
his family until after the organi-
zation.

‘We join others in extending
our congratulations and best
wishes to the Observer for its 50
Years of faithful service to Coke
County. We should have a feeling
of gratitude to all our early
pioneers. McNeil Wylie, County
Judge; H.C. Varnadore, Com-
missioner Prct.

J.N. Buchanan recalls he ran
this ad, ‘‘Jess‘Buchanan is still in
the Barber business’’ and it ran
18 years in the Observer without
changing.
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Tommy Lee, operator of the
Wilcockson Ranch south of Rob-
ert Lee, recently tried an unusual
experiment for cactus control.

He chained 100 acres of dense
pear and mesquite in hopes of
finding a more economical treat-

. ment. If the weather cooperates

and he gets good grass growth
this summer, he may burn the
area next winter to kill the
cactus.

Or he may spray with picloram.
Research has shown that damag-
ed and bruised cactus can some-
times be controlled with smaller
amounts of chemical. Pear which
Lee sprayed last fall is looking
very sick now.

Do you have a brush problem on
your ranch?

T.K.and Louise Whiteside have
a brush problem on their land

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SOIL INSECT CONTROL
IN VEGETABLE GARDENS

As vegetable gardeners in
Coke County prepare for spring
planting, their first step should
be to control soil insects.

Soil insects can reduce vege-
table quality and yields if left
uncontrolled.

For effective control, mix in-
secticides into the soil at a depth
of 4-6 inches at least two weeks
before the garden plot is planted.

Among destructive soil insects
are wireworms,
seed corn maggots, cabbage
maggots, mole crickets, sow-
bugs, slugs, snails and cut-
worms. Some destroy plant
seeds, roots, tubers and under-
ground stem parts while others
cut off young plants at or near the
soil surface.

Most soil insects can be con-

trolled with diazinon 25 percent
liquid concentration or Spectra-
cide 6000 applied as a S percent

granule. Granules usually give .

the best control. If cutworms or
sowbugs become a problem after
the garden has been planted,
broadcast S percent Sevin bait
over the soil surface. This bait
containing metaldehyde will also
control slugs and snails. Howev-
er, it is not formulated to be
mixed into soil.

Garden sites planted for the
first time or those previously in
grass or weeds are more: likely to
harbor damaging numbers of soil
pests. Before treating with an
insecticide, inspect the garden
site by taking soil samples at
several locations to a depth of S to
6 inches. Remove one square foot
section of soil from each location
and record the number of soil
insect pests present. As a general
rule, an average of one or more
soil insects per sample suggests
the need for insecticide treat-
ment.

ADD ORGANIC MATTER
TO GARDEN

Adding plenty of organic mat-
ter to your soil is one of the keys
to a successful garden.

Organic matter improves the
drainage and aeration of clay
soils and helps sandy soils hold
water and nutrients.

Spread a 2-to 4-inch layer of
peat moss, hay, compost, leaves,
manure or even shredded news-

" papers over the garden surface

and work it into a depth of 6 to 8
inches. Before working in the
compost, add the recommended
rate of fertilizer so that it will
become part of the soil mix.

Many gardeners prefer using a
shovel or spading fork when
working 'up the ground, but
others like using rototillers.

These tips are suggested to
make the tilling job easier:

--Till when soil is fairly dry and
friable. Tilling wet soil leaves
behind large clods and causes
mud to cling to tiller blades, thus
upsetting the tiller’s balance.

--Leave an untilled row be-
tween passes since wide turns
are easier to make than ‘‘about
faces.”” This also keeps the
machine from pulling itself and
you toward the next row.

--Reduce engine speed when
breaking new ground or when
tilling heavy clay soils so the tiller
will dig better and bounce less.

--Set the brake stake half the
desired depth when tilling
ground the first time around.
Then set it to full depth and go

.over the ground a second time.
