AUSTIN, TEX.-- State Comp-
troller Bob Bullock Thursday sent
checks totaling $46.3 million in
local sales payments to the 985
cities that levy the one-percent
city sales tax.

““These receipts are up more
than 16 percent over last year,”’
Bullock said. ‘‘This is just exactly
where I estimated they would be
when I gave the Legislature its
estimate of revenues last year.
Texas is in the thick of the
national'economic recovery. Let’s
just hope we stay there.’’

Robert Lee received $2,282.95
compared with $1,611.84 for the
same period last year bringing
the 1984 year to date total to
10.65% ahead of 1983,

Bronte received $835.39 com-
pared with $547.19 for the same

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‘Contests’ need scrutiny

COLLEGE STATION-- That
official-looking letter announcing
you have won an expensive prize
which can be claimed by attend-
ing a resort area sales meeting
may seem too good to be true.

Unfortunately, these offers --
typically used to promote land
sales or timesharing a vacation
home -- often are too good to be
true, says Dr. Marjorie Smith, a
resource management specialist
with the Texas A&M University
Agricultural Extension Service
home economics-program,

Many of the prizes are less
expensive imitations of luxury
items, she says. To collect these
prizes, consumers may be sub-
jected to high-pressure sales
tactics used during sales meet-
ings. :

Consumers who sign contracts
at these sales meetings may also
find it difficult to cancel without
losing some money, says: the
specialist. That’s why it’s impor-
tant to carefully conmsider any
purchase before signing a ‘con-
tract, cautions Smith.

Due to a growing number of
complaints from consumers, the
Federal Trade Commission' has
issued the following warnings
about these promotions:

e Do not be swayed by official-
looking letters. Some contest
promoters use an official-looking
name or envelope that looks like

it contains an important tele-
gram.

e Read the letter carefully,
especially the fine print. Some-
times the letter may tell you the
cash value of each prize or that
you are required to attend a sales
meeting as part of the contest.

e Carefully consider attending
a sale meeting simply to win an
expensive prize. It is unlikely that
you will win a truly valuable
prize. If you are interested in
finding out more about the
vacation property being promot-
ed, however, you may want to
attend. -

® Do not immediately sign a
contract or give the salesperson a
deposit if you attend a sales
meeting. Resist offers that are
supposedly for a ‘‘limited time’’
or efforts to make you buy on the
spot. You cannot count on being
able to cancel and get your
money back unless the contract
clearly spells out your right to do
so. Take a few days to consider
your decision and get additional
information. You can call the
Better Business Bureau or other
consumer agencies to inquire
about the seller’s reputation.

e Make sure you read the
contract carefully before signing.
A salesperson may make many
claims that are not in the con-
tract, but it’s the contract that
counts.

April tabbed ‘Buckle-up Month’

SAN ANGELO-- Governor
Mark White has declared April
“‘Buckle-Up’’ Month and urged
all Texans to buckle-up them-
selves and their children in cars.
Citing an estimated 3,850 traffic
deaths in Texas last year, White
noted that traffic collisions are
the leading cause of accidental
death, especially for young peo-
ple.

Texas leads the nation in traffic

- deaths of children between the
ages of 0 and 4. At least 162
children in Texas in that age
group died while riding as pas-
sengers in motor vehicles within
the last two years, according to
Department of Public Safety ac-
cident records.

According to national esti-
mates of use, only about 15

percent of drivers wear safety
belts. About 27 percent of child-
ren are properly protected in
vehicles.

Everyone should ‘‘take a few
extra seconds to protect themsel-
ves and their passengers by the
use of safety belts and car
seats,”’ said White, who is an
habitual safety belt user.

The National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration estimates
that safety belt use could reduce
traffic deaths by as much as 50
percent. Among infants and
young children that estimate of
lives saved goes as high as 90
percent. Safety belts have also
been cited as a major line of
defense against the drunk driver,
as the best protection now avail-
able in a collision.

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Beef Is Favorite Meat
Of Majority of Texans

Texans rank beef as the
most heavily consumed meat,
over poultry, fish, or pork
according to a recent survey
of eating habits by the Depart-
ment of Rural Sociology, Texas
Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion, Texas A&M University
System.

In examining recent con-
sumption trends for six com-
modities, the state-wide survey
indicated that close to half of
adult Texans were eating about
the same way as they had last
year, according to Drs. Patricia
Guseman and Wm. Alex
McIntosh.

However, where changes
had occurred, respondents
tended to be consuming less
beef and pork but were eating
more fish, poultry, fruit and
vegetables than they were last
year.

