The home unit also has a timer
which, when set, could tell the 
response center a person had not 
moved or could not be contacted 
in 12 or 24 hours.

The County hopes to begin the 
program in Robert Lee by Sept. 
1. Bronte cannot participate until 
January when the city will be 
equipped with direct dialing serv­
ice from General Telephone Com­
pany. At the present time only 
those with one-party lines will be 
able to utilize the Emergency 
Alert System.

The lease on the home alert 
unit is $11.00 per month. For 
those unable to subscribe to the 
program, grants may be available 
for the system. For more inform­
ation on the financial aid and the 
alert system, call Judge Den­
man’s ofilce in the County Court­
house.

Many civic organizations and 
other public service groups acro­
ss the country are making Life­
line one of their volunteer proje­
cts, either financially or as resp­
onse volunteers.

Lifeline can often mean the 
difference between an elderly or 
handicapped person remaining 
independent at home or being 
institutionalized. Everyone is ur­
ged to give some thought to the 
Emergency Alert System. A deci­
sion to sponsor the response 
system could spell reassurance 
and aid for your loved one.

SMITHS GO TO HAWAII
EDITOR’S NOTE-Willis and 
Wanda Smith, accompanied by 
her sister and husband, Wendell 
and Betty Jo Lammers of Hous­
ton, have just returned from an 8 
day vacation trip to the Hawaiian 
Islands. Below are highlights of 
that trip.

We left Robert Lee June 7 and 
flew with Betty and Wendell 
Lammers from Houston to Dallas 
for a non-stop flight to Honolulu.

We were on Waikiki Beach for 
3 days sightseeing Pearl Harbor, 
the Arizona Memorial, Punch­
bowl National Cemetery, old 
Chinatown, lolani Palace, the 
celebration of King Kamekama- 
ha; first ruler of the islands, 
birthday with the traditional lei- 
draping ceremony. We spent a 
day long tour of Oahu Island 
sightseeing mountains, volcanic 
craters, sugar cane and pineapp­
le flelds, cliff diving, and the 

famous beaches and historical 
ba ys.The highlight was a dinner 
cruise around Waikiki with Poly­
nesian entertainment.

June 11, we flew on Mid 
Pacific Air to Maui, the second 
largest of the Hawaiian Islands. 
Here we stayed the remaining 
time on Kaanapali beach touring 
the remote regions of Haleakala 

Crater, a vast sleeping volcano, 
which is considered dormant (not 
extinct) because it last erupted in 
1790, a relatively recent occuran- 
ce in geological time.

All roads wind along the 
coastline on the islands acquaint­
ing visitors with inter-island mo­
untains with deep canyons, sharp 
ridges, and wave action carved 
cliffs going straight to the water’s 
edge. On the road to La Perouse 
Bay the lava flow from Pu’u 
Pimoe cinder cone astounded us

with its violent effects from 
volcanic eruptions. Miles of thi­
ck, black molten rocks slide from 
the cone into the bay.

The Lahaina region, which is 3 
miles from our hotel, is rich in 
history. Tradition tells of power­
ful chiefs living here in ancient 
times. Lahaina became the capit­
ol of Hawaii in 1820; it remained 
the seat of government for 34 
years until Honolulu took that 
role.

In the mid 1840’s, Lahaina was 
a popular whaling port with more 
than 400 ships calling every year. 
Now it is a National Historical 
Landmark area.

Our last nigh on Maui and the 
highlight of our stay was a sunset 
beachside Aloha Luau.
