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Mayor responds to poor 
quality water allegations

EDITOR’S NOTE: B^ow is a 
letter from Mayor Robert Va* 
ughan concembig the quality 
of the city water in Robert 
Lee.

When the rumors started 
concerning the quality of dri­
nking water in Roben Lee, 
The City called the Regional 
Office of the Texas Depart­
ment of Health for assistance. 
Mike Menzies of the regional 
office came within two hours 
of the call. He examined the 
results of all the samples of 
drinking water submitted to 
the Health Department Lab­
oratory for the past several 
months. All of them were 
clear of any ccntsmination. 
Six samples are taken each 
month over the city of Robert 
Lee and taken to the State 
laboratory for testing.

Mr. Menzies also talked to 
the hospital administrator and 
the supply doctor. Dr. Terry 
Pulse, who has now gone back 
to Dallas.

The two people who were ill 
are employed by the Hospital 
in Rol^rt Lee, one in the 
kitchen, and the other in 
maintenance. One of the pat­
ients was sent to San Angelo 
for treatment. Dr. Pulse told 
Mr. Menzies that he was 
diagnosed as having Amoeba 
Hystoleticus. The regional of­
fice was notified and the 
Austin Department of Health 
was contacted. They reported 
that although this baciteria 
can be found in water, it is not 
norm ally transm itted this 
way. Further checUng on this

is being done by the health 
department in Austin.

Under the rules of the Texas 
Health Department, if sam­
ples submitted by a city shows 
presence of coliform, check 
samples are immediately tak­
en and if these are bad, the 
department of Health imme­
diately helps the city find the 
source of contamination and to 
correct it.

Only the Department of 
Health, County Health Offi­
cer, and the City are authori­
zed to issue this information.

In the future if you have any 
questions concerning the qua­
lity of Robert Lee’s drinking 
water, call the City Hall and 
you will be given correct 
information.

How Gardeners Can 
Beat the Sun

"Carelessness”  is the rnain 
factor in the more than 50,000 
people injured each year in 
accidents involving power la­
wn mowers.

Proper mower servicing, 
observing standard operating 
precautions, and picking up 
rocks and other objects from 
the lawn prior to mowing will 
eliminate most accidents.

The lawn mower should be 
routinely serviced each time 
before taking it out of the 
garage to mow the lawn. A 
properly operating mower is 
safer to use and cuts grass 
better than one in poor shape.

Routine service includes 
checking the blade for nicks 
and cra^s, checking the blade 
to be sure it is securely 
attached to the shaft, checking 
the crankcase oil level in 
4-cyde engines, and filling the 
fuel tank with fi^sh regular 
gasoline.

Always disconnect the spa­
rk plug wire before examining 
the blade. The condition of the 
blade is critical to the mower’s 
oneration and safety. Remove, 
sharpen and balance the bl̂ d̂e 
several times during the mow­
wing season. Replace damag­
ed blades.

Service the carburetor air 
and change the crankcase oil 
after every 25 hours of opera­
tion, or at the manufacturer’s 
recommendation. Also dean 
the mower after each use to 
reduce rust and corrosion and 
to prevent overheating, both 
of which reduce life of the 
mower.

Another reason for keeping

your mower clean is to reduce 
the amount of dirt getting into 
the engine. Clean the outside 
of the engine, the cooling fins 
on the cylinder wall, and the 
blade housing with a stifi 
brush and soap and water or a 
degreaser.

Also dean the muffler and 
exhaust parts so that the 
exhaust system does not be­
come restricted. Cleaning the 
mower regularly will extend 
its life and will also aid in 
detecting worn or broken pa­
rts before they cause exten­
sive damage.

Before mowing scout the 
lawn closely and remove any 
objects that might be picked 
up by the mower blade.

While operating the mower, 
follow these precautions:

—Never aUow children to 
play in the area where you are 
mowing since the blade can 
pick up and throw rocks and 
other objects.

—Avoid mowing up and 
down slopes—always mow ac­
ross the slope to prevent 
slipping under the mower 
housing.

-Always push rather than 
pull the mower.

—Never leave a mower run­
ning while unattended.

—When starting the mower, 
put your foot on its housing to 
puU the starter cord.

Caution and common sense 
will prevent most lawn mow­

er-related acddents. That me-- 
ans keeping your lawn mower 
in good condition and using 
good judgement.

Many Texans don’t plant fall 
crops because it means planting 
during the hot summer, when 
young plants have a harder time 
surviving. But don’t let the sun 
keep you from growing the deli­
cious vegetables that do so well in 
fall gardens. Get a jump on summer 
afflictions and you can raise numer­
ous crops, including spinach, broc­
coli, tomatoes, onions and greens.

