Corby Kelso 
b u s ^  through for six yards 
on the next play and it 
appeared Bronte was on the 
way to score, but a 15 yard 
penalty stalled the drive. 
David Phillips punted the 
ball to the Eagle 17 yard line.

Sterling City took the ball 
and amassed their best of­
fensive effort of the game, 
gaining 48 of the Eagles 
game total 100 yards. The 
Longhorns then stiffened 
with defensive back Duff 
Kelso breaking up two Eagle 
passes, both times nearly 
intercepting.