Although a majority sug-
gested they would not be
revising eating patterns over
the coming year, those that
indicated a change in intake
suggested they would be con-
suming less red meat and
more poultry, fish, fruit and
vegetables.

Since the production of meat
animals in Texas has consis-
tently provided almost half of

the agriculturally-based cash
receipts for the State, such
trends are of vital importance
to agricultural producers. In
1982, cattle and calves com-
prised 419 of all Texas
commodity receipts.

Nationwide, individual con-
sumers spend more for beef
than any other single food.
Over one-fourth of adult
Texans now eat beef five times
or more a week and two-
thirds have beef during any
24-hour period.

Cuts in beef consumption
were noted by some females
although again, almost half
felt their intake had remained
the same over the last year.

A drop in consumption by
women could cause a trickle
effect that would lead to
reduced consumption for all
househould members, Guse-
man noted.

On the other hand, young
adults, more than any other
group, suggested they would
be eating more beef, as well as
other meats.

"Dieting was related to
reduced consumption of beef
and pork,” Guseman noted,
“and increased intakes of
poultry and fish. Concerns for
health and nutrition were
associated with increased con-
sumption of vegetables and
fruit, but had no consistent
relationship with consump-
tion of red meat.”

TIPS

Finding annuals and
perennials- that will flower
and bloom profusely in the
sunny parts of your yard is
not difficult. It does not
always seem quite as easy,
however, to find plants that
will add color to the partly
sunny and downright shady
areas of your yard.

The following are a
few plants, some with col-
orful flowers and some with
colorful foliage, that will
add beauty and accent to
those shady areas.

Begonias: This is per-
haps the best flowering
plant in Texas for color in
the shade. There are
hundreds of different varia-
tions, with flower colors
including pink, red, and
white.

Plant
the bulbs in midspring,
once the soil has warmed
considerably. Caladiums
grow from 12 to 20 inches

Any flowers should
be removed immediately.
Height varies from 12 10 30
inches. Coleus does well in
the shade or part shade and
provides good color from
spring through fall.
Impatiens: This flow-
ering plant offers brilliant,
intensely-colored flowers
for shady places. Flower
colors include reds,
oranges, pinks, white, pur-
ples, and other intense col-

ors. The plants spread and
are best used in mass plant-
ings. Height varies from 6
to 24 inches. Give impatiens
adequate moisture and
watch for spider mites in
the heat of summer.

Four O'Clock: This
fragrantly-scented flower
blooms in the late after-
noon. Colors include red,
pink, white, and yellow.
Plants grow 2 to 3 feet tall
and will reseed themselves.
Four O’'Clocks grow in
shade or part shade, and
will even grow in sunny
locations if watered ade-
quately.

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Facts About Fire

Here are some fire preven-
tion tips from the experts:

e If your home has a fire-
place, make sure the chim-
ney is professionally in-
spected and cleaned annual-
ly before the heating season
to get rid of obstructions
and creosote accumulation.

e Never start a fire in the
fireplace or in a woodstove
by using gasolme or other
fla mabl uids.

e Keep a box of baking
soda handy in the kitchen in
case ‘a small grease or elec-
trical fire breaks out. To
extinguish, toss handfuls of
baking soda at the base of

the flames. When baking
soda is heated, it releases
carbon dioxide which will
smother the flames. Since
ARM & HAMMER®Baking
Soda is of food grade puri-
ty, it won’t hurt the food
being cooked.

Hostility and Heart Disease

Hostility may be a key
aspect of the “Type A”
behavior profile — the hard-
driving, impatient person who
is at higher risk than others
of having heart attacks, said
Redford B. Williams, Jr.,, M.D,,
at a recent American Heart
Association meeting.

Not all Type
heart attacks,
at Duke University Medical
Center in Durham, NC, over
the last seven years, Type A
patients showed more severe
coronary heart disease than
others. And the Type A’s
who scored high on an exper-
imental ‘‘hostility”’ scale from
the standard personality as-
sessment questionnaire, the
Minnesota Multiphasic Inven-
tory (MMPI), had a particu-
larly high rate of heart disease
reported Dr. Williams, asso-
ciate professor of medicine
and professor of psychiatry.

Dr. Williams studied the
records of 255  physicians
who had taken the MMPI
25 years earlier, while in
medical school. Those who
scored low on the hostility
scale had a less than three
percent heart attack rate
during the ensuing 25 years,
compared with more than a
12 percent rate for those with
higher range hostility scores
— nearly a five-fold difference.
Their death rates from all
causes followed this same
pattern, being lower among
the low-hostility men.