When planting a fall garden, 
set out transplants late in the day 
when temperatures are cooler. This 
will help the tender young plants 
avoid the stress o f a full day o f sun­
shine combined with the stress of 
transplanting. Then, provide shade 
to protect the plants from the after­
noon sun. One easy method is to 
put tomato cages around them and 
fasten burlap sacks, newspaper, or 
foil to the west side. Leave the 
shades in place for about a week or 
two.

The high soil temperature of 
late summer can adversely affect 
germination o f crops. To help cool 

the soil, you can 
lay newspapers, 
burlap sacks or 
even boards over 
seeded areas. 
Be sure to keep 
watching close­
ly for signs o f 
sprouting and 
then remove the 
covering.

Another common summer 
problem is crusting in the soil. To 
help prevent it, water the soil before 
planting the seed instead of after. 
Watering after planting may. result 
in the formation o f a crust that 
seedlings can’t penetrate.

To further reduce crusting, 
when putting seeds in the ground, 
push each seed down to the desired 
depth with your index finger. The

tight column of soil compressed 
beneath the seed will act as a wick 
to draw moisture to the seed.

It is very important in fall gar­
dens to apply enough water, but it 
should be done in frequent, light 
applications rather than in occa­
sional heavy drenchings. Also, be 
sure to mulch your plants to help 
them retain moisture and keep their 
roots cool.

Most o f all, be patient. Keep 
your plants healthy and soon the 
days will be cooler and the harvest 
will be better.

This is the first in a series of 
articles dealing with the stati­
stics, the law in Texas, and 
the attitudes behind driving 
while intoxicated.
A WONDERFUL MACHINE

Imagine a wonderfiil new 
machine that would make live 
easier and more enjoyable. It 
would be durable, relatively 
easy to maintain, and afford­
able to most consumers. It 
would revolutionize our way of 
life and everyone would be 
ecstatic to have one. But there 
is one catch. Each year, in 
order to have this machine, we 
would have to sacrifice some
40.000 lives.

Preposterous? Absurd? The 
American people would never 
stand for it, you say. And yet 
that is the price we pay each 
year in automobile accidents, 
not including the price in 
human suffering and property 
damage—accidents cau s^  in 
large numbers by drunk dri­
vers.

Drunk driving kills more 
people than homicides—injur­
es more people than guns. 
More Americans have died at 
the hands of drunk drivers 
during the past two years than 
died in the ten years of Viet 
Nam. In the U.S. alone, 
drinking drivers cause about
26.000 deaths each year—71 
people every day.

Department of Public Safety 
statistics show that D.W.I. 
was a contributing factor in 
35,370 accidents on Texas 
roadways in 1983. Some 1,006 
fatalities were attributable to 
drunk-driving-related acci­
dents, although it is believed 
that that number would be 
much higher if Texas law 
required blood alcohol meas­
urements firom all drivers 
involved in fatal accidents. Of 
those 1,006 deaths, 509 were 
the drunk drivers themselves.

The property damage in 
dollar amount is more than 
that done by forgers, burglars 
and robbers all added togeth­
er. More than 25% of all auto 
insurance premiums go to pay 
for the damage done by 
drinking drivers. It is estimat­
ed that society’s loss in one 
year for wages, productivity, 
medical and legal costs, pur­
chasing power, and the like 
caused by deaths and injuries 
in drunk driver wrecks ex­
ceeds $24 billion.

What are your chances of 
becoming a victim of drunk 
driving? If you are between 
the ages of 16 and 24, it is 
your leading cause of death. 
On an average weekend night, 
one out of every ten drivers on 
the road is drunk. It should 
come as no surprise that 
drunk driving is the most 
common fcwm of violent death 
in the nation. Your chances of 
being involved in a D.W.I. 
collision sometime in your life 
are 1 in 2.

No question about it: the 
statistics are firighteningl V ^ - 
at has been done about it? 
What can be done about it? 
The next article will examine 
Texas law on D.W.I. and the 
efforts of Texas lawmakers to 
address the problem.

Each person uses about 

80 gallons of water a day 
around the house. During 
summer months, even more is 
used in the yard. With the 
drought conditions the way 
they are, we can not continue 
to use water as freely as we 
have before. At the rate of 80 
gallons per day, that's 29,200 
gallons per person per yearl

About 76% of the water 
used in a home is used in the 
bathroom; 45% for toUets, 
and 30% for bathing. Launchy 
and dishes account for 20%, 
while drinking and cocddng 
account for only 5%.

You can save water in the 
bathroom, and energy (from 
the hot water heater) as well 
by observing the following 
procedures:

1. Five minutes may be long 
enough for a shower. A show* 
er whhout a water-saving 
shower head uses 5 to 10 
gallons o f water a minute.

2. Buy a flow restrictor. 
This inexpensive device ma­
kes water flow through a 
smaller opening and can cut 
your water use in half.