Numerous researchers are
investigating the mechanisms,
by putting Type A’s and the
more calm Type B individuals
through stressful experiments

in laboratories. Type A’s
show larger boosts in blood
pressure, and larger increases
in blood levels of epinephrine
and cortisol, the adrenal hor-
mones that cause blood vessels
to constrict, Dr. Williams said.

The Duke researchers
found, among Type A men
given simple arithmetic prob-

lems, physiologic and hor-
monal reactions similar to
those seen in emergency

and fight-or-flight situations.

Dr. Williams

Excessive levels of the adrenal
hormones and of testosterone,
the male sex hormone, have
been implicated in animal
studies in the hardening and
narrowing of arteries.

Further studies are neces-

sary to determine if the
higher hormonal responses
observed so far in some

Type A persons are causative
factors in heart disease, Dr.
Williams said. If susceptible
people could be identified
early, then preventive mea-
sures could be taken to

save their lives,

The first Easter trail Peter
Cottontail hopped down was in
Pennsylvania, and that first trip
took place in 1728, long before
commercial egg dyes became
popular.

Back then many Pennsylvania
Dutch children used natural dyes
from herbs and foods to dye the
eggs that were then exchanged
as tokens of good times to come.

This' Easter your children
might enjoy making their own
dye (with your help) as well as
coloring the eggs. They might
even learn something about the
many uses of foodstuffs along th
way. ~

For softer, lighter shades,
prepare the dye and strain it to
remove the herbs, roots or food-
stuff used to obtain the color.
Then, dip and turn pre-cooked
eggs in the dye until you get a
pretty shade. To create a deeper
shade, simply make the dye and
cook the eggs at the same time,
allowing the eggs to simmer for
as long as 20 minutes to reach the
deepest hues.

Another method of dyeing
eggs is to wrap raw eggs in bits of
the dye-making plant or food and
then tie them in cheesecloth.
When the eggs are boiled the dye

is transferred directly to the -

eggshell, leaving a unique mot-
tled effect.

Adding vinegar or alum to the
dyeing mixture will increase the
strength of the dye. :

Here are some ‘‘recipes’ for
various colors:

For yellow dye use chamomile
tea or dandelion blossoms, pour
boiling water over the tea or
blossoms, cover and let stand for
half an hour. Strain the liquid and
add a teaspoon of vinegar and
dye is ready.

Make gold dye by simmering
two tablespoons of tumeric for 20
minutes. Add a teaspoon of
vinegar before dyeing eggs.
Since tumeric does not dissolve,
the coloring will be slightly
marbelized.

A brass-brown shade results
from onion skins, even red onion
skins. Place the skins in a pan of

the liquid and add a teaspoon of
vinegar and the dye is ready.

Lavender-blue eggs can be
made with blueberries or grapes.
Crush the berries or grapes by
hand or in a blender. Add water
and simmer for a few minutes.
Strain the mixture and add a
teaspoon of vinegar to complete
the dye. Use a similar method to
make robins-egg blue from cab-
bage.

Mint leaves will make pale
green Easter eggs. Pour boiling
water over mint leaves, cover and
let simmer for half an hour.
Strain the mixture and add a
teaspoon of vinegar to complete
the dye.

Any of the dye-stuffs can be
wrapped around or folded against
a raw egg and enclosed in
cheesecloth and then boiled to
obtain unusual patterns of color
on the egg.

Tick-transmitted disease

can be fatal to

Texas veterinarians are report-
ing an increasing number of
cases of Canine Ehrlichiosis (pro-
nounced early early-ki-o’sis), a
potentially fatal dog disease.

Originally introduced to the
U.S. from Vietnam, the disease is
transmitted by ticks and aggrava-
ted by stress, according to an
article published recently in the
Texas Veterinary Medical Jour-
nal.

Veterinary internal medicine
specialists say early symptoms
may include listlessness, fever,
poor appetite and weight loss,
followed by depletion of red
and/or white blood cells and
decreased blood platelets. If not
properly diagnosed and treated
during the early phase, some
dogs may be subject to a severe
chronic phase of the disease
50-100 days after infection. This
stage of the disease is frequently
fatal, with treatment often unre-
warding and animals living only a
few days.

The disease is characterized as
rickettsia, which is smaller than a
bacteria but larger than a virus.

Dogs possibly infected with the
disease should be tested for
Ehrlichiosis (blood test) by a
veterinarian.