America’ s exceedingly strong recovery continues to gain 
momentum across Texas as well as the rest o f  the nation. 
From all econom ic indications, this recovery is developing 
into one o f  the strongest in recent history. .

On the national level, factories are operating at their 
highest capacity in four years, an average o f  81 7 percent 
in June. Domestic auto sales inceased to an 8.3 million an­
nual rate in June, 19.9 percent higher than during the sec­
ond quarter in 1983. The Index o f  Industrial Production in 
June was 21.3 percent above the recession’ s low and 8.1 per­
cent above January 1981 levels.

Additionally, consumer prices have risen only 4.2 per­
cent in the past 12 months. The 1983 inflation rate was 3.8 
percent, the smallest annual rise since 1972. It was only 1979, 
that an inflation rate o f  13.3 percent was plaguing our 
nation.

O f m ajor consequence to Texas, Hispanic unemploy­

o f  January 1981, a larger decrease than had been seen dur­
ing the previous four years. This indicates that we are mak­
ing real progress in closing the gap which has caused 
Hispanics to suffer more severely than the population at 
large. The unemployment rate across Texas is 4.8 percent 
compared to a high o f  8.7 percent just a few years ago.

In Texas, our econom ic difficulties arose primarily due 
to factors not connected with the national recession. In the 
past, the strength o f  the South Texas econom y has been 
dependent upon the retail trade from  Mexico.

As important as the Mexican econom y is and will con ­
tinue to be in the Southwest, never again must we allow our 
econom y to becom e inextricably bound to that o f  our 
neighbors to the south.

We have initiated several measures to benefit South 
Texas such as the establishment o f  Foreign Trade Zones.

This will serve as a long term vehicle for the Hispanic 
business community to seek econom ic opportunities. 
Hispanic business has experienced a 65 percent growth rate 
over the past five years. Three o f  the fastest growing 
Hispanic businesses in the nation are located in Texas.

I believe this recovery will continue at the speed and 
strength it has demonstrated. It is a strong signal that good 
econom ic times lie ahead for America.

But to avoid be­
ing misled, consumers must, 
become informed about nutri­
tion and carefully read the 
labels on the food products 
they buy, says the nutritionist.

High Blood Pressure in Women
Nearly 34 million Ameri­

cans — about one in six — have 
high blood pressure. Only a 
small portion o f  all those who 
have this disease are being 
adequately treated. Does it 
really matter? Yes, because 
uncontrolled high blood pres­
sure may lead to heart failure, 
stroke, kidney damage, and 
more.

Help your heart! Have 
your blood pressure checked. 
That’s the only way you can 
tell whether you have high 
blood pressure. A reading o f 
120/80 is about normal ifor 
most people. A blood pressure 
reading o f  160/95 is con­
sidered by most doctors to be 
high. If this reading stays high 
on repeated examinations, 
most physicians would begin 
therapy. i

Doctors don’t know what 
causes high blood pressure 
except in a few rare cases. 
Research scientists — many o f  
whom receive financial sup­
port from the American Heart 
Association, its afHliates and 
components — are studying 
this mysterious disease.

Men and women, whites 
and non-whites, are affected 
by high blood pressure. Dr. 
Harriet P. Dustan o f  the 
University o f Alabama Medi­
cal Center, Birmingham, gives 
this advice to women:

* Taking con tracep tive  
pills is associated with high 
blood pressure in some wom­
en. This is more likely < to 
happen if you are overweight, 
have had hypertension dur­
ing pregnancy or have some 
predisposing condition, such 
as mild kidney disease or a

family history o f high blood 
pressure. So it’s a good 
idea to ask your doctor to 
measure your blood pressure 
before prescribing the Pill and 
then to have your blood 
pressure checked every six 
months or so.

* Some women develop 
high blood pressure during 
pregnancy. In women who 
already have it, pregnancy 
may make their condition 
more severe. This form o f high 
blood pressure may disappear 
after delivery, or it may 
continue.

* Asa woman grows older, 
her chances o f having high 
blood pressure become greater 
than a man’s, particularly 
after menopause.

* Black women — even 
very young black women — 
are much more susceptible to 
high blood pressure than 
white women.

* If your parents and 
other relatives have had high 
blood pressure, there’s a good 
chance that you have it or 
may develop it, too. If you 
have it, your children may 
also develop it. Like adults, 
children should have regular 
blood-pressure checks.

To control your blood 
pressure, you’ve got to work 
together with your doctor, 
nurse, and others. Dr. Dustan 
says. You may have to take 
medication every day, per­
haps for the rest o f  your 
life. And there may be other 
treatments, such as losing 
weight, using less salt, and 
gettii^ more exercise. Don’t 
take life-or-death chances with 
a disease you can control.
